A gentleman who read the President's Message to

day gives the following as its main points t.
The President congratulates Congress upon the

success of resumption, but takes the ground that
unless the coinage of silver dollars is limited gold
Will soon begin to flow out of tho country and will
be replaced by silver. He, however, docs not

think that Congress should attempt to fix

any ratio between gold and silver at

present, nor until an international mouetary
conference has agreed upon a ratio. He recommends
the suspension of coinage as the only Btcp now

necessary in silver legislation. He takes the ground
that as it Is only in time of war or other pressing
emergency that the issuo of circulating notes by
government is warranted, and as the emergency ex- j
ists no longer, that the circulating notes of govern- <

t
meat should be retired. The President says that, as

it has been the policy of the government ever j
since the adoption of the constitution to pay i
all Indebtedness as soon as possible after
it bos been inourred. a sinking fund should bo pro-
vided by which the publio debt cau bo paid within t
some limited time. If the revenues of the govern- '
meut will not furnish such a fund the President '

thinks it should be raised by tax on tea and coffee,
this being the most convenient tax and one least
Celt by the people.
Very decided ground is taken in regard to polyg-

imv in Utah. Attention is called to tbo open violationof the law on the subject in that Territory 1

and to the great importance of dealing vigorously *

with the question in view of the fact that the time ]

la rapidly approaching when Utah will demand admittanceas a State. Ho recommends that polygamy
In the Territories be made a bar to suffrage amV to
Bitting on juries, and that tho test oath be used to
ascertain the facts.
Considerable space is devoted to civil service reform,and the improved condition of the public serviceis referred to, with tbo recommendation that a

commission be appointed to consider tho subject
and act as an advisory board.
Tho President reports a very agreeable condition

of affairs with all foreign nations. He advises
gainst reopening tho question of transferring the Indiansto the care of tbo army. He urges that a sufllcientsum be appropriated to complete the Washingtonmonument at au early day. He gives renewed

attention to the election laws in connection with the
request that money be promptly appropriated to
pay marshals, tor whoso services Congress at its last
session refused to pay. This is the most "stalwart"
part of the messago.

Prwtident would not nominate Mr. llamaey for the
position of Secretary of War nutll Mr. MoCrary was

If a loss were to result
from such certifications or overdrafts, there would
seem to bo no doubt that consequential damages
could be collected from those directors who knowinglypermitted them.

law In reference thereto, and iu tbe event of the ap- j

Jamos J. Brooks, chief of the Secret Service divlsonof the Treasury, in his roport of the last fiscal
rear states that the number of arrests by his em-

;>loye* and by local authorities, to whom contingent
owards were paid by the Secret Service, was 039.
Jonnterfelt money to the amount of $33,051 was cap-
lured, together with a large number of plates, dies
Mid moulds used in counterfeiting notes or coin,
md several of the arrests made during the year were

if unusual importance. Among them were those of
Henry C. Cole, who had been concerned as a "capitalist"in nearly every important combination of
counterfeiters for twenty-five years, but who is now
iorving a twelve years' sentence in the New Jersey
State Prison, and Charles T. Cinch, of whom
it is said that "the annals of counterfeiting
Jo not preseut his peor in skill, celerity of
cperation and recklesB daring." The latter pleaded
juilty, but had thus far escaped sentence upon some

legal technicality, "Au unfortunate result, to which,"
Chief Brooks remarks, "this division did not in any
way contribute." lie says that during the last fiscal
year thero has been increased activity among the
counterfeiters of our paper currency, but that the
vigilance maintained by the agents of the division
has anticipated the coming of the fraudulent issues
and protected the public from any considerable loss.
The report continues: .
At no time in the history of national banking in

this country has such mechanical skill been displayedin the production of counterfeit notes as has
marked the issues of the past year. So fine is the
work and so close the Imitation that it
has become necessary in several instances to
recommend to the public the refusal of
all uotcH of tbo denominations and banka thus
counterfeited. Of the old gangs of counterfeiters of
paper money who for years depredated upon our
communities but two remain, and they are somewhatattenuated through the intervention of Justice.
But new and more skilful combinations have been
formed from the criminal classes, known ss forgers,
oheck-rsisers, bank burglars and gamblers, and theso
gangs, by the aid of muoh ill-gotten wealth, commandtalent and skill aud present phases of operationwhich render the detection of the criminals
more diflicnlt, tedious and expensive than heretofore.Nevertheless, I assert, wituout fear of successfulcontradiction, that there never was so small
an amount of counterfeit paper money in circulation.01 coin counterfeiting It may be said it was
never so extensively engaged In as now, and never
were arrests tor tbo offence more numerous. Tbe Increaseis attributable mainly to the chsspness of the
material of which most of the coins are composed
and the facility with which they can be manufactured.

