podueer. The same aftersoon she gave birth toa
ehild, which s yot living, and Hartman died the

THE EARL OF DURHAM.

George Frederick D'Arcy Lambton, second Earl of
Durham, was born st Copss Hill, Burrey, on Bep-
tember 0, 1528, The cable announces that he died
on Wedneaday in London. His father, John
Goorge Lambton, member of Parlimnent for
the county of Durbhsm, was raised to the
peerage as Buron Durbsam in 1828, and sdvanced
to the Viscounty of Lambton snd the Earldom of

Durham in 1833, Ho sctod as British Ambsssador at
the Court of St. Petersburg, wns Lord Privy
Senl from 1830 to 1833 and subseguently Gov-
ernor of British North America. He was & Enight
of St. Androws, Bt. Alexander Newsky, St. Anne,
the White le of Russis and the Bavior of
Greece, His eldest son was the “Master Lambton’
of Sir Thomas Lawrence's celebrated portrait. This
son died in 1881, aud his brother Georg led
to the title in 1840, being then twelve years old. In
