The Rich Blessed in Giving and the
Poor in Receiving.

A WIDESPREAD CELEBRATION.

Tho story of the annual Thanksgiving always presentsa joyous picture.a picture of mingled peace
luiti uierriuiout, thankfulness and feasting, Tester-

day was uo exception to what the past lias boon.
what the future will be. The bright sunshine of a

November day ushered in Thanksgiving morning,
and the balmy autumn air watted on its soft wings
to many listening ears and thankful hearts the
chimes of old Trinity announcing the Tabernacle
Feast of tlio Ingathering. In most of the ltoniau
Catholic churches there was uu early mass as a lit

preparation for the festivities of the day. The

Kpiscopal churches generally gave a full choral
service having special reference to the nationalfeast of plenty. In the Congregational,
Presbyterian, Methodist and Baptist churches,
where faith and repentance are preached on

Bundays, there was a grateful digression inculcatingthe lesions taught by abundant harvests and

returning prosperity. But witile the Thanksgiving
bells were chiming from the church towers and tho

worshipping multitude was bowing in the churches,
while the streets were full of people in holiday attire,
going hither and thither in search of enjoyment,
while the great national holiday was manifesting
Itself in its outward forms and observauces, thero
was a more prosaic background to tho picture and
to tlie cooks in the kitchen there were the lauor una

i)reparation that would make the feast perfect in the
dining hall.
as was to bo expected. Fifth aveuue was a living

panoruma. Had the bright sunshine of the morning
lasted throughout the day this fashionable thoroughfarowould have been even more gay; but. in spite of
the heavy, leaden clouds which enshrouded sun and

sky, it wus alive with youth und beauty. The young
meu and the maidens, whether going to church to

pray or to the Park for a stroll, whether going abroad
to dinner or returning to dine at home, all
knew of no way to their destinatiou exceptthrough Fifth avenue. From Fifty-ninth
street to Washington square the sidewalks
wero lined with the multitude, and in the afternoon
tho street was tilled with vehicles on their way to
the drives'and boulevards, "Have you said turkey
yet?" was tho customary salutation, and even in the
air there was a savory smell from tlio spit in the
kitchen on which tho emblematic bird was turning.
It was plain, even to the olfactories, that feasting
was tho principal business of the day, and wherever
the curtains wero withdrawn suihciently to reveal a

glimpse of a dining room table the celery tops and
the cruet stand spoke eloquently of the embrowned
and gravicd bird. In some households there were

faint attempts at docoration, crimson leaves from
the woodB, as a setting for purple grapes and golden
pears and russet apples, and in mauy places the absenceof Thanksgiving legends was felt as a real
want.

WHY NO THANKSOIVINO SONGS?
"Why can wo not have our Thanksgiving songs as

well as our Christmas carols?" wus a question that
was asked more than once; and in one household
full of tho spirit of the day the least of plcuty was

supplemented by a celebration of Its origin. There
wore no post-pramlial speeches, it is true, but alter
tho turkey had come and gone and tho fruits aud tho
dessert wore disposed of tho following ode was sung
to music liko that of Mr. P. S. Uilmoro'a heavou inspiredauthem:.

The day probably was more generally observed
yesterday than ever boiore. In tho columns of the
Heiiald this morning will be lound a full picture of
the celebration in the churches and in publio
places; but, aside from tho morning devotions and
ufteruoou sports of the people, the chief features of
Thanksgiving Day aro Indoors, consisting, as they
do, of family reunions and bountiful repasts. These
cannot even bo outlined, but it is safe to say that in
this great city, with its thousands of sufferers iu as

many ways, nobody went hungry yesterday.
THOUSANDS FEASTED.

On a stroll through the publio institutions the
peculiar uaturo of tho day couli bo rotsoguized at a

glance.prisoners, keepers, employes all at rest, and
nearly all wearing a look of satisfaction by no means
customary. The inmates of the Charity Hospital, on
the Island, wercj lirst attended to. In addition to tho
tare which usage and medical advice had assigned the
patients, all wi|0 were strong enough had u plentiful
repast of hicken, and in spite of their ailments it
must lie said that all seemed to do it justice. At the
l'.uitentiary and Aliusiiouno 1,80*) pounds or
cluckeii were prepared tor consumption. and
not a mornol w..s loft. One thousand two

given to wldioaway the day. Although tho inmates
ol tucse places ate their diet with a relish it %vas iu
tho institutions t'or Juveniles that the keenest appreciationot the day ami tho bani|iiut was maultested.The descent tho e immaturecousnmers uiado
upon tho tables was moat disastrous lor their burdens.They ate chicken and gorged themselves with
pudding ns though their hopes 01 l.appinc-s do-
petided on the absorption ot thcsoedibte*; und then
went off to play with mind untroubled by any
thought of their Iriomllcss state ami with a gralciul
disposition toward tho providers of the least,

