DRAGGED TO THE SCAFFOLD,

A Statement of the Crime that Differs
from the Court Records,

A LEGAL TRAGEDY IN WEST VIRGINIL

Another Vormont man has been launched into
eteruity by order of the Bupreme Court for the
erimo of murder, who has died solemnly protesting
his innocence. At twenty-four minutes past one
o'clock Asa Magoon was brought from his cell with
considerable difieulty and foveed up the steps to the
seaffold,  The prison chaplain offorcd prayer and the
Sheriff read the warrant. The condemned man was
then saked if he had auything to say why tho death
sentence should not be executed upon him. He
snswered “Yes,” and made the following state,
ment:—*“I'm an inuocent man, I want to tell all
thess folks how it was I went to Montpelier. I got
two gallons of ninoty-ive per cent aleohol. On
going buck I stopped at Hannah Pirine's, at Barre,
with Streetor, Lo lad two drinks and so did I. He
had one-balf of an apple ple. Streeter had s fight
with Hannab, The spring before she had offered
£1,000 to bave him kilel. She waa mad with
Btrooter becsuse he had put a piece in the paper thnt

shie sold  lgwor. She hit him with a stick
upon the forehead nnd back of the head;
then she went into court and denied over

Liaving had trouble with him. I sm going to ex-
piain to all the folks here. They went to my wagon
and got about & pint of aleohol. 1 haven't time to
tell the whole story. You see how much chance a
poor Christian man has for his life. 1 sm sn lnno-
ecept man. It sin't right to kill me. How could I
leave & three-yeal-old eolt I had, snd go thirty-

three roda to kill s man sud  then come
back? Dr. Jockson testified that Streeter
bad & bullet hole through his face. How
could I do thut? I mnever hud s pistol

or carving kuife to kill him with, It was & grab
game, They wouldn't give me a chance for my life.
It I had got my testimony before the Legislature I
should huve been all right, Yon are going to hang
me for nothing, and you will find it so in less than
three years, Now, you should give me a year to go
before the Legislaturs, Then if you hang me I
won't find auy fault, God iu heaven koows I never
hurt Streeter and had nothing to hurt him for. 1
wus on good terms with him and had lent bhim money
that day. That's all."”

1'he doomed man was then placed on the drop, his
hands and fect tisd and the bluck cup drawn over hia
face. The mnoose having been properly adjusted
Sherift Stimson stepped forward and said:—“Asa 8,
Mngoon, I now pass upon you the full extent of the
law, and may God have mercy upon your soul™ At
the samne time, at just three winutes to three o'clock,
the Sueriff stepped gpon the spricg and the drop
tell. Magoon fell about seven feot, breaking his
neck instantly, aud died without o struggle. His
beart beat sixteen minutes. He was taken down
arter hauging twenty-eight minutes and the body
was placed in s biack pine coilin and delivered to
Dr. Watson,

A DIFFERENT HISTORY OF THE CRIME,

The crime tor which Magoon forfested uis life was
committed near the little village of Barre, six miles
from Moutpelier, Yt., October 14, 1575, On the
moruing following the mangled remains of one
Lafus Streeter, & man seveuly years of age, wore
found in a feld alongside the Coriuth road, about s
wile outside the village, There were evidences of o
struggle on the road, and it was soon discovered
that she old mun was struck down aud then dragged
aloug the road into thoe field, where ho wus loft

to die by  his buteher. His foce was
pounded to a jeilly on o large stone,
wlich was covervd with blood and tissue, His

clothing bad been cut, evidontly with o kuife, aond o
further examination disclosed the fact that ho had
been stabbed 1n the abdowen. Asa Magoon was er-
rested sbio after the luguest on evivenca which
had becen elicited. It was shown that on Thursdsy
afiernoon, Cetober 18 Magoon and Strecter, who
lived i the former’s bouse, drove to Montpelier to-
ether, and before leaving they bought o jug of alco-
ol, which was paced in the wagon. They stopped
on their wsy home at the house of Mps.
Hannali Perrin, in the village of Barre, whero
the jux was cither lost or stolen. They drank liquor
several timwes and became slightly intoxicated. 'Lhey
got iuto a yuarrel ubout whe alcobol before leaving,
and on driving out of the yord high words were
bieard. One witness testified that he was passing by
Mrs, Perrin's house at the time sod inguired what
the trouble was., Muagoon anpawered, “Tuat —— ——
Sireeter has stolen s gallon of aleohol from me and I
nm going to get il.” Strestor denied having stolen
it or having any knowledge of its disposition what-
ever, and started back toward the louse,
telliug AMagoon to follow him snd Jjoln in
s search for the missing jug, but the
latter said, “Hold on!" And stepping up to
his companion i & wenncing way suid, with an
oath, *Uid Streeter, I'tl take your life; 1'd just as
Mot do it a8 not.””  To tiis Streeter replied that e
was not afradd of Lim, siul started slong, closely fol-
_lowed by Magoon, tho latter awearing and calling on
him to stop. About ten minutes after the departure
of the woen for bome parties mding along tho road
heard anoiso like that produced by a person saplit-
ting u board, and this was followed by heavy blows,

HOW NOLAN WAS KILLED.

