Both parties show a disposition to open the BesBionvery quietly. Prominent republicans say to-iluy
that lhoy do not think it good policy, for the present
at least, to recommence their old game of drawing
out the democrat!), They prefer to await tho developmentsor tho democratic policy. Prominent democrats,for their part, say that thoy do not
wuli to see the foliy of tho extra session repeated.Mi. Atkins, chairman of the Appropriations
Committee, holds, so some of the members of the
committee say, that the appropriation tor the pay of
marshals for election purposes, which tailed at the
extra session and wli:cli comes up now as a deficiency,should bo promptly jii-ovided for by the
House, and tho moderate democrats desire to avoid

repetition of the heated discussions and lutile
contests with the President into which they were

led last summer. It remains to bo seen, however,
whether they can control thoir wild men, aud it not
whether the moderates will have the llrmness and
good sense to cut adrift from these wild men. Leadingdemocratic Senators desire to bring up for settlementat tho earliest day the bill providing lor a

butter method of counting tho votes for President
and Vice President. It iB probable, however, that
this will cause a prolonged and tedious debatsin the Senate, which on numerous occasionshas shown itself very anxious
to leave this unfortunate question open and
uusettlcd. The late Senator Morton, who took a

very great interest in the rnattor, tried on two or

three occasions to get some dehnito rule adopted,
but with all his pertinacity always failed, finding
opponents in his own party as well as among the
democrats. It is a curious !»ct that tho Senate did
once pass a bill to which tho House was then ready
to consent without delay, but Senator Thur-
man, after the passage, moved a reconsiderationfor somo trivial cause. To oblige
hiiu tbe Senators granted a reconsideration and the
bill was never again heard of. Now if this bill of
Senator Morton had become a law, as would have
happened but for Senator Tliurman's interference,
its provisions would have carried Mr. Tilden into
the White House in 1877 without an electoral commissionor any other troublesome extraordinary
expedient.
SOUTH CAROLINA POLITICS.PROPOSED EDUCATIONALQUALIFICATION.PREPARING FOB TJttfe

PRESIDENTIAL CAMPAIGN.
A new movement in South Carolina politics attractsattention hore. It is for an educational qualificationfor voters. The Bourbons in that State have

determined, under the leadership of General
Martin Gary, to sweep the State next
year, when a new Governor Is to be
chosen, and to do so by general intimidation and
tissue ballots, in defiance of Senator Hampton and
the moderates who recognize him as their leader.
There is a good deal of irritation between the two

wings of the party, and tho moderates aro beginningto appeal to the people for quiet and sensibleaction. A prominent and able member of
the Charleston liar, Edward McCrary, has published
In pamphlet form a suggestion that the Legislature
shall order a new registration of voters, and require
very voter to write his own name on the registrationbook, those unable to write their names and to

read to be excluded from voting. That is to say, he
proposes an educational qualiiication such as Massachusettsand Connecticut already havo.

lie admits that white as well as black voters would

b« excluded under this rule, but says that the Stale
has established and fostered free schools for both
races, and that if any mau, white or black, cannot
read and write it is his owu fault and he ought to
sillier.
Jn the course of hi-i argument he points out that

the democrats have maintained on the statute books
all the laws relating to elections which they have de-
nounced a* Iniquitous while the republicans ruled,
lie tells them that neither fraud nor violence will
be tolerated by the country at largo and yet
that under tho present system, which maintains
the color line, tho democrats can carry the Statu in
18MU only by iraud or violence or both, and that
(rand is demoralizing to those who engage in it, and
ought not be endured, while violeuco will not bo
allowed by the country. Ue says
1 If the negro vote is to remain In its ignorance

and majority, then let us encourage rather than condemnindependent*. Let u« do all we can to divide
It, even if iu dividing it we dividu tho white vote also,
lietter, lar bi tter, that whites and blacks should
alike be divided, and white men be froo to exert
their influence, pro and eon., among the negroes,
thun by a system of exclusion to wall up this immenseblack voto against us and theu expect to overcomeit by force or fraud.
Finally ho says:."Lot up. do something to show

that after we got tho government we knew what to
do with it."

TilK NEOHO VOTE.

Mr. McCrary's pamphlet conforms the reports
already received here that the negroes are almost
solidly massed against the present democratic party
In the State, and that if they ara allowed to vote
they will be able to elect whomever they nominate.But South Carolina democrats opeuly say
that the negroes will not appear a^tlie polls, at any
rate in any numbers. The plan is to kee|J tho whites
olid by tierce denunciation of all independent
movements, and 10 scaro off tho blacks and thus
carry tho State.

