How Theo, the Blonde, Shakes
Empires with Her Nod.

The directors of the operetta thestres of Paris are
all aotive men, Not satisfled with sealously devot-
fng themselves to their basiness, it is ol the same
e their constunt ofort to insure a long vogus to
the pacticular closs of performuanees which they pro-
duge. To effect this they reguire sturs, Of these
thers are but tew, and It i8 a qugstion whether there
will be any to succeed themt, Judie has already
adoptad a style of performance which approsches
more nsarly to the vaudeville than the opueretta, wud
Grratiler may some time or other tollow her exkmple.
Hence the necessity of finding uew divas @ suecds,
No effort is consldered too great to discover them.

Certain theatrieal directors pass thelr evenings in
explnr‘ug the cufis eoncerts 1n Lhe eccentrie quar-
ters of the city in the hope of diseovering a new and
hitberto unkunown star, They may even be ob-
served at times stoppiug iu the streetto liston to
the warblings of tho littlo mendicants who sing for
charity in the courtyards.

From this multitude of efforts reault ocenslonally
débuts announced long in advance, and which
are geocrally unsuccessful. In the fortnight
which has just clupsed two theatrical dircetors have
each produced an operettn star. The one at the
Boulles wad o girl, seventoen years of age,
anmed Mlle, Clury, who modestly presented herselt
woanew Judie, A great deal of fuss was mude about
ner and care was taken to inform the public in ad-
vance that she bad Issucd from a ealé coucert, the
Fldorado from whenes the theatrs had already drawn
Theo, Judie and a fow other artists of lesser fmpor-
tanee, But all this prellminary tapege not having
prevented the piece in which Mle. Clary made bher
debut—*TLes Noces d'Olivette’ —Irom baving s very
moderate share of success, the result was o disap-
pointment for the débutante and her too zealous
partisans. A star is judged of by the receipts, and
Mlle. Clary, notwithstanding her merits as 8 singer
and a8 a comédionne, did pot make money for the
Bouffes.

More fortunate was Mlile. Humberta in the *Bil-
let de Logement®’ at the Fantaisies Parislennes. Her
success wis very great, and if it capnot as yot be
determined whether she will be s Parisian star, if
wo huve atill to walt to judge of the duration of her
voguo, which {8 only of » few duys date, thers are
certadnly great chances that we shall count & diva
sdilitional on the list of our theatrical divinities,
Playing in & theatro situated at & considerable dis-
tance from the centre of the city Mile, Humberta does
not the less attract there t and arist
audiepces, and if this vogue continues it is more
than probable that the pretty young chanteuse will
soon be taken permanent possession of. A number
of popular suthors and leading munagers lave al-
ready proposed to her réles and engagements, She
bas confidence in her own success, and in » short
time, when the interest excited in her will have iu-
creased, she will be able to impose her own terms.

The new star, although only of recent discovery,
seotns to me Lo possess all the qualities necessary to
captivate the publie. Her Dpesuty, her elegance
anil her gracefulueas, alone wuffice to explain the
popularity into which she has suddenly started.
She possesses in an eminent degree that personal
originality which is & sure passport to the fuvor of
the Parisians. Itis known that owing to her fortune
snd her education she is entirely independent of the
theatre, and thke it is merely an irresistible taste
for it which has led her to wppear ou the stage,
Facts like these have always & certain attraction tor
tLe Parisisns, and they have,in no small degree,
eoutributed to render Mile. Humberts popular,

In the meanwhile, while the msusfjers are making
such efforts Lo discover new stirs, an old oue (old ta
point of date) who had been in a measure selipsed,

to bo i her placo in the Parisinn
frmanent. I allude to Mme. Theo.

Yor along period, owing to a sories of unfortu-
nate ereations, the blonde dive found it impossible
to obtain & rile 1n any of the operetts thestres, In
despair she determined to chsnge her style of por.
formance. When she decided to sssume in *Cen-
drillon'’ (Cinderelln) st the Porte St. Martin the rile
of & fairy beroine every one thought her “used up.'”

“She is dope tor, ‘L'bere is nothing left of her,"
sbeerved one of ber most fervent adorers.

Her admirers decided pot to follow her to this
popular theatre, wiich is devoted, s every one
tnows, to melodrama sud grand speotacular pieces,

But when they hoard of ber in this tairy pioce as
loveller snd more engaging than ever they resnmed
the hablt of going to see her aod of twlng their
wenings st the Porte St. Martin, as thoy Lad for-
merly been sccustomed to spend thom ot the Boutles
orat the Ronelssance. And now Theo hawresumed
hor empire over her special public, and her power i
grenter than ever. She has every reason Lo felieitato
horself on quitting operetta, in which sho was really
on the decilue, to piay fairy pleces, in which she
reigns without w rival, This is the first time that
asiar hos beon soen to play in fantastico pleces of
this kind. ‘L'he experiment, thanks to Theo, has
been attended witk brilliant success; but it estab-
lishies s mischievous and expeasive precedent.
These pleced, which already cost s grest deal of
money to mount, will henceforth prove ecqually
costly in the interpretation.

It wae therefore guite s thestrical revolution to
which Theo attuchied bor name.  But the creatress of
the “Jolle Partumeuss’” does not confiue hersolf to
revolutions. After having trassformed the artistie
tastes of the little elrele of adorers who have fol-
lowsd her everywhete for the last ten yoars she has
also chapged their most inveterste babits. 1o Paris
the mundane public do not cars to go sarly to the
theatre, They dine late, and the favorite thestros,
suek ns the Varietis and the Renslssance, never
eommence tholr performances, or st least that of the
principal piece, betore nine o'clock, "

WHIME OF A DIVA,

But this is pot the case in the popular thastres, stich
as the Porte St Martin, in which Theo is now play-
ing. Ihe cortain rises on “*Cendreillon’ st half-past
soven., It s truo that the adorers of the diva are al-
ways cortain of seoing n good deal of her trom thoeir
avanl seene toward the middie of the plece. But that
is pot suficient for Theo. She desires that they
should also seo her in the first set, and she hoas
soericta  roasons  for It 18, in faes,
in the first act lies the principal
fenture of sttraction so far as her performaves is
econcerpind, or what in theatrieal performapes is
callod *le clow du rode.”” It s a simple appearanco,
but an appearnuce so marvellously lovely, so admir-
ably mise enoscone, thint it suflices to explain the popu-
larity of the new “Cioderelis,” The protty bewd of
Theo rises swidonly | entre of u corbeille of
Howers illnminated by the « The coup
d'wil is indescribably Desutiful; no effect like it has
over boon socn st tho theatro, and it oan resdily bo
understood that Theo holds to being admired in this

night. 1t is 8 dovotion all the wore inexplicable
from tho fact that they derive bat lttle satistaction
from it. Thoe Diva of their affections is faithiul 1o
ber husband, » working tsilor, and she will not
permgit any one to muke love to her, Notwilli-
standing that the fact i indisputable ber sighin
swains porsist in their attentions. Do they eac
entertain the socret hopo that some day or other
Theo will be less eruel to thewm? It is probable. No
matter how great muy be their (llusions this con-
stauecy 18 roully tounehing. Tha{l continue, de-
svite sll discourngement, to send her flowers and
presonts,  She delgos to necept them, and they com-
