The Berlin correspondent of the Post asserts
that the rumors of the intended resignation of
Prince Alexander of Bulgarin are unfounded.

The Politic, of Prague, says it is believed in
Russia that the new year will be signalized by
the practical reconcilistion of Russia and
YPoland.

The amended budget for the year 1880 has
been presented to the Italinm Chambers., It
shows a retrenchment in expenditure amount-
ing to 8,000,000 lire and a surplus revenne
of 5,000,000 lire over the original estimates,

It has been semi-officinlly announced at St.
Petersburg that on Prince Gortschakoff’s re-
suming the direction of the Russian Foreign
Otflice the thanks of the Cear will be conveyed
to Privy Councillor Giers for his able adminis-
tration of the office during the Chancellor's
nbeence.

In consequence of some disturbances among
the students of the Technical High School at
Vienna the Ministry have issued a notification
threatening, if the disorders continue, to punish
the culprits with one year's rustication and ex-
clusion from all similar schools. They way
possibly close the school for one year.

SPAIN AND CUBA.

Avother contingent of 1,600 soldiera left
Mudrid on Friday for Cnba. On the sume day
8 Cabinet Couneil discussed a bill relative to
reformas in the financial administration of Cuba,
whieh, it is believed, will be presented in the
Cortes before Christmas.

EGYPT AKD ADYSSINIA.

A despateh from Cairo to the Standard
pays:—“At the meeting ol the Council of
Ministers helll yesterdry it was decided to
telegraph orders to the Commander in the
Soudan to take eommand of the fortresses on
the Abyssininn frontier and to increase the
garrisons if necessary, but not to attack the
Abyssininus. Similar orders have been sent to
all the Egyptian frontier authorities and to
those st Mussowah. It is evident that King
John is determined upon war,

THE STRANDED ANGLIA.

The Anchor line steamer Auglin, before re-
ported stranded in the Frith of Clyde, remains
in the suwme position. Her fore compartment is
flooded. She will have to discharge a greater
part of her cargo. An attempt to flost the
steamer will be made to-night.

ANALYSIS OF THE PRENCH VOTE.

A Paris despateh to the Times says:—“The
Ministerial majority of 221 yesterday con-
sisted of 37 members of the Left Centre—
the entire group—152 of the pure Left
and 32 of the advanced or Guambettist
Left, M. Brisson being smong these last. The
minority of 97 comprised G0 Bonapartists,
29 royuwlists and 8 radicals—MM. Ras-
pail, Girardin, Talandier and five others
Allowing for 13 absentees on  leave there
were 200 peutrals, wbout 20 royalists, 30
Bonapartista and 150 advanced republicans
present. It seems that these last were begin-
ning to vote aguinst the Cubinet, when they
perecived that a portion of the Right were doing
the same, whereupon they cuncelled their votes
not wishing to defeat the Cabinet by o coslition
with the reactionarics.

. THE AUSTRIAN ARMY BILL.

The Lower House of the Reichsrath has
adopted the Army bill on its third reading,
The Austrian delegation charged with the con-
siderntion of questions relating to foreign
affaira has been elected. Tt consists of twenty-
two conservatives and cighteen libernls. Special

SHIPPING THE SHAFT.

PREPARATIONS FOR REMOVING THE ALEXAN-
DRIAN  MONOLITH—TWO  DRONZN  CRADS
HITHERTO UNDISCOVERED—A RUSSIAN GUARD
OF MONOR,

[From yesterday's Evening Telegram. ]
ALeExanpria, Dee. 6, 1879,
Workmen are busily engaged beve every day
now in getting teady for shipment the obelisk
destined for New York eity. An unsuccessful
attempt woas made yesterday to swing the
obelisk into a horizontal position on a steel
wunnion, It rested on two brouze crabs which
wore placed under diagonslly opposite corners,

One of the orabs was jammed between the heel

of the obelisk and the pedestal, which pre

vented the obelisk from being swung into posi-
tion yesterday,  The orab was removed to-day.

The obelisk hus uot beretofore been in unexaotly

perpendicular position und has consequently set-
tled u few inches. It will have to be raised
bigher, which will necessitate a delay of o few
days. The ground was kept tree from intrusion
yosterday by s guard of honor from a Russian
corvette in the harbor. The strain on the ma-
chi'nm-y was very great. It hus, however, been
thoroughly tested and to-day worked to the en-
tire satisfaction of all, The bronze erabs, bear-
ing Greek inseriptions and Laving granite
pedestals, weighing forty-three tons, and which
before were not known to be in existence, will
be ll'li]lpl!d with the obelisk. The |\mpara,ﬁnu_s
for shipment of this obelisk from the O01d to the
New Warld are attracting great erowds of poo-
ple, and the progress of placing the needle into
the proper position has becu slowly watched,
sod excited the intereat not only of travellers
and officials of soveral countries, who have
been daily present since the work commenced,
but of the ign t lower el Lieut t
Gorringe has purchased the Egyptian stemmship

THE OBELISK SUCCESSPULLY LOWERED UPON
TIMBER SUPPORTS RESTING ON A FLOAT—
DISTINGUISHED ASSEMBLAGE,

ALEXANDRIA, Dec, 8, 1879,

Last night n plece wus detached from the
heel of the obelisk, which makes the raising un-
necessary, ‘The obelisk was swungon trunnions
into n horizontal position at half-pust ten this
morning, and successfully lowered upon the
timber supports resting on a flout. The float
and needle will be launched abont a month
from to-day. Its suecess is u triamph of en-
gineering skill.

