ANNUAL BANQUET AT DELMONICO's.TUE SAINT,
TUE COUNTBY, THE STATE AND TUE CITY
TOASTED.
The member* of the St. Nicholas Society passed

Tery enjoyable evening laxt night at Delmouico'a on

the occasion of their anniversary dinner. Among
the lueiubora and gueutH present were:.Edward F.
Delaucey, president; Mayor Cooper, liev. Dr. Scheuck,
Judue J. U. Uiudy, Major A. 11. liardiier. Mr. K.
C. llurlu,:e, Minister Uesident of tlie Netherlands;
W. II. Bogert, Chief Justice Daly, president of the
Frieudly Sous of St. Patrick; Mr. Kichardson, of
the St. George's Society; J. S. Kennedy, of the St.
Andrew's Society; William Uumsen, Commissioner
Lane, 11. Knickerbocker, Dr. Jauies Anderson, Police
Commissioner Yoorhis, W. J. Van Arsdaje, Paul S.
Forbes, Judge Lawrence. Andrew G. liaminersley,
C. C. Wusson, John Pitch and Cornelius VauderbiltAfterthe solid comforts of the banquet had been
disposed of Mr. Edward Delauoev, president of the
society, callod the assemblage to order and gave a

brief history of the organization. He said that its
members represented solely tho descendants of New
Yorkers wlio wuro New Yorkers under the Dutch,
under the English and when New York was a sovereignState, as also when it bccame an integral part
of the I'ulteii States. It was their duty to see that
the old social habits and customs ot New York
should be maintained in their integrity.
The gilded weathercock and the little statue of St.

Nicholas, mounted on long batons, were then
solemnly borue liu'o tho room preceded by a crier
playing the cornet, as a signal for the ceremonies to
begin. This was the occasion for loud crowings and
general laughter and applause.

ST. NICHOLAS TOAKTKD. .

The toast, "St Nicholas, the best of saints; may
his genial worship ever keep us a united people,"
was tneu given, and the band played "Mynheer Van
IX>Bck." At its conclusion Mr. William H. liogert
responded. How could St. Nicholas be oulogizeil
setter, he asked, thau by that one word "saint?"
When a man hail survived the centuries and
the title of Saint remained to liiin it was not somethingevanescent, but something real which identitiodhim with that which was good, and which was
of the nobility of nuture. Hut the toast in its
broader sense stood for the foundation of New York.
The tosst, "Tho President of tho United States,"

was drunk in silence, and was responded to by the
bauds playing tho "I'rosident's March." That to the
"Governor of the State of New York" was received
in the same manner, and replied to by "The Governor'sMarch."
"The City of New York" was the next toast, after

which "Home, Sweet Home" was played. Mayor
Cooper was called upon to respond, and, afte r a
few words of thanks, said thiit ho would ask
Judge Brady to speak for him. Judge Brady, iu respondingto the toast, said he did not see why he
should bo called upon when so mauy of the Mayor's
employes were present. (Laughter.) He felt more
like a Dutchman since he had worn the orange ribbon
and could himself speak a little Dutch, a sentence
or two of which he delivered in his own peculiar
plaUSe.
"Our Country; Now and Forever, One and Indivisible,"was responded to by Judge Noah

Davis, after the strains of the "Star Spangled
Banner" had been rendered by the voicos
of the assemblage. The audience would purdonhim, ho Haid, if ho went no farther
back than the period in which the Dutch were
in possession of New York. It might be
taken as a hint to the Mayor, but he
would venture to assert that- during that
period the streets of New York were cleaner than
tliwv were to-day, although they were formed of the
paths along which the cows travelled to pasture.
(Laughter and applause.) To-day, ho said, this
country was the greatest the sun shone upon for
the advancement of the human tamiiy, and
cfne in which the doors were more widely
opened to all classes of citizens than
any other. "We must maintain in its purity its institutions,"lie exclaimed, "as devised to us by our
fathers. Wo must not let party spirit destroy these
institutions, but we must liaud them down to posteritypure us we received them."
"The Army and Navy" was the toast responded to

by Major Asa 1). Gardner, of the United States Aruiy.
Ho retorred to the nucleus of the army which in
1781 was reduced to one company, and
that stationed at West I'olnt and its
muster roll contained exclusively Dutch names. In
the course of his remarks he mentioned Major
General Hancock, whose name was received with
three rousing cheers and a tiger.

