inmates of the place in question it would appear
that a person who had been carousing there for
some time on Saturday night waxed quite indiguaut
when he was askod to settle his score, and, announcinghimself as a l!lack well's Island keeper, stalked up
to the bar and avpwed the modest purt»>so of closingup the premises. Tl^ro was a consequent
wr.inglo with tho drink dispenser, a call for police
and both men went off to the Eighth precinct polico
statiod in Policeman McOowan's custody. They
adjusted their differences, however, eschewed mutual
complaint and tlio bartender had returned to hia
place among tho bottles whon the assumed island
keeper entered again. Ho had a pair of companions
with him thia time, who posted themselves at tho
door while he walked up to his formor antagonist,
and, as is alleged, s ying, "If I can't have satisfactionI will have revenge," struck him over the heud
and fellod him to tho floor. There was a stir and
liubbub among the onlookors, which, as was further
tatcd in court, was checked by one of the assailant's

associates announcing, pistol in hand, that he would
blow the head off any one who attempted to stir,
while tho other one, with a white handled knife
flashing in his fingers, declared that a movement to
tho door was synonymous with instant diBSoction.
These manifestoes rather disconcerted the habituis
of the places, but William Osborno, the night bartender,ventured to advance, when the pistol wielder,
as was sworn, pulled trigger and the bullet struck h im
in tho mouth. Tho originators of the milce took
themselves off at this point, and wore lost in the
crowd, which, summoned by tho scronms for the
police of a girl named Joslo Bcukou, almost immediatelycovered the sidewalk. Policeman McUowan
came running down in answer to tho call, and by
tho girl his attention was called to a figure on the
other sido of the way. Ho was across tho street in a

momeut, with his hand upon a young man, who
seemed quite taken aback at his appearanco and
wanted to know what tho meaning of it was. He
was told when Joslo Benson came over and identifiedhim as the man who fired tho shot. Remonstrancewas in vain, as tho rocognition was declared
complete, mo off tlio young man went to tlio Kiglith
precinct station house, wliore lie wan found to bo
Philip McOiuty, of No. IS First street, an attache of
the Theatre Comique. Brought before Justice
Flammer. lu the Jefferson Market Police Court yesterdaymorning, he protested his innocence again
aud brought a friond to corroborate him, who stated
that both were bound on a mission of charity which
they had In part carried out when the assemblage on
the walk caused them to cross the street. A* they
turned to look around tho officer appeared behind
him, and, directed by the girl, took McOinty into
custody.

medical expert was sent for, who left tho mattor almostas much involved by suylni) it was possible, as
there was a slight abrasion on the gum, as if it had
Impeded the passage of some hard object, but looked
moro like the blow of a bard instrument, such us no
knife, but u knito handle, might make. At this
Policeman McUowun produced a knife he had picked
up ill the gutter after the weitr. It corresponded to
tlio one tho girl described as being used by the prisoner'scompanion.

Mr. Beecher Criticises the Pulpit, the
Press and the Politicians.

Ituv. Henry Ward Heechor prunelied at Plymouth

Church yesterday to a crowded congregation, taking
aa hU text Matthew, xx., 20-2a."Then came to him
tho mother of Zobedeo'a children, with hor sona,
worshipping him and desiring a certain thing of
him. And he said unto her, 'What wilt thou?' She
aaith unto him, 'Grant that thoae, my two aoni(
may ait, tho one on thy right hand and the other on

the left, in thy kingdom.'" Alter an oloquunt
explanation of the text and tho losaon to bo
learned from it, Mr. Bcocher described the
pride and Intolerance of tho Pharisees and pointed
out how the tame spirit exists to-day and can only
be counteracted by imitating the humility of Chriat.
"Whonoever shall be groat among you, let him be
your minister. And whosoever shall be chief among
you, lot him be your servant. Even as tho Son of Man
camo, not to bo ministered unto, but to minister,
and to give his life a ransom for many." If tho base
of the brain, he said, bo depraved, and men indulge
In dissipation and tho grosser vie*, how much
worse is It when tho to£ ot it.the intellect.4s
turned to the sorvloe of siu; when intelligence, educationand religious culture are used solely for the
gratittcation of sordid ambition and envy for the distortionof tho truth and the overcoming o( our fellow
men? What a criminal waste of God's noblest gifts
to turn them to the persecution of those who differ
with us. Is there not as much persecution and intolerancein modern times among Christians, irrespectiveof sect, as among the Jewish Pharisees?
What could bo more terrible than the spirit of
hutrcd and persecution indulged in by tho Church
ot Itome in pust times? What could be more intolerantand inquisitorial than the spirit which
prevailed among the Calvlnists in various countries?Were not the ^Methodists and the liaptista
animated by a spirit of bitterness and hatred? Even
among the Congregatlonalists the spirit of lntolei»ncuand repression could bo found. Mr. lioecher's
own father was regarded as a bcresiarcli, and he
cited Instances to show the intensity of the persecutingspirit when he was u young man.

