Senator Wade Hampton yesterday expressed him.
self very folly, is conversation, concerning the

fluauclal Question, aud yonr correspondent, with his

permission, sends yon the following as the substanceof what he said. Senator Hampton, as you
have already been informed, is very decided in his

spproval of the resolution recently introduced by
Senator Bayard, and expresses himself strongly in
favor of its adoption and support by the democratic

party. "Mr. Bayard," he said, "is one of the

comparatively few men in the country who
had rather bo right than President, and his course in

regard to the currency has left no room for doubt,
if any man of any party were disposed to doubt,
that he is guided in this matter solely by his sincere,

and, as 1 believe, sound convictions of what
will conduce to the beat interests of the whole conntry."Senator Hampton evidently shares these oonvictions,which, he maintains, are in perfect accord
wiiu ins oiuest anu Houuuesi nntnciu principles or

the democratic party as asserted by its former recognisedleaders.
DEMOCRATS AND BAUD MONEY.

"The democracy," he says, "lias always been a

hard money party and should bagten to seize the
opportunity now presented of declaring its devotion
to its old financial principles and of placing itself
quarely on record in their support. The republicansnaturally hesitate to adopt the democratic
theory, or even to go the lengths recommended by
their financial leaders, but rather manifest a strong
desire to leave matters as they stand for
fear of the serious dissensions and divisionslikely to bo occasioned in their own

ntuks by this sudden attempt at wholesale
conversion. There is no reason for hesitation on

the part of democrats. The course indicated by Mr.
Bayard and indorsed by tho President and Secretary
of tho Treasury is directly in the line of all democraticprinciple and precedent, and should be
adopted, therefore, in my judgment, without a dlssuntiiiMvoice. The party has coquetted with soft
money doctrines quite long enough, and has lost
steadily and deservedly in consequence. It ought to

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The greenback party, an such, baa almost disappeared,its members having returned in a body
to the republican party, from wbicb they
were drawn. The soft money democrats havo been
allowed to teat their full strength, aud having failed
in every State should bo willing to confess their
weakuess and permit the other.the hard money.
wing of the party to dictate its financial policy in
accordance with old and fundamental principles, and
conduct the fight to a successful issue.

"Even if thero were nothing more at stake than the
election of a President," continued General llampton,"and a soft money caudidate could be elected,
he would be powerless to carry his views into
clTect in the faco of the overwhelming oppositionhe would encounter in hia own

party, in Congress and in the country. There
is absolutely nothing to bo gained by furthercompromises with the soft money theory,
and none should be made, in my judgment. The
country hna emphatically declared itsolf in favor of
hard money, aud expediency alone would seem to

require that the democracy should take advantage
of tho present situation and place themselves in the
strong position left open by tho hesitation and indecisionof their opponents. Wo could not be
charged with tampering wtth tho currency, seeing
that the question has been opened by tho reoubllcanPresident and his Secretary, whoso action has
left us no alternative but to choose sides. It
ouly remains for us, therefore, to place ourselveson record iu defence of our own

principles or against them. The IIeiiald was

right in the views it expressoU in a recent editorial
on this subject. Tho democrats now have their opportunity.Success is within their reach if they set
wisely and promptly, and they deserve defeat it they
are not prepared «nd determined to take advantage
of it. It would be sound policy, therefore, for us to
do our duty, lint whether we should succeed or

fail, whether it is expedient or not, 1 would make tha
light on this issue and on this line. It is tho line of
consistency and principle, and wo had better bo
whipped Uiftiting for tho right than to win upon any

which republican soft-money men are playing to
Induence their party and persuade it to oppose
the President's recommendations for the repealof legal tender and tUo withdrawal of
the greenbacks. Mr. Fort was himself the author of
the false report telegraphed from here last night
discrediting the President's sincerity. It is the secondtime that he has thus nonrepresented the President,giving the press false and garbled accounta of
conversations held with him. Mr. Fort has now

gone West to bury Congressman Lay. There
seems to be nobody else here to tako )iis
place and spread falae rumors eoucerning the sentimentsof the President and Secretary Sherman, so

that until he returns it is probable that these attemptsto deceive the public will cease. A good deal
of indignation is expressed bore this evening by
sound money republicans at Fort's attempts to
mislead public sentiment and compromise the President.General Uawiey, of Connecticut, said to-night
that "if the constitutional money men get a chance
they will show in both houses that the republican
party has not lost the oourage with which tho ma-

jority of its member* have usually dealt with this
subject."
PltACTICAXi BELIE* FOB IRBULND.HOW CONOBE88MKNBBOABD THE PAKNKLL AGITATION.

