KNOWING OXKS IN THE DARK.

Something: More About the Project to Establish
a >ew Truuk Line to the West.

The answer to the question why W. II. Vanderbilt
parted with a big block of New York Ceutral slock
suggested iu tho Hki.alu yesterday seems more

and mure plausible ou further investigation. There
are many reasons for thinking that Samuel J. Tilden
lias been attempting to gut the better of the New
Vork Central through a proposed rival line to the
Went, and that Mr. Vanderbilt has been suilicioutly
alert to anticipate the move bv letting tho Wubush
interest into tho direction of the New York Central,
at the same time securing and monopolizing a

Western connection aud extension. Tho Wabash
road, having its terminus at Toledo, passes through
one of tho moat prosperous sections of country in
the United States; and the Kastern line, receiving
llie business that would natnrally accrue to it there,
Will bring in handsomo returns to its owners. The
losa of that business to tho New York Central would
probably have been formidable. That Mr. Tilden
figures prominently in the movement to equip a

rival road to tho West appears from statements
on good authority that ho owns a controlling interestin the Hudson connecting IUilroad Company,
the terminal company; has a large interest iu the
New Jersey Midland, and, from all that can be
learned, is a large owner in the Oswego Midland
Railroad. The certilicate of incorporation of the
Oswet'o Midland, which is to bo approved next
month, will show that this road is incorporated
under the name of tho "New Y'ork, Ontario and
Western Itailway Company," and that Conrad N.
Jordan, president of the Hudson Connecting Companyand the intimate friend of Mr. Tilden, is chairmanof the committee of bondholders.

"AN INTERCHANGING AlilLVNGKMKNT."
A gentleman acquainted with the iuner workings

of tho scheme against Mr. Vandorbilt said to a

Herald reporter yesterday:."Before an agreementwaa mude by which Vandorbilt was induced to
part with his Now York Central stock, tho Wabash
road had an interchanging arrangement with
the Groat Western of Canada and the
(irand Trunk, so that an allianco between
the Wabash and New York Central breaks
up that combination. Tne Grand Trunk's
only possible entranco to New York is by the LewistonBridge over the Niagara liivor, using the Uouie,
Watertown and Oirdensburu and the Oswego Midland
and Now Jersey Midland or the New York and GreenwoodLake to Now York. Now, Tilden o-wes a controllinginterest in the Hudson Connecting Railroad
Company, the terminal company, a large Interest
in the New Jersey Midland, and what his interest
is in the Oswego Midland Mr. Conrad N. Jordan can

inform you butter than anybody else. I understand
that this New York connection is a situ qua 1um m th«
plans of the Oswego Midland people. The sale of New
York Central by Mr. Vanderbilt, you see, prevented
ft combination between Mr. Tilden and the Wabash.
This road taps ono of the richest and most prosperoussections of country in the United States. Its
development has boon remarkably rapid. It concentratesat the Wabash terminus at Toledo, and the
Eastern line that secures that business obtains a
truffle that in simply enormous, and the loss of
which the New York Central could ill afford. The
carrying out of a scheme by means of which there
was a co-operation betweeu the Wabash, Ureat
Western and Grand Trunk roads, reaching New
York over the Midland roads, would make their
properties immensely remunerative and would have
been a heavy blow to the New York Central."
"Then Vanderbilt was forced into the sale of New

York Central ns a protective measure?"
"He was most decide<fly. There was, however,

another motive that influenced him to sell. There
were on the one hand these railroads that were payingimmense profits aud ueoded a New York outlet,
and, on the other, Vanderbilt, who wanted a share
In the prollts growing out of the Southwestern systemot roads. If the freight controlled by the Wabash
system of roads should be taken from the New
York Central it would be questionable whether
it could continue to pay its eight per cent
dividend. Vanderbilt was frightouod into the
sale; but if he didn't at the same time get
a 'shake' in the South western securities he didn't
Improvo his opportunities. If he only sold New
York Central dollar lor dollar he has forfeited his
claim to being the railroad king ot America, and
lomebo.ly has got the advantage over him. The re-
turn of good times had groat I y Improved tho South-
western securities and Vanderbilt was not in a positionto get a share in their profits before this sale,
while New York Central, not having been overdepressed,had not reacted to an extent tlist would
atTord him so handsome a profit. Vanderbilt was,
moreover, frightened by Tildcu's scheme, as I have
aid."

