RED ROCK DESTROYED.

Annibilation of a Town in the Oil_
Regions of Pennsylvania.

A TERRIBLE FIRE.

Hudreds of People Homeless—One Hundred and Sirly
Thousand Dollrs’ Worth of Property Desiroped.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE HERALD.]
Bravronp, Pa., Dec. 12, 1879,
Red Rock, one of the most enterpriviug towns in
tho Lrsdford ofl district, was destroyed by fire this
morning. It was the most destructive conflagration

that bus ever ocenrred ln the distriet. Eighty
buildings were burned, the district covering
over twelve ameres. The total loss i esti-

mated at $160,000~insuranca light. The firc started
last night. A well on the side Lill had been
clesned ot proparatory to torpedoing, the tubing
being left out of the well, Ope of the hands passing
by with a lanteru the gas caught, consuming the rig
and destroying a 250 barrel tank of oil. The fluid
ran down the hill sand commupicated with a tank

owned by E 0O, E sod  containing
25,000 Darrels of oil. ‘The momnster iron
tauk buroed for hours, the Dbilaze being

plainly visible st Bradford, o distance of six miles.
The tauk was locsted i & position that commanded
the heart of the town. Embankments were thrown
up sod gvery precaution tuken to suve the place
from destruction, but witbout avail, The Bradford
fire companies were seut for, but at a late hour It
wis believed that tLe tank would not burst, aud the
men wers sout home.
BULSTING OF THE GREAT TANK,

Between three and four o’clock this morning the
upper bunds of the great tank fell in with s erash
and the tank burst. The burnlug oil ran out; =
huge flery wave jumped high over the embankmeonts
and, spreading to the oxtent of three hundred feet,
swept through the heart of the town, which literally
melted away before the heat. The burning oil coursed
through the atreets fully four teet in depth. A wave
of fire would bound sgsinst & house, jump over
the roof, sud in less time than it would tike to write
ad i of the di the entire town was in
flames. It was truly » grand sight. Had it not been
for tho slarm sounded wbout midpight the loss of
life would have been great. As it was peoplo barely

had time to escape with their lives. ' J. Curtis,
s rig builder, had barely time  to
enter his house and ecarry forth his sick

wifs ere the house was on fire, The burning oil
swept through the town ke s tidal wave, Little oz
nothing wae saved. Not a store or saloon is left
standing and over one hundred families are home-
less to-night. The destruction was complete. The
trestle of the Olean, Bradford and Warren Railroad
was burned and trains were dalayed.

BLRIGHT EYES' ADDRESS TO A SYMPATHE1IC
AUDIENCE AT STEINWAY HALL,

Dr. HRos-
well D, Hitcbeock, Mr, T, . Tibbles, Stand-
ing Bear, & Pouea chief, s broad-shouldered,

long haired ssvage ln civilized garments, and Bright
Eyes, adaugtiter of the chief of the Owalas, su in-
talligent youny girl speskivg Euglish flueudy. Dr.
Bellows prestded, and opened the weesing by intro-
duging Mr. Uibules, s gentleman trow Owmabs, who
became interestod in tho legs]l aspects of the case of
the Pounca Judisus, snd who bélieves thst if the
mastter can be brought before the United States BHu-
preme Court that the law caunot refuse to restore
to the Poncos the land from which they have been
driven,
PEACEFUL AND INDUSTRIOUR.

My, Tibbles described the Poucas as having always
bean friendly to the whites, living oo their land,
workiug iudustriously und pesceably and educating
their ehilliren, Ho quoted’ from the Indian reports
to sbow that the Poncss aré regarded as good Ind-
inng, who have belped ana defended the whites and
never given trouble. He guoted froin the treaty
mude with thein, in which it was promissd that they
shonld live torever on their land ju Nebrasks and
Ideho, and then recited the story of the sudden
appearance of agents from Wushington in the fal]
of 1477 with orders to drive the whols tribe to the
Indian tervitory regardloss of the treaty. He de-
seribed eloguently the sufferiug and death that en-
sued in the unhealthy chimate of the Indian territory,
and sbowed how the braves, in despair, fought to the
death roouer than see their wives and childfen dis.
Hed dud the pr tion of the Jaw for the Indi-
ane, aud slhiowed the barbarism and cruclty of leaving
them without any defsuce ugainst the ssizure of
their property. The ouly way to stop Indlan wars,
Lis urged, was to give the Iudisus the right to pro-
tect their property before the law. This is what
Canads bas Jdope, nnd Cansds hus no Indisn wars.
The speaker's remurks wers surnest and sloguent
and frequently groeted with hearty applause.

BIGGHT KYEH ON THE PLATVOIRM.

Bright Eyes, the dauglter of the chief of the
Omalias, & tribe related to the Poocas, was then in-
troduced to the sudieoce, who saw 8 comely, plum
young ludy, dressed modestly and plainly in civi-
llzed attire, She Lad s glowing complexion and
bright, iutelligent bleck eyes, suggestive of smoul-
dering fire.

The excitement is very grest over the diselosura
in the Hutchkiss murder case, but the facks knowr
wre of the vaguest description, aud it will not bo as
certained until the srrival of the HErarLp to-morrow
that snything like even an outline of the slleged
diabolical conspiracy is known bhers—the ver)
seat of the alleged crime. 1 had an inlerview with
the prisoners st ten o’clock this evening. The par
ticulars of the arrest, whish I obtained [rom Sherit

I arrived in Detroit ou Thursdiy morning, and al
once visited Police Hewdquartors, expectiuy to find
the parties arrested. lmagine my surprise on learn®
ing thut wothing had been done. On the auggestion
ot the Chief of Police I went to my botel, while s
detective was despatehed tor Dr, Hugh MeG. Wilson,
who was found at his office on Michigan svenue, just
preparing to go out to muke s post-mortem exaiuls
nation. He came to police headquarters without
any hesitation, snd on being informed by mysolf of
the indictment found against him, said he was pre-
pared to go without walting for the reaquisition
papers, I had previously learned that Mrs, Hotch-
kiug was in Buffalo, having gone there two or thres
duys previous to my arrival in Detroit.

It was so hurd to feel how powerless we wers to help
thosa we loved so desrly when we saw our ralatives
forced frow their homes o compelled to go to a
strunge country at the puiut of the bayonet. The
whole Pones tribe were rupidly advancing in civill-
zation; cultivated their farms, and their school-
houses and churches were well filled, when they
were suddenly informed that tbe pgovermment re-
quired their r I to Indian Territory. It wus
such o cowardly thing for the government to do.
They sold the land which belonged to the Poncas to
the Hioux without the k ledge of the ¢ and
as the Poncas were perfacily Lelpless and the
Sioux well armed the govornment was not afraid
to move the friendly tribe. The tribe has been
robbed of thousands of dollars® worth of property,
and the goverament shows no disposition to reiurn
it. That property wus luwfully the Poncsa'. They
had worked tor it, and the snvuities which the gov-
erninent was to pay belonged to the Poncss, All an-
nuities paid to Indisn tribes are in payment for land
sold., They are not churity. The government never
gives alms to the Indians, und thanks to the Indian
Ring the Indians do not get bhalf of whut is due them.

The Iudisn girl’s saddress was listened to with
great attention and mueh wonderment at her excel-
lent choice of Loglish., Dr. Hitcheock afterward
made a short address, followed by Standing Lesr,
who told briefly the story of his wrongs in his na-
tive language, transisted by Dright Eyes.
