The Standard's Berlin despatch says:—“Mr
Amery, an Ameriean petroleum well owner, has
arrived at Baka to inspeet the richnaphtha fields
of the peninsuln of Apsheron.”

Count Schouvaloff arrived at Berlin on Thurs-
day and bad an audience with the Emperor
William. The Count will probably visit Varzin
before going to St. Petersburg.

The Post's Berlin despatel says the Cross Ga-
getle aunounces that the German Becretaryship
of Btate for Foreign Affuirs has been definitely
offered to Count Von Hatzfield,

An influential committee under the i-
dency of the Mayor of Bevlin and the Preféct of
Police hns been formed to organize s system of
relief for the fumine stricken people of Silesia.

The Times' Paris despateh says that M. Hum-
bert has offered himself us a candidate for mem-
ber of the French Chamber of Deputies, at
Orange, in opposition to M. Gent; but as the
latter is supported by the Extreme Left he will
probably be elected.

Marshal Canrobert, in the Senate on Thurs-
day, declared that, so far from ordering the sol-
diers to fire on the people on the Boulevards in
1851, he stopped the firing, and said that the
firing was an absurdity which no general wonld
have ordered, and was doubtless begun by
young, hot-headed recruits.

TURKISH REFORMS.

The Standard’s correspondent at (lonstantino-
ple announces that the Porte has sent a circular
te the Governors General of the Turkish prov-
inces, demanding the striét execution of the
plaus of reforms under pain of dismissal if the
circular be not complied with.

PERSIA AND THE POWERS,

The Telegraph's Vienna correspondent hoars
from a bigh source that the Shah of Porsia bas
decided to send an extraordinary mission to
Europe. It will first go to Counstantinople,
thence to Vienna and thence to Berlin, Paris
and London, to seek the recognition by Europe
of the Persian Attrek frontier, which is threat-
ened by Russin.

LORD LYTTON IN DANGER.

Lord Lytton, Vieeroy of India, on his arrival
at Caleutta on Thursday evening from a tour of
the provinces, was twice fired ot, but escaped
injury. The wonld-be assassin has bLeen ar-
rested.  Lord Lytton telegraphed to the English
Foreign Office that he had been shot at by
& drunken native and that no one was injured.
The Times Culentts desputeh says the man
who fired upon Lord Lytton, the Vieeroy, im-
agined that he had some grievance against the
Governor., He wga recently discharged from
the Allahnbad Lunatic Asylum.

FLOOD® IN CENTRAL EUROPE.

Nearly all the rivers and brooks in Transyl-
vania have overtlowed their banks, laying under
water vast tracts of country and destroying
bridges and houses, interrupting communication
and sweeping away farming utensils, eattle and
grain. In some cases the inhabitants were for
days on trees and roofs of houses awaiting res-
cue. The overtlowing of the rivers Koros and
Maros has caused fearful destruction. The eity
of Arad, on the Mares, and several other towns
have been rnined and their inhabitants driven
away, Fully ten thousand persons have been
rendered homeless.  The News' Pesth despateh
says six villages have been ruined by the flood
near Aradd.  Many entire families who had
found refuge in neighboring woods were frosen
to death. Beveral hundred persons are miss-
ing. :

GERMAN RATLWAYS AND THE STATE.

The Lower Honse of the Prussinn Diet yester
day read the Railway Purchase bill a third time.
The Landtag hus adopted the Railway Commit-
tee's resolutions, preseribing principleson which
the government must administer the railways,
The Berlin und Magdeburg Railway Company
hns overwhelmingly voted in favor of the sale
of that road to the government.

RISMARCK RESUMES OFFICE,

The Standard’s Berlin correspondent has ves-
son 1o believe that Prince Bismarck has been
more seriously ill than wna generally supposed,
Dbut that bié is now better.  He has resumed the
direction of affnirs and is expected to return to
Berlin on the 20th inst.

GRIMAN PARLIAMENTARY UFHEAVALS,

The Times Berlin despatch says the Com-
mittes of the Federal Council have laid betore
that body the draft of a bill for changing eer-
tain articles of the constitntion. Among the
shanges proposed are the introduction of bien-
ninl sessions of Parlinmont and the prolongation
of the budget period.

INDICTING THE IRISH PRISONERS.

