tiuily overcoming that of the subsceribivg witnosses,
It there has Lecn created in the public mind » belief
tlat the contests of wills Las increased it is doubt-
less due to the fact that during my term several
wills disposing of unusually large fortuncs, made
by persons conspleuously known, have been con-
tested in a manner calemlnted to vxoite popular at-
tention snd juterest. The number of wills con-
tested during my term has been sbont 8ix per cent
of those offered for probate, of which about ten per
cent have been rejected, sud those wern guite unimu-
portaut as to the amounts attempled dispoased
of, I am of the vpnion that there is litle or no
excuse for at least half of the contests now
made, snd that they wonld be materially re-
duced by o statute retusing allowsuces to an unsue-
cossful contestant, except he bea special guardian
appointed to protect the rights of minors, or an exe-
sutor or legatee contesting u will on the grouud of »
Inter will in whioh they shall be named as such. I
rocured such a bill to be passed by the last Legiala-
ure, but it failed to receive the Governor's approval,
It is my purpose to renew the effort next winter,
The imun t of sllo under the pros-
eut law is five per cent on the amount of the estate
to all the counsel.
