Mr. Wheeler Pronounccs It a Promotion 1

Rather tha.i a Degradation.

HOW FOR CLEAN STREETS OR 0TUEBW1&B
.

At a occret sesviuu of tlio Police Board yoatertiay
Captain Alexander a. WiUiwaJ. ot UioXweutj-uiutU
unuiiul. vi< rewired from taia coiumaud ot tlia
Twenty .flinch precinct and appointed Superintendent
of the 3trent Cleaning Bureau, iu place of Captain
Iloddeti. Thia announcement was at Unitreceived with
incredulity by Captain Williams' political ana offlcia^
backer*, but when confirmation c-amo from the Com.
mt<-Jonera themselves every coucoivable explanationwan forthcoming to make it appear that
tlin change »u altogether a Uoairablo one,
and Y<ry tuucli to tbe advantage ot Capl.-inWiliiama. Meaars. Wheeler and French,
the republican Commissioners, who have previously
resisted every effort looking to the reiuoval of Cap-
taiu Williutua from the command of tho Twenty-
nlutlx precinct to a subordinate command, significantlyhinted that tho Street Cleaning iiureau waa

iu fact going to the dogs, and that as a last resort it
became necessary to appoiut Captain Williams com-

mauder of th« mud acow brigade.
ANOTHKB VIt* OF THK CASE.

Thia view of the case is, however, at variance with
the Bentiuients expressed by Messrs. French and
Wuoeler, when ex-Conimifcsionor Morrison, backed
by Mr. MacLean, made a vigorous effort to have
Captain Williams relieved from the command of
the Twenty-ninth precinct and assigned to the
poaition in tho Street Cleaning Iiureau to
which ho waa detailed yesterday. Mr. Morrison
then urged as his reasons for making
the motion looking to tho transfer that
the condition of the Twenty -ninth precinct was a

disgrace to the police force of the city. While tho
precinct possessed all the advantages of wealth, re-

finemeut and social standing it was still overrun by
a class of pooplo who should not bo tolerated in a
civilized community. It waa, he maintained, the
headquarters of gamblers and disreputable charactersof all sorts, who carried on their evil pursuit*
openly and without interferenco from the police.
This public scandal was, he said, encouraged and

protected by Captain Wil^ams and his official snborimntitlin rnnm hoffl nf thn

Board, who wero charged with upholding the Cap-
tain anil encouraging him in hia protection of well
known criminals, who place at defiance the ordinancesof the department and the statutes of the
SUto, framed and designed for the suppression of
such a class of persons. The want of success iu the
suppression of this vicious element iu the precinct
was, he alleged, good and sufficient reason for
a change. Whenever, he said, a disorderly
house had to be raided or % gambling
hell suppressed tho officers of the Society
for the Prevention of Crime geuerully assumed
tUu responsibility of tho arrests. In a few cases exComnnssiouerSmith, without the knowledge of
Captain Williams, had made a descent with a corps
of detectives on gambling saloon*, arrested the pro-
prietors and carried off the machinery which be-
longed to the trade. 1* fur nothing else, Mr. Morrl-
on urged, than tho scandal which Captain Williams'

official apathy in the suppression of crime had occa-
cloned to the public, his transfer to another procinct
was a necessity and a duty which should not be
avoided. Commissioner MacLean gave utterance to
similar opinions, and secouded Mr. Morrison's endeavorsfor the Captaiu's removal.

njLZTKBISO OPINIONS.
Messrs. French and Wheeler vigorously combated

these arguments. They maintained that tbo re... moval of Captaiu Williams was sought on political
grounds. They represented him as indispensable to
the position which he held. Ha was decidedly the
best man to command the Twenty-ninth precinct.
It would be to the detriment of the service and the
precinct if ho were removed. They would not
degrado Captain Williams on mere hearsay
evidence or iu deference to public clutnor.
When the proceedings in tho case of the youDff mau
Smith, who had been clubbed at Madison square,
hud lallain through, and when Captain Williams was
acquitted of the charge of dubbing the young man
Smith hoth in tho Court of General Sessions and in
tho Police Board, his official backers were
Jubilant. Ills sudden and unexpected down-
lull yesterday was therolore a genuine surj.rtso,and was variously commented on
among polieemcu und in political circle*. One
official ut Police Headquarters remarked, while
ricsirmg his nanio to be suppressed, that the Coin-

