THE GBANT MOVEMENT IN WASHINGTON.

FRIENDS or TBB UENEBAL. OPPOSING A EEEKTEYINTO POLITICAL LIFE.AN ANNOUNCEMENTOF HIS PUBPOBE8 ANTICIPATED.
The basetabling of the members of the National

Republican Committee here brings the so-called
Grant movement once more to tho surface.
Most of the members are reticent on the

question of Presidential nominations, but severalof them epeak of General Grant as

the only man the party can elect, which
Is taking a gloomier view of tho party's prospects
than most republicans do. Meantime it is reported
here to-day that a number of General Grant's personaland political friends will hold a consultation
in Philadelphia, while the General romains there, to
deliberate with him on the question whether he
ought any longer to allow himself to be spoken of
and regarded as a candidate for the Presidential nomination.A considerable number of these friends of
the General are known to be very decided In their
opposition to feu re-entering political life, as
offensive to the traditions of the country, compromisinghis present high position and fame, exposing
him anew to the disagreeable turmoil of a partisan
contest aud in every way needless aud unfit
for him. A number of his friends are also
understood to be strongly of the opinion that the
time has come when he should publioly decide the
matter one way or the other, and that It does not
comport with his high public position, now that he
has returned home and has leisure, to have the
question of his candidacy flung about the Country
or left any longer a matter of doubt. To remain
alient, it is urged, is for the General to stand in
the attitude of an expectant, and this* they say,
does him injury in the general esteem.greater injurythan even a frank declaration that he desires
ft nomination to a third term. They say:.

"It makes him look like a beggar mutely holding
oui uia nana."
Some of General Grant's friends here expect an announcementof his purpose* to be made by him, or

for htm by authority, within the next week or
ten days. It la known thAt some leading
men In the Nicaragua Canal project are in
Ehiladelphia and will atrongly urge him to
accept the offer* of a position whioh tflby are preparedto make him, and a number of his most intimateand devoted personal friends sre determined
to urge him now to accept these offers and to make
at onoe a definite announcement that hg will hot reenterpolitical life, is not a candidate for the republicannomination, and will not accept It in any event.

AFFECTING THE PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION.
The result of the count in Maine was the subject

of general comment at the Capitol to-day among the
republican members of Congress. The republicans
of the Maine delegation in the House, Messrs. Frye,
Xiindsey and Beed, say they have expected just what
has happened, and are not therefore surprised. The
matter has awakened more Interest on account of
the resent discussion of the proposed change in the
manner of selecting Presidential electors in the State
of Mew York. Senator Hamlin says that he does not
believe that the New York Legislature will try any-

thing of the kind now, and the general expression
among the republicans was one of disgust for the

% way in which a republican State would be changed
to a^eihocratic Commonwealth.

CHANOHIO THEIR MINDS.

The moat remarkable development of opinion,
however, was among the republican members of the
Mow York delegation, whoso views on tbe proposed
change in ttio method of selecting Presidential
electors, as expressed to your correspondent yesterday,ere published to-day and showed, with few
exceptions, a willingness to let the present system
of choosing them alono. Conversation with the
taint) gentlemen to-day showed that without exceptionthey were in favor of tho Legislature assuming
ita full constitutional authority by repealing tbe existinglaw providing for the election by the people
and enacting that hereafter the eutire body of electorsfor the State of New York should be chosen directlyby the Legislature.

I* THE NAME or LIBERTY.
One of the members of the delegation remarked

that the agitation of the subject by tho Herald had
brought it prominently to tbe attention of the peopleof New York as well as before the entire country.
Now that the fusion government of Maine had soen
fit to take advantage of technical and trifling errora
to deteat the will of tho people, why should not the
Legislature of the State of New York alto tako ad.
vantage, he said, of every privilege conferred to protectthe liberties of the people. Another prominent
republican member of the delegation, who yesterday
had not mado up hla mind, to-day said bo was now in
favor of the Legislature aasnmlng tho fullest re

pontibllUy.sucha one aa Would be an einphatlo
. declaration to the aolid South and all of ita Northern

allies that it would be futile for them to attempt
methoda of unfair dealing to aecure tbe next Presidency.

THE FLORIDA ELECTORAL VOTE.

