FREE MEDICAL LECTURES.

Yale Professors Discuss Poison, Blood

and Obstetnes.

NEw Haves, Conu., Doo. 16, 1879,

The testlmony in the Hayden trial towlay was,

mainly on matters involving medieal questions. 113
was like much of the othertestimouy of this charao-
ter that has been prosented. That is, 16 was ot
what indefinite and with adumissions of B0 ANy ex-
poptions to lhl- rijes cited thit the jurymen must
bave been uiore or less puasled as to just whast to be-
lieve. However, so intervsting were the guestions
and the replies that there was uo lack of attention,
Tha two maiu topics dlecussed were the ovarl b
tumsor with which Mary Staunard was aftieted and
the probable loss of blood from such a wonnd as was
mmftictedon ker throat. ‘The court roon: was throngea
thronghout the dsy sud many resident physicians
wero present, slso students of the medical depart-
ment of Yule College, who wers permitted to leave
thelr lessons tor the day.

Steplien G. Hubburd, Professor of Obstetries in
Yule College, reculled, was questioned by Judge Hur-
rison, for the State, ns to whether he had since the
last court day investigated the question e to
whothor thore was any way of uscertaining exactly
the smount of blood in a human body; he replied
that there was not, (o his opinion, auy wuy of deter-
mining. Continuiug, hesaid that bis exsmioation of
a portion of Mary Stauuard's body satisfied him that
menstruation had censed before death. This testis
mouy s opposed to the defence’s theory that the
condition of ths girl explained the taking with her
fnto the woods ou the fatal afterncon the folded
towel discovered in her pocket. Professor Hybbard
being guestioned at lepgih on these points, Mr.
Watrous fipally checked the inguiries by stating that
the defence wonld make no clilm regarding thogirl's

condition.
A MEDICAL LECTUERR.

Judge Harrison again resumed his queries on the
luteresting medical question as to whether a cystic
tutor on the ovary would or would not produce
symptoms ol preguaney. Frofessor Hnbbard re-
peated his previous testimony that it would not.

Q. Now, Professor, do you remember & single In-
stanoce of s cystie tumor of the ovary which you
lLave treated? A, Yes, sir; I have treated one within
three mounths; the patlent is living.

Q. Huve you dircovered any of the symptoms of
preguancy? A, Not one, sir,

Q. Have you not read that eystic tumors in their
parly stuges pr'nln.ru symptoms -of pregoancy? A
Yus; but the statoments do pot sccord with my per-
Eonal observation,

Q. Sowetimes physicians treat for ovarisn tumors
when e real trouble s dropsy? A, Yes, sir.

Q. You have made that mistake yourself? A. Yes,
wir, but lu that case the diagnosis was made by
ophers, and all vutward symptoms indicated s tu-
mor.

Jdudge Harrissn, lo supporting the HState's theory,
poxt asked tue witness whether bho had read certain
authorities, holding that cystic tuwmors, in their
early stages, produce symptoms of preguancy.

Watrous tow took the wituess on redirect
examination, FProtessor Hubbard repeated lils ssser-
tion that be could not believe that the ovarian
tumor ufMicting Mary Htanusrd could hove glven
rise to any sywptons lesding her to believo that
shic was to become a mother. No symptoms of any
character would be appsrest until the tumor at-
taiped the size of s orauge and pressed upon
Mljacent organs.

The onus of disproving Gary's
charges rosts there, und It will not do for him to re-
tort by denouneing thom as false.” Onpe-ot the lead-
iug lawyers of the State, who has always been an
ardent supporter of Hampton, remarked that the
whole thing is sn ugly piece of business, and s few
more such intorviews would elect Gury Governor.
OPINIONS ADVERSE TO HAMPTON.
Another prominent politician expressed himself
in very pointed terms, declaring that the elfect of
Haumpton's bitter denunciastions wus to make Gary
tonfold more popular then he ever was., 1 asked a
leading colored republican of this city what the col-
ored people thought of the controversy, aud he re-
plied that it wos “no funeral” of theirs, but as far
as he was concernod he would prefer to take
Gary's word to that of Hampton.
