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THE EMPIUE CITY.

[From the Buffalo (N. Y.) Courier, Doc. 7.]
It is stated tliat at the approaching session of the

Legislature an effort will be made to secure the consolidationof the cities of New York and Brooklyn.
When the uietypolis outgrew Hantiatt*u Island and
annexed a portion of Westchester county it became
only u ijuestiou of time when it would seek to incorporatethe great neighboring city which sprang up
thereon. The latter has long been regarded aw virtuallyoue of the suburbs of New York, although in
population it la the third among the cities of the
Union and outranked only by New York and Philadelphia.

It ia not probable that the consolidation scheme
will be adopted at the coming session or within the
next few years. The people of the two cities are not
prepared for it as yet. The "country" districts, apprehensiveand jealous as they are of the influxes
ot the metropolis, will not readily approve a plan
that would uuify the two leading cities of the
State. The interests of politicians, moreover,are opposed to the scheme. There
should also be further efforts to solve the
problem of municipal government by constitutionaland statutory measures before the formationof so huge a muuiciual corporation as New
York and Brooklyn would constitute c»u be safely
uudertakeu. But though the city of New York in
the legal sense ot' the word will probably be confined
to its present limits for some tune to cgme, a larger
city ot New York as a matter of fact already
exists. Of this vast city, with a population of
some two millions. New York proper is
only the centre. It Includes not onfy Brooklyn,but, detyitfg State boundaries, Jersey
City, Hoboken aud varlouM inelropout in suouros in

New Jersey and even Connecticut. There are nu
cities lu the civilised world, except Loudon and
Paris, with which it can properly he compared, and
it is more than probable that in the next century
this great city of the New World will surpass
in size the capitals of France and England.
The present metropolitan population of some
two millions is about equal to that of the
entire United biates a century ago. It is just
as proper to describe this large community as "New
York" as to give the naitye of "London" to the
British metropolis, which, us is well known, has no
common locnl government, but embraces several
municipal corporations, including the "city of Loudon".asmall part of the metropolis.and extends
over several counties or parts of counties. As we
have said. New York in this larger sense is a fact
needing no statutes for its recognition, and which
bos actually passed beyond the jurisdiction of our
Legislature.
