by a double Iron bridge with the Post Building on

the corncr of Exchango placo, Hanover aud Beaver
streets, whither the Naval Office was removed. The
now building was leased from the Poat estate at an

annual rental of $32,0 )0 per annum for tlireo years,
and baa alnce been re-engaged for an additional three
year term, which oxpirea next May. In view of tbla
faot the authorltlea nogotiated;for a reduction of tha
rent after the latter date, which waa refused. Hence
the Treasury official* determined to vacate the
premises and find sultabio accommodations. These
were ft und at Nos. 'JJ and 24 Excnungo place aud No.
G3 Beaver atroet, which buildings are owned by
Mr. lioyal Plielpa. The buildings are of brick
and four stories in height. Only the three
upper atorles are to be uaod by tho Naval
Oiliee. A lease haa been mado for three
years from tho lat of May, 1MH0, at tho rate of
flO.IMX) per annum, thus effecting an annual aitving
of t'i'J.UOO. Many alterations will have to be made
belore the new place will be adapted to its intend d
purpose, aa It la now occupied by private offices.

Into Their Management.

"MIXING UP" COMPANIES.

How the Loan and Improvement Company
Got Control of the Gilbert Concern.

The legislative committee yesterday continued
their investigation of the management of the "L"
roads at the Chamber of Commerce building. No. C3
William street. The organization and affiliations of
the Gilbert, the Metropolitan, the Loan and Improvement,the New York Klevatod and the Manhattan
companies was the subject of the day's inquiry.
Judge Fitliian in conducting it led the committee
through a moat intricate and labyrinthine path,
loases and agreements and bonds and Issues of stock
and changes of directorship were explained and reexplainedby the different witnesses, almost every
part of the testimony being connected with every
other part until at laat things seemed as badly
'mixed up" as the children that Little Buttercup

' nnssed."
On tho meeting of the oominlttee Chairman Baker

asked Mr. McCook to produce from the company a
statement showing:.Tho total receipts from passcn.
ger traffic on elevatod roada during tho three months
ending December 1, lt»79; tho total number of passengerscarried at each rate of fare; tho greatest
number of any one day of that porlod and the least
nnmber in any one day; what wero the aggregate
operating expenses for those three months; what
was the aggregate train mileage; the maintenance
and structure of permanent way, separated into labor
and material; tho train expenses, divided into labor

tion to the original 5,000 ahares of the Metropolitan
1,000 more were issued to pay for Indebtedness by
the company to various parties, of whom witness
was one; he could not state when the first issue
of stock was made to the New York Loan and ImprovementCompany.
Mr. L. M. Brown, the secretary and treasurer of

the Loan and Improvement Company, was then
called, and gave the names of the directors elected in
1876. They were G. M. Pullman, J. F. Navarro, H.
M. Alexander, a. F. Stone, C. E. Garrison, John
liulrd, Horace Porter, A. M. Billings and
William R. Garrison. Those were re-elected
in 1877 and in 1878; bat in 1879 George J.
Forest, John J. McCook and William Adams
were elcctcd in place of H. M. Alexander, G. F. Stone
and C. K. Garrison. On January 25, 1876, Messrs.
Porter, Baird and Garrison, together with the presidentand vice-president ex officio, were elected membersof the Executive Committee, By resolution all
mutters pertaining to the Gilbert road were referred
to this committee. On January 28, 1876, the capital
stock of the Loan and Improvement Company, formerly$100,ooo, was increased to $1,300,000; two and
one-half per cent of this increase was to be paid in, on
the amount subscribed, before February 1, and 10
por cent more later; 12 >£ and 25 per cent more were
afterward paid, making 50 per cent in all; on Octo\ber 2, 1877, it won decided that the Loan and ImprovementCompany should take up the 6,550 shares
issued by the Gilbert Company and issue for them
an equal number of shares, aud, in order to completethe building of the road, the total capital stock
should be increased to $3,000,000, of which $655,000
was used to take up the 6,650 shares of the Gilbert
Company.

WAS TL'K CAPITAL STOCK PAID ID?
Judge Fitbiau stated that his purpose was to

ascertain whether all of the capital stock of the companyhad been paid in. Mr. Brown stated that every
dollar subscribed had boon paid in, but Judge
Fitbian sai'd he desired dooumontary evidonce on
that point.
The Loan and Improvement Company, witness

said, never received any stock from the Gilbert for
construction; they Anally became owners of tho
$3,000,000 stock ot the Gilbert Company, but witness
knew of no account showing that ownership. On
cross-examination witness said that 65,000 shares of
the Metropolitan Company catne into possession of
the Loan uud Improvement after the lease of the
Metropolitan to the Manhattan Company, in considerationof a surrender of a second mortgage on
the Gilbert Company.

