Tue Wearner.—The aren of high barometer
that was moving over the lake districta on
Thuraday is now over the New England and
Middle Atlantie States, and is passing slowly
into the ovean. It is followed by a tongue of
relatively low barometer which extonds {rom
the Western Gulf to the British possessions, The
pressure is rising rapidly throughont the North-
west and upper lake regions. The zone of
low barometer extends from the Gult of
Mexico northwestward to the North FPueitio
const, inving a eentre of disturbance over Con-
tral Californin.  Snow foll thronghout the lake
regions, central valloy district, Middle Atlauntic
aud Newy Eogland States, while light rains are
reported from the western slope of the Alle-

ghnnies, The weather was cloudy in all the
distriots exoept on the Gulf ooust. The tem-
perature  roso  decidedly  in the Gulf
States,  remined nearly  stationnry in  the
centrnl  valley  distriets  and  foll  else-
whoere,  The winds have been from fresh
to brisk in the West and Northwest, and gen-
evally light in the other sections of the country,

Toauorrow h: will
be volder and partly cloudy.

England's Trouble in Afghanistan.

Afghanistan is inhabited by about seven
millions of people. Its population is esti-
wated as low as five millions and as high
as nine. But these people are mnot of the
peacoful, industrious, tranquil races of
men, so far removed from the concerns of
State s to be absolutely indifferent to such
a circumstance as a change in the supremo
dominion of the country; on the contrary,
they are warlike, hardy and possessed with
the spirit of independence. Loosely gov-
erned, scarcely governed at all, as to most
of the fncts with which governments
deal in eivilized countries, and of dif-
ferent races, they are mnever made subject
to any single ruler except as a consequence
of civil war. Civil war is the savage proec-
ess of eleotion by which the possession of
sovereignty is determined in the ruder
homes of humanity, but the stronger party
is presumplively a majority, and a great
merit of the method is that no connt is nee-
essary and no Returning Board has to be
bought up. Such a system of government,
however, does not afford facilities for con-
sulting the national will on other points
than the precedency of this or that tribe,
und, consequently, makes foreign invasion
easy for the invader in its first stages. But
when the foreign invasion is felt ss a fact
by all the tribes, and is a fact of conse-
guence enough to dominate and silence the
race jealousies and hostilities, then the
common passion for independence, plun-
der, carnage and war unites the whole
nation against the common enemy.

England's invasion of Afghanistan has
reached that stage, and that is the sort of
hornets' nest her exploration in search of a
soientific frontier has stirred up. Prece-
dency in Afghanistan was determined when
England went there and the country was at
peace in its own borders and with England
as with all other countries. Her Majesty's
Viceroy in India was required, by explicit
orders from London, to find a pretext for
the invasion of the country amd to invade
it. He did both with supple fidelity, and
with very little difficulty Cabul waa reached
and taken, and the Afghans seemed to feel
no interest in the event. Poorold 8here Ali,
a feeble man, ineapable of gathering up the
warlike forees of the nation and using them,
ran off to the Russians and died snddenly,
and his death even seemed to simplify the
problem, England made an arrangement
with his heir, whom slie agreed to sustain
on the throne in consideration of his selling
out to her at & fixed price the sovereignty
of the country ; but she did not leave any
foree to sustain him and he could not de-
liver the povereignty he had pretended to
sell. It then began to appear that the

 Afghan nation was concerned in the case.

It required some time to stir them up on a
common idea of nationality, and now they
are apparently fully stirred up snd swarm-
ing down from all their wild mountain re-
gions around the little beleaguered force at
Sharpur which stands for foreign sonquest.

An apparently remarkable want of pro-
portion between the means employed and
the difficulties to be overcome is character-
istic of all England’s wars of foreign con-
quest. Bhe conquered the millions of Hin-
dostan with about thirty thousand, and
at the most coritical stage of the Zulu
troubles she could not have put ten thou-
sand men in any one battle. Her standing
before the world asamilitary nation seems to
rest upon her capaeity to keep the attention
of mankind constantly fixed upon the spec-
tacle of one division of well truined troops
making head againsta host of barbarians, who
are either aotually apparentor are sketohed
in by the imagination as peopling the illim-
itable wilderness on all sides ot that one
divigion. At one time it is in Abyssnia,
ut another in Ashantee, again in Zululand,
and last in the country of the Afghans, It
would appear as if making war with one
division against illimitable odds had grown
into the British brain asa hereditary trait and
was the spontaneous and instinetive military
act of all British governments, the ridiculous
absurdity of which on some oecasions an
Englishman has not the power to perceive.
To whut else than guch an instinetive habit
oan any cne attribute the conduot of the
Beaconsfleld administration when it
brought one division of Hindoos all the
way around to the Mediterranesn as a
demonstration against Russis, which had
in the fleld at that time a million eplendid
troops. ;