AN "ECONOMICAL" MOVEMENT.

Reports That the Wigwam Is To Be

Reorganized.

There wu no dearth of gossip and speculation in
the political world yesterday. The events of the past
low nays have formed out the base upon which thu
politicians have exorcised their speculative powers
tud put forth theories as to what will he the uext
novo on the political chessboard. The rumors that
lave bveu currout for weeks past as to the probable
removal or suspension of Mayor Cooper after Janutrynext wero given fresh life by the nomination and
:oullrwution of Jacob M. Patterson, Jr., as Police
lustice. The excuses that were olfered to account
lor the Mayor's action lu this respect have been

lully detailed iu the Hkbald. Mr. Patterion'swell kuowu intimacy with Mr. Cornell,
:ha CKivnrnor nlont. was. it is aliened, the
tole motive for Mr. Cooper's proceeding. Ue had
xcome thoroughly oouviuced that, according to

popular report, au attempt would be made to
ihorteu his term of official life, und with a view
,o checkmating the operations of his political
inemios bo, upon the advice of a few friends, con:ludedto give Patterson a "fat" office. It would appearfrom what has been gathered from various
lources that tho apprehensions of the Mayor were

lot by any means groundless. That it was intended
;o ask Oovernor Cornell to remove His Honor very
,'ew well informed persons now deny. Indeed, it
las come to be well known that tho leador of Tainiiauyand soma of his henchmen evon went so

!ar as to discuss tho matter over several
iimes. At each conference there was not by any
means a unanimity of sentiment or feeling on tho
ubject. It was urged by those opposed to the
scheme for getting rid of the Mayor that it would be
very impolitic to take such desperate measures

against him. It would be only making a political
martyr out of Mr. Cooper, and there were many other
ways to hamper him in his official duties. Tammany'sleader, however, did not, so the story goes,
at first see the force of these objections to having his
old enemy retired to private lifo. Had ho not helped
to secure the election of Cornell to make use of him
in "rearranging" affairs in the city? What would
all his labor amount to If he could not
have the Mayor put out of his path?
A number of the leaders in tho Tammany
organization, however, announced themselves as

being so strongly against this project that the
matter was not decided on, except on the part
of some of the officials who were removed by
Ucrvuruor Kobiusou. When the next Hoard of
Aldermen comes into office on the 1st of January
it is hoped that a Tammany member will be elected
president, of that body, if the present combination
between Tammany and the republicans is kept up

but there is no telling what change may take place
in the situation when the charges that it is rumoredwill be preferred ugaiust the Mayor are
laid before Governor Cornell. That official can Immediatelysuepeud Mr. Cooper, and the President of
the hoard of Aldermen would become acting chief
magistrate and could, under the provisions of the
law, perform all the duties that would legally devolveupon the suspended Mayor. Nominations
could be made 10 the Aldermen, and "good Tammanymen" could, as ia represented, be accommodated"with most tempting places under the city
government. 1 ho patronage that will be at the diaposalof the Mayor next year is very groat.

But many snruwd observers ot political events say

that no attempt to disturb the Mayor will be made.
He will, according to these gentlemen, be allowed to
servo his whole term out, at least Mr. Cornell not
making any effort to remove him. Whatever efforts
are made ou the part of removed officials to puuish
Mr. Cooper for sllegod illegal acts in their cases do
not enter into the calculations of these persons.

Well,
then, I'll give the outline of the programme that, in
my judgment, will be adopted by those in authority
in Albany the coming year. What I say to you I
have reaauu to believe came from a person very near
to Mr. Cornell. Iu the Urst piuco all legislationnext year will be shaped with the view of lesseningthe expenses of the city government in New
York.

Hkhald reporter, with a view to obtaining his opinionson current political topics and especially with
rogard to the next Presidential election.