tables. The tittle ones' faces beamed with delight as

they eagerly partook of the good things provided for

them, although it was curious to noto how many of
the children would llrst devour slice upon slice of
bread and then, only when apparently the appetite
was satisfied, commence on the more solid things.
Here, loo, hundreds of hearts, both young und old,
were made happy, and when the children had 11 lushed
their meal tiie inner wants of nearly fifteen huudrcd
outdoor poor were liberally attended to. At two
o'clock musicul and other services wore held in

the chapel, which was thronged with visitors.
The new organ lately donated to the inissiou was

for by the Home of the Friendless, and during the

Thanksgiving observances began iu St. Vincent's
Home tor Bays iu Warren street as early us six A.
M., when the boys gathered ia their pleasant little
ehupul uud assisted Father Druingoole in celebrating
high mass, thu music ot which many of them sung
sweetly. Attcr muss Father Brumgoolo delivered a
sermon appropriate to thu day. The principal
feature of the day's festivity was the diuuer furnishedby the members of St. Joseph's Union. This
body provided uu ample dinner yesterday for 4{kJ of
its regular proteges and about one hundred street
boys and hungry men and women, who summarily
disposed of VJU pounds of turkey, 1U0 pounds of
prime beef, 70 pounds of ham, ISO pounds of plum
pudding, two barrels of potatoes and other vegetablesiii equal abuudauee, together with cranberries,
pies and coffee. This dinner was served from one
o'clock until half-past four P. M. iu thu lecture hall
of the home, whicu was tastefully decorated for the
occasion. Flags aud buuting ornamented tho walls
and hung from the colllug. At one end of the hall
hung a largo picture of Washington and at the other
end a picture of Cardinul McCloakey. The boys of
the homo at the close ot their dinner eutertaiuod
visitors with a well-executed juvenile concert. It
was a happy occasion all rouud.

SI'. llAUNABAS' HOME.
There was the usual regular holiday service in

the chapel of St. Barnabas' Homo at balf-past ten
in the luurniug, with communion service and a sermon,and at one o'clock tho feastiug began. First,

A
large number of ladies and gentlemen were present,
and several interesting addresses were deliverod.
The audience room was transformed for the occasion
into a floral bower.every available space was coveredwith beautiful blooming plants and gracoful
trailing vines.

the newsboys' dinner.
The usual dinner waa given by Mr. O'Connor,

Superintendent of the Newsboys' Lodging House,
to about one hundred and seventy-five street Arabs
who make their home in the institution, as well
as to about two hundred and twenty-five other
bootblacks and newsboys who are transient
patrons of the institution. The dinnor, which was

provided by the liberality of the Children's Aid
society and some charitnble persons, consisted of

iu the institution ami repaired to the schoolroom,
where the teachers, Messrs. Hatch and Williams, improvisedan entertainment.

work, hut ure also clothod, fed and given rudimentaryinstruction. In this school the practical preceptsof Professor Froebel, the father of the kindergartensystem, aro strictly curried out, with the additionof the lato improvements suggested by ProfessorWhitaker, of Uoston. The holiday was sot
apart for u reception to tho patrons of the institution,as also for a treat to tho children of an oxtraordiuurysupply of the good things of life. 1ly
ten o'clock in the morning tho vast building
wen crowded to snilocatlou with visitors. The
spacious parlor floor was used for class exorcisesof tho grsduating class, which consists
it children averaging six yuars of ago. Home thirty
little bora aud girls were seated around a table, at
I he head of which presided Miss Fanny Hchwodlor,
tin principal, Pro lessor Felix Adler addressed the
assembly, while tho rhlidrou wore at work with
little slicks, resembling matches without sulphur,
maiiiifneturing all kinds of imaginary objects, such
as chairs, pyramids,angles or bridges. This Is done
by inserting tiie ends of tho sticks in soft peas,
which make tho joint of tho anglo.