The crime for which Laban T. Walker was hanged
waa the deliberste murdor of Patrick Nolan, a saloon

WALKER'S CHARACTER,

The econdemued man was bors in Laurence
county, Ky, und was only ubout eightoen years of
age. His appearance was quite that of & bﬂz. being
tall, slender, with a b Ul but E:t:plul falr
complexion and sandy halr. He nover tolt the
restealuing fnfluence of home diseipline, sud has al-
ways from infaney up led s reckless life, uncon-
troled and wncontrolluble. Ho was 310 {llegitimnte
son of Mrs., Walker née Marcum, BWorn betore her
mwarrisge to his father. . His mother is the daughter
of Junes Marcum, of Kentucky. Oon T:.P
Fork of Sandy River, where Marcum My
he killed two mon. One these, named
Murray, he stabbed to death, infllcting =a
large number of horrible and ghastly wounds, He
was afterward himselt shot aud killed in his own
mill by parties who Ilaid in swbush tor him. Two
of his sons were also killed, na the result of feuds
aoriginuting in the lifetime of their father. COne
of them was murdered by anotorious desperado
named Ryburn Parsley, who wus & son-n-law of m
man named Muncy, killed by the elder Marcum,
Parsley fled the county nud has never been heard of
sinee. A petition signed by so two hnndred por-
Bons, st tho urgent plending of his mother, was pre-
sented to Governor Matheéws, praying that the sen-
tence of Walker might be commu to imprison-
ment for life. .

A WEAK ENEED
Whalker was hanged ot two o'clock, The night pre-
vious four ministere were with him and
under their teaching Walker broke down nud aban-
doned thesppearsnee of indifferonce to his fate which
up to then had characterized his demesnor, and this
morning he engaged in prayer. His mother and

iwo sisters were with him in his cell from
carly morning until  twelve o'clock. They
were mueh distressed. He died withont indi-

d
cating his spiritual condition, but enpaged in lond
prayer to the last, At twelve o'clock his friouds
took leave of him, and at half-past one o'clock he
wis brought out Ly Sheriff Bowen and pinioned.
He was supported to the seaffold by the Sheriff and
& deputy, On the scaflold there were prayvers
and singing, after which Rev, Johnson mode a
specch to tho crowd, saying Walker bad requoested

him to nddress them, warning othera to
avoid his fate, During this specch the culprit's
legs were tied and a rope ueted, the prisoner

being held up for this purpose. The black en
was palled down over his face, snd st two o'elo
the Sheriff eut the rope which held the trap and he
was lsunched into etermity., The fall wus seven
feot, breaking his neck. Pulsation ceased iu
seven minntes, and st nine minutes the hoort
was still and he was pronounced dead. The body
was talen down at fifteen minutes after two o'clock,
placed ina cotlin and taken charge of by his triends,
who will bury him at Huanpton City, Ky, When the
drop fell several women screamed, and there was
much excitement,

A WIFE MURDERER EXECUTED,

GarvesTOX, Nov. 28, 1870,
The News special from Laredo says Crescncio
Uvalte, & Mexican, was hanged at two P, M. to-day
in the jail yard, He fell nine feet. The neck
broken and he died in seven minutes. He was o
shespherder, Buspecting the fidelity of his wife he
one day, while washing clothes in a pool, struck
lLier with a stick, knocking her into the water,
and lher underpeath until gshe was drowned. He
then dragged the body out and mutilated it with »
kuite in o fearful manner. Uwvalte acknowledged his

guilt on the scaffold. He exhibited little emotion.

The genersl impression is
that she eommitted the deed through Jealousy. She
wiil be tried next January,

A terrible explosion oeccurred at the Marcellus
Powder Mill, situsted in an isolated place three-
quarters of a mile north of the village of Marcollus,
in this eonnty, yestorday morning. The watchinsn
hiad  Just pleted his r ls of inspection and
oiled the machinery, which had been run-
ning all night, when ha discovered that
the main bullding was on  fire, o (mme-
diately flea, and  had  Just reschied & placo
of safoty when the explosion took place. The scene
1% described ns nprissively gramd,  Flest there wan
w hngs pudl of smoke, nnd then a fearful report, se-
companied by o lueld mass of flames,  There wire
about six thousand pounds of powder fon the mill,
one-hall in kegs, ans the remaindor loose in the pro-
conw of manufecture. Fr ta of machinery
wulghing from ffty o two hundred unds woere
Niurled inovery direction, and were found st distances
of from ifiy to one bundred rods from the mill.
Thosas buildings wers destroyed, the main or me
chinery bullding snd two small strootures joln-
ing, used for drying and other purposes. Thoe shoek
wan folt ovar a redins of ten miles, and the report
was plainly hoard in the western pare of this cliy.

An
attempt was e, sbout 1857, we belleve, to produce
the opers in Ltallan at & Benefit purformance of Miss
Minnle Hauuk at Boston, but the indifferiut care
given by the orehestra to the musle, the want of
preparation and rehesrsal by the artists, the meager-
neas of the east and the weskness of the chorus pre-
vented Its success. It was never repeated, and the
event Las been f Great i t has at-
tached to the production of this opera at the
Walnut Btreet ‘hestrs, and many friends of
the young prina donna ran over from New York to
be present at the fiswt nppearsnce of Miss Abboté
in the mew role.