UKVOLT AOAINST HAMPTON.
It remains to bo seen whether senator Hampton

ind tho moderates who have so far acted with him
will submit to the proposed intimidation. Hampton
has already beea openly told in South Carolina
that he had better go to Washtugtou, mind
hi* own business and leavo tho Slate politics alone.
Home of his friends say that if the moderates are

push d to the wall Hampton will resign liis seat in
the Senate and acrept tho nomination for Governor
himself, liut it begins to be doubtful whether (ion-
erai uary can mus ue crowueu on tho track, nnd it
eeins to be certain that tho negroes havoto a considerableextent lout faith in Hampton.

who will protest against tho electoral votes of these

OBITUARY.

BIGHT HON. JOHN AltTHClt ROEBUCK, M. P., P. C.

joliU Ai'tliur Koebuck. Member of Parliament for
Sueflleid, whoso death yesterday in his seveuty-sovuiilbyear is announced by cable despatch, wan one of
tlio must remarkable of a fatuous group of politicians
now nearly extinct. It is a striking instance of tlio
irony of history that a man whose reputation was

ina>1u as a liberal of tho liberals, a radical of the
radicals.a mnu whoso famous nickname of "Tear
Yin" was earned by bitter denunciation of the torics.aman who habitually employed the most cuttingsatire against Benjamin Disraeli.should have
closed his eccentric careor at feud with his lifetime
friends as a "right honorable'* by the grace of
the Karl of Beacouslicld, K. U. Tile lato meinour
of Parliament for Sheffield was maternally descendedfrom the poet Thomas Tickell, the most Intimatefriend ot Addisou, who, when he became
secretary of State, made Tickell his under secretary,
greatly to the disgust of Stouie. Tickell's translationof tlii i'irst lJouk ot the Iliad being highly
commended by Addison was tho occasion of tho
breach between Addison and Pope, commemorated
by the latter in his memorable lines upon Atticus,
and Tickell's elegy upon his benetactor was declaredl>y Goldsmith, C. J. l''o\ and Macaulay to bu
the finest in the Knglish language. The grandfather
of the lata statesman, Dr. John ltoebuck, was a distinguishedphysician aud savant of Uarrou, Stirlingshire,Scotland, who was a iriend and coworker of
James Watt in the improvement of tho steam

engine and author of a political pamphlet
denouncing tho American colonists m 1770.
His father £. (J. Roebuck, Esq., was a merchant
long resident at Madras, India. In that oriental city
John Arthur Hoebuck was bora, December 29, ltsu'J,
but before he could derive any permanent impressionof his native place was sent to Kugland to be
educated (1807). No particulars of his boyhood aro