THE IRISH LAND WAR.

INTEEVIEW WITHE BRENNAN IN OCASILEBAR
JAIL—THE AGITATION PREPARED TO BUPPLY
MEN FORE THE PRISON AND FOR THE GAL-
LOWE—A PALE-EYED AND JUVENILE ENTHU-
BIAST,

[BY CABLE TO THE HERALD.]
CasTLEBAR, Dec. 6, 1879.

The HeraLD correspondent was to-day ad-
mitted to the jail at Castlebar for the purpose
of holding an interview with Brennan. The
jail ia an imposing castellated structure, and
altogether the finest building in the town. It
is situated on rising ground, commanding a
magoificent view of the country, the most
prominent feature in the landscape being the
majestio Creagh-Patrick, upon whose grace-
ful slopes the legend says that St. Patrick
banished the evil spirits from Ireland. We
were admitted after some delay and our names
registered. Finally we were shown into a
lnrge stone roem where a disngmu&hle looking
warder scarched us with the zeal of a New
York customs officer, not so much for con-
cenled weapons as for surreptitions newspapers
and cigars. Atterother formalities the visitors
were condueted along several dark passages,
and finally at the end ot one of these the turn-
key opened o small w door in & thick wall.

THE HERO OF THE HOUR.

On looking through a picce of perforated zine
one could see the face of the prisoner, who was
confined in the debtors’ room. He seemed
cheerful and even elated. Breunaun is a slim
young fellow, with a light mustache, pale face
and effeminate appearance. He stated that he
expected his arrest sometime on the night: be-
fore it actually ocourred. He was followed
home from the theatre by detectives. He spoke
thankfully of the good treatment he recelved
from the Governor. He is allowed a reading
lamp, two newspapers daily, writing material
and other conveniences which were not
vonchsafed to the Sligo prisoners. He stated
that he had intended to defend himself,
but his friends at Castlebar had engaged the
services of loeal counsel, He firmly believed
that the govermuent arrested him to prevent
his attending the meeting at Castlereagh, but
he modestly remarked that the government's
action would not for a moment retard the great
land movement, which would bea miserable
sgitation indeed if it were unable to bear the
sucrifice of u few wen iu prison or, if necessary,
on the gallows.

A POLITICAL ECONOMIST.

He conld not understand why he had been
arrested for his speech ot Balls. He satd noth-
ing seditions, for he had not indorsed the words
of Duly und Killen, but ouly those of Davitt,
which were mercly a repetition of the
principles of Jolbn Stuart Mill.  Bren-
nan  intended to  rfepeat the identical
words for which be was arvested at the frst
oppoertunity. He wished it to be distinetly un-
derstood that he repndiated any eonnection be-
tween the land agitation and the commission of
ontrages or the sending of threatening letters.
The land agitators hud no sympathy with such
cownrdly intimidation. Their language was
vonstitutional. If Gladstone had used in
Ireland such language as he used in Scotland
he wonld probably be in jail. With this the
interview ended. 'There is i# little or no gen-
eral interest at Castlobar regarding Brennan's
presence there. I the prisoner knew that fact
he would probabiy be much disappointed.
Parnell and Davitt will arrive on Monday to
attend the Investigation. On the removal of
Thomns Drennan to prison from the Court
House lnst night great erowds, with blazing tar
barrels, followed the coar in which he was cou-
veyed, cheering the prisoner aud  hooting
the police. The crowd stopped the ear, but us
it was well guarded no rescue was attempted.
Subsequently the police, by order of » mngi-
strite, seized o tar barrel, when the crowd dis-
persed precipitately.

DECLINE OF THE MOVEMENT.

reduction. Sir Roger Palmer is generally con-
sldered o good landlord. He refused to reduce
the rents beeause they are already as low as the
government valuation of the holdings, and ulso
because he wus convineed that the tenants,
being able to pay, had been incited by the ngi-
tators to refuse.  Their refusal has been trinm-
phantly pointed ut s s vietory for the agita-
tion. A fortnight ago several of the delin-
quents were served with a legal
which showed the tenants the usclessness of de-
ferring payment any longer. The resalt is that
rents are coming in rapidly,
THE LATEST OUTRAGE.

Many ontrages huve taken place on this and
other estates in county Mayo, which the local cor-
respondents of Irish papers cavefully suppress.
The latest occurred yesternight on one of the
estates of Sir Roger Pulmer, whose agent, o fow
days ago, in exhorting the tenants to pay their
rent, told thew thatall 8ir Roger’s poorest tenants
paid, while only those who were well to do’
refused. The result was that yesternight
Widow Murray, one of the poorest tenauts,
who was supy 1to be g those who had
puid, had a straw rick and o stack of oats
burned, which were worth £10 and were equal
to nearly three years' rent. Threstening letters
have been received constuntly by the landlord’s
agents, but it is believed that in the end most
rents will be paid, f