Mr. ltudolpli C. lturlage, the Corsul General of
trie Netherlands, was next introduced, and in a few
words thanked the members of the society for their
greeting, and concluded his remarks concerning tho
society by the sentiment of Kip Van Winkle, "May
It live long and prosper."

Kev. Dr. Sclienck spoke on the toast "The Foundersof New Amsterdam;" and "Our Sister Societies,"
' the last on the programme, found a respondent in

Mr. Chauncey M. Depew.

AID FOll THE KANSAS REFUGEES.

HACKENSVCK'S BANK.

In view of tho fact that tlie legality of the recent
mooting of the stockholders of tho Uackensack NationalDank, at which it was voted to put tho bauk
into voluntary liquidation, wan doubted, another
meeting was held yesterday at which 801 shares of
stock were represented. During the interim tho
Nuw York baukii through the agency of Mr. C. N.
Jordan, cashier of tho Third Nstioual, made such
disposition of tho stock, formerly owned by PresidentVoorhis, as to entitle it to legal representation.
Mr. Do Uruot acted as chairman of tho meeting,
and the vote taken to have the bank go into
voluntary liquidation was unanimously in favor of
the plan. Ait advisory committee, whose functions
will be to act in conjunction with the liquidator
aud Hoard of Directors in the settlement
of the bank's ailairs, was then appointed as
follows:.John Swinburne, cashier ot the First
National liank of 1'aterson; C.N. Jortlan, cashier
of the Third National of New York; Mr.
Young, cashier of the First National Bank
of Jersey City, and Mr. A. A. Hardenbergh, presidentof the Hudson County National of Jersey
City (in place of Mr. Bay lis, of the Market
National Hank, New York, rosigned). Immediatelyafter tho stockholders' meeting the Hoard
of Directors convened aud ratillod the action taken
by the stockholders. Under tho plan just adopted
tho examiner and directors both assert that the depositorswill be paid in full within thirty
days. The meeting was in every respect
harmonious, and it is said by those in
authority, to be in conformity with the views of tho
Comptroller of tho Currency. It was desired by a
number of the stockholders present to resume businesson a new basis and totally different management,but this deponds entirely upon the amount
and condition of assets, after u settlement has been
effected with the depositors.

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OBITUARY.

THE DUKE OK POBTLAND.
William John Cavendish Scott IVntinck, fifth

Duke and sixth Earl of Portland, fifth Marquis of
Titchfiuld, sixth Viscount Woodstock slid Bsron
Cirencester ilied yesterday in his eightieth year. His
grsea was born at Cavendish square, Loudon,
September. lsuo, being the eldest son of William
Heury Cavendish llentincit. fourth duke by
Henrietta, daughter of General John Scott,
of Ualcomio, Fifushire, Scotland. He was

one of the greatest landowners in England,
possessed a magnificent seat at Wulbock
Abbey, Worksop. Nottinghamshire, at lJollial Castle,
Northumberland, and at Eullertou House, Ayrshire,
Scotland. The family descended from William
ltcntinck, Lord of Uiepsnhritu, Overyasel, Holland,
the celebrated favorite and confidential adviser of
William of Orange when he invaded England in
1688, and was rewarded the following year, April 9,
1 t».vj, will! uio eariuuiu ui luuwuuw,,