SPICY PERSONAL JOUHNALISU.
Look at the roligiouH press ot to-duy. It will never

correct a mistake, will never take buck an injurious
statuniont, the editor never lias tlie Christian humilityto say, "I committed au error and I am sorry
for it." lio will write some explanation flattering
to bis own pride ami calculated to rnuke the injury
done tenfold worse than before. In this the secular
picas is no worse. There might be some difference
between litem; he would not undertake to decide.
Mr. lieechor then went into un elaborate description
ot the power and influence, for good or evil, of the
press, and deprecated the growing spirit of sensationalismand personality that was mukingitsolf felt wherever tho English language
was spoken. Something spicy, pungent and
personal was demanded by the public and tho
personal qplumu was the lirst thing looked at In a

newspaper. The human hash had to be served up
first, no matter who had to be sacrificed, and it was
not relished except highly Keaxoiiod with pepper. A
simple citizen was almost as helpless against the
proi-8 as the man at the foot of Mount Sinai with
the thunder and lightning of God above him. It
could spread the truth or make a lie, and could
crush the individual with its all powerful influence.
The growth of this personality und sensationalism
was to be deprecated.
In political contests how the same persecuting

spirit manifests itself! What abuse is heaped
on the ludividuall What a raking up there is of his
hidden sins I What slanders are circulated to his
detriment! Sometimes it takes the shape of spicy
ridicule, not passing tho bounds of propriety; sometimesit is a. necessary exposure ot actual delinquencies,unfitting the man for positions of public trust,

butgenerally it is reckless abuse, having the mere
object of gratifying envy or satisfying ambition.
This touds to lessen respect for the magistracy, to
lower all uicu holding responsible public positions
in tho public estimation. It blasts reputatious and
develops a spirit of hatrod and unchsritubleness.
These ovils can only be remedied by studying the
spirit of Christ, by teaching charity and endeavoriugto soften the spirit of persecution. Excessive
zeal may be itself a grievous sin if it take the form
of persecution. The excessively zealous man should
take earn lest at tho judgment day the Lord may
rise up and say, "Your anger againat Bin is itself a
biu; your hatred against sinners is worso than the
uluu they commit."

Tho sixth of his series of aermoaa on the an>

premucy of law waa delivered by Dr. Newman,
and on thia occasion he baaed hia argument on the
commandment "Thou ahalt not kill." Thia. said
the Doctor, la the highest legislative expression of
tho true vulue and digulty of tha lite of man. It
commands a profound respect for tho preaervatlon
of his life. Why is man segregated from plants and
animala and protected in hia exlaten|e? He ia inferiorto the doer in awiftnesa, the oaglo in viaion
and the horse in strength; yet he haa a patent right
aud tho chartcr of authority, a supremo oontrol over

all animal life ou the globe. Thero must be a grand
reason for hia own exemption. Ue waa created in
tho likeness of God, ho ia Uod In miniature. Ia
deicidc wrong? so la homicide. The State
protects useful anlmala against tho cruelty
of mun. not as a right, but aa a policy,
tor the convenience of society. Man ia born tor
immortality. It ia a fearful thing to abruptly terminatetho mortal life of an immortal boiug. lie
who doe* so usurps the prerogative of the Almighty.
Murder is tho highest of orlmes. lloalth, wealth
aud reputation may be rotrieved, but.lifo once goue
is gone forever, uud heaven may be lost. Tho pre
mature destruction of life la robbing society o( ita
just rights. Life is valuable to the State in proportionto its usefulness. Tho lifo of an emperor is of
more value than that of tho poaaant, and the cowardlyattempt on tho life of the noble Czar of Huasiadeserves the scorn of oarth and tho contemptof hoaven. There may be murder where
there is no death. "Whosoever hatoth liU
brother ia a murderer, aud ye know that no
murderor hath eternal life abiding In him."