Congressman. Kenns, of West Virginia, to-day gave
expression to a Very general feeling of pity for the
suffering people in tome parts of Ireland, and of
contempt for the agitators who have by their revolutionaryviolence alarmed capital and deprived
many poor laborers of employment, by starting a

subscription paper in the House to raise a fund for
the rolief of suffering among the laboring
poor in Ireland. The subscription paper recites:.
"We do this in no political spirit, but solely
to aid people wbo are in actual distress
in their country, and whose energy, undaunted
pluck and brain have contributed so much to the
advancement and history of our own." The amount
which each member is asked to contribute is $6, and

up to the close of the session to-day soventy memberson both sides of the House had signed their
nsmesto tho M»t, Including the Speaker and the
leading democratic and republican members. Tbcro
is no doubt that every member of the liouse will
subscribe $S, and in that case the fund will amount
to nearly $1,200. No one here sympathizes with the
Parnell agitation, which is regarded as a mere wild,
inexcusable revolutionary attempt; but the accounts
which the Hkbaxd cable despatches have given of
suffering among the Irish poor, greatly increased by
.the foolish and wicked attempt of the Parnell demagogues,bavo aroused pity for the Irish poor which
manifests itself in the way which the Hkhald has
adviseJ.in a subscription to supply them with
food. Mr. Kcuna's subscription, in fact, means,
"Not one cent for Parnell, but hundred^ to give food
to the honest poor."

CANAL.GENERAL UBANT'H NAME ASSOCIATED

WITH THK SCHEME.

The act of incorporation which hu been drawn
and which will bo introduced in Congress, with the
approval of General Urant, for an mterocoanic ship
caual company, namei Oeneral Grant and bis associatesaa corporators, with authority to negotiate a

favorable concession with one or more Central Americangovernments lor the construction of an

interocaanio ship canal to fulfil the requirementsas conditioned in the 'Clayton-liulwor
treaty, tbo capital or stock to be not less than
$5u,o<>o,ouo or greater than $100,000,000. Wben stock
is taken to the extent of $50,000,000 tbo stockholders
may eloct directors, president and vice president,
and the government in whose territory the canal is
located may appoint one director, having equal
power and responsibilities and receiving tho same
salary from tho company as tho other directors.
It is provided also that a part of tho
duty of tho directors shall be to lay
before the pnb'.io an annual plain and
BUihcient statement of the progress of the
work and expenditures tberoon. Tho books shall be
carefully examined by government inspectors, and
if the statements are fouud to bo calculated to deceive,the examiners shall make proper statements,
and if fraudulent action bos becu taken tho perpetratorsshall be prosecuted in any United State*
court, and if convicted sentenced as though the offeucoworn against the government. All employe* of
the compauy who commit fraudulent acts, either at
homo, in trausit or in Nicaragua, shall bo liablo
to ba proceeded against in any United Htatea
court, and on conviction shall bo pnnlshed
as though the offence were against the governmentThegovernment shall oauso tho works to be inspectedyearly by two officers of engineers, who are

to report on the actual progress of the work and
whatever affects the economical progress of the
work, the government to reuder bills of actual coat
of travelling ami other cxpoum*, uud bo reimbursed
for tho same, but the company not to pay the Inspectors.The bill will not be introduced. It U understood,until after the holiday*.

caucus instructions of last March, ttiit the present
Senate employes are deserving and capable, and that

TOKK HARDOB.
The bill introduced (by request) in the Senate todayby Mr. Conkling, in relation to street sweepings,

garbage, Ac., provides that no street sweepings,
dredging from slips, dead animals, nor any article or

thing that is liable to ooavey diseaso or dangerous
to the public health or to navigation shall b«
deposited in the waters of the port of New York or
In the rivers or waters adjoining the city of New
York, in the States of New York and New Jersey,
nor in the Atlantic Ocean within five miles of Coney
Island or San>ly Hook. The bill of course excepts
the ordinary discharge of sewers from New York,
Brooklyn and other cities into the waters of the
port, and does not apply to the erection
of piers, doeks or bulkheads or the proper
filling in of any land now authorized by
the laws of the United States. The bill also author*
izes the district attorneys of the Southern and East-
era uisincw ui new iurn duuu 10 uppoim special
officers who shall have power to arrest persons violatingthe law. These officers are to recoive salaries
not exceeding that paid to the New York city police,
and aball be paid only upon a certificate from the
President of the Board of Pilot Commissioners in
the city of Mow York showing that they have performedtheir doty satisfactorily.