"But why should Mr. Tilden continue to work at

this plan so quietly now that the New Y'ork Central
sale has taken place?"
"Did you ever know him to work in any other

way? He forms his own conclusions as to the value
nr invnutrnalit* »i.<l utii.n ><« llxnli.

"Taut depends largely on the roonoy it has to expend.The assessment on the junior securities of

the Oswego .Midland is from $3,utW,<IOO to $.1,000,000.
If it has * Western connection insuring it a large
amount of busines* it will in time be a successful
rival of the New York Central, its make-tip comparesfavorably with the Erie. When Yanderbilt
made an alliance with the Wabash he left the Grand
Trunk nud the Ureut Western out in the cold, so
that thu latter would naturally combine with the
Midland roads."

N. A. Cow trey, secretary of the committee of reorganizationof the Oswego Midland, said it was the
intention of the owners of that road to establish an
Independent trunk line from New York to Chicago,
and whether or uot Mr. Tilden was interested in the
scheme, he would say that they propose to get help
from whatever sources were available, lie did not
know but what the Oswego Midland was bought iu
Mr. Tlldeu's interest, but he would not state that
BUch was tuo fact. "1 am only oue of thirteen who
are interested," he continued, "so I cannot
(peak for all; but 1 believe that we
hall liave an independent line, and that
Prom Midoletown an Eastern oxtension will be built.
We shall build a road from Klleuville across to
Pouglikeopsie, availing ourselves of the bridge across
the Hudson, ami shall travel with the New Jersoy
Muliauu if we can do bettor than we could with Krio.
We shall not have a dollar ot debt, but will liavo
troffi $3,000,000 to $<>,000,000 ill the treasury. I think
we nhall compare iavorauly with the New York Central,tor our road will cost only $'iu,000 n mile from
New York to Oswego, while the New York Central

Conrad N. Jordan, as may be seeu, figures most

prominently in the purchase of the Oswego Midlaud.anil he is supposed to have made the purchase
in the interest of Mr. Tilden, with whom lie enjoys
confidential relations. He is also president of the
Hudson Connecting Railroad Company, in whicn
Air. Tilden lias a controlling interest. Tlie reporter
called on him yesterday at the Third National Bank,
of which be is caKhier, and asked him whether Mr.
Tilden waa not iuterosted in tne Midland roads.
"You had hotter ask him," lie replied good

naturedly. "He is the only man that can give you
any information worth two cents."

''Are you not his representative in the purchase of
the New York Midland?"

"I am only the custodian of the bonds of the
bondholders. I am not a director. There aro no
directors, in fact, because tho certificate of incorporationhas not been approved, nor will it be until
after January 1, when the sale of the road has been
confirmed."

"is it not trne that you don't own a dollar's worth
of the New York Midland, and that you are only actiugfor another person?"

"It is."
"Will you state who that penon is?"
"I decline to do so."
"Please tell me whether tho New York Midland has

been purchased with reference to equipping a new
line to the West?"

"I cannot give you the plana of the company; it is
not yet organized."
Ex-Mayor George Opdyke, formerly president of

the Oswego Midland, siud that the purchase of that
road might have been made in the interest of Mr.
Tikicn, although ho would not say so himself. He
did not think the rise in value of New Jersey Midlandwas of sudden growth. He held some of the
geeoud mortgage bonds last summer at about fifteen
and hsd sold them recently at twenty-two aud a half,
which he did not consider a remarkable rise. The
first mortgage bonds had sold at forty-five on Juno
1, and the rise since then ho did not think was as

great as that of other railroad boudB. "When I
was considerably interested in the New York
Midland," he continued, "it was intended to use the
line in a measure as a rival to tho Now York Central.
We proposed to extend it from tho western terminus
to Buffalo, and we would have done it if the panic
jiau new on. noeu tue .icw x orK Aiiuiaua is reorganizedthen tho owners will boo what they can do
with it. It is possible that a connection with the
Erie will bo fonud to be advisable. As a bondholder
I am more largely interested in the New York Midlandthan in the New Jersey Midland. The leasing
of the Greenwood Lake road has been talked of, bat
nothing has been done ho tar."