The Grand Jory st Carrick-on-Shannon have
fouud true bills against Michael Davitt, James
Bryeeo Killen and James Daly for sedition. The
counsel for the Crown presented writs removing
the trials of the indicted men to Dublin. Mr.
Rea, counsel for Mr. Killn, protested and
sdvised Mr. Killen to remain in  prison.
Bubsequently an appliestion for bail was
muddo in Killen's case, but it was ordered
to  stand  over. A subsheriff of Mayo,
secompanied by o Inrge foree of police, went to
Loonsmoore to eviet thé farmer Dempeey, to
protost agninkt whose eviction the Ballu meet-
ing of the 22d nlt. was held.  The eviction was
effected quictly,  The tenants remaining on the
property wero forbidden to shelter the Dempeey
family, which at lnst accounts remained by the
rondside. Possage has been booked for Mr,
Charles 8, Parnell and a friend by the steamer
Seythin, which will sail from Liverpool for New
York on the 20th inst, Thoe Standard's Dublin
correspondent nsserts that the government dova

THE GOSSIPS OF THE PUERTA DEL SOL DISCUSS

According to letters from Madrid, received at

Hendaye, Fr the independent press de-

clares that BSefior Canovas del Castillo

supplanted  Genernl  Martinez-Campos by

a course of parliamentary iotrigne, In

the Senate, on the 10th inst., Gen-

eral Martines-Compos, replying to Sefor

Canovas' éxplanation of the Cubinet evisis,

spoke-in very energetic terma. His remarks

open o prospect of political agitation and Par-
liamentury conflict on Cuban questions. Dur-
ing a stormy sitting of the Congress on the 10th
inat. shouts of *‘Long live the Republic!” were
raised in the spectators' galleries, and some of
the public were consequently exolnded on

Thursday. Military precoutions have been

taken in Madrid. The conatitutional Deputies

have nominated a committoe composed of Sefars

Sagasta, Castelnr, Martos, Alonzo Martines,

Rinz and Romero, and Gencrals Cassola and

Sanz, to 1msist upon explanations being given

by Premier Canovas del Castillo and the Presi-

dent of the Congress relative to their nnparlia-
mentary treatment of the constitutional party
in the sitting of the 10th inst. Itis stated that
very gerious news has been received from Cubsa;
that all the military commanders in the island
have resigned. The Minister of War has
already received the resignations of thirty-four

generals,
DISCORD AMONG THE LEFT.

A despateh from Madrid to the Daily News
says:—"Every liberal uewspuper in Spain de-
plores the resignation of Premier Murtines-
Campos. They think that as the conservatives
were divided King Alfonso should have in-
trusted the government to Sefior Bagasta ung the
liberals instead of to those who for nine months
past huve opposed and defeated the abolition
and free trade policy of Premier Campos. The
newspapers also express alarm concerning the
effeet in Cuba of his resignation. A despatch
from Madrid to the Standard says:—‘Several
generals of the army, high in command in
Spain and Oubm, such as Captain  General
Blanco and Generals Prendergast and Cussols,
tendered their resignations as soon us they heard
of the fall of Premier Martinez Campos' Minie-
try.” Negotiations bave been begun with the
minority to induce them to resume their seats
in the Chamber. It is hoped in government
cireles that their efforts will be snecessful.

FIGHTING AT BABER'S TOMB,

The Daily News, in o specinl edition, pub-
lishes the following despateh from Cabul :—On
Wednesday G al  Maeph jed
Surkh-Kotal just in time to prevent the junction
of the Kolistauis with o forco from Ghuznee.
The Kohistanis, who occupied a position
near the Kotal, were attacked and
dislodged, leaving six of their standards, Our
loss was o fow men slightly wounded, General
Buker was to move by the way of Char Asiab
to take them in the rear, while General Massy,
with o foree of horse artillery, two squadrons
of the Ninth Laneers and one squadron
of the Fourteenth Bengal Lancers, was to join
General Macpherson by the way of the Char-
den Valley for a combined movement, with the
objeet of driving the enémy south on -General
Baker's command,

MASSY AND MAIMOUD JAN.

General Massy encountered Mahmoud Jun's
foree, numbering 10,000 Afghan Sepoys and
tribemen, and his cavalry made a brilliant
¢harge, but without apparent effeet on the vast
body of the enemy. The country is most diffi-
cult, being eut up by numerous water courses.
Four guns, in retiving, were upset, spiked and
ubandoned, but were subsequently recovercd.
The enemy made for the Cabul gorge, but
were checked there by a detachment of the
Seventy-second Highlanders from the Shepur
CUantonment., The enemy then turned toward
Baber's Tomb, and npow occupy the heights
south of the Bala-Hissar. They are asdmirably
led, and two or three thousaud of them are
armed with Snider rifles. They lost heavily
by the cavalry charge snd artillery fire, and
never wavered. Our loss is believed to be
elghteen killed, ineluding two lieutenants and
twenty-five wounded, including one colonel,
General Macpherson is now attacking the
enemy. The guides have arrived from Lutta-
bund and General Baker is coming from
Maidan. The Times, in ita second edition, pub-
lishea a shorter version of the same affair. It
says:—“The combived movement of Generals
Massy and Macpherson miscarried. The cavalry
arrived st the point of junetion too early.
It encountered large masses of the
encmy, and the guns, for a time, fell
into the epemy’s hands, but they were after-
ward recovered. The insurgents, who are in

THE OFFICIAL AOCOUNT.

The officinl account of the engagement be-
tween General Massy's command and the force
under Mahomed Jan shows that General
Massy, while attempting to intercept the
enemy, was attacked by great numbers.