'.nor^ had grown tirod or caryiug Captaiu Will-
inns on their shoulders. He was continually keepingthem aud himself in hot water. "Nor is that
ail," aaid this offi ial. "A secret investigation was

no. Mr. Whitney, Dr. Crosby's colleague, had also
come to the same conclusion. Doth these gentlemen
liad exhausted their energies with the Police Hoard
to havo the Captaui removed, but, fiuiiing that tbe
republican Commissioners were not to be lullitencnd, they went to work in a more practical
manner. A part of their programme was to bold a

iuaas meeting to denounce Williams and me Police
Commissioners who retalued him in power. This
indignation meeting was to take place next week, and
» utimber of well known citizens were to address the
assemblage. Dr. Crosby, it Is alleged, was to arraign
Willi iius and his poiltical and ofllclal hackers and to
show cause for his removal. The action of the
board yesterday was for the purpose of spiking Dr.
Crosby's oratorical guus. Von can believe me that
this explains the true inwardness of the board's
proceedings."

IS CISTKMPI-ATION A LOMO TIME.
Commissioner MacLe.tu was seen at tor the Board

hao adjourned. He said that the removal uf Captaiu
Williams had been in contemplation for long tuue.
The coudltion of the precinct required a change.
Public opinion seemed to he opposed to Captain
Williams, and there were also other considerations
whlcn justified the action ol the lioar-t in causing
liis transfer to tho Street Cleaning Bureau. Mr.
llacbesn thought tho Captain would be an efficient
officer In his new sphere of usefulness.
commissioners Wheeler and French were spoken

to by a Hnui.D reporter as they were about l'-aviug
Police Headquarters. Adiircssiug them, tho reporter
Mill he wouM like to he informed upon what grounds
the Board had deposed Captain Williams from commaud of the Xwent>-uinih precinct and degraded him
to the command of 'he mtld scow brigade.
"Hts transler, sir," said Mr. Wheeler solemnly,

"is more of a promotion than a degradation."
"He is just the man for the place," said Mr.

French, seriously, "He would never lis ieen sent
there it he regarded the change us a hardship.

tliat ability. His defeuce iti the recent alleged clubbingcase, I believe, wan that he only pushed the complainant.Now a man with push ia Just what we
waut fur the positiou. 1 do not with to reflect in any
way on the manner in which the Twenty.ninth productha- been munoged. If the Captain doe* bin
dutj In hi* new place it will be appreciated by the
public, aud the Coiututssiouera will also get credit
Cor kuakiug the transfer."

"It ia ruuiorod, Commissioner, that Captain Williamsexpects to bo given the power or removal,
transfer and auap«nalou aa Superintendent of the
Street Cleaning bureau?"
"That power will not be given to him. At leaat I

iball uotiavor it, and It has not been given to him.
I am iuao curtain that he haa bad u<> assurances to
that effect from a majority of the lioard. The power
at removal and transfer is now vested by the Hoard
in Commissioner MacLean, chairman of the Street
Cleaning Committee. Uo would be justified ia
permitting Captain Williams to suspend for
.-ause ana then roport that fact to the Commissioner.Otherwise Captain Williams would be
an autocrat in that position. I thiuk it would bs
unwise to ghe any such power, which is at present
vested lu four persona and Intrusted to the chairman,aa I have stated, to a captain of police. The
power of removal and suspension of about one thousandemployes should not be delegated to a captain,
as with such authority lie could make his depart«nniiti^al niachino aud could easily remove
lho»p who were not subservient to him iu politics.
Caj/taiu Willlims' authority will be tho aauu
a* that of all other superintendents of street
cleaning wlio have hold office.uo more and uo
1u»h. I shall hold mysell iu readiness to hear any
complaint that way bo made iu regard to him iu his
new iMisitlon or iu regard to any delinquencies of
any employes under him, and will assist iu the
presentation ot all reported uud proven eharges of
inefficiency. But I don't apprehend that the Captaindesires any such power as you speak of or that
he would make an improper use of his uower."