THE LOUISIANA SKNATOU8HIP.KELLOGG TO BB

TUBNED OUT. TESTIMONY BEVOBE THE COMMITTEEUPON WHICH THE ACTION IS TO BE

BASED.
The democratic members of the Senate Committee

of Privileges and Elections have privately decided to
report in favor of unseating Senator Kellogg. As yet
there has been no formal action in full committee,
but a prominent democratic member of the committeesaid to-day that Mr. Kellogg would undoubtedlybe out of the Senate before the end of February.
The claim of the democratic members of the com.

mittee la that the testliAuny of Mr. Kellogg's own
witnesses, aa taken la Louisiana, waa of itself sufficientto Justify the Senate in deciding against him.
When the investigation of thla case during the extra
session closed, the democrats on the committee and
in the Senate generally felt that Mr. Spofford's own
witnesses had been so thoroughly broken
down and had ao completely discredited
themselves that it became a matter of
serious consideration whether the majority
side of the Senate could afford to unseat Mr. Kellogg
after such an utter failure on the part of Mr. Spofford'schosen witnesses. There was a feeling that
tlia course of theaa witnesses waa ao ontrauaons. as

well u so grotesque, that any attempt on the pert of
the democrat* to argoe the case on tbe floor of the
Senate would, under the treatment of the case by
such tnen as Senators Kdmunds, Conkling and
Blaine, cover the managers of the case and their
party with ridicule in the eye* of the whole nation.
It la now claimed that the testimony lately taken In
Mew Orleans presents a very strong case against Mr.
Kellogg, which is independent of the witnesses of
Mr. Spofford, and whieh la at tbe same time quite
sufficient to justify the democracy iu putting him
out of the Senate, it is clsimed by the democratic
members of tbe committee that this testimony
show* clearly that Igr. Kellogg went so far as to attemptto bribe witn asses who wero called in the case

while the investigation was in progress In Washingtonduring the last session.
The exact shape which will be given to the resolutionto be presented by ,the committee has not yet

been determined. Borne favor 'a resolution setting
forth the facts claimed to have been established
against Mr. Kellogg and ending by declaring his scat
vacant, the result of wbioh would be to obtain a
new democratic 8enator at the hands of tbe recently
elected democratic Legislature of the State. The
other plan involves a resolution declaring thst Mr.
Kellogg was not legally elected to tbe Senate and that
Mr. Spofford was so elseted and is therefore entitled to
the seat at present held by Kellogg. It is well understoodthst quite independent of the merits of this
case the action whieh has at last been decided upon
has been largely influenced by the belief that the
political control of tbe Senate in 1881 may depend
upon the quostlons whether Kellogg Is allowed to remainor.whsthnrjk democrat is now put In his plaoe.
THK RBPtJBLI^Alf ^AttoNAL COMMITTKB.FAVORABLEPROSPECTS JOB DOM CAMEBON AND

CHICAGO.
The situation of the two questions before tbe B*

publican National Committee does not differ materiallyfrom that telegraphed last night. There has
been an attempt during the (fay to defeat the electionof Senator Cameron for the chairmanship, but
late to-night those who have taken part in it
believe that they have failed and that he will
be elected. As to tbe plaoe for'the Convention, the
Chicago men feel absolutely confident of success,
and there are few who believe that they will fall.
The Blaine men, however, are considering the proprietyof voting against Chicago, and If they do this
they feel confident that they can secure the selection
of some other place. The objection, In their minds,
to Chicago arieoa from the strong Orant feeling
whlcl^they find among the delegation from that
city.
THE INTEBOCEANIC CANAL.A SPECIAL COMMITTEEAPPOINTED OT TUB HOUSE ON THE SUBJECT.
The motive of Congressman King, of Louisiana,

In offering his resolution to-day for a special committeeof eleven members to take into consideration
all papers, bills, kc., relating lo an lnteroceanio
canal across tho Isthmus of Panama, was to get all
the suggestions that have boen offered massed before
one committee. Of the papera already Introducedon this subject about half have gone
to the Committee on Commerce and the other half
to the Com mi ttoo on Foreign Affalra. It was feared
that this state of things would give rise to a conflict
which might seriously interfere to prevent tho accomplishmentof anything effective. The same difficultiescould not arise If one committee is intrusted
with the whole subject. What the Advocates of
the canal want is a well digested, harmonious
report. The Foreign Affairs Committee Is satisfied
to be relieved of tho responsibility of the matter,
but members of the Committee on Commerce are

aislncllued to surrondcr the bills thatr have been
rcforred to them. Tney will be obliged to do it,
however, under the torms of Oeneral King's resolution.The committee will be organised without
dolay, with Mr. King as chairman, and the Speaker
will select tho others from tho ablest members of
tho House, tho object being to make it a strong and
useful committee.