After tho usual recess Mr. Brown resumed the
witness stand and tostlflod that the Now York Loan
and Improvement Company bad made two cash
dividends in January and July of this year; the latterwas for three and a half per cent of tho capital
stock, and in addition 60,000 shares of the Metropoli-
of the Loan and Improvement at the rate of two
Bharea of tho former for oue of the latter. Accordingto the tripartite agreement between the Metropolitan,the New York Elovated and the Manhattan
a bond of the latter company waa executed for
$0,500,000; stock to that amount waa iaaued and
caine into possession of the Mow York Loan and ImprovementCompany aa the tola stockholders of the
Metropolitan, with the exception of aboat fifty-live
shares.
Mr. John E. Body was uoxt recalled and questioned

as to the elections of directors of the Metropolitan
Company. At the election of 1878 Messrs. Pullman,
Navarro aixd others, of the L>oan ana improvement
Company were eleoted directors of the Metropolitan;
Mr. W. K. Uarriaon wus elected president and Mr.
John Baird vice president; on July H, 1878, witness
became Mecretary and treasurer of the Metropolitan;
there were then outstanding 0,550 shares of the
Metropolitan; oil May 'JO of this year there waa a
new issue of stock increasing the capital to
$(>,500,000, allotted to the Loan and Improvement
Company; there was no Issue of stock since then; a
dividend of two and a half per cent had been doclurodon December 18 (yesterday), payable on Jauilnry2; the .Metropolitan Company, as agents of the
Manhattan, had d ue the work of the road siuce
January 31 lust; tho road had boon mortgaged to secur'bonds for ((>00,000 a mile; the tripartite agreementprovided for the payment by the Metropolitan
to the Manhattan of (3,000,u00in bonds and (3,000,000
In cash; the latter was to be paid tor In money speut
in continuing the construction of the road; It waa
not actually paid in full in cash; no bonda had been
issued tor the other $:t,000,000.

ACCIDENTS ON THE "L" ROAD.

GKNEUAL COMPLAINT OF THE CARELESSNESS AND
' BUUTAL1TY OF CONDUCTORS.A LAD*'* LIFE

IMPERILLED.
An accident of some kind on one or another of the

"L" roads is reported almost daily, and sometimes
even two or three occur within a period of twentyfourhours. In the great majority of oases the cause
of the oceident, by the uuaulmous voice of all connectedwith the road, is ascribed to the negligence or
direct fault of tho p issengei. The public, however,
which patronizes theso roads does not think that all
these accidents are attributable solely to the carelessnessof travellers, and loud complaints have for
a long time been made of tho negllgeuce, aud
indeed positive recklessness, of someconductorsand brakemon. The rough manner in
which passengers are hustled on and off the plat'
forms while the trains are In motion is particularly
objected to. A groat many persons, it is said, i-hteily
ladies, who have suffered from tho brutality of conductors,object to publicity and maintain silence on
the subject except among their friends.

A CASK IN POINT.
A case in point is that of Mrs. Jennie D. Bolandor,

who, boiug dragged from a car lust Friday morning
urhllx it wm ill lmitioil. fell nmnunnnn tlix tilntfni-ni
aud narrowly escaped severe injury. Tho cfotails of
the c.uho wero leathered by a Ukuai.d reporter from
tbe lady's own lips yesterday afternoon.

I ride every morning unit oveniug on the Sixth
avenue elevated railroad," said Mrs. Bolauder, "and
got ou the train as UHUal about a quarter before six
last Friday morning. I do business in (Greenwich
avenue, near Eighth street, and I bavo to got down
town early. This morning there wero not more
than three or four persons in the car besides myself.
As the train approached Eighth street it
slowed up but did not stop. I was standingon the platfoi^n waiting to get off
when the conductor came along the station
plutform, opened the gate and said to me, 'Hurry
up, jump off I' 1 said, 'No, not till the train stops;'
almost at the same moment the train started on
more rapidly, and the conductor, taking me by the
left arm, pulled me violently off the cor. I fell on
tho platform, and it waa a miracle that I did not roll
between the moving train and the station. If I had,
I suppose I would not be here to toll it. I was almostspeechless for a few seconds, and in the
meantime the conductor, of course, had jumped
on board his train. When I recovered my senses I
went to the gateuian aud asked him it he know the
number of the conductor of that train. He said he
did not. I said I would report the conductor, and
he said, 'Weil, do.' I intended to go to the superintendentabout it, but I have been so tied down to
my business that I was unable to do so. I am not
sure now that I could identify the conductor, but I
think I could."
such is the statement of Mrs. Jennie Bolander, and

from the manner In which she told her story, and
from all the reporter could learn bonoerning the
mutter, It Is an unexaggeratod statement of the case.