Sometimes this apeotacle of one division
at bay in the presence of an uncounted
enemy is pitiful, and so it became on n
memorable ocension in the very region now
the scene of conflict, when flve thousand
soldiers and twelve thousand esmp followers
surrendered to the Alghans and were
butehered on their way out of the country.
But the picture is very apt to range through
all the moods of the pitiful and absurd,
und rise at last intq the heroie, lor the little
band is oftener viotorious than vanquished,
and the glory of its success is rated in
proportion to the numbers that were
agninst it. It is mnever safe for either
prophets or oritics to declare that
the one division which always stands for
England is in o bopéless case. Bo much is
accomplished in wars of this nature by un-
conquerable temncity - vietory is apt to be
so purely-a question of who will give it up
first-—that the Irishmen and Beotohmen,
with a few Englishmen, who commouly
make up the British division, huving &
natural taste for fighting and not easily
wenried in that way, are very likely at last
to put prophets of evil in despair by
achieving some most incomprehensible suc-
cess, But the troops near Cabul now are
certainly in s position safely out of which
their friends muy well wish them. They are
hemmed in on every side by men not like the
Zulus, who are the next wost warlike men
the English have lately encountered ; for
the Zulus, outside ni the immediate neigh-
borliood of Cetywayo, regarded with secret
satisfaction the full of an oppressive tyr-
anny. DBut the Afghaus, sure that the case
is simply Letween them and the English—
between the preservation ofheir indepen-
dence and their reduection to the eondition
of the people ot India—will not be demor-
nlized by the thought that a British vietory
may not be an unmixed evil. They will
certainly do their utmost to absolutely ex-
tirpate the British force in the couniry, to

impede the approach of relieving columns
and to overcome the obstacles between them
and the troops besieged in Sharpur.

Onee fairly in arms with thus resolve they
will prove, as they have done before this, en-
ergetio fighters, They can agsuredly destroy
the troops in the country if they can get at
them. I'hey could if thefourteen thousand
men there were wll British ; but two-thirda
of them are Hindoos, men not so good in
themselves ,a8 the Afghans, though the
English organization and assoeiation give
them superior value. Perhaps the fate of
the men west of Peshawur, who are notin
the Bharpur cantonments, may be regarded
as sealed ; but if what has been reported of
the position of the men in this fortified camp
is true they may yet come out all right.
Itissaid they have supplies for five months,
with all the ammaunition they ean need in
that time. This seems to us not very likely
to be true; but if it is true it is not proba-
ble that that foree can be overcome. Their
position eannot be stormed by the Afghans,
and they cannot be starved out. But the
favorable reports may be only a result of
the system of subjecting all correspondence
to official supervision. Bud news oannot
resch England, though there may be plenty
of bud news to tell. LIf they are not well
supplied the result will come shortly, and
if it be a bad one, as it must be apparently,
the British nation will reckon with the men
in power for the calamities of a war wan-
tonly provoked in s spirit of mere official
ambition; an absurd war made to secure a
so-called seientific frontier, whioch proves
not to be particularly scientific on trial.

. Bxcitoment in Madrid.

If the Bpanish monarchy dare not permit
its people to pablicly express their grati-
tude for the generoms nid that has been
sent from France for the distressed vietims
of the calamity in Murcia it cannot feel
very confident of their loyalty to the gov-
eroment under which they live. Any
trivial oircuamstance, it iz apparently as-
sumed at Madrid, may be. in the present
state of the public mind Bufficient to stir
up an excitement that would be dangerous
to the public peace, which view, ag taken
by the government, seems to exhibit a sin-
gular absence of faith in its own stability
and capaocity. Kither the government feels
very feebla orit feels disposed to indulge
the tyranny of a pitiful spite toward popu-
lar sympathy with its opponents in Parlia-
ment. It does not know the danger of sit-
ting on the safety valve.

Diamonds.