"Will General Grant, in your opinion, be a candidatefor the Presidency in 1880?" asked the reporter.
"Secretary Sherman is a candidate for the Presidencyand is popular in Ohio. He is regarded as odo of

the ablest politicians in the country," was the reply
of Mr. Smith. "He has served in the Legislature, in
Congress and in the Senate, and in every position in
which ho has served he has commanded the respect
and confidence of his party, and very largely the respectof all parties. His record as a public mania withouta blemish, and, iu the absence of General Grant,
there would be no doubt of hia carrying the vote of
Ohio solid in Convention, and even with Grant as a
candidate it 1b not improbable that be might get the
solid vote of the State, or at least s majority of it.
With reference to Grant, he is very populsr with the
people, and but for the fact that he has served two
terms as President there would not be any very
serious opposition to his nomination. There is a
large class of republicans who are opposed to electingauy man President of the United States for
any period of years, whether taken together or separately,longer than President Washington served in
that capacity. That is particularly true of the Germans,who come 10 this country wtth their prejudicesagainst anything that might be construed as
one man power. Xuey tavor frequent elections aud
as frequent changes in men occupying
high positions, so as to guard against
what they consider kingly control of any
department m the government. With the
Germans of Ohio Sherman is the mofit popular
man promiueutly mentioned as a Presidential candidate,although Washburue would be quite acceptaableto them. The business community would
favor Sherman pretty gonerally because tbey
approve ot his fiuancial policy which accomplishedresumption, aud with him' as Presidenttlley feel that they would be eafe in

of Hew fork Central Stock.

BOUGHT BY V SYNDICATE.

Ten Millions Moie at the Option of the
Purchasers.

, Much excitement was croutod in Wall street yesterdaymorning by rumors of the sale of $25,000,000
worth of New York Central Uailrusd stock by PresidentWilliam 11. Vaudorbilt to a syndicate of New
Vork and London bankers. The news, however, was

received with great caution, as similar reports spread
during the past two weeks had, on investigation,
been positively denied by the parties whose names

were prominently connected with the movement.

Notwithstanding these denials it loakud out during
the morning that there was really something in the
reports, and later in the day tho tact of a large sale of
New York Central stock by Mr. Vanderbilt was

fully confirmed. About noon several well known
bankers and railroad men were seen ascending
tho steps of the banking bouse of Drexel, Morgan
A Co.,.at the corner of Wall ana Broad streets, and
before two o'clock in the alteruoon there were

present in the private office of that firm Messrs.
William H. Vanderbilt, Chaunooy M. Depew and
Treasurer Clarke, of the Now York Central, and
representatives of the following banking firms and
railroad magnates composing the new syndicate:.
L. Von Huffman A Co., August Belmont k Co.;
Wlnslow, Lanier k Co.; Kuha, Loeb&Co.; E. D.
Morgan k Co., Woerslioffer & Co.; Morton, Bliss k
Co.; the Drexels, of Pbiludolphia; Jay txonlu, Itussell
Sage, Cyrus W. Field, William L. Scott aud D. O.
Mills. Drexel, Morgan k Co. represented the Londonbanking firm of J. S. Morgan & Co.

THE PURCHASE.

After a secret session of tbreu-quarters of an hour
it was announced that tho syndicate had purchased
from Mr. William II. Vanderbilt $15,000,000 of New
York Central stock, to be paid for to-morrow, and
had boon allowed an option of $10,000,000 more.
The terms were refused to the press, but It was- Intimatedthat tho price would be $120 per share, the
same to he paid for in four per cent government
bonds, which would advance the purchase figures to
$123 50 per share.
The syndicate agreed that a general agency for the

company should be opened in London with Messrs.
J. S. Morgan k Co., to secure the transfer of stock
and the payment of dividends there at a fixed rate of
exchange. The purchase of this stock will cause

somo changes in the Board of Directors of the New
York Control ltailro&d, but it is impossible to
tell which of the preseut directors will retire.
It is a fact, however, that Mr. J. Pierpont Morgan, of
Drexel, Morgan k Co:, will represent the London interestin the Board, and that Mr. Cyrus W. Field and
Holon Humphreys, of the firm of E. D. Morgan k
Co., will go in for the railroad mou. They will representtho Wabash ltailroad Interest, with which tho
New York Ceutrul will, through the Lake Shore road,
now como into an alliance and thereby secure Mr.
Vanderbilt the Southwest traific business.
The transactions in New Vork Central stock in the

Board ltooni of tho Exchange yesterday were unusuallylarge for that security, amounting to <5,055
shares. It opened at 130, fell off to 129%, advanced
to 135 on the strength of the purchase by the syndicate,and closed at 134% a 135.