THANKSGIVING SERMON BY RET. DR. BELLOWSAT TEMPLE EMANUEL.
Temple Emanuel, on Fl'th avenue, was

crowded In the afternoon with a congregation of
mingled Jews and Christians, gathered to listen to a

Thanksgiving sermon by Dr. H. W. Bellows. The
unusual, if not unprecedented occurrence of a Unitarianclergyman preaching in a Jewish temple was

of Itself enough to attract a crowd. The preacher
took f6r his text the ilrst verse of tho 118th
Psalm,."O glre thanks unto the Lord, for He is
good, bocauso His mercy endureth forover." Ho
poke at leugth of the origin of the Thanksgiving

festival, attributing it to the revorence for Scrip-
tural usages which obtained with the Pilgrim fathers,
and comparing it to the Jowiah least of ingathering,
more commonly known as the Fea<t of Taberuacios.
He deacribod the ceremonies of this feast with considerabledetail, comparing tho last evening of tho
eight-day festival with thu Amorican Thanksgiving,
whkh bad grown out of ita original New England
character lo a national holiday. We owe much of
our social mid political fabric, said the speaker, to
the reverouce of our forefathers for the
Mosaic law. If they had had their wr.y
we would perhaps have pad a more compluto
theocracy than was ever attained, oxcrpt in
theory, even among thu Jews. Tliev were morn

OLD TBINITY.THK SACBKDHES3 OF HOME.
SEBMON BY BEY. DB DIX.

The Thanksgiving feast waa colebratod in the
usual elaborate manner at old Trinity. The muslcaj
programme was of a thoroughly appropriate character,and was executed with the wonted care and
conscientiousness by the choir. It was as follows:.Processionalhynlrf 305; Venite, proper anthem;Psalter, psalm 1j7; Bunodlcite, Bust in 0;
Jubilate, llopkius in D; Creetf, Apostles; anthem,
"All Thy Works Praise Thee;" lyric, Gounod;
hymn 405; offertory, "Most beautiful Appears" and
"The Lord is Great," by llaydu; Vonite, Gounod;
"Gloria in Kxcelsis;" recessional hymn 303. The
sermon was preached Uy the pastor, Kcv. Dr.
Dix, and his themo was the significance of
Thanksgiving Day, more especially in its relutlou
to home. It was manileslfr the special object of tho
preacher to set forth in the strongest light the
streugth ;.nd endurance of the institutions of home
wheu supported by truo Christian faith. This festivalcalled back to one's mind the patrlarchicul days
when overy hoiue was a little church and tho heud
of every household its devoted and earnest priest.
It wuh not a day identified with any of the great religiousevents of the pust, but essentially the festivalof Christian homes.- It was wonderful to contemplatehow long this Institution of home had
withstood all its toes and had resisted tuo onslaughts
of voluptuousness and licentiousness, of divorce
made cany, and of tho ridiculous carlwture of
polygamy- Through all the dark ages of barbarism
and iguorauco, from tho time wheu meu lived in
caves, and when stones were their arms and implemeuts,and tho present highly refined state of civilization,that little ark of home had floutod down the
rivor of time unshaken. And yet it was prdbably
never exposed to such varied and insidious attacks
as at preseut, f there was abroad a general recklessiies,a mad lndepoudenco, a supreme selfishness,
a complete sell-indulgence, a falutness in the perceptionof duty, a slackness of the socrod ties of
luiuily which, if not stopped in time, would whirl
it also down into the whirlpool in which so many
proclous and good things had boon engulfed. The
preacher dwelt with great earnestnesa on the importanceot early religious aud social intluouces of
uonie iu moulding the eutiro character of the uimu.
Where was tho boy taught his first prayer! Where
was tho child taught tho lessons of love, dnty, reverence,submission? The early religious training of
thu child lott a de. t) imnress on his entire after life.
Hence it was or the ttmt iuiportanco tliat parents
should surround their homes with these beautiful
associations of home. Husbantls ihould show kind*
ness and deference to their wives; wivos should
love and reverence their husbands. How could
children be expected to show respect, love and duty
to tlielr parents unless these showed the same quail*
ties to each other? No home could be perfect as it
should be unites it was illuminated by faith in the
Divine Father and His word.

LKT AU OlVJt THANKS.
The reverend gentleman then referred more pats,

ticuiarly to the duty of uivlug thanks to the
Heavenly Father on this day. Prosperity was returningeverywhere, losses were being turned into
gains, and there was no one indeed who had not
some cause to be gratolul for His kindness and forbearance.tormisfortunes and reverses hard to be
borne, jet tempered and softened by His meroy
and relieved by the light of future Joy and happiness.Let all men remember that It they wished for
uuy sweet, good thing which they could not have in
this llto, this desire was merely the symbol of a
substance existing in unother and better world and
whicu would be theirs in the life everlasting. The
redeemed wero all one of a great family, and He was
their Divine Father. Dr. Dix closed with su eloquentappeal to his congregation to bo mindful of
thesu glad associations of the day, aud to let it be
their motto in life not to swerve from their devotion
aud duty to tUe Lord. *