given by his numerous biographers until tho year
1H15. when, havinc lost his father, he accompanied
bis mother and stuplatlier to Canada. Ho remained
In Lower Canada until 1824, but the place of his residonceand the manner and extent of Ills-education
remained unknown to liis later contemporaries. He
studied law in London, was called to the Bar ai the
Inner Temple (1831) and opened an office in London,
lie immediately threw himself with intense energy
into the struggle lor Parliamentary reform, and was
one of the first to reap the fruits of
victory, having been elected as a "ltadical
Heforiuer" for Bath at tbe general Parliamentary
elections of December, 183J. He BpOedily made his
murk lu debate, was re-elected in 1831, and was
chosen in 1835 by the House of Assembly of Lower
Canada to uct as their agent in their disputes with
the Imperial Parliament, and zealously defended tbe
interests of that colony in iti^ contests with the executivegovernment. His first celebrity in Parliamentwas won by his vigorous opposition to the
stump duty on newspapers, inveighing against the
"stamped press" and its conductors as being extremelycorrupt and tbe cause of much injusttce.
The newspapers replied. He retaliated personally,
naming certain members of the Metropolitan press.
Hostile mesKuges ensued. In the cases of Captain
Kdwurd Sterling, editor of the Timet, and Albany W.
1'onblanque, of the Weekly Examiner, matters were
accommodated, but in tbo instance of Mr. Black,
editor of the Morning Chronicle, a duel was the result
(November ID, 1835). Two shots were fired withouteffect, when Mr. Black's second withdrew
and the affair ended without any assignable result.
In tbe same year Mr. Itoebuck, who had already
written very effective Beutbaiuite articles in the
new, noisy and ultra-radical Wetimituter Jieciew, becameeditor and proprietor of an "unstamped"
s^rios of political publications entitled "Pamphlets
for the People," of which a sufficient number wero
issued to form two bound volumes. In (he House
of Commons Mr. Itoebuck was soon known as the
"Objector General," and, in the wordR of ono of his
biographers, "he faced every sort of fact in politics,
aualyzed all kinds of men, opposed and lectured
whigs and tories, headed the rust of the radicals in
plain speaking and, being still a young man, of no
definite poMtion and with no obviousjalms, he created,inside and outside Parliament, a mingled feelingof detestation, wonder, admiration and amusement.In fact he had become a House of Commons
character. But he was as independent with his constituentsas with the House; an "unmanageable"
man; and, not being yet understood, haviuu only
reached the stuge of unpopularity, he was thrown
out of his seat at the gonerul election of August,
1837, polling only U10 votes where he had formerly
polled 1,138," his successful competitor being the
late Viscount Powerscourt. During his four years'
exclusion lrom Parliament Mr. Hoebuck first went
the Northern Circuit, but does not seem to have been
burdened wivh much business. At all eveals he had
sufficient leisure to continue his career as
a pamphleteer and to contribute political articles
to the fymlminttrr and Edinburgh , quarterlies.Such a man could not long. remain
out of Parliament. ilo remained a public character,
mid, iu the necessity of tindiug sonic audience to address,took to the public meetings then becoming
numerous. Tlio Coru law question was coming uppermost;the Colonial question was forcing its way
to tbe trout, and on.both Mr. Roobuck bail much to
Hay. 15y tbe time new Uouae of Commons wan to
be chosen (1841), if lie bad not achieved popularity
be bad at least come to be regarded as something
more th<in an eccentricity, and was patronizingly
referred to by the whig coterie of tbe Edinburgh
Hr.tirw ana "rising man." Tho borough of Bath
wan again in one of lta radical humors aud tbe ten
pound householders returned! him, along withtLord
Duncan, by a (weeping majority over the Peelite
tories. Revenge ia sweet, aud the membor for Path
taxted it with uncommon relish. Ue soon be ame
more conspicuous than bofore. "There had been
great electoral corruption; be pointed it
out, be inaisted on inquiry, he demanded
committees, he even had member* down
at tbe IJor! Ilo madeCOO enemies out of the 058 members,but he pleased the public ami mad* his own
courageous independence thoroughly comprehended."It was during this Parliament.1841-7.
thai Mr. Roebuck exhibited the most feverish activityof his life and most thoroughly justified his
xmbriqurt of "Tear 'em." lie was, in abort, a
Charles huuiner, Wendell Phillips aud Denjaiuln V.
Rutler rolled into ono'
About this tiino ho wroto for several of tbe magazines,especially Tail's and tho Lmuhin ll'Vttw. His

next conspicuous public appearance, tbe most memorableof his life, was iu January, 1855, wlieu he
brought forward in tbo Rouse of Commons a motion
for inquiry into the couduct of the Crimean war,
which wts resisted by the government of Karl Aberdeen,but carried by a majority of 157, when that
government was torced to resign. Mr. Roebuck, us
a matter of course, became chairman of tho "Sebastopolcommittee," but his nauie was not to be
found in tho list ot tbo members of the new Cabinet.
Iu September ot tho same year Mr. Itoebuck was

offered, but declined, tbe post of a Charity Commissioner.lie was an unsuccessful candidate lor tho
cbalrmansnip of the new Metropolitan Hoard of
Works Iu I-'oceiiibcr. Ih55, and accepted in June,
18fi($. the chairmanship of the Administrative lieformAssociation, founded the previous year by
some leading merchants of l.ouilon, a body irom
which great things were expected, but which lapsed
into eternal silence soon aft r tbo publication
of a "luminous programme." 8"on afterward
the member for Sheffield made himself conspicuous
(1MB7) by his eloquent opposition to s projected war
against Chins, and his attitude Upon this subject
was inllurntial in effecting a dissolution of that Parliament.In June, 1*5*. he took an energetic stand
iu favor of Ferdinand de I<essepn' project lor cutting
the Isthmus of Suez, thou generally considered iu
Kugland as a conspiracy against lirltish shipping
Interests (!), and in 1861 be caused much cinotiou
uni'ing his electors at Sheffield byasories of speeches
in favor of Austria. When about thai time the ArchdnkoFerdinand Maximilian of Austria, afterward
the unfortunate Kmperor of Mexico, visited Kugliuid,
Mr. Roebuck \v.is the statesman who received him
with greatest cordiality, pronouncing an elaborate
encomium upon that Priuco's administration
of tbe l.ombaidc-Vcuetian Kingdom, liuring the
Amurloan "Sivll war Mr. Itoebuck was an avowod
partisan of the "Southern Confederacy." therebyfurther alienating his Sheffield constituent*.
Despite a formidable opposition he was re-elected in
1-r.j, coiut uttcd ill the session ol 1H(M> tlio KiismcII(Jladstoiieministry, and nupportrd the Reform bill
of tbo liisriitlU C.'ibitiet later in tlie year. Ill* denunciationsof trad s unions at last put tlio Anishlng