the viscounty of Woodstock and the barony of Cix'encoater.It will be remembered that Bentwick commandedthe Dutch regiment of horao guards, bore a
distinguished part a* lieutenant general ill the battleof the Boyno ami in the negotiation of the peace
of ltyswick, aud was made u Knight of the Garter iu
10K7. Uu was twice married, first to Annu, daughter
of Sir Kdward Villiers. and second to a daughter of Sir
John Temple. The history of this Dutch adventurer,
who died November "Si. 1701), is familiar to the readeraot Macaulay. Uia sou Henry marriod a daughterof the Karl uf Gainsborough, wan created Marquis
of TitchUeld (Hampshire) and Duke of Portland July
0. 1710, became Governor of Jamaica and died there
July 4, 172(1. William. the second duke,
born in 1708, wan a Knight of the Garter,married Margaret Cavendish Uarley, only
daughter aud heir of the second Karl of Oxford (the
Peggy of Prior's poems/ and died ill 1702.
William Henry Cavendiah Beutiuck, K.U., the
third duke, born iu 1738, waa au eminent statesman
aud favorite of Georgo 111. lie became Viceroy of
Ireland in 1782, Prime Minister in 17NJ and again
from 1807 to hia death, October 30. laoa. He lia.i
married in 1700 Lady Dorothy Cavendiah, daughter
of the fourth Duke of Devonahire. William llonry
Cavendiah, the fourth Duke, was a Kellow of the
Koyal Society aud of the Society of Antiquariea, aud
derived hia chief title to fame from liis gift to
the British Museum iu 1810 of the celebrated Barbcriuior Portlaud vase, anpposcd to have once held
tho ashea of Alexander Suverus or those of a memberof hia family. Hia brother, Lord William
Charles Bentlnck, waa a celebrated general and
diplomatist during the Napoleonic wars, und waa.
from 1817 to 1835.one ot the most popular GovernorsGeneral of British India. He wax a trlend
aud protector of the natives of India, who testifiedtheir gratitude by erecting an equostriau statue
at Calcutta. Lord George Bcntinck (1802-48), younger
brother of the nobleman jUBt deceased, became privatesecretary of George Canning, who had married
hia auut, waa the loader of the protectionists against
Sir liobert Pool in the Corn law agitation, and was
tho xiatrou and mentor of Benjamin Disraeli, now
Karl of BoaoonsUeld, who wrote hia biography
In 1851. Tho deceased Duke was educated at
Lton College, ana at Corpus Cliriatl, Oxford,
was a family trustee of the British Museum
aud a conservative in politica, succeeded to
the dukedom March 27, 1854, and became Lord
Lieutenant of Nottinghamshire in 185'J. Neither the
Duke nor either of his three brothers, who died beforehim, over married. Tho title, therefore, goes
to his cousin. Major General Arthur Cavendish liontinc'k,born May 10, 1819, and the vast estates will be
divided between three or tour sisters, one of whom,
Charlotte, ia the Dowager Viscountess Osaington;
another, Lucy, Is the Dowager Baroness Howard de
Waldeu, and tho youngest, Mary, is tbe wlte 01 .LieutenantColonel Sir William Tophaiu.

SIR WILLIAM BOXALL, It. A., F. It. S.
The death is announced from Iioudon, by cable, in

his seventy-ninth year, of Sir William lk>xall, K. A.,
F. 11. S., an English painter, and ex-director of tbe
National Gallery. He was born at Oxford in

1800, and entered, in bis twentieth year, the
schools of tbe ltoyal Academy. In 1820 he
exhibited "Milton's Keconci'.iution Witli His Wife,"
in 1830 "Cordelia"'and in 1838 "Hope." Ou bin returnfrom a visit to Italy, in 1833, he devoted him
self to portrait painting, a branch in which be continued.In 1851 ho was clectcd an associateof tho Academy and in 18(13 a
full member. He has been a constant exhibitor.Among his works are several illustrations
for tho Waverley novels. At tho doath of SirCliarles
Kastlako in 1865 he was appointed director of tbe
National Gallery, and in 1871 was knighted by tbe
Queen. Ill health obliged him in 1871 to retire from
bis position. Sir William wa.< au honorary member
of the Madrid Academy of San Fernando.

JAME8 M. THOMPSON.
Harbor Master James M. Thompson died at his

residence. No. 178 East Seventy-eighth^treet, yesterdaymorning. Mr. Thompson was well known in
local politics and was always an active worker in
tho ranks of the republican organization. Ho was
lirst appointed Harbor Master in 18t>4 and held tbe
position for 11vo years. In 1872 bo was reappointed
by Govornor l>ix, and had held the position ever
since. During the years of his office Mr. Thompson
had charge of tho First division, embracing tbe
water front from pier 40 East lti ver to the Harlem
Hirer.

IRA CANFIELD.
Ira Canflcld, of tho firm of CanAeld Brothers &

Co., jewellers, of Baltimore, Md., died suddenly last
evening, aged sixty-seven years. He was widely
known in business circles and took an active interest
iu benevolent work.. For a quarter of a century be
had been a zealous member of tho l'resbyierian
Church.