' This strikoa at tho root of the mattor. It Is barely
possible that a murderor may repont. bin lu ninety
case* out of tho hundred tho professed repentance
ou tho gallows is a sham, and uo credit to tho clergymanwhose sympathies get the bettor of hia judgment.This law condemns refusal to aid the helplesswhen life ia in peril. It demand* the advance
of those sciences which prolong human exlstonce,
aud tho fouudlnu of dispensaries and hospitals in
tho interest of health. Thia la tho glory of Christianity.

ABOLIsn HAXC1INO.

death ueualty, but tho dtviuo law is "Whoso
shoddeth man's blood by man shall hia blood be
shed, for in tho image of Uod made ho man."

Hatch entered tlio room. All these gentlemen occupiedMeats ou tiio platform and seemed to take a

genuine interest in all apx>ortainiug to the mission.
The services opened with the sinking of a hymn'
in which most of those present joined, and thou
Jerry made a short address ou tho mission and
offered up thanks to God for its great success. He
said that ho felt confident it would continue to be a

success, for be believed Ood had hoard the prayers
of thoso who had implorod Him In that building.
He then called upon all those who hud been convertedin tho Water Street Mission and who wero

present to stand up and testify for Jesus. One
after another, men and women, got on
tho floor and told bow they had been saved and

$2,047 03, leaving a bulance in the troasury of $21 04.

quite liberal. yesterday, and over $2,5uo was raised
within half an hour. Among tbe largest subscribers
were Messrs. \V. E. Dodge, Jr.; F. A. l'almor, James
Talcott and H. E. Hlscox. who gave $250 each; Mr.

THE CONFESSIONAL DENOUNCED.
BEliilON BY REV. PATHER QUIX IX THE FORSYTH

STREET METHODIST CHURCH.
The afternoon service at the Forsyth Street MethodistEpiscopal Church was attended by a large numberof poople. Incited In a greatmeasureby curiosity to hear what Fathor

Qnin, of tne American Independent Catholio
Church, had to say about "Confusslon in
the lloman Church." Father Quin has a good deliveryand an American accent, and usos no very violent
language in treating of tho faith he abondonod. Uo
laid particular stress on the necessity of tho
oongregation subscribing liberally to sustain the
movement for evangelizing tho benightod Catholicsof the metropolis. In his cflscourse -bo held
that the people made tho Church iu the beginning
but that in the Catholic Church the people count tor
uotliiug aud have no voice lti its managomeut. The
priests nay it is a mortal sin not to go to confession
aud a mortal slu sends a aoul to hell, and to avoid
that the commandment of the Church must be
obeyed. One must go to confession at least onro a
year. Confession is to accuse vne's self of sins to a

priest and receive absolution. Ho insisted that
Christ never taught the necessity of confession as
means of salvation and that it was a scheme
on the part of the priost. CJod mode solvation true,
and If priests and bishops were ever so far away Ood
would ever be ready to forgive the poor Hlnuer. This
doctrine of confession should be analyzed, the heart
Dlucked out of it and presented in all its nukud deformityand deception to the people who ore deluded
by it. The father quoted from St. Matthew of how
the multitude went out to tho banks of the Jordan
and woro baptized, confessing their sins. This, tho
Catholics claimed, was a justification of confession,
but be, tho preacher, wished to ask if there was
any rusombianco between such confession aud that
practised in the ltouian Church. These people who
went out from Jerusalem told their sins to God, not
to a priest in a confessional box.
On the passauo, "Verily I say unto yon whatever

you shall bind upon earth I shall bind In heavon,
and whatevor you shall looso upon earth I shall
loose in heaven," the speaker eonimonted aud asked
if Christ could bo coustruod as giving power to the
Catholic Church, which whs not then established to
grant absolution tor sins committed. Why did
not Christ and tho apostles say distinctly
that without coufesslon there was no hope
of salvation ? Tho Institution was never deslgnod by
Christ, bilt was the work of men who wero sinners
themselves. My means of coufesslou the priests of
tills city could at any time got at tho aecrets of every
Protestant family which bus a Catholic servant girl.
Extreme uuction was another sacrament that lieid
great coutrol over the Catholic mind, but it wo* ouo
in which l'rotostants did not bolieva, for it is clearly
to be seen l>y the words of 8t. James that It was not
tho auoltitlng and confessing of a dying man's sins
that will save him, but "tho prayer of faith," for
which the Lord will lift him up, "and If he b« in
sins tlLord will forgive him."