DANKINO PAKEQUARDS.
The House Banking and Carr«ncy Committee todayroopenod their former action on the bill requiringth« reserve* of national banking associations to

be kept In gold and silver in liuu of legal tender
notes, and adopted an amendment, offered by Mr.
Buckner, which strikes out the requirement
for the maintenance of a reserve of twentyttvoper centum on the amount of circulation,and niakeH this provision applicable
to deposits only. The resolutions of Messrs. Fort
and Price adverse to the President's greenback
recommendations were not reached for considerationthis morning. The meeting of the committee
wss mainly occupied in listening to an argument
presented by Mr. Lounsbery, of New York, who
took strong grounds in tavor of a return to the plan
of the origin*! banking act, which remained
in force until 1»74, and which required
the banka to maintain a reserve on
circulation aa well aa on deposits. Ho contended
that this waa aoorrect bankiug principle, which the
national banka ahould be forced to recognize, not so

much tor the protection of holders or national
bank notes, who are ultimately protected by the
bonds of the national bank held by the gov*
ernment, but rather to secure automatic expansionand contraction of tho currency,
which will naturally follow If a properly
proportioned reserve on circulation Is maintained.
Mr. Lounsbery does not believe that Mr. Buckn'r's
bill iu its present shape requiring, ss it does, that
one half of tho banks' reserves shall bo kept iu eo n,
will result in either contraction or expansion, at
least not to any considerable extent. Theoret-
ii-ally, he aaya, the roault of this law would
be to draw out ruin from the United
States Treasury, and to replace that coin

with legal tenders, and these legal tenders would be
held by the Treasury In place of the coin that the
banks had exchanged them for. After Mr. Buckucr's

MIN.VKHOX'A LAND U HANTS.
The Attorney General lias reudercd an opinion

npon certain inquiries submitted by the Secretary
of the Interior, touching the authority of the Utter
to issue patents to the State of Minnesota for the
benefit of the Southern Minnesota Uailroad
Company for ccrtain lands within the limits
of tho grant by act of July 4, ltttMi.
The question arose upon the fact that the road, or a

portion of it, was constructed after the period pre-
scribed in tho granting act. and upon a lino different
from that adopted us the definite locution. The AttorneyGeneral holds that the Slate is entitled to tho
lands, notwithstanding the road wan built alter the
time for it* cumpletion had expired, becauso
no action, either It-gislativo or judicial, had
been taken to reinvest the United States
with title. On the second point he holds that the
definite location by the company prior to the acceptanceby tho State of the grant whs not binding
on either the State or the government, and
that aa the Stato had, by repeated legists*
tion, required the company to build to certainpoints several miles distant froiu the line us

fixed by definite locatiou, tho government must acceptthe construction without refereuce to the fact
that it is on a different route from the oue formally
adopted by the company and upon which the limits
of the grant have been adjusted.

THE NATIONAL AND UNITED STATES BOAUDS OF

TBADE NOW IN SESSION IN WASHINGTON.
DEMAND FOB ANOTHKB "BUBEAO" TO WATCH
OVEB THE INTEBESTS OF TBADE.

Washington, Dec. 10, 1879.
Two boards of trade met in this city to-day.on*

the Unitod States Board of Trade, of which Mr.
Nathan Appleton, of Boston, Mass., is president, and
the other the National Board of Trade, Mr. Frederick
Fraley, of Philadelphia, president. About fifty
members were in attendance at the meeting of the
National Board, representing fit teen local boards of
trade and chambers of commerce. The annual reportof the Executive Council was first road and
adopted, and then the tollcwing officers for the enBUingyear were elected:.

A communication was received from the United

States Board of Trade requesting the appointment
of a committee to confer with one from their body
relative to harmonizing the work of the two organizations.The request was complied with, and
a committee of conference consisting of five memberswas appointed. Routine business was theu resumed,after which the official programme was

taken up, and the first question, entitled "Through
Bills of .Lading," was thoroughly discussed aud disposedof by the unanimous adoption of the followingrule:.
When a bill of lading designates a particular lino of

steamships, or a special ship of any line, it shall contain
an express stipulation tUut in case goods are from any
cause intended to be sent forward by a different steam
nhip or by another lino, (lie company by which tlio bill of
lauiug is ifttmod shall, before actual shipment, give tlio
shipper of the good* timely uotice of the steamship or line
by which tlio same will be shipped. The company issuing
the bill of lading shall 'be responsible to the *hlopor tor
any cost of Insurance cuused by the change in the steamshipor liue from that expressed on the original bill of
lading.
The Board then adjourned until to-morrow.

In their report the Council of the National Board

make the following statement:.
for several years before the formation of this Board

many of the more thoughtful business mon among us had
felt that there should he a department of the government
at Washington organised with special refcrunce to the
goneral industrial intoro»ts of the country and devoted to
the care and development of*tbese interests. The necessityfor such a department has become more apparent and
fuoro marked with the progress of tiuio, and the Hoard has
repeatedly called the attention of Congress aud of tiio
Executive to it. In ooe of our memorials it was said:.
The commercial interests of the country have thoroughly

organised themselves to make their wauts and wishes
known to the goveruineut; it remains fur the government
on its part to organise itself, to give wise consideration
aud practical etl'ect to those wants and wishes." This
sentence was recently quoted in the Hritioh Parliament
iu a speech to which reference will presently be made;
It seems still to state our case distinctly and definitely,
aud the Council would repeat it with new emphssis.
The Secretary of the Treasury is charged at tlio present

Couucil, should b* made to devolve upon a Minister of