Mil. FIKJ.D "KNOWS NOTHING 4.BOOT IT."
Cyrus W. Field, whose prominent part In the negotiationswith Mr. Vandsrbilt in the sale of New

York Central is well known, returned to this city
yesterday morning from Cuba, where had gone for
recreatiou soon after the big sale.
"When Mr. Vanderbilt was persuaded to part with

New York Central," said the reporter, "waa there
any trading of securities between him and gentlemeninterested in South western securities?"
"There was no talk of anything of the kind."
"In your judgment, and from the part you played

in the negotiations for the sale, do you think Mr.
Vanderbilt was afraid of a lino that would rival New
York Ceutral?"
Mr. Fiold smiled and then said he didn't know

anything about it.
"As you are interested in the Hodson connecting

road, can you toll me wliether it will be utilized iu
the new line to the West that Mr. Tilden is thought
to be working up?"

Koidesdoll. Butcher and Edsal. of his staff. In thair
custody wan it young girl eighteen years old. named
Minnie tape, the daughter of a lagtr beer saloon
keeper, of No. 2C3 Atlantic avenue, Brooklyn;
William Clements, whose lather la an oyster dealer, of
No. 251 Atlantic avenue; Annctta Eckert. seventy-live
years old, said by the police to have been mixed up
iu a great many cases of infanticide; and "Dr."
Fayen, an alleged conledorate oi lier's. Miss Pape la
the complainaut. William Clements she charges
with being the father of her child and "Mine."
Kckcrt and "Dr." Fayen arc the defendants. The
Inspector and his men refused to give any particulateregarding the cave. The facts came out later,
however, iu the affidavits made by the girl and the
youug man. The story as they tell it la as follows:.

THE OLD, OLD 8TOHY.
Minnie Pape resides with her father «t the corner

of Boerutu street and Atlantic uveuue, Brooklyn.
Over a year ago she made the acquaintance of
Clements, who attends the &sh market of his rather,
which ia next to the saloon. They bocame intimate,aa they state, about six months ago, at a
time when they were engaged to be married. When
it was learned that the young girl wan about to becomea mother she visited, with the consentof Clements, as she ullogos, a place in thin
city where an operation was performed on bar.

was followed by other operations, resulting in infanticide.The young girl theu made known her
story to the police of this city aud the arrest followed.Miss Pape is a rather pretty young girl, with
a decidedly German cast of countenance. Hlie says
m her affidavit that on tho 15th of last May she saw
advertised in a Uorman paper of this city, "Mine."
Kckuri's business as that of doctresa, at No.
Stanton street. The advertisement read, "The best
of care taken of women patients." The affidavit
then goes on to state that when Miss Minnie saw tho
advertisement she was about to become a mother.
Mho called, she says, at the house Indicated and had
au interview with Mme. Kskert, who, she alleges,
gave her some uiediciuas. These proving futile, she
was, she alleges, placet* In care of "L>r." Willieliu
Ks/.un, who, after using instruments several times,
told hor ho could "do no inoro" lor her. Three
days later the child was born. The young girl told
Justice l)ufly that she heard the screaniM of hor
child, but that her mother throw It ill the newer and
she (Minnie) knew nothing more about it.

SILVER DEPOSITS.
The Sturtevant lloasc, at all times a resort of

Western men, has become lately a resort especially
of miners. Tliey are not the traditional miners with
red ulilrts, high boots and slouch hats, but mine
owners, and the lobby of the hotel of an evening
might be taken for a mining exchange. Yesterday it
was remarked thatabout twenty prominent gentlemen
from California, Arizona, Utah and the Black Hills
district, all mine owners, were registered, and a