"Ik-rgliold, who becomes Captain of the Tweutyaiuthprecinct, has a clean' record, is considered a
conscientious man and Is thought to bo possessed of
lutHoicut firmness auu resolution to discharge the
Juties devolvlug upon him in thst precinct. He has
never served in that precinct and is therefore tree
From all slliances. There was no reason for the
transfer of Captain Uedden except thai some one
must take lierithold's place and he was considered
Itood man to till it. It lierghold doesn't do as well
is wo hope ho will I Bhall move for his removal."
"Why havo not the Commissioners transferred

Captain Williams beforet"
"Well, said Commissioner Voorhis, spilling, "I

suppose it is because there have not been rotes
euough. I am glad iho deadlock is broken and that
it is now possible for us to do something. When wo
used to stand two and two we couldn't even agreo on
the removal of a carman."

A COAT WITH TH* CAPTAIN.
Captain Will Isms was tound at the Twenty-ninth

precinct ststiou house last evening, leisurely
smoking a cigar. He greeted the Ukhald reportercourteously, and wticn questioned about
Che transfer said at first that he had hoard
nothing about It. On being assured that the
newspaper man waa posted on the matter and that
be was not a "chairman of a Committee on Crime,"
ss the Captain jocosely remarked, he conseuted to
talk. Uetug askod whether he would prefer to remainiu the precinct, he said with a smile:.
"Well, you know we always have somo one we

Love." TV>«n he continued, seriously."When those

urged oiu Co ask to be transferred, but I refusod to
do bo until I liad clearly defeated every one. The
rweuty-uiuth.yt«cUic.ti»»'verjr uard precinct. There
la aiwuy* somebody in it to find fault. People are
under the impression that the police can go into a
li*re y Utah to house and yank everybody out and
hustle thuin off to jail, whon, an a matter of fact, it la
not iiiegai to tecy m di*rfcput*bie bouse unless it is
disorderly."

Have you diminished the number of such houses
during your captaincy?"

"l'es, iiy tbirty-nofcn. I have also 'broken' the
gambltug houses Xo. IT West Twenty-eighth street
and No*. 1/237, l.UftU and 1,145 Broadway. But what's
the use of raiding gambling bouses? The man that
ran 1,'iSO Broadway was couvwtttd, but after serving
oiuy four days of bis nentenoe be got out. The policemagistrate* won't bold prisoner* on tbe evidenceof the police. It I give a patrolman $5
to get evidence against a gambling house, the magistratewill say to the officer, when*he bring* up his
prisoner, 'You shouldn't have tempted these people
to violate the law.' Zt'c the same way with policy
shops. The Judge will say that it the officer hadn't
gone to the sbop to play the prisoner wouldn't hare
violated the law. It is, tliexelore, possible for tbe
police to simply unnoy these people."
"Have you bad any experience in tbe street cleaningline?"
"1 have not, but I am convinced that It is a practicaljob. You can't sit at yonr desk and do it. The

Superintendent of 8tr«et Cleaning, however, ought
to have the power of transfer, suspension and removal.When employes do not clean the street* the
superintendent should be empowered to punish
them. If I send a caiman to remove garbage aud
ashes from a certain locality aud he neglects hi*
duty 1 ought to have the authority to punish him.
If he knew he would be pnniabed for hi* remissnesshe would probably do as be waa
biduen. There are some employes in the
Htrcet Cleaning Department who draw full
pay, but who cannot do a aay'* work. It would be
better to spend the juonuy these cripple* receive in
building a hospital for tnem instead of paying them
$1 50 to $1 75 a day for an hour's work. The authority
here mentioned Is uow vested in the Police Commissioners,but it should be given to the person doing
the practical work of street cleaning. To oiean the
streets of New York is a big job, but I think it can
be done. I'm willing to work hard, aud the most
the Hxbaij> cau henceforth accuse me of will be not
doauinc the atreets."