Tho Judiciary Committee of the House to-day

agreed to report tho resolution of Representative
Young, of Ohio, providing for a spocial committee
to investigate the methods of business of the officersof United Btates circuit and district
courts, with a view of correcting the
abuses that havo grown up In all quarters
in the matter ot extravagant and illegal charges. The
committee omitted tho rem riot ion to circuit and districtcourts, and made the resolution apply to all
United StaUs courts. This was for the purpose of
including an examination Into the systo.a ot ftes
md costs in tho Supreme Court aa well.

ltoi<rosentatlve Young presented written statementsof various speciss of irregularities in aoveral
of tho circuits. Including Louisville and the EasternDistrict of Tennessee. He detailed tho late discoveriesin Clncinuatl, aud allowed that the present
system of auditing accounts by the Judges required '

far too innch time of the latter and seriously interferedwith their more important duties. The committeewill probably report tfie resolution to the
Iloute to-morrow.
THE TERRITORY OV OKLAHOMA.DESIGNS ON

INDIAN TEHltlTOKT.A NEW EMIGRATION
IICHEMII THREATENING.
The bill introduced in the Senate yesterday by

Senator Vest, of Missouri, to orgaain the Territory

of Oklahoma, ra la oompllaaoe with the resolution
of the Leginlature of hi* State, and wa* referred to
tho Committee on Territories, of which Mr. Vest is a
iuetubt>r. A similar bill it already pending before
the House Committee on Territories. and is* now
iu the hands of a sub-committee. This bill looks
to reorganizing the Indiau Territory, and besides
the general support which It is receiving from all
the Southern nnd Western members of Congress in
both houses, it is also ur;;ed by a combination of
financial interest! in the East, which is determined
to open up this Territory to settlement without
delay. It is also said that Carpenter, who planned
the emigrant raid on the Indian Territory whicn
was broken up by the President's proclamation and
the interference of the army,- will renew his schomo
this winter, so that a large number of squatters will
be ready to again venture on the forbidden soli next
winter. *

Iu addition to this the Secretary of the Interior, in
his last annual rep art, says that daring his recent
visit to the Indian Territory, he deemed it proper to
call the attention of the representative men of the
civilised tribes to the probability of the raid being
renewed, and that it might assume soch proportions
as to baffle the power of the government to
keep out settlers, and urging them to prepare
for such a step by dividing their lands
like white men. He advised them to take this matter
into serious consideration which, under the assured
protection of the government, they were perfectly
free to do. It is claimed that the bill Introduced In
tlie Senate and Hotiae tally reapeets the rights of the
Indian tribes or elaelt would never receive the President'aapproval. The measure will be reported early
in January, after the reassembling of Congress.

GENERAL WASHINGTON DESPATCHES.

IMPOBTANT ACTION OP THE 8ENATE AMD BOUfcB

COMMITTEES.
The Senate Committee on Military Affairs to-day

decided to postpone action upon all the pending
army nominations.110 in number.until after the
Christmas recess. Thla order waa made on account
of the lack <Jf time to consider them sooner. Not
more than two or three of the nominations are

likely to.be contested.
The Senate Finance Committee to-day agreed to

recommend the passage of the House bill to
authorise allowances for the leakage of spirits in
bowled transportation. The committee also decidedto report favorably upon Mr. Bayard's bill to
exempt from customs duties all oompetitory prizes
won by American citizens abroad.
The House Committee on Judiciary held a busy

session this morning with a full attendance of members.The bill introduced in the House by RepresentativeDe La Matyr, entitled "To regulate estatesin the Distriot of Columbia and the Territories
of the United States," was taken up by the oommittee
and an opportunity accorded to all who desired to be
heard upon the subjeot. The bill provides that in
all marriages hereafter contracted the property of
both parties, together with the accumulations duringmarriage, shall be common property. At the
death of oither the survivor, after the payment of
debts, shall actually own one-half of the common

property and the use of the other half during life.
In case of divorce the wife shall be entitled to all her
separate property and one-half of the common property,after payment of debts; * homestead of the
value of 98,000, or, in case there is none, personal
property to that amount, to be exempted from levy
and salo, and In case of the death of the husbaud
shall belong to the wife and be exempt from all
olaim.
The above are the main features of the bill which

was urged upon the favorable consideration of the
committee by Mrs. Belvsh A. Lockwood, Mrs. J. W.
Stowe, of California, ana Mra. Doll, of Boaton.
The House Committee of Commerce resumed considerationof the Reagan Interstate Commerce bill