BROOKLYN "L" ROAD.
Suit was brought a few weeks ago by the counsel

for the Jackson estate, which is on the line of Grand
and Lexington avenues, Brooklyn, in the name of
tbe "People of tho State of New York," to stop tbe
construction of tbe Brooklyn "L" railway. The oppositionwas based on the ground that the road
would obstruct publlo travel; that it would prove a
nuisance, and also that Its charter had expired. Yesterdayan order was filed in tho office of the Kings
County Clerk, upon "oonsent and stipulation of tho
Hon. Augustus Schoonmakcr, Jr., Attorney General,"discontinuing the suit. The obstacles in the
matter of litigation which have heretofore been encounteredby the compauy are disappearing slowly,
and tbe Work on tbe road is progressing favorably.

MR. TILDEN AND THE RAILROADS.
DENIAL OF THE RUMOR THAT HE AND MB.

BUTLEB HAD COMPROMISED CLAIMS FOB
BONDS.
It was again rumored yesterday afternoon that Mr.

Samuel J. Tildeu and Mr. Charles Butler ba4 compromisedtbe claims for bonds retained by them as

members of the Purchasing Committee of the St.
Louis, Alton and Terre Haute Railroad Company by
the payment of $100,000 apiece. The rumor attributedthis statement in reference to Mr. Tilden to
Uussell Sage, bat on being questioned about tbe
matter Mr. Sage denied that he bad conversed on

the subject witb anybody during tbe dajr, and
declared that be knew nothing about it. Thomas
Denny, chairman of the prosecuting committee,
said, In reference to the interview with Mr. Butler
in yesterday's Hxkaljj:."I notice that Mr. Butler
says that he does not Intend to compromise tbe
matter. Now, if that gentleman has been correctly
reported, then tbe lawyers purporting to represent
him have offered to make a compromise without authority.There has been, however, no definite propositionmade by Mr. Tilden or Mr. Butler, to ssy
nothing of any payment being made by either of
them."
Adrian Van Sinderen, counsel for the prosecuting

committee, naiu 10 a heuaj.d reponer:."xue piaiutiffin this caxc is the corporation itself.the St.
Louis, Alton and Torre Hnute Railroad Company.
This is, of course, the new corporation, and they
claim that they are responsible only to the stockholdersand bondholders of the old corporation.
Russell 8a«e about two weeks a|(o compromised- the
tuit against him because he evidently thought it
was cheaper for him to do so than to fight it out.
In July, 1878, we settled with the Bayard estate. The
suit was not begun for any specific amount, bnt to
bring the members of the Purchasing Committee to
au accounting in respect to securities received from
the company In order to settle the obligations
of the old company. The Bayard estate paid us
$100,000 in ten per ceut equipment bonds. Saga
settled for the same amount, and we have offered the
same figure for a settlement to Mr. TUden and Mr.
Butler. Whether they will accept the offer or go to
trial is not for me to say."
"Have they made any overtures looking toward a

settlement T*
"I have received no definite proposition from

them, bnt I have been approached 'by counsel representingthose gentlemen, who have asked me on
what terms the suit could bo settled. I mads then
the proposition I have mentioned, but have not receivedauy reply to it. As to Mr. Butler aaying ho
would not compromise the matter, I think he must
have been misunderstood. Certainly counsel have
called at my office and wanted to know on what baais
it could be settled.''

THE MCLBF.IiRY BTREF.T HOMICIDE.
In the Court of General Sessions, before Judge

arraiguol on a charge of killing hia wife, Uirj
McO'oln, by setting lire to ber clothe* on the 117th
of October, 1878, at the tenement house No. Ill
Mulberry street. The testimony taken at the Coroner'sinquest disclosed that Lawrence Kelly, an inmateof tue bouse, saw deoeaseU ruah out of her
room wrapped in a sheet of flame. Kelly throw
water over Mrs. MGloln, and she waa taken
to St. Vincent's Hospital, where alio tlmost
immediately died from the effects of her
burns. The neighbors ai onoe caused the arrest of
the husband, who was held by the Coroner's jury
and indicted. Mr. W. V. Howe, who appeared aa
counsel lor tiie prisoner, said there waa uo evidence
that McGlolu was lu the house at the time ot the
burning, and claimed that the unfortunate deceased.
In a statu of inebriety, had fallen on the stove and set
her clothes on lire. Assistant District Attorney
Herriug concurred with Mr. Howe's statement, and
remarked that he was satisfied, after a careful in!vestlgstion, that there was not sufficient testimony
against the prisoner to warrant him in asking a conviclion.He tliercforu consented to a nolle prosequi
being entered. Mr. Howe's motion to discharge th«
accused was thereupon granted.