Mr. Maclear, a Beotch chemist, says he
has made artificial diamonds, gems which
Professors Tyndall and Bmyth apnd Mr.
Maskelyne, of the British Musenm, “do not
doubt are diamonds." Bevere scrutiny of
the truth of this statement must be made
before the world will aoeept it, for in these
days of ‘‘salted” diamond mines and other
quaint contrivances of that natare it must
be deemeod possible that the learned judges 1
of diamonds named did not have before
them the diamonds actually made by
the Booteh chemist. If he wants to
gell a patent process for making ' dia-
monds it would be worth his while
to spend a little money to create faith in
his process. But it is certainly not abso-
lutely incredible that this discovery has
been made as stated, The nature and
structure of the diamond have been known
this great while, and much ingenuity has
been directed to the endeavor t6 imitate
those processes of nature by which its
arystallization was probably brought about,
Diamond particles too small to have any
value have oertainly been made from
candy, but it has seemed impossible that
there could ever be imitated in laborato-
rios the heat and pressure of the uatural
pmmu’by which pure carbon is crystal-
liged in large masses, If Mr. Maolear has
solved this problem diamonds will become
cheap one of these days, and monarchs
will take them out of their crowns and
beatty lay them aside as common and

vulgar.

Our State Sehools of Crime.

Do the people of the Empire Stite realize
that they are maintaining scores of insti-
tutions, nominally plsces of detention,
punisbhment and reformation, that are in
reality sechools of erime? The Prison As-
gociation in its lateat annual report, ag in
many others, calls attention to the miseel-
laneous herding of erring children and
hardened criminals in many of our county
joils. Children who get.into prison are
generally sad young scapegraces, but for
that very reason the Stute, even if it were a
selfish and pagan Commonwesith, should
shield them trom bad iufluences and en-
denvor to effect their reformation instead
of allowing them to associate with
adepts in all specialties of crime. The
Herarp probably has thousands of readers
who imagine their chilidren almost perfect,
but would they on any account allow their
little ones, no matter how much moral
principle they may have inherited and
acquired, to live and talk with dissolute
or vicious adulta? And if these cannot be
trusted to resist the evil communications
that corrupt good munners what Lope is
there for the children who, born of
ignorant, osareless parents, have mno per-
sonal safeguards whatever? 'I'hese ques-
tions need practical answers from legisin-
tures, but mno gquantity of lawmaking can
do away with the necessity for local
efforts. In counties where jails are
not large enough to allow the inno-
cent to be separated from the guilty and
the children from the adults an enlarged
prison is of greater moral importance than
balf a dozen new churches, and the elec-
tion of a sheriff who osn distinguish be-
tween ignorant dabblers in erime and
graduates in the same soience is of more
consequence than the fate of either politi-
oal party in the same neighborhood. In-
dividuals must do the reformatory work
necessary, and those who profess Chriatian
principles, which existing prison customs
outrage most shockingly, should unite with
the grumblers at increasing tax lists to
remedy the evil. Morals and property
suffer more by u single oriminal than they
gain by the lives of nny dozen ordinary
citizens

The Hollday Receus.

Congress adjourned yesterduy till Janu-
ary 6. We suppose a mujority of those
membqrs whose homes are not too distant
will spend the festive season with their
families and in intercourse with their
neighbors. The residue will seek amuse-
ment in New York, which offers more at-
tractions than any other American eity.
There & no reason o hope that the national
legislators will get their meutal horizon
enlarged by intercourse with the people.
Most of thz will carry back to Washs
ington, wheh they reassemble, the same
narrow prejndices tifey bronght with them
ot the beginning of the session. They have
been long enough at the capital to exhibit
their tendencies, and the prospect is slen-
der indeed that thew® will be any useful
legislation on important subjects.

But the prospect has one consoling fea-
ture, If there is to be no wise financial
legisintion there will be none that is con-
spicawusly dangerous and mischievous.
The opponents of a sound ecurrency
have learned something from the events of
the year. They have abandoned their ag-
grensive attitude and stand on the defen-
sive. Instend of attempling to carry new
snd wild measures of inflation they will
merely insist on maintsining the status
guo. They will not accept the sonund recom-
mendations of the President and Secoretary
of the Treasury, but while they block the
rosd of progress they will not attempta
retrograde movement. All they are dis-
posed to imsist on is & retention
of the whole volume of the pgreen-
backs with their legal tender function,

od o maintenance of the present law for
the ooinage of silver, We have the satis-
faction of knowing that what is gained is
assured, and that there is no danger of any
steps backward. But as things are likely
to remain at s stand we wounld faim hope
that the session may be short. There will
be a vigorous debate of the currency ques-
tion, whioh will contribute to educate and
ripen public opinion, but it will bear no
practieal fruit during this session. We hope
the appropriation bills will be hastened
when Congress reconvenes, and after their
passage nothing would give the country so
much satisfaetion as an early adjounrnment.