NEGOTIATIONS VOII THE STOCK.
As far as could bo ascertained negotiations for tho

purchase of this stock have been going on for tho
past two or three weeks. It is said that Mr. Cyrus
W. Field, representing the syndicate, approached
Mr: Vaudorbilt on the subject at the time mentioned
ami offered to purchase 250,(WO shares of New York
Central at $120 per share, provided the latter
would tie up the remainder ot his stock for ouo

year. This Mr. Vanderbilt refused to do, aud the
syndicate mourned their terms, asking that 110
Central stock should be throwu on the market for
six months. This proposition, it is claimed, was
also rejected by Mr. Vuuderbilt, and on Friday last
it was thought that the negotiations had tallen
through. On Monday night, however, it is said,
Mr. Yandcrbilt reconsidered his decision, came to
an agreement and Hlgued a contract with tho
syndicate, giving them until yesterday afternoon
to perfect their arrangements.

TESTIMONY TAKEN YESTERDAY.
The labors of the Assembly commit too appointed

to investigate the management of railroads in this
Statu are at last uearing an end. All the testimony,
with a felr trifling exceptions, is now in, and it is
believed that the argument of counsel will begin tomorrow.All the arguments, both in behalf of the
people and on the part of the railroads, will occupy
about four days, so that a week more will probably
finish the investigation. Tho committee met at ten
o'clock yesterday morning in the General Term
room of the Supreme Court and examined Mr. 8. L.
11. Earlow and Mr. 11. C. Vilas, tiio former being a

director of Erie in 1372 and the latter its present
general treight agent.
Mr. barlow testified as to his connection with Erie

as counsel and as elircctor from 1372 to 137C; the
original chunge in the Board took placo by the resignationof a majority of the diroctors in 1872; some

of these resignations were voluntary, others paid for
at the rato of $C5,U0U each; witness recovered
a judgment ol $75,0'JO against Erie for
advances made to Mcllenry; this judgment was paid
before the road went into the hands of a receiver
sua when th&u was no thought of a receiver beiug
appointed; ne thought the date of the appointment
was May 26, 1875; the English proxies on the Eris
stock were given to tho control of tho company ou
this side in perpetuity; whou Mr. Gray returned
from Europe tho Erie company first discovered that
they had a claim against Mr. Mcllenry; he had receivedvery large sums in Erie bonds, upon which
ho had obtaiue I advances, which in turn were
h.inded over to Mr. Watson; he claimed that he hud
turned over to the company all the money he receivedfrom tho sale of the bonds.
Mr. Barlow continued:.Deducting every possiblolegitimate charge against the earnings there

was an amount to the credit of the company; as a
matter of luct, three and a halt per refit was paid on
the preferred stock and one and a half on the common;tho Mciienry iutoro.it had taken $3,500,uo0

THE EIGHTH AVENUE FIRE.

ESTIMATES OF LOSSES AND INSURANCES.THB
MISSING MEN FOUND ALIVE.

Tho ruins of the Eighth Avenue Railroad depot attractedhundreds of persons yesterday who watclicd
the volumes of smoke rising from smouldering bay
and grain. Drivers and conductors who have been
temporarily thrown out of work wore well representedin tho vicinity. The rutnor attributing the
origin of the fire to tho employes was indignantly
characterized by them as false. Tho company reducedthe wages of the pen about a year ago, prom-
islug to return to the old basis as soon as they could
afford it. Recently the employes asked SuperintendentWilson, through a committee, for an advance,and they wero to have received an answer today.The origin of tho Ore remains a myatery. There
were about two hundred and sixty horses lost, and
as the ruins will probably be hot for several days It
will be impossible to remove tho carcasses at present.
Streams of water were projectect on the debris by
engines all day yesterday. Travel was impossible on
the Eiulith avenue road until half-past twolvu in
llio aiiemouu, wui-u lu.rt) curs wore uruurru uui.

About ouo hundred ears wore standing on the track
above Sutiot.i street all day long. "l'o-day a larger
titimber will bo orderod out. Superintendent Ueorge
Wilson said that about tbreo huudrod horses wore
atabiod temporarily by the Sixth avenue road, the
saiuo number by the Ninth avenue aud the remainderwere taken rare of by tho Seventh avenuo
aud iu private stable*. Superintendent Wilaon said
th^t the company would not docidc for four or tlvu
weeks what they would do, but iu his opinion they
would probably rebuild on the site of the tire.