CHURCH OF ST. JOHN THE BAFHST.
THE INSTITUTION OF THE EUCHARIST.SERMON

BY REV, DR. Sf'OLYNN.
The Church of St. John the Baptist, Willoughby

avenue, Brooklyn, which has been undergoing some

extensive repairs and alterations, was opened for
divine service, liev. Father Meyer, of the Lazarist
Fathers, officiated as celebrant at the high muss.

The choir, under the direction of the organist. Miss
Helen ltvan. niuu Hnvdn's "Imoerial Mass" in man-

nitlcent stylo, tho soloists being Mrs. McDonnell,
soprano; Miss Kate Russell, contralto; Mr. Dietrich,
tenor; Mr. Goldsbcrry, basso. Mr. Wernig, leader
of the Twenty-third t regimeut baml, together
with his sou, played ltaissigor's "Abend Standcheu"and Schumann's "Trauinorol," as dnots
for cornot and violin. Rev. Dr. McGlynn preached
at the gospel on the institution of the blessed sacra-

inent of the euchurist, takiug his text from the sixth
chax>ter of St. John. Ho alluded to the forty hours'
udoration which commenced alter the liitfh mass.
The institution of tho eucharist was foreshadowed
by a long line of types and prophecies, which speak
of a x>uro, a clean offering, an unbloody altar. They
allude to the bread from heaven which should commemoratethe wondrous work of the redemption.
The immolation of the Lamb of God on a bloody
ultar was preiigured by the paschal lamb, commemoratingthe redemption of the people of Israel from
the bondage of Egypt. Long beforu the
paschal lamb was tlic unbloody sacrifice of
Meichisedek, which David and St. Paul say
was a liguro of the Saviour, it was a lit tvpo
of Uim, offered by one who was king and priest.
The pure, cloan ottering of the eucharist was also
foretold by the prophet Malachi, who said that it
should be offered up not in one chosen spot, but ill
every part ot the world. St. John the Baptist
hulled his Master with the words, "Behold the
Lamb of God." The day before tho awful tragedy
of Calvary our Saviour gave as a legacy to His
Church Himself. Not even Divine omnipotence
could concoive a grander sift. There could uot be a
more intimate union with tho children of meu. The
manna ted only tho body, but in this holy sacramentthere is food and nourishment. Even the
dlsolples, when they heard His words, murmured
and left Him. They could uot understand the infinitedepth of such love. "I am tho bread of life,"
were the words repeatedly addressed to them. It
was a legacy worthy of a God's love. The preacher
then oxliorted his hearers to approach the altar with
feelings of awe and gratitude, and to remember the
greatness of the love which promptod the divine
Giver.
Bishop Lougiilin gave benediction in the evening,

and there was a procession of the orphan children of
St. Joseph's Asylum, under the direction of the good
Sisters. Tho church has been handsomely painted
and decorated, and a large and valuable painting of
the "Holy Family" has been placed in tho sanctuary.

REV. DR. JUSTIN D. FULTON PRKACHES ON

HOOK Kit, C1IANDLEB AND BUDIXOTON.
Tho audience at the Brooklyn .Rink in the ovening

was exceptionally large, Rov. Dr. Fulton having announcedas his subject:."True heroism as revealed
in the lives of General Hooker, Senator Cliandior and
Iter. Dr. Budington. He took for his text Galla-
tians vl., 0, "And let ua not weary in well doing; for
In duo seasou we shall reap, If we lalut not."
Tho future of every inan Is assurod, said
the speaker. Determination makes the result; choice
determines the action uud decides the condition, the
result inevitably following. The three great men

whose lives I will take as Illustrations are all
from New England, that section of our countrythat has none more to mould th* character
of our nation than any other. Hooker, born in