HititAxaj reporter called to learn the reason of the
gathering. "It is no especial gathering," said Mr.
Leland; "that la, there ia no one particular thing
that brings them. It 1a simply the mining interest
that is growing to such an extent that representativesof difleront mines have to be here, Bios* you,
I couldn't begin to say how many millions are representedamong them. They don't know themselves.
Nobodv knows how much a mine Is worth till it is
exhausted, lint, it's a big figure, undoubtedly.
There's the Father do Smet Mine alone worth no
one knows how much. Certainly millions, when It
is developed."
Mr. Charles lloberts, who, with Mr. Archibald

Borland, is here to represent this mine, said In reply
to queries that ho was not anxious to advertise the
mine. Mr. Borland had paid $000,000 for it and had
then proceeded to put it in a proper condition for
working. This he had succeeded in doing, and there
was now in that mino more ore exposed to view
then in an other in the world, lie was especially
sanguine about the prospect of miuing in the Black
Uiils, and declared that the people in the East know
almost nothing about the true nature and extent of
the mines in the West. He agreed that this was
largely owing to the fact that when silver mining
was a new thing in the country many spurious
mines were sold. He had been shewn stock In a
company which was formed todeveiqpeanilne which
he was sure (lid not exist.

KrrscT or caljvobnia's sew constitution.
Mr. Uoberts thought the new constitution In Californiawould have a tendency to drive capital out of

the State by its excessive burdens-of taxation on
corporations. Companies would be formed outside
of the Utate for tne purpose of mining within it.
As to the extent of the undeveloped woaith, he said,
no man could ostimate it. He knew of hundreds of
quartz mines that could be worked at a good, lair
proht; but no one develoued such miueH, l>ecau»e
everybody was looking (or something bigger.somethingthat would yield enormous returns in proportionto tho outlay. As to the Lcadvilie district
and the tremeudous excitement over the soft carbonatediscoveries he spoke somewhat conservatively.
Ho said that of course there was no disparaging the
richness of the yield, aud he had no desire to disparageit; but that among practical and experienced
miners there was a question as to whether tho developmentswould continue to be as astonishing as

they are now. Tho rocky formation of the Luadville
district was entirely different trom that in other
countries, and when the vein alsuady discovered was
worked tnere was a question whether anything
more would be tound.

AGRICULTURAL CONVENTION.

VOUMATION OP A NATIONAL ASSOCIATION.ITS
OBJECTS AND MKTHODS OX W>liK.

About oue hundred and fifty delegates, representingfourteen States »nd the District of Columbia,
luet in couveutiou at tlio Metropolitan Hotel yesterdaylor tlio purpose or crgaiii/.ing » national agricnlturalsociety, Among those present wore

Dr. George b. Loring, of Massachusetts,
president of the New fingland AgriculturalSociety; Dr. Flint, president of tile
Massachusetts Agricultural College; ex-Go voruor
llyde, of Connecticut; T. S. Gold, secretary of the
Connecticut board of Agriculture; John C. Mead,
superintendent of tlio Agricultural Department,
Vermont; Professor J. it. Ledoux. of North Carolini;K. A. Ciruieu, chief clerk Unitud States Departmentof Agriculture; J. Krustus Lester, Commissioneron Agriculture, lthode Inland, and J. b.
(irinnell, ox-member of Congress ft orn Iowa. Delegateswere also present from Texas, Alabama and
Arkansas.

'l'ho origin of the Convention dates back about
three months, when a committee of gontlemen
met at the American Institute to consider the
formation of a natioual agricultural society.
The result was the appoiutment of au executive
committee of live, and of which Mr. J. It. ltcall, of
this city, was chosen chairman. This committee
has since been actively engaged preparing for the
Convention of yesterday, in sending out letters and
circulars to leading lneu in agricultural circles in
ali parta of tliu country. Having received a large
number of favorable responses, the committee
called the present meeting iu order to complete tliu
work of framing a constitution and electing officers.