THK BTHKKTH CAJT BK KEPT CLIAN.
"Have you any plans lu regard to this herculean

tank?"
"I have not; bat I think that a man of ordinary

intelligence can solvo the problem. The streets can
be kept clean by means of the appropriation ($750,000
per annum. I believe), and thoroughly eleaA, too;
but they will never b« cleaned by cripplea. 1 bocomesuperintendent at a very goou time.when the
Btreetf are dirty.and any improvement in their
coudition will show; but if a man doesn't have the
power of transfer and removal hia time is waited. I
have no fault to tlnd with the streets 1 u this precinct,
because tho citizens themselves see that they aro
swept, and the department aimply removes tho dirt."

'Will you make au effort to have the power ot renoval,transter and suspenaion delegated to yon?"
It my appointment waa made by a unanimous

vote of the Board it la posaible that they will give
me that authority."
"Then the tranarer, after all, la not unwelcome to

you?"
"If I had not been transferred," said the Capiat ,

evading the question. "I happose I should have
stayed here until I got through with the buaineaa.
My only fear now la that I shall not be successful in
trying to clean the streets. There ia a good«leal of
work to be done In that department, and one must
do it himself."
"What help will you have?"
"I suppose there will be a foreman and aaalstanta

and the watchmen of the precincts, many of them
political hacks who would take a drink with a oarnitfnand talk politics witn a laborer."
"What will you do, Captaiu. If you are unancoeaafuliu cleaning tho streets?"
"Then," said the Captain with a smile, '<1 shall

make a visit to my property iu Japan."
Captaiu Heiiden told the reporter that the duty of

superintendent of ntreot cleaning waa a general iupervistonof the department, but he was subject to
tho Commissioners and could only do aa they dlrocted.

KKCOBUi or THK THRU CAPTAINS.
Captain Williams has been thirteen years on the

police lorce. During that time he has been accused
irequeutly of Nggrsvatod assaults on citiaens. lu
one ase he waa iinod two days'pay; lu three caaes
he was reprimanded; roomily he was tlnod ten days'
nay for using threatening and profane language, the
complainant being Martin O. Halieiibeck, complaint
Clerk at Police Headquarters. A number of other
charges have been dlsmiaseit ty the Hoard. While
lie waa in charge of the Prince street station he waa

charged with al.owing a panel house to exist in the
urociuct. The womau who kept the honie stated
that tie bail protected bar iu tier catling. Hi* mora
recent exploits ure too fr«ah tn tba public uiind to
require hjh-cIhI mention. t
William V. IWgnoid waa made a captain of police

In September, 1«7«. lie first nerved with the old
Chamber* Rtreet police in 1H64, waa tran*farred a
year later to tba Kieventb preolix t, waa made
roundsman tn lmltf, waa tbeu transferred to tbn Fourteenthprecinct, waa made sergeant In 1M70 and
nerved in-*t in tba HeveuteentU precinct. L>uriug
tin* Tompkins square riot, ou January 13, 1HT4,
Uergbold waa ono of tbe twenty-four uniformedpolicetuou inalda tbe feuca, .while
loo officers were ontaide. Ho aaw a man
named Patrick Waldrou knocked down, and
on interfering Oliriatlan Meyera struck bun on
tbe bead witb a hammer, and tua wound laid liim up
a mouth. Meyera waa triad, but the jury failed to
ugrce. AWtal trial reeulted in a verdict tor aa>
*»ult, and the pilaonergot six mouth* in consideraciouor having been in prlaou throe months awaitingtrial. After nerving four month* Meyera waa
pardoned out. Captaiu Uerghold la a republican.
Captain lit nrv Hetiden, of the Htreet (Meaning

Department, waa tranalerred to the Ninth praciuot;
Captain Jeremiah Ktty, of tbe Thirty-tlrat, to tba
s. v> nth precinct, and Captain John Mcfiiwain from
the Hevvuth to the Thirty-tlrat precinct.

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MACEVOY'S SEVERED BRAIN.