this morning. It waa expected that repreaentatives
of several railroads would be present and submit
arguments against the bill. Mr. Totten, attorney
for the Pennsylvania Railroad, waa the only railroad
man In attendance; but he did not wish to
submit any argument to-day. The commltteo,
liowevsr, decided not to consider the
bill any further in committee, sod after
adding ono unimportment amendment, instructed
Its chairman to roport the bill to the House.
The Bouse Committee on Naval Affairs Instructed

their chairman to report favorably upon BepresentativeConger's bill to authorise and equip an expeditionto tho Arctic regions. Tho committee make
somo alight amendments to tho bill as it was originallyreferred to them.

counsel for the Western Union Telegraph Company,
in an argument aupporting the request of the companyto be excuaed from compliance with the (weepingaubpuma duces Ircutn served upon the manager of
the Topeka office in the Ingalla case. The committeetook the aubject into consideration and wiil%ieet
again to-morrow.
The modified adbpusua, upon which the argument

to-day was based, requires Mr. K. L. 8mltli, manager
ot the Topeka office of the Western Union Telegraph
Company, to appear before the committee in Washingtonaa a witness and to produce "all originaltelegrams and copioa. of telegrams receivedat Topeka, Emporia, Atchison and
Wamego, in tbe State of Kansss, and at
Kansas City, Mo., from January 1, 1U7V, to March
1, 1879, sent or received by Calvin Hood, J. 8. Danford,Joseph C. Wilson, James 8. Merritt, David
Auld, J. D. Deck, John J. Ingalls, J. U. Uallowell,
C. O. Foster, W- F. Downs, Heury King, Byron Huberts,A. C. Dawes and H. M. Jiolden, including tele.
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during said period, and all copies and originals of
telegrams rvcoivod at Wushington, D. C., during the
aid period, directed to P. P. Plumb, John J. Ingalls
aud Charlee A. Morris." The subp<Bna, until modi,
fied within tho last few day*, requirod the productionof the company's "books and records,** as well
u the telegrams, and covered a period of about six
mouths instead of two. The committee's demand
for tho despatches sent and received by Mr. Ingalls,
haying been ratified by his own roquest to the company,they were delivered to Chairman Sauisoury
yesterday.
Tho argument of Colonel Thompson, to-day, bearingon tho remaining matters of controversy, «u

devoted to the ostabiishment of propositions which
may bo succinctly stated as follows:.
Firtl.That there is no sufficient designation or

specitlcution of the despatches desired to be used by
the committees, and the production of all tlie telegraphiccorrespondence, with a view of ascertaining
if some might uot be proper and competent evidouce,would almost necessarily have the effect to
expose the private aud contideutial communications
or the persons uauiod in the subpona, which might
aud probably would bs productive of incalculable
harm.
Second.ka a technical reason for the request to be

excused froiu compliance with tho subpusna it dot's
not appear that any ot the despatches are relevant or
competent, anil the rule of the law is believed to be
well established that without at leaMtaprini& lacio
showing that the evidence sought is competent,
there 1m no power to order its production.
Third.That the seaKh for and enforced produc-

tlon by the witness of the papers called for would
be an unreasonable and uulaw:ul search aud selxuro
within the moaulng of tho fourth article of amendmentof tie' federal constitution.
t'imrlh.Telegraphic communication, as it la now

understood b) tuo public, is entitled to the samo
privacy and secrecy as is conferred by law uuou
coiuiiiiilicatioyH through the United State* mails.
tSflh.There Is u strougur reason for a aefusal to

compel tli.- production of telegraphic menaugeH as
evidence than that which applies to letters sent
through the mail, in the fsct that when mosaaces are
sent l»y telegraph they are usually so short ss to
render them blind and misleading to all except
those who are psrlies to the correspondence, aud urn
therolore liable to misconstruction aud injurious interpretation
.Sixth.As a matter of public policy which invites

free communication declaration of the right to
} compel the production of this species of correspondencewould operste as a restraint upon Industryand enterprise, and also prevent that free
social and latuily correspondence which should be
encouraged.
Bo lar as tho committee expressed their views

during the progress cf the argnment they seemed
to be Inclined to tho opinion that tho constitutional
question was very serious, but they were not Inclinedto admit that letters sent by mail and
dospatchss sent by telegraph were entitled to equal
protection.

The General Back at the Starling

Point of His Great Journey.