Egress from Thentres.
The little finrry al the Park Theatre the
other night has once more drawn the atten-
tion of the public to the subject of the

sufety of life in theatres in conse of fire.

From the facte in that particular case it
certainly seems that the possibility of fire
is not guarded against with that faithful at-
tention which the publie have a right to
require. An accumaulation of old playbills
and similar highly inflammable rubbish
was kept in a closet under a woodun stair-
way, and this closet was lighted by holes in
the stairs. Throngh these holes it was
possible for fire from a cigar or cigarette
to drop upon the paper, and that is the
supposed origin of the fire, These facts
show that the consideration of the possibil-
ity of fire and the safety of the audience
had received very little attention in that
theatre. At the time of the dreadfully fatal
fire in the Brooklyn Theatre much was said
upon the subject of the obligation to take
all precautions against fire and provide
great facilities for a rapld escape of the peo-
ple from the house; but it sometimes hap-
pens that where much is said on such a point
little is done. But it appears to have been

for the United States an impending winter
of moderate cold. 'The late snows in
Europe seem, indeed, to forbid such an
inference as respects that continent, but
not necessarily so. Sir John Richardson
found that “the intense winter colds are
due in a great measuro to active and undis-
turbed radiation.” This, however, isim-
possible where the air is so densely laden
with vapor as to yield heavy snowfalls, It
is over the arid Siberian wustes that the in-
tensest reirigeration occurs and the mer-
ocury freezes.

In our high latitudes the prevailing
pressure has been low, Inducing a flow of
moist southerly air, while no vast *polar
waves” have swept over us, Doubtless we
shall have some very cold spells, But if it
istrue “‘nature never makes a leap” we may
have a winter like that of 1852, when the
Hudson River was reported scarcely frozen
over for any length of time,

Winter Probabilities.

The remarkable exemption from cold and
the anomalous high temperatures experi-
enced in the United Btates ever since Bep.
tember raise the very important guestion of
the probable character of the coming winter,
Bo deeply gre all classes coneerned to ancer-
tain the weather of the season ahead that in
1832 Moore, the old English weather prophet,
with no observations on which to base his
yaticinations, sold a quarter of a million
eopies of his slmanac. Modern research,
however, has given us some solid facts upon
which approximative forecasts of an ap-
proaching winter may possibly be made,
thongh of conrse they can, in the present
state of knowledge, be only tentative, On
the 13th inst. the Herarp pointed out
editorially the remarkable fulfilment of
the prediction of the Astronomer Royal of
Seotland in 1873, when that physicist pub-
lished his dednetions from the thermal
data of the Royal Observatoxy, concluding
that *the next ecold wave (or protracted
period of low temperature) will oecenr
in OQOotober, 1878," to be followed
by *“a heat wave in 1880." Professor
Smyth based this chiefly upon the eleven-
year perlod of maximum abundance of sun
spots, The last year of greatest sun spot
frequency was 1870, and the next shounld
begin about the middle or end of 1880 or
early in 1881. *One swallow does not make
o summer,"” and one brillisntly verified pre-
dietion, based upon the known periodicities
of solar activity, does not prove the *sun
spot” theory of weather changes reliabla
But if the reasoning on which Professor
Swmyth rested his predietion of the cold
year sncceeding 1878 was valid and his con-
elusion not a mere **hit,” it would follow
that the ‘‘cold wave' of that year is now
vanishing and the new year will inangurate
s milder temperature than that of last
winter.

Wa *have, however, other dats besides
those of solar agenoy to apply to the prob-
lem of the coming senson. Mr. Glaisher
bhas found, by n close comparison of ther-
mometrie records extending back to 1771,
that “any hot or oold period has been
mostly asccompanied by weather of the same
eharncter.” Thus the hot year of 1779 was
preceded by one warm year and fol-
lowed by two othera; the hot year

of 1818 was followed by a moder-
ate winter; so also the hot sum-
mors of 1822 and 1860 (as Fitzroy

pointed out) were followed by mild winters,
An analysis of London temperatures for
sixty-neven yenrs shows that in winter
great dryoess and exireme ocold and, con-
versely, warmth and heavy rainfall go to-