Soor circumstances, ducidcd to rise, and when
e died had accomplished his purpose, lint lie

would have achieved more and wou a higher
place in the heart of the people if he hud possessed
Christ in his heart. No mistakes would then have
clouded his curoer. All that is grand and beautiful
in life is lost without Christ, for Hu is the lite and
light of mou, and will put you iu the place God
wants yon to fill. Without Him you must look on
a man as a beautiful palace without any inhabitants.Hooker had a fearless way of estimating his
own value; but why did ha lose his prestige
and why was he relieved from command of the
graud old army ho so gnllautly commanded? Becausehe had not God with him. As a commander
of tho army ho was gallant and admirablo; as a
commander of himself he was a dead failure. The
hearts of the poopio were with him till on his forwardmovement, whon he was ready, with all hia
troops iu position to throw down the gugo of bu(tlo,
he said:."God himself cannot keep us from
victory (tow." Thou the heart of tho nation throbbodwith pain, for this Is a God-loving poopio.
Whon that army fell back the people saw ills hand
111 the battle, uud aa the army lieared Gettysburg
there was no hope till Hooker was relieved and
M-ade, a God-fearing man. was put In his place.
The beautiful point in Hooker's life then came out.
He did not sulk and rotim fretting over his defeat,
but In a humbler posltio#and lu » wiser spirit went
Wmt, still the gallant and grand old "fighting Joe."

A CHAMFION <>r LIIIKUTY.
Chandler, a uinu who never threw away a moment

of time, was taken by hia father to Detroit at the age
of twenty-two years, and was ttrst known a.< au
honest, fearless merchant of that town.

Relations with the Presbytery Still Unbroken

by the Brooklyn Tabernacle.

<jF THEY WANT US THEY CAN HAVE US."

"ButifThey Don't We Will All
Go Together."

At the Brooklyn Tabernaclo yoaterday morning
the immenso congregation wait on tlie tiptoe of expectation.awaiting Dr. Talinage'a .answer to the
communication from the Board of Trustees requestingtho paator to outsider the advisability of withdrawingfrom tho ilrooUlyn Presbytery. Dr. Tulrnaguon Friday night had intimated that he would
reply tp thu letter of tho trustees yeateiuiay. All
aorta of opinions prevailed us to what would bo tho
deciaion. Tho majority, however, appeared to think
that Dr. Tulmaue would eud all trouble by thu
short und decisive method of withdrawing from
the Brooklyn Presbytery. lint tho*o who were
bettor acquainted with him, knowing Ins orthodoxy
uud conservatism, confidently asserted that ho
would remain iu the i'roNhyturiau communion in
spite of all temptation to leave it aud would ouly go
out when forced out. Every ouo felt uncertain, and
it was not until ho publicly declared that ho would
still try to maintain his connection with the 1'rcsbyterythat the anxiety iu tho minds of his congrogatiouwas dispelled.

A MANIFESTO.

Tho services proceeded as usual uutil after the
usual Sunday collection had been taken, when L>r.
Talinagu stepped to tko front of tho platiorm and
said:.,4I have an anuouncemeut to make of much
importance. I hope it may bo received iu sileuco."
Then he read from the manuscript his reply to tho
trustees. It was as follows:.
"At the beginning of last week tho trustees of this

church passed a resolution asking me, in consequenceof what they style 'the wautou and persistoutpursuit and persecution' of their pastor, that I
initiate a movement for the taking of this church
out of the 1'resbyteriau denomination. This resolution,coming from my warm and long tried personal
friends, whose sacrifice* aud services tor this church
have>brought me under strongest obligation.a resolutionexpressing, as I believe, the feeling of tho
whole church'.absorbs my serious attention, especiallywhen those brethren assure me that they will
cheerfully join me either in going or staying. I
now reply to their letter by saying that no persons
eo well as tho trustees of this churcu cau understand
tho outrageaconimittod by those clergymuu who have
the idea that there is not room euough iu Brooklyn
for this church and theirs. 1 dely any gentlemen in

the profession of law or me ticinu to And uuy such
strange intensity of pursuit as has boon demonstratedin my cane. The chief i.gents in startup;
this trial declared in the outset that they wished luy
acquittal, yet witliln fifteen minutes alter my aoquittalthey appeal to thu Synod lor reversal of that
decision. Thu opinion currently expressed in thu
community may bo true that our enemies, lott in a
sinking condition by the decision of ttio resbytory,
are now struggling to i{et ashore. It in not l)u Witt
Xalmago on trial, but his defeated pursuers. These
enemies have not been content with assaulting mo,
but have tried to damage the tluaucial credit or our
church by sending to religious newspapers letters
packed with financial falsehood.