IN SKSalON.
Shortly alter ten o'clock the Convention was called

to order by the chairman o( the Executive Committee,who delivered an address, iu which he stated
that the alius of the socioiy are as follows:.The
uenen^l dissemination of knowledge relative to the
best methods ot agriculture, systematic testing of
competing agricultural implements, scientific investigationsinto diseases of animals, the technical educationof veterinary surgeons, tenants and landowners;
ezposuro of frauds in the sale of inferior or adulterated
manures, feeding stuffs audseous; embodiment of
such information contained iu agricultural publicationsas may be proved by practical experience to be
usoful; to encourage men of talent iu their attention
to the improvement of agricultural Implements, the
construction of fariu buildings aud cottages, tho applicationof chemistry to the general purposes of
agriculture, the destruction of insects injurious to
vegetable life and the eradication of weeds. The associationIs intended to be somewhat similar to tho
lioyal Agricultural Society of England.
On motion, Mr. Nelson M. Curtis, of OgdenBburg,

N. Y. was appointed tomporary chairman. The reportof tho Executive Committee was read and the
constitution framed by them submitted to the meeting.It declares that the name of the organization
shall be tliu "American Agricultural Association,"
and its objects "to protect, promote and develop the
agriculture of the whole couutry iu all its branches,
and the Interests of those uugagod therein aud
closely connected therewith." The feo for
ordinary membership is $1, on payment of
which and agreeing to abide by the constitutionand bylaws, the member shall be
admitted to certain rights and privileges of the
society. The payment of $50 entitles to life membershipand presence at the meetings of the council, at
which meetings members shall have a voice but no
vote.

THK ASSOCIATION'S WORK.
General meetings of the association shall be hold

annually, and such other meetiugs will be held as

may be provided for at the general meeting. The
officers ot the society shall be chosen by ballot, und
shall consist of a president and seulor vice president,whose term of office shall be one year, und
who shall bo ineligible for office for two years thereafter;tour directors, who shall be elected for three
years and be ineligible for one year thermalter.
During the afternoon session the constitution was

taken up in sections, and after some slight amendnieutsits adoption as a whole was deferred
for uction uutil to-day A committee on organization,composed of one delegate from each
State represented, was appointed to select permanentofficers and report to the Convention this morning.At the evening session Dr. Albert K. Ledoux, ot
North Carolina, delivered a lecture on the "(Quality
of American seeds." He gave some instructive statisticsin regard to the adulteration aud germinatingpowers of farm and garden seeds, and dwelt on
the various deceptions practised by English seeds-
mull, who, he said, prepare the seeds of weeds by
coloring ami otherwise, and sell them at high prices
as the IwnA fide article. A discourse was also deliveredby Dr. .Manly Miles, of New York, on "The
Correlations of Animal Form." The Convention
will remain in session until to-morrow afternoon.

puru chloroform to be found in ovary reputable drug
store iu the land. Surgoous who daro to use chloroformiu their practico have never found any trouble
in procuring it. Again, the writer says, "Its effects
arc scarcely the same on any two persons." We are

almost at a loss what to reply to. such u statement a*

this. The criticism applies oqually, well to prussia
acid, to strychnia and. as late bungling attempts in
this direction have taught the public, to hanging.

Sl'fcKD AND CKUTAJNTY OF DEATH.
Wliaterfrfcr other "effects" the writor refers to,

there is one effect as ocrtain as that life terminates,
and that is that chloroiorm applied aa above described,will, iu every instance, first produoo stupor
and then death.stupor within from fifteen second*
to two mluiitcs, and death within a few more minutes.The writet forgets the fearfully poisonous
character of chloroform. Death from the inhalationof its vapor has ofteu occurred almost instantaneously,in spite of the utmost caution of tho
surgeons administering it. Iu many instances only
two minutes have elapsed from the first inspiration.In one caso thirty drops killed*
iu one minute; in another fifteen drops
killed in a very few minutes. Medical journals
abound in records of death l'rom chloroform. There
is uo drug in use by the physician and surgeon
which has killed so many poople. Every skilful
practitioner knows how near tho verge of death ths
chlororormized patient treads.how constant the
watchfulness required to lead him safely through
this "valley of tho shadow of death.'' Chloroform
vapor acts as a depressant upon the human system
from the very outset.the life centres yield rapidly
and in succession to its attack. But a little step
after stnpor is produced, aud the heart action or tbs
respiration ceases torever. We need not mention ths
numerous instances of suicide by chloroform. But
leaving the recorded fatal effect of the small dose, as
well also as that of the surgical dose (a mortality ot
about thirty persons yearly), out of the question,
wo maintain that death from the intentionally largs
dose is inevitable, and that in this respect no persons
differ.