THE FATE1WOW BOl's DEATH AFTER LINGERINGFIVE DAYS.A HEM AttEABLE MEDICAL

FUZZLX.
John MacEvoy, the Fatert.on lad, whose brain waa

awed nearly in half on Monday of last week, died
at the St. Joseph"b Hospital, in that oity, ou Sunday,
at about two A. M., having survived his injury five
days and ten hours. The extraordinary nature of
the injury and the fact of so long a survival Of it
attracted no little attention from the medical fraternity,and from four of the physicians of Paternun
who were familiar with the case the Ubbalu reporteryesterday learned its history as far as it la
knowu. MacKvov was a boy about fifteen years old,
rather tall for his age, active, but slender, and lookinga child ovprgrowu. lie h*d obtained employmenton Mouday at a place whtt^ ha had
worked a ye»r before, and was sent into
a mill with another boy to gather sawdust. Ha was

doing thin under a circular saw whioh hod been
stopped for the workinau to tightou thor belt. Havingdone so the other started the saw suddenly, not
knowing that the boys were under the table. The
saw revolves, It Is said, at a speed of 'J.600 revolutionsa minute. It is twslve inohea in diameter and
some nine inches of this are under the table. The
boys hearing the saw in motion started to get out.
All in the shop heard a noise as if the saw had struck
a stone, and the workman saw one boy jump from
uudor the table. 1'heu he saw a hst fly out, and
looking under the table saw KacEvoy lying with his
head cut Opeu.
He was at onco picked up and carried to Dr.

Osrnett's office. Dr. Warner and Dr. Oaruett chanced
to be them together, and at onco examined the
wound. They fonnd that the aaw had made a cleau
cut from the orowu or centra of the hair at the top
of the head to the right side of the nose. The right
Upper eyelid was completely severed, but the eyobsllwas untouched. The cut was three-sixteenths
of an iucb wide, und the edges or the skull eeetuod
smooth to Dr. (iurnett's finger. The boy was able
to wulk, and tolil how the accideut had happened.
He appealed to. Dr. Uarnett to save his life, saying
that Ue did not want to oie. The two pbyaiclans,
however, agreed that he had not a chauc# to live.
Thuy dressed his wound as well as possible, stitch*
lng the scalp and the flesh of the face loosely together.and s. nt him to the hospital to die as com-
tortably uh wight bo.
"In fact, scientifically speakliig," Mid Dr. (farnett,"bo ought to have died under the table. It did

not occur-to we that he bad a uhaucft to livo, aud I
hardly thought bo would reach tho hospital alive."
Duriug tho drowning of the wound the boy

straightened tip several times, and tho physicians
were obliged to tell bim repeatedly to lie still.
After tho dressing ho was able to walk, and took in
bis hand a glass of whiskey the physicians gave him,
which ho drank without assistance.
"From that time," said Or. Oaruett, "the caae waa

in tho bauds of Dr. Marsh, who is the physician In
charge of the hospital for Deoember. I aaw the boy*
several times, however, as I was greatly Interested.
I was surprised on Tuesday to boar that he
waa altvo, and I went to visit him. During the
week he seemed to get ft Uttle better, but on
Saturday night be waa seised with convulsions.which proved fatal. There were a number
of Interesting features that I noticed. His left side
was paralyzed, or partly so, but there was an involuntaryuiuacnlar action. For instance, if bis left
foot or leg was pinched or tickled ho would movo it
away, but if you asked him to move it be could not.
His rlgbt brain would not work, but there seemed
to be evidence that the loft brain tried to assume the
(mictions 6f both, for on Saturday he opened his
right eye. He waa rational throughout the week
until he had the convulsions."