THE POMP OF PHILADELPHIA.

Welcomed with Popular Enthusiasm and

Splendid Pageantry.

ADULATION AND ACCLAIMS.

Philadelphia, Doc. 1C, 1879.
General Grant has arrirod, has been welcomed with

ell thepomp of civic and military parade, and is now
the guest of tlie city. The reception was, without
question, one of the most tremendous ovations ever

tendered to any man in the United States; and the
moving column, which was more than twelve miles
in length, was admiraoly managed. It occupied six
hours In passing any one point. The military displayincluded about seven thousand men and the
Grand Army of the Bepublic turned out 8,000
strong. Much of the success bf the parade
as a pageant was due to the thorough preparationof the committee, many if whom were

old army officers. A perfect line of telegraphic
communication existed from the starting point to ine

end of the route. These wires were tapped every few
blocks, operators with pocket Instruments were

plaoe4 at these stations, and District Telegraph
boys were in readiness to act as aids. The cousequencewas that from the moment the head of the
column moved, at the northern extremity of Broad
street, until the point was reached at which each
separate troop or body of civilians left tho line of
march, there was not a moment of uncertainty or

anxiety.
Among the officers of the army and navy present

were Generals Burnside and W. S. Hancock, Horace
Porter, Phil Sheridau, Commodore Pierce Crosby
and Colonel Tredwell, and prominent among the
invited guestB were Colonel Henry B. Pierce, of
Massachusetts; ex-Governor Bice, of Massachusetts;
Governor Hall, of Delaware; Senator J. Donald
Cameron, Hon. Hamilton Fish, A. E. Boric, ex-Secretaryof the Navy George M. Bobeson, George S.
Boutwell, John S. Morgan, John Welsh, Edwards
Pierropont and George Augustus Sala.

a bright dat.
The woatlier was pleasant, although in the early

morning quite cold, and while the sky was overcastat noon, during the latter part of the afternoonthe clouds melted away, leaving the setting
sun in a field of bine and silver gray. The special
train left Harrisburg at sis o'clock this morning.
The fact that the General and his party passed the
night in the palace car in the depoj was known to
few, and the hundreds of enthusiastic Oraud Army
members who made the night so hideous and overloadedall the trains that passed eastward were unawarethat the object of their devotion was greatly
disturbed in his rest by their noise. The train
was made up of five Pullman coaches. In
the first car were the members of Governor
Hoyfs staff. The second car was devoted to
the newspaper correspondents, the third to the City
Council, the fourth was the coach in which the Generalhad crossod the continent, and the last was

occupied by General Grant's party. In the latter
were comprised Senator i. Donald Cameron and
Mrs. Cameron, General A. T. Goshorn, Governor
Hoyt, and W. M. Smith, a relative of Mrs. Grant.
Lancaster was passed at ten miuutes past seven. It was
bright daylight.a clear/ cold, raw moraine. The
train did not stop, although a large crowd had assembledin the hope of seeing the General at the
car window. The party breakfasted on the train.
At Mantua the rear palace Car, containing Mrs. Grant
and her lady companions, was detached and taken at
onow*to the Weak Philadelphia Depot, where the
ladles were received by Mr. and Mrs. George W.

party drove direct to the Continental Hotel. The remainingfour car* were taken by way of the New
York junction to the intersection of Broad and
Somerset streets.

KKCKIVID BY THK MAYOB.

The point at which Mayor Stoklcy was waiting to
receive General Grant was reached at twenty minutespast nine. General Grant and his friends bad
moved into the fourth car when the fifth was taken
into West Philadelphia, and in this car he received
the Mayor. Mr. Stokley was accompanied by Pres
idents Caven and Smith, of the Common and Select
Councils; Colonel Charles T. Jones and a few other
city officials. Upon entering the car Mayor Stokley
raised his hat and cordially grasped the exteuded
hind of the ex-President, the latter holding his hat
in hia left hand. The Mayor then welcomed the distinguishedguest to the city in the words, "General,
I'm glad to see you." He then in a jovial tone remarked,"What little I have to say I'll road." With
infinite oood nature in his face he then read the fot-
lowing addroas of welcome:..
Uk.ikhal lika.nt.On behalf of the municipal authorities