HOW COULl) THkV EVER DO IT?
"Belf-appointed detectives have tried to microscopize
every imperfoction. Our reception of members
has boon belied; spies have boen sent out, one of
whom was round on the window ledge at night listeningto a conference between myself and church
officers. The sanctity of the domestic relation has
been invaded by au emissary sent to a branch of my
family to flee if seventeen years ago there was not a

misunderstanding out of which something could be
mauutaeturud lor l'resbyturial effect, who, finding
nothing, apologized for the act on the ground that 1
had given the 1'resbytory permission to investigate
my outlre life. This I have iu affidavit takou
before a notary public. A misunderstanding betweenmo and a gentleman was exhumed

years previously, and made a specification against

I do not wonder at the outburst of
righteous indignation of my board ot trustees
against these ecclesiastics who have taken so much
of our precious time aud expended thousands of

Brooklyn 1'resbytcry am noblo hearted ineti,ami when
my cane wan before them they g*vo me triumph
over my enemies. My Presbytertal iri.'UiU stood
firmly though every conceivable mtluoiice wit
brought to bear on them to make thcin antagonistic
to myself, out' of my friends being offered by one of
my assailants an elaborate speech against me. Hayingtu effect:."You take this speech against Dr.
T'almage ami deliver it. and you shall have the credit
of its being yours." The plugiaristic bribe was rejectedbecause that brother had an abler speech of Ins
owu on my Hide.

It' Washington Irving were to rise from his quiet

resting place in Sleepy Hollow aud view the apol
whloh he has made renowned throughout the world
it iB safe to say he would never recognize it. H«
would tlud the old mill, the old Dutch church and
the small brook, "with just murmur enough to lull
one to repo.se;" but he would look in vain for that
retreat where tliu only sound heard was the whirr
of the quail or the tupping of the wdbdpecker. Th»
woollands, hills aud valley*, where he used to spend

f- so many hours and of which he nuvor tirod writing,
have been invaded by the locomotive traversing tha
rail* of a newly built railroad, whose lino ruua
through what may truthfully bo called the moat
beautiful stretch ot country in Weatcheetai
county. It extends through that picturoqu<
region knpwn us the Valley of the Xepperh&m,
through the loveliest part ot Sleepy Hollow, and hu*
its terminus at Brewster's, a thriving little town ot
2,500 inhabitants, distant from New Y >rk fUty-on«
miles, 'i'h s road is called the New York City aud
Northern ltailroad.

A UEFKUBJilJ TBOJECT.

In point of fact, it is the outgrowth of the old
Now York, Bostou and Houtreal road, a company
which failed soveral rear* ago after having exueuded
upon the work $(10,000 a mile, llut the* hard time*
plunged the company into bankruptcy, and the en*

terprise had lain dormant for over Ave years. When

high tor u single track. This pieco ot
engineering excited tlio arnaz 'ineut of the
typical inhabitant of Sleepy Hollow. To him it was
a sight worth seeing. iio travelled from every part
ot the valley, aud always took oil' his hat wheu he
looked at it. Ho felt of its base with a doubtful air,
and spoko of its strength with contempt. The
structure lias oudurod the storms aud winds of hve
years; i.nd the "over-backers,'" as the Sleepy Hollowuusare called, have been prophesyiug for five
years disaster and death to the first wlio should
cross. But it has boon crossed, aud crossed la
safety; and the "over-backers" link aghast, wonder
and croak. The new company have takeu advantageof this trestle, notwithstanding the fact th it its
strength has beeu questioned by inexperienced
people who have upon casual inspection, aud owing,
probably, to it- light appearance, criticised it uu*
favorably. Hut iu fact the trestle is capable of sustainingHve times as much weight as will be sent
over it in ordinary travel. Is hi» beeu
subjected to many severe tests aud to
thorough oxaiaiiiaiious. Wherever unsouud
beams have been discovered they have been
replaced by sound ones. To prevent any mishap
1iud to put the strength of the trestle beyond all
doubl it has been wholly rebuilt iu several places.
Mr. Lewis ltouerts, an old merchant of New York,
has beuii the principal mover iu this enterprise. A
syndicate was formed iu March last, consisting ot
.Messrs. Droxcl, Morgan & Co.; WoeriBhoffar & Co.,
JialUcr it Liehteustein, Mr. Henry Villard and Mr.
Lewis liobelts, tu.d siuce the formation of this
syndicate it has advanced sufficient moutey to build
the road. A vast amount of work lias been doue
uud u'large amount ot money expended. What littta
work there is remaining will require uu outlay ol
not more than $50.out). and the road will be in run*
uing order by the 1st of January.