THE DEATH HTBUOOLE.
Again the writer urges that iu chloroform narcosis

there is a stage of involuntary struggling which
would retard tho influence of the drug. With an
overwhelming doso this could scarcely oocur, and
should it do so in place of retarding each effort would
accelerate tho effect at the vapor by causing the subjectto take a deeper inspiration. Evidently such
objections to tho use of chloroform as I have cited
carry their own contradictions on their face.

l'HYWCIANH NOT EXKl'-UTIOSKllS.
Much moru wortliy of consideration are the point*

not brought forward, llrst that cluoroformization is
too humane a method of killing a criminal and seoondthat other poisons like prussic ajid act quicker.
Tho lirst of those points opens up a brood hold for

general argument. In regard to the second I agree
with your correspondent, whoso objections to the
use of chloroform I have taken tho liberty of criticising,in thinking that the fatal objection to It la
that "it makes the physician the executioner." This
is not to be thought or. But tho physician's services
need not, us I believe, in tho use of chloroform extendbeyond their present limits in cases of handing.Any ShorilT with common sense could soak up
a pint of chloroform with a sponge and place it
within a bag corresponding to a curtain degree to
the present black cap. l'he physician'* services
would not bo required for this.

otiLiOBomux vkiisus klkcthicity.
In conclusion, 1 will thus put tho case to you*

correspondent. It is a matter of statistics compiled
from cases carefully, though oftou unwillingly, reportedin the three loading medical journals of linglandthat during the period of seven years.1871 to
1»77 inclusive (this period selected because it happensto bo at hand).thero have occurred an avorauo
of sixteen deaths yearly from chloroform, and this
under skilled administration. Now, as far as I
know, 110 mail has ever been killed by
a dischargo of oiectricity from a battery
(though 1 am open to correction upon this point).
It is, then, thus tar conjecture that a man could bo
killed in this manner. And how and under what
circumstauccs is the experiment of killing a man by
electricity to bo tried? Who will be tho lirst subject?What Htato will provide a criminal for experiment?What scientist will be the executioner?
In short, Mr. ISonjsaiin offers us an unverified
theory, while I oilor a demonstrated fact.
At this point 1 leave tho snbjoct, with the simple

expression of opinion that of all mothods none seem
to wo at tbo h«iii)o tloio so curtain, so unrevolting,

METEOItS AND ASTHONO ilERS.PAliKHUKSTAND PltOCTOli.

To the Ksitob or thjs Ubuai.d:.
Tim meteors which wore scon last Sunday evepinf

d not belong to the Andromedes, revolving around
thu huh in the orbit of Dicta's comet, but seem to
have been chiefly Oeminlds, although ono or two of
them were probably Auriglds, both of which seriM
of meteors appear within a few days of the 7th of
December, and are generally few in number, but
bright. For several days to come there may bo meteorssoon from either of these series, but they are
so much scattered in space that there is no probabilityof their taking the lorm of a shower.
Ah tbo period of lliela's comet waM six years and

eight months, tho oarth did not pass this year very
near the point through which we passod in the
bower of 187*2. Wo shall bo at about tho same diatancein 18H5, but shall then be ahead of the shower
instead of being behind it, as we were this year,
llut in 1892 tho earth will pass very nearly through
the same point as in 1H72, so that there will be a

greater probability of a brilliant display that year
than at auy time proeoding.

In the letter of Professor Proctor, published in
the Ukiiald of tho 9th lust., he swept away the apparentdifference between us, so that there Is but a

single polut leit, and upon that tho mode or rraaoningwhich he iniiicatos is so far conclusive that perhapsI might properly yield tho point without furthercomment. I certainly have no reason to feel
very much mortified to bo found in tho company of
those whom Professor Proctor haa proven to ba
mistaken in tho discussion of such subject*, llut
tho phenomenon In question is too interesting in
Its nature to bo dismissed in that way. With your
iMkniilHmmi then. 1 will fnllnw out tho argument In