- Dr. Oaruett told several short conversations, which
showed that the boy was conscious and rational, and
declared it a wonderful case. It was a great pity, be
said, that the boy's lather had positively ret used to
allow the head to be examined, and the exact extent
of the injury could not therefore be ascertained.
The boy had suifored the moat intense pain, be said,
but had borne it in the most heroic fashion.
Dr. Marsh, who had had charge of tbe case, said

be thought tbe most remarkable thing In the case
was tho nature of the wound. It was made in
probably the only way in whiob such a wound could
be made without producing immediate death. It
was of a similar nature to an Incised wound, but
oven a sabre cut of the same extent would Infallibly
cauae death at once. He had probed tbs wound to
the depth of an inch aud a Ualf, and knew that the
cut wan at least of that depth and believed It was
much deeper. In fact it must have been, unless the
head was moved at the moment of tbe cut, so that it
Wms "rimmed around," and this he did not believe.
He said that the left side of tbe body was rigidly
contracted, but he did not thlftk it was paralysed.
He also thounlit that the boy's mental faculties were
timoit died, though he admitted that ha would answerquestions three or foar times repeated. Tho
immediate cause of death, he said, were the convulsions.These were caused directly by the wound,
any injury to the brain tending to produce tbem.
Dr. Qninn, the chief Burgeon of the hospital, who

has practised surgery for thirty years, differed somewhatfrom Dr. Marsh, saying that in his judgment
the boy was paralyzed ou his left side. He did not
seem to be as much impressed with the strangeness
of the ease as younger doctors, saying that many
wonderful cases had come under his notice in hia
long praotloe. One cause of it was that so much
machinery was used in the city. Two cases, however,whioh he cited, were not of injuriea from
machinery.
"There was a boy, named Murphy," said he, "wnu

fell out of the window of Mo. 14® Mill street when
he was Are years old, and struck his forehead against
a curbstone. Whan thoy picked him tip more than
a teaspoonful of brain matter had ooxod out of his
head, but he got woll and lived to be twenty-two
years old. Then there ia Joe Murray. You may see
him almost any day walking around the streets
here, lie ij lame and drags one foot a little. Ono
day in 1864 I was going along near Ellison street
and some people oame running after me, I went
into a basement and found Joe Murray had been
shot In the right eye two minutes before with a butletor 38.100 calibre. I probed the wound and found
the bullet flattoned against the back of his skull, lt'a
there yet, but Joe got well, and his mental faculties
are unimpaired. I've been Intending to make a

post-mortem examination of his head, bnt I begin
to think the old man will outlive me."
Dr. Quinn, however, sold that though MacEvoy'a

recovery had been within the acope of possibility ne
had not expected it.

I GRANT AT HARRISBURGT
Imposing Reception by the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

INVITED TO PHILADELPHIA.

Preparations for "Welcoming Him
by the Delaware.

HAJMtUBKua, Pa., Dec. 15, 1879.
General Grant and party arrived hero at half-past

one P, M. aud wore welcomed to the city in a spreeh
by Mayor Patteraou. Immediately alter alighting
from tbe cars the distinguished visitor* entered carriage**»d were racorted to tlie Governor's residence
by a procession, composed of military posts of the
Grand Army of the Uupublic, civic societies and
citiaena. The line of march was handsomely deco-
rated. Upon arriviuu at tho Executive Mansion
Governor Hovt welcome;! Geueral Grant in a speech
of considerable length, to which the General replied
aa follows:.
Gov*bxok.I thank you for yonr cordial welcome,

and through you also thauk the Mayor and people
of Uarrisburg and of Pennsylvania for the reception
l>iven me to-day at the capital of your State. Since
I left Philadelphia for uty journey abroud and since
I landed at San Francisco to travel across the continentof North America I have received no more
cordial welcotnc than that given 1110 by the
people of Harrimburg. My reception abroad
was lull of honor, which I attributed to the reputationof my ooautry and the grandeur of ita institutions,not to any deservingx of my own. I again
thauk you. Governor, for yonr cordial greeting.
The procession was then reviewed by tho General,

after which a reception for ladies and gentlemen,
which lasted several hours, was held lu the ExecutiveMansion.

INVITED TO PHILADELPHIA.

At twenty-five minutes of four o'clock this afternoonthe committee of the City Councils of Philadelphiaarrived here. After holding a meeting at

cordially received by General and Mrs. Grant.