I bid you a cordial wolceme to Philadelphia. arhoae peoole
havo assembled to-day to express their congratulations
upou your safe roturn to the city from which you stsrted,
nearly two yeara ago. on your travels around tho globe.
The distinguished honors received by you from the rulers
of tha countries visited, while gratifying to you. as expressingtheir admiration of your services ss a soldier and
a stutosmsu. and also ti\e estimation la which your native
land is held among the nations of the earth, have
awakened a feeling of pride In the heart of every true
American. Hut the spontaneous uprising of the people
from the golden shores of the Pacific, where the Mayor
of San Francisco had the honor of receiving yon
when yon again stopped foot upon American soil, con
tlnuliig at every point of your Journey until the ovation
here prepared by the people of tnls good City of Brotherly
Lovx must have Inspired you with the feeling that vou
have a warm place In the hearts of your fellow cltlieus.
I Km sure that these tributes of respect and sffectlen are
dearsr to yon as a vltisen of out great Uepublic than all
tho houors conferred upon you hy those who govern empiresor control the affairs of nations. As I bade you Uod
speed upon your Journey I now welcome you homo, and
trust that in your stay among us you may feel that you are
at homo, and that the people of Philadelphia, by tbelr
hearty greeting, may Impress upon you that it is indued a
City of Brotherly Love.
During the reading of the addro*s Genoral Grant
tood with his hand* by hi* aide and listened very

respectfully. At its conclusion tho Mayor added.
"I ouco more heartily bid you welcome to our

city."
FLOORED BY A M'KXCH.

General Grant liad apparently expected to say ft
few word? immediately after the address was read,
for the supplementary remarks of the Mayor appearedto "put him out." With some hesitation for
a word, General Grant tautologically replied:.
"To you, Mr. Mayor, and the good oitigens of

Philadelphia, which has al ways been a homo to me
since I becamo acquainted with the citlaens of
Philadelphia, I return with great pleasure."
A tew moments' general conversation followed.

The Mayor aaid :."You look about the same, General,aa when you left us." To wh leh, with a smile.
General Grant, pointlug to Colonel Charles T. Jones,
near by, replied:.''The Colonel thinks I have lost
flewh; but," he Jokingly added, "you know I'm only
forty-seven. and I've been lorty-soven for about ten
years." The entire reception ctreiuony took place
in the pslsce car, where the General remained until
he was conducted to the opeu carriage. Ills selfpossesaionnever seemed to forsake huu so loug aa
lie had not an address to reply to. A large rorco of
the polico reserves was drawn up ou the platform to
keep back the crowd, and when it became known
that the distinguished visitor was about to alight
from the train it required all tho skill of the officers
to keep tho multitude back.
Geueral Graut lelt tho train at twenty-two tnlnutosafter ten, accompanied by Mayor Stokley. Then

followed Governor Hoyt, Cplonel Jones, the iiieuibswt he K. < <>|>tiou rouuirtttee and others. There
was a glad, a tumultous shout of welcome as GeneralGrant was recognized by the crowd. The
Mayor and his gnost entered a six-lu-haud barouche
and drove off to take the pluce assigned in the procession,which, from daylight, had l>e«u forming on
liroad and all the streets leading Into it betwouu
Market and Olrard avenue. The other members of
the party followed In open carriages. As soon as
tho barouche reached the point ou liroad street
designated the column closod up and about Milrtean
minutes past eleven began to move.

THE UNE OP MA11CH. >

Any number of columns might be written about
this triumphal Journey, whose itinerery led down
Broad to the new public buildings, thence around
into Market, passing under an arch bearing the
legend. ' All Honor to the Hero of the Nineteenth
Centurydown Market to Fourth, through which
the column paftsed to Choatnut. The old IndependenceHall was decorated aud festooned from the
pavement to the roof, aud in front ww the grand
triumphal arch spanning Chestnut street, deooratod
with exquisite taste, and Showing the motto,
"Philadelphia's Welcome to the Patriot and
Soldier." Turning westward, the grand ovation of
1110 a»y wma rcwnw »uo j»n igrfna ui

tlio procession up this fashionable thoroughfare.
Kimt. the lity's arch, a glittering bower of Mowers
and Hags, was passed; then the magnificent archway,
stretching from house to house and far outshining
the former In beauty and luassi vencss, bnilt by Mr.
Wanamaker. Upon this archway were 300 ladies,
far as the perspective effect permitted the eye to see

up the street was a fluttering forest of flags and
streamers. Thojroute led dowu through Thirteenth
street tor a few squares, so that the column could
be brought to pass before the Union league Club's
building, on thocoruer ofBrosd and Sanaom streets.
Opposite that point a reviewing stand was
erceied, at which Uenoral Uraut arrived at
twenty-two minutes of three and alighted.
He was received by i»eorge 11.5 Holier, president or
the Union League Club, aasisted by Juuoi L. Claghorn,of the Guests' Committee. As the parade
swept by for two hours longer londcheertng was indulgedin by the men composing the column In the
bcl.ef that the city's guest was there. The Tact was,
however, that fatigued by the labors of the day and
oppressed by cold General Graut had been consideratelyconducted through tho crowd at twelve minutespant lour to tho Union Lentine Club House,
whore an impromptu recoptiou was accorded to *
few friends.