TIIC llUl'TK.
Starting at High bridge, the liuo runs about midwaybetween the Harlem and the Hudson River

roads until it reaches 1'arrj town Heights Station,
twenty miles from New York. Above this point
and north to Brewster's the line gets further froia
the Hudson ltiver and converges at Brewster's, the
terminus, witli a branch of the Harlem road. Tliere
is not a more beautiful country iu the State of New
York than that through which the Northern liailiroad passes above Tarry to wu. It i^rich iu soil aud
scenery. All along the route are small lakes varying
iu length from oue to live miles. Many of them
are surrounded by hills, while others are just visible
nvi.p ili.i t.inu i\f lull ti-.wn fit ii It if 11 hmlifitfl.

Luke, thirty miles froiu High Bridge and ton miles
above the village of 'furrytowu. is crossed by
the Northern road. A truss iron bridge apans
tile lake at u narrow point. Tho work

supervision ot 5ir. Sebastian Wimmer, of l'hiladel'phia, a prominent railroad man and engineer. 11
is tho ikiioxt piece of engineering to be seen auy!\vhere upon the route, and neither expense nor skill
lias been spared iu its construction. There is a stajtion <it Lake Mahopac, eleven miles above Croton.
The o~ly communication which this well known
watering place has had with tho metropolis has licea
by the ilarlem liailroad; mil, in consequence of ths
opening of tho Northern ltuilroad those who visit
Mahopac iu the future will pay a lower rate of fare,
as iu all probability the Harlem Company will redue.the rare, which is now $1 £Mi, to meet the cheap
rates of the N.orthoi n road. Carmol, situated on
LaUo tilenida, is the county seat of i'utnaiu.
From Carmol to llruwstur's is five miles. This

so.'lion ot the route is in superb condition, but ths
country is rough and the termers and larmhousei
do not wear thi:t well-to-do appearance which characterizesthose below Luke .tiuhopac. The rood 11
singularly favored with gravel banks, and to this
important tact is due the rapid completion of ttw
work, a groat deal ot which l.as, in this section, and,
in tact, iu many other sections of the rood, been
done by Italians, who came to Sleepy Hollow in
swarms last summer and formed a settlement by ths
railroad.

CONNECTING WITH TlIK "t" BOAPS.
The road will cv< ntually bo a continuation of tha

Manhattan Elevated Uailway, with which rood there
will be a direct connection by means of a bridge
across the ilarlem Itiver, near the ond or Eighth ,
avenue. Until this budge can be coini>leted, howover,a small steaiuer will be used.the Northern
company arguing that it will take passengers less
time to change cars at this point than it does to
change from cither tho ilarlem or the Hudson Hivor
ltoad at forty-second street to the elevatod railway
station at l'orty-secouil street and Sixth avenue. It
is the purpose ot the Northern Kail road Company to
run, as soon at; the bridge shall have been finished, I
lew trains each day from Drowsier'* Station direct t«
the Ilattery. To do this light rolling stock will b«
neces-ary, but it lias boen already purchased and U
now in possession of the company.

1'here have been rumors iu circulation to the effect
that Mr. Vandetttilt will gut control of tho road;
and a prominent stockholder ot the Northern companyand aiso of the .Manhattan company stated
when questioned by tho reporter that the rumors
wore utterly unfounded.
"The New York City and Northern, and the Manhattancompany," said lie, "have a common iuterest

in preventing such a thing. In that case the North.ern road would feed the Central, aud that is what
we don't want and won't have. I cannot answer for *

the future, but while 1 have a voice iu-tho matter
nothing shall be lett undone to evade our rivals.
The Northern road does not need money,and I think
that the need of money would be the only thing
tiiat would enable tho Vanderbllt people to get control."
This would seem to be a fair answer to tho rnmon

It cosU, per year, to travel datiy bo*
twe n New York and Tarrytowu, on the Hudson
Hiver road, *14J. The New York aud Northern will
carry passengers the same distanco for a little mors
than one-half that sum per year.