Grant replied as follows

recolleciion of any departure from Philadelphia two
years aud aeveu months ago i return again with
equal pleasure. Ib my absence 1 have visited all the
countries of Europe, every capital, aud moat of
those Qt Asia, together with a little ot Africa. I
have been nowhere that I would be willing to change
for a residence In my own country or for
any position that those countries could offer
me, but I would not disparage auyfof them, because
I have received the utmost kindness from them, aud
the very best feeling has been maulfoated toward our
great country. 1 will be ready to start with you to
Philadelphia at six o'clock to-morrow or any
hour that may bo designated for #>ur
departure. I have no doubt that from
my past experience I may moot with several committees,to whom I will have to say a fow words. I shall
do no more at present than express my gratitude
to the people of Philadelphia for the feellug manlfeatedtoward me and mine, from what I believe to
be sincere and genuine frlendahip.more than I
deserve.

To tbz Editob or thk Huuld:Willyou give a prominent place to the following
details concerning the threatened famlno in Kerry
and other parU of the poorest province of Ireland?
Most of the crops have railed entirely for the lest
three Masons (the harveal of 1870 being the worst),
and some, snch as oata. which have been partially
saved, are not sufficient in quantity, though the
quality is fair. The potatoee are nearly all blaok, and
the only other food available for the majority la
Indian meal. A* corn i« sot grown In the country
the meal baa to bi bought at the store la small
quantities and on credit, which means ruinous
prices to the purchasar. The aiorokeepers are beginningto refuse credit and the people are sorely
pinched. Provision*, even of the ooarsest quality,
are rising in price. Meal baa riaen 13 shillings ($3)
in the two hundredweight. What oatUe remained to
the farmers have been sold to make up a little ready
money for immediate neeeaaaries, and there is no

prospeot of employment and wages during the
winter. The peat or turf, which is the fuel of the
people, has boon spoiled by the wet season, hardly
apy of it.even that out early in the spring.being
fit to burn. Some of these details apply to many
other parts of Ireland, but only In the west have all
these troubles come at once upon the people.

It is needless to say that muoh sickness haa been
the result. Churches and schools are empty, the
people being ill of fever or shivering at home withoutrave enough to rover them. Without outside
help it will be impossible to go through the winter
Without a state of things bordering on the famine
sceues of 1847. The Convent of Pqor Clares, Kenmare,county Kerry, does all it can to relieve distressin its neighborhood, but the locality is more
than oommonly poor and isolated, and there are no
resident landlords or other persons in good circumstancesto lend a helping hand. In this emergency,
and having already appealed to English charity
with, as yet, but scanty results. Miss Cusaok, the
author Ot several historical works on Ireland, now
appeals to the charity of America, from which, in
1847, Ireland received such timely and abundanthelp. The money oollected will be need exclusivelyfor the material relief of the starving poor
of the district, and no one of any denomination need
hesitate to contribute for fear of hla money being
diverted to'religions ends of which he would not
approve. Mr. Peter O'Leary, who has already travelledconsiderably over the American continent, is
at present is the United States aa the authorised
agent of Miss Cusaok, and will collcct and receive
donations for the starving people of Kerry; In additionto this the Boston Pilot alae reeoiese subscriptions,and several other Catholio papers, I believe,
do the same. Drafts can be made payable to Sister
Mary Prances Cusaok, Kenmaro, county Kerry, Ireland,for the distress fund, on the Monster
Bank, Kenmare.

learn plain sewing, cutting out, plain
washing and cooking, housework, Ac., and
in some eases even fancy work and a few of the
higher branches of education, sufficient to fit them
for governesses. The building of this Home would
provide temporary employment for a number of
men, and in a measure tend to alleviate some portion

selves more and mora the further one pene>
trates into the bowels- of old Socesslondom.is
another one entirely. Virginians resent it, North
Carolinians scoff at it Snd South Carolinians look
amazed or smuaed at the suggestion. Yet the closet
one gets to Georgia, where the idea originated, th«
more he becomes impressed by the notion that a

contingency might arise in which tlie whole solid
Booth would ssy with almost a single voice:.

"Yes. Let us have Grsutt Let us have peacef
Let him be President, or let him, if he will, be Dlo
titorI"