a rmirrrv incident.
To sum np the whole parade in one paragraph, it

may be said that tho appearance of Goneral Grant's
carriage wax heralded blocks ahead.to the ear by
tho shouts of applause and to tho eye by the waving
of hats and handkerchiefs. Nowhere was any disapprobationshown, but everywhere good humor
and welcome. As his carriage reached the front of
Independence Hall, a few moments before one
o'clock, a round ol applause greeted him. the bell*
tolled forth a salute and this was the signal for a

general outburst of enthusiasm all along the
line. A very pretty incident occurred on Markotstreet, near tho corner of Seventh, and
I believe it was the only noteworthy one of the
march aside trom the ovation. The ropes along
Market street, which should have kept back tho
crowd, wero very defective, and at the point referred
to hail become broken down. A tutu or tho middle
class (if It Is proper so to spesk in a republic) was
standing in the front with a mere mite of a child by
his side. As it happened the barouche containing
only tiie Mayor and bis guest halted at this
p<nnt, and the interest was so centred in
tbo city's visitor that the father lost his
hold upon the child. The little fellow walked
across the car track and almost under the
whoels before anybody appeared to notice the fact.
Had the horses started suddenly the ohild wonld certainlyhave l>e«sn knocked dowu and probably run
over. Goneral Grant observed It betore anybody
elso, and, quickly leaning forward, caught it by the
arm sud lifted it first ou the step and then into the
carriage. There for a few moments he sat lioldiug
tho two little hands togothet in one of bis, after
which he returned it to the father, aud the prooeesioumoved oil. It was a very pretty incident, one
which obviously occurring by puro accident served
to stiow the oonsideratiou of the General for the
smallest and most thoiightlees of all the thousauds
who were gathered to do him homage.

nKCBPTION AMD SXftKNAPK.
In the evening the city wee brilliantly illuminated,

and Independence Hall, by the aid of calcium lights,
shone forth with a splendor never before witnessed.
Plivate dwellings were lighted from the first storiee
to the roofs aud the hotels were illuminated by calciumlights. A dinner aud reception to General aad
Mrs. Graut were held at the house ot Mr. George W.,

General Gram's first public reception iu Philadelphiawan ou June -4. I860, when as the Lieutenant

General of the victorious federal armies be woe welcomedby a niagnliiceut banquet, given under the
management of thj into Morion McMicbael, the
Piesideut of the Union Lenguo Club. His next visit
was ou August 28, 1866, wheii|he accompanied PresidentJoiinnon and Admiral Furragut on the ]ourn<-y
to Springfield, 111., to lay the corner stone of the
monument to Stephen A. Douglas. Hi* next visit
whs on New Year's Day, ls*iU. when he was received
at Independence Hall anil dined by the Union League
Club. His inauguration as President took place on
the 4th of the following March, und his tint visit as
Chief Executive of the natiou occurre.l on October
21). 1860, and he passed the following Sunday here
with his personal friends. President and Mrs. Grant
again visited Philadelphia lu the spring of 1870 (ou
St. Patrick's Day. I believe). Again ou the 6th ol
January, 1S72, President Grant, accompanied bj
many members or his Cabinet, visited the Quakel
City. Ou December 17, 1875, at the special invitation
of the City Councils, President Grant, most ol
tho members of his Cabinet, a majority ol
each house of Congress, the judges of the Supreme
Court of the United Status ami many military and
State officials visited Philadelphia. On the 18th the
whole party *as driven to tho site of the Centennial
Exhibition Buildings, in Fairmount Park, wheu a
formal inspection of tho partially built structures
was made. The General remained the guest of Mr.
Childs until the 20th, wheu he followed
tho other members of the party to Washington.His memoiabln act of opening tha
Centennial Exhibition on May 10, 1876, can only b«
referred to. It has been estimated mat 600,000 pooJilewere in Fairmount Park and on the heights overookingit on that day. His last visit previous to todaywas on tho event of his departure tor Europe.
He sailed on May 13, 1877.two years and aevea
months ago, since which time he has circumnavigatedtho globe and "many strange^ountries and
peoples viewed."

County Court of General Sessions. Henry Carroll
was recalled and said:.1 never qualified as
treasurer of the bank, because 1 could not glv«
sufficient time to the duties of the office;
my name was on the door of the bank as treasurer,
and, at the request of the Ex-cuttye Committee, I
allowed it to remain there until the bank closed; .1
am confident that the Executive Committee mad*
efforts to force a settlement from Halliard and suit*
were ordered to be commenced against him; I never
knew of Halliard's db&cieucies until June, 1878; Dr.
O'Callaghan and mysolf gave a note for (10,000 to
help the bank and got mortgages from the bank M
security; thai note has since boon paid out of th«
bank funds.

secbktjuit donklan on tux stakd.
The next witne^ called was James W. Donalan, th«

secretary of the bank, who deposed as follows:.I
am now secretary of the Hudson county Catholic
cemeteries, an agent for the White Star steamship*
aud an insurance broker; 1 was secretary of the Mechanicsaud Laborers' Bank from 1875 until its
close; the Executive Committee for the year 1870 waa
composed ot Messrs. Sheeran, Dittmar and Sweeney;
soon attor the appointment of that committee 1 gave
to them information of the condition of tbe bank,
and they ordered mo to call a meeting of the directors; that meeting was held in February, 1877, and
at that time 1 appeared as complainant against Mr.
Halliard, reporting to them tlio number and amount
ol his insularities; Mr. Halliard, who was present,
was called on for an explanation and gave it; he
afterward gave the Sweeney mortgage for
$*20,000, which was taken in place of the
niisslDg United States 'bonds for that amount;
among the other principal irregularities wm
the Dixon mortgage, upon which $1,800 had beea
paid without the bank's receiving auy portion of It,
which I afterward received from Halliard and placed
in tbe bank; the McEntoe mortgage for $2,100,
which was also paid and uuaccounted for, 1 also collectedafterward from Halliard; in November, 1877,
Mr. Sweeney resigned troui the Executive Committeeand Mr. Carroll was elected in his place;
on several occasions I know Dr. O'Callagbaa
pressed Halliard hard for money, and at
the meeting in January. 1878, Halliard said:.
"I can pay tbe depositors dollar for dollar
whenever it Is required, but you must not
ask me where 1 got the money from?" a full state
ment of Halliard's indebtedness to the bank waa thea
made to him und he denied his responsibility aa regardstome of the items.principally the Van Vorat
notes; tills denial oxasperaieu jar. outi rau auu no
asked Halliard if lio wan uot responsible who waa.
Halliard finally a'iniitte.l the responsibility and gave
tho J'iil.ouo mortgage and also three insurance pollenon his life in the Hum of $3.000 each aa security
tor thosenote*; PatherdeConaillo met tbu committee
at O'CaUauhau'x house on October 14,187H; the object
of that meeting waa to try aud dispone o( the ceme*
tery property, ao aa to gut a settlement from Hak
Hard; the Bishop waa also present and he aaid U«
would take the matter under consideration; we did
not hear from the Bishop again until within two oi
three days of tho closing of the bank, when Mr.
Oarrlck brought word from him to the effect that Im
refused to purchaae tho same; it waa then I informedthe directors that the bank must cloee; I
waa never a member of any committee and bad no
oice aa to wbuther tho bank should be closed or

not.
WHOUttAUC DKMAIWitnessthen strenuously denied ever having

entered into any conspiracy to defraud depositora or
persons inteudiug to become depositors; neither did
he ever inako any false statement regarding tha
bauk's condition financially; I always believed,
continued witness, that Halliard was able to uaeut
his indebtedness to the bauk and considered tha
cemetery property to bo worth at least $100,000; but
our relations were always uuiriendly, and what tho
directors learned as to the affairs of the bank WM
through me; tho first timo I ever saw Jamee Chester
w*i when he made his first deposit; I never told
him tlut tho bank bad a capital; never told htm that
tha poorest of the directors was worth $100,000 and
the richest $.*>oo,oou; never told him after the failure
that I had $1,65*1 iu tho safe and wonld pay bim a
greater amount than other depositors would receive;
never told lilin that an Irish Catholic bank waa safer
than a Protectant bank ; never aaked him if he waa a
Catholic or told him that our bank waa tbe safest la
the State.
