MAGNIFICENT FIGHTING.

IIquiquk, Peru, Nov. 13, 1879.
It ia nav Ahnni utiiht ninpA thn trmihlA

between Peru and Chile began. The immediate
cause of the conflict of the two States was the violationof a treaty regarding the management of oertaiunitrate mines by the Bolivians. Bolivia is a

small State lying between Chile and Peru. It has a

high, steep sea coa»t, with but one seaport, and
that not a very good one. In thu southern part of

l'eru, all through Bolivia and tho northern portion
of Chile, are rich nitrate mluos. Nitre, from which
is obtained saltpetre, is tho great export and sourco

of wealth of the country. The Bolivians were too

poor, lazy and iueihcient to work tlioir own minus,
and rented them to on enterprising Chilean company.
It was stipulated by tho two governments that
tho Chileans should work tho mines and Improve
the shipping facilities by llxing the harbor and re-

moving many of its obstructions. In consideration
of this Bolivia exempted the company from all taxation.Yot some timo this plan worked without
trouble, until Bolivia, wishing to raise some funds,
taxed tho mining companies. And this violution of
thetr agreement by the Bolivians, so say the Chileans,
brought ou the war that is now waging. On the
other hand, the Bolivians claimed that tho harbor
was not being Improved sullicieutly, and moreover
the Chileans were assuming an unjustilluble authorityand trying to control the country. Both parties*
in my opinion, aro to blame, ltegarding the impositionof the tax, there can be no doubt; legardiug the
other point, writers differ. Hcnco the war. it will
to wondered what Peru has to do with this ati'air,
and very reasonably too, for nobody seems to comprehendthe caecruoss with which she interfered.

THE IfOUTUNES OP WiUl.

Till recuutly the Peruvians, with tho Huuscar,
have bouu victorious. They sunk a woocion frigate,
whipped a sloop-of-war and captured mauy prizes.
During this timo the two Chilean iron-clads woro

Being thoroughly repaired. As soon as they were

ready they attacked tho liuascar off Mejillonos and
most thoroughly whipped her. But tho full particularsof this fearlui engagement have already beeu
widely published, and peoplo have shuddered as they
read ot the bravo captain of tho liuancar.how lio
was shot away, blown right through the turret, not
Ik trace ot hint left behind save a tew scattered
teeth. I will not pieturo to you again the
ladders -and passages of the Hua»car, so piled
lid choked with bloody corpses that men
ould not get into tho ship to stop the onginos.
By the capture of tlie HuaMcar Peru lost her mainstayon the ocouu. After the engagement the prize
was towed into Valparaiso, where she is being retilted,soou to appear against lier former owners.
It was about the 1st ot October the Huascar was
lest, and immediately everybody iu Peru went into
mourning. The two luouitors of Peru are kept for
harbor defence.ono at Callao, which everybody
knows the Chileans do not intend to attack; the
the other at Arica, also a place which the Chileans
will not attack. All the transports and tho fast
wooden sloop-of-war Union remain at Callao, all
ready for action, because thero will bo no action.
About the 1st of this mouth the Chilean fleet put
iiito a place iu Peru called Pixagua, where
there was a small Peruvian force. This fleet
landed from twelve to sixteen thousand men
under cover of their guns, who charged up a steep,
saudy mouutaiu and gained the place. By this bold
strode Chile has gained a strong foothold ou Peru viau
oil. The reasou for tho Chileans' delay in making
this landing was the necessity of thoroughly drillingaud disciplining their men. For the last two or
throe months this force lias been drilled regularly
by ooropoteut oilieers, aud they will in a day or two
show the benefit of this training.

( ill!.KAN'S 1'liKl'AltKl).
To go on with the war the Chileans are splendidlyequipped, their artillery is ot tho newest and

best, likewise their arms and ammuuitiou. They
have also several Uatling guns. After gaining the
hoights of Pisagua the army moved eastward '

and then southward, intending to march
to this place, iqulque. To oppose this
uriny are two urinios. ouo of lu.ooo men,
moving from Iqulquo toward them, and another
of (t.uuo Bolivians marching from the northward. ,
The Chileans are thus to bo surrounded. ltut they
will doubtless come out all right, ait the opposing '
armies are badly disciplined ami badly equipped, i

However, this ia to be the decisive battle, if the (
Chilean* win the war is virtually over. Tho
possession of this port, tho great nitre depot and the 1

controlling of the iniueM are all that Chile wants. <

Why the Peruviana will light it out U understood ,
when we recollect that the whole source of the
wealth of their country and their country itself are

1

at stake. If, in the approaching battle, the Peru- 1
vlans are defeated tli<*y will tlee to this place. Then
the fleet of Chilo, now forty miles away, will come in
and bombard the place.

I have been on shore from our ship and walked j
through the deserted streets of Iquique. The few poo-
pie remaining in tho town stay on siioro in the day- i

time, but spend their nights on board tho merchant-
men iu the harbor. On every side evidences of
poverty and degradation are seen. The people have
the longost and most sorrowful faces imaginable.
They fear every hour to hear news of the defeat of
their army and trie entrance ot the harbor by the
Chilean men-of-war and the bombardment ot their
oity. They lead a life of anxious wa ting and know
not tlio events of the nest hour. The Chilean force
is at present crossing the sunly desert between the
two placos, wnilc the Peruvians aro awaitiug tho at-
tack. The distance between the two places is about
thirty miles. At present tho Chileans are within
ilfteea miles of the Peruviaus.

CHARGE AND SPLENDID PIOHTINO BY THE

CHILEANS.

Slnco the loss of the Huascar, one tuonth ago, the
Chileans have been gathering troops aud vessela tor
ft descent upon Peruvian territory. So well had tho
secret of tlralr destination been kept that the allies
scarcely knew of thsir embarkation before the fleet
was belore 1'lsagua. For months past l'lttagua had
been pretty heavily garrisoned; but, as the apprehensionof au attack upon either Arica or Iquique
Increased, theso troops were gradually reduced in
numbers until but 9<K) Bolivians remained. For
batteries there was one 10U-pounder Parrott; breastworksand riflo pits there were none. Tlio solo populationwere soldiers, and the town, most of which
Was burned iu the bombardment of April IT,
offorad scanty shelter. Inhabitants, in the
ordinary sense of tho word, there were none.

Tho railroad was still In good condition, but

AITKAKAM'K Of TUB CI1II KANH. |
Tho Chilean army waa embarked at Autofngaata,

and tho trauaporta, eaoorted by three nisti-ot-war, ap-
peared lu the oiling at seven o'clock upon tho morn-

lug of tho 2d ot Noveinour. The boiiibardlnout of <

t\e battery aahoro began at half-paat aoven, and in j
leaa than flftoen minutes tho 100-pouuder had been
atruek aud abandoned by lt« crew, I'ho lloliviana
aahora, dueling tho lire too warm, loft tho town aud \
lined the rook* nlong iho water front. Tint tirlug of j
the Clilluana waa very accurate, nnd their aliellawere
dropped over the lioada of the lloliviana with wonderfulpreclaiou. Ily eight A. M. tho rtro from ahore
had virtually ceased, and the algnal waa made for the
trauaporta to coine In. The original plan for tlio

landing roiiteinpUted merely the occupation of tho
beach and town uutll a force of ii.&ou men Unite jj
at Jnntn, fonr mile* below, hud had time to turn t
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the heights. It will be Men that the ardor of the
Chilean troop* rendered this unnecessary. Just to
the northward of the town arc two small sandy
coves, offering a safe landing for boats, while elsewhererocks and reefs would quickly stave any
boat. The Bolivians knowing of this liued the sides
of these coves and watted quietly the approach of
the boats. By some error in starting one large
launch containing some sevunty-tive troops, was
far in advance of the other boats. Upon this
lauuch, was poured the fire of all the troops
ashore, ana forty dead and wounded were the
peualty for this error. But a few moments
claimed, however, before the other boats
had gained their position and daubed forward. The
Bolivians did not wait their landing, but slowly retreatedup the hill, halting and tiring contiuually.
Wherever the railroad offered a breastwork a brief
(stand was made, but in 110 case was the delay prolongedto a hand to baud contest. While this runningfight was in progress the men-of-war were
shelling the reiroatiug Bolivians over the heads of
the (Jhiieim advance. The precision with which the
shells wero dropped was wouderfill, and their effect
upon the enemy was extremely demoralizing. After
the engagement one could easily trace the successive
stages ot the combut by the fragments ot exploded
hell in their vicinity.

Tllg ATTACK.
The Chilean advance was made In skirmish order,

and from the moment of lauding until tho crest of
the hill was gained there was neither halt nor delay.
Although the taking of tliu hill had formed no uart
of the plan of attack it was impossible to restrain
tile men, aud the assault was urged with au en;
thusiasui that could not tail to carry the day. About
half way to the crest the Bolivtaus made a last
stand, and here the light was hot for a short quarter
of ail hour, but just as it seemed as though the ad-
vance was checkod tho tire of thodefenderssuddenly ceased, and the s Idlers,
breaking into a run, abandoned the tight.
An incident characteristic of tho Bolivian*
occurred at this point. Three of their men were
scrambling up the hill, when, a shell bursting over
their heads, one fell back wounded. His companions
endeavori d for a time to assist him, but finding it
impossible to helu him to the top one of the soldiers
deliberately aimed his gun and blew out the brains
of the wounded man. Despite tho hot fire of tho
Chileaus not one Bolivian was taken- prisoner, aud
not oue of the wounded survived the fight. Furthermore,though the bayonet was not used during the
action many ot the dead were found on tho
day iollowiug pierced with bayouet thrusts.
wo nuvo learueu since me action mat tne cause
of tliu sudden cessation of tiring by thu Bolivians
was tlio giving out of tlioir ammunition, tho reserve
store being located ton miles inland. The Chilean
loss wan about one huudred anil forty dead and
wounded. The Bolivian loss will never be known,
as the dead were tossed, uncouutod, into largo
trenches. From the beginning to the end of tho
engagement there were but 1,000 Chileans lauded;
and, despite the very efficient aid ot the guns of the
fleet, it is greatly to their credit that they drove an
equal force up the steep hill that overlooks the town.

LANDINO OIT THE TllOOl'S.
No soouer were the hoiutits secured than the activedisembarkation of the expeditionary army

began. in forty-eight hours 1(3,000 infantry, 1,200
cavalry, thirty Krupp steel Held guns and six (ratlingswere sal'ely lunded. The Chileans have every
reason to feel proud of this exploit. The troops
thus placed upon Peruvian soil are of fine physique
unit amply provided with arms and accoutrements.
/ik for clothing, the creases are not yet out of the
seams, the shoes were worn for tho first time, and
in this instance it was true that not oven a gaiter
button was wanting. The commissariat was well
supplied, and the only want felt was the luck
ot potable wator. Upon tho morning of the
4th inst. some wells upon the pampas were captured
and the fears of a water famine dispelled. The plan
of tho campaign now undertaken is. first, the acquisitionot the 1'isagua iiailruad and the capture
or Turapacu. From 'i'urapaca across country to tho
line ot the Iquiquo road is twenty-scvoii miles,
and at the head of tho Iquiquo road is the station
called Pozo Almonte, or tho "Well of Almonte."
From this well or pool is now drawn the greater
part of the water supply of l(juique by m> ans of
four inch pipes. Ii tills supply can bo cut off and
at the same tiino distilling at Iquiquo stopped by
threats of a bombardment, the city must fall through
a water famine.

TUB i'KUUVIAN FOBCKS.
The Peruvian forces immediately available comprisesome eight thousand men that have already left

Iquique tor Pozo Almonte, and 6,000 more of Boliviansand Peruvians that are now marching from
Arica. Should the Chiloans succeed in preventing a
junction of these arrnie* thetr numerical superiority
and preponderance of artillery will give them an imniensoadvantage in the attack. Tho country betweenTarapaca and Pozo Almonte is a wilderness of
sum! hills and raviues, and the Peruvians claim that
the Chilean army will be lost iu its deserts. From
Pozo Almonte to Iquique is a sandy paiupa, and
oilers a flue Hold for battle. Tho Chileans expect a
further reinforcement of cavalry, and doubtless be-
fore a decisive engagement occurs every available
man will be In the lield. TUe 1'eruvians, shut
oil from sea transport, must march tlicir forces
overland. and, taken unaware* an they have been, any
considerable increase in their numbers is not to to
looked for. bhould the Peruvians succeed In checklugthe enemy iu the mountain defiles the campaign
may yet be favorable to thum; but once the open
plain is gained, the superior discipline, better organizationand greater determination of the Chileans
is sure to prevail.

WITH WHICH DID OFFICES MOHU 8TBIKE A

MAN WUO DIED SUBSEQUENTLY OF A FBACTUKEDHKUIX?.AN EYE-WITNESS 8TOBY.
There died yesterday. In the Chambers Street Hospital,an ttukuown man, who, if the testimony of an

eye-witness be reliable, was clearly the victim of a

policeman's club. He was drunk, as most such victimsare, and incapable of comprehending and answeringthe questions put to him by the officer, a d
for thia inability, as the eye-witness avers, be was

clubbed on both sides of the head till lie fell uu the
aidewalk and fractured his skull. He was taken,
Friday night, in a state of insensibility, to the Madisonstreet police station, and subsequently removed
to the Chambers Street Uoi-itiUl, where he was receivedat twenty-live minutes past ten P. M. Ue expiredyesterday morning at ttfteeu minutes to twelve,
being ail the time uuconscloug. lie was a man about
thirty-eight years of age and apparently belonging to
the sealaring class, five feet eight iuches in height,
with light blue eyes, light hair and saudy beard and
mustache. He wore a gray undershirt and drawers,
a white shirt and over it one of blue flannel, brown
pants and vest striped with red, a blaek overcoat
and laced shoes. No papers or mouey were found
on bis person, either a', the station house or in the
hospital, aud no marks were discovered on bis clothingto lead to his identity. Uu the sergeant's blotter,after giving a description of his appearance and
clothing, was the entry that he was brought to tho
station house by UlUcer John Mohr, at ten P. M.,
"unconscious trom a wound in the back of the head,
supposed to be from falling on tbe sidewalk."

TUK STullY or AM KVK-WITNKSS.
George P. Gee, of No. 'J9 Madison street, a work*

man in the employ of Joseph Stiller, tea merchant,
at No. 177 Chambers street, spoke us tollows to a
Hkkald reporter about tho case last evening:."I
was coming from a prayer meoting in the baptist
Church, corner of Gouveruour and Madison streets,
about half-past niue o'clock Friday evening, whon 1
uuuru a puiiudiuuu talking uui iouu, una my auentionwas attracted. I hoard him say to a mau who
was lcauing against a signpost in trout of him, and
to all appearances drunk, 'If you dou't toll me
your nanio and where you live I'll knock all the
teeth down your throat." I stood and looked
on, and I heard the officer ask the man
again where he lived. The man seemed so stupid
from driuk as not to be able to answer. Then the

Soliceman, when ho wouldn't answer, hit him a hard
low with his club on the right Bide of the head,

and the mau took no more notico of it tliau to
straighten up a little aud say, 'You had no right to
do that 1' Then the policeman asked him again for
his name, and, receiving no answer, hit him a far
heavier blow thau the first one on the left side of
his head that might be heard a block off, and the
man's legs gave way aud ho fell just as if he was
shot, anil the back of his head struck the flags aud
the blood spurted from Qis nostrils. There
were two men besides myself standing by
at the time, and the three of us triod
to stand him on his feet, but it was no use.
In the meantime the policeman wont away for a
handcart, and after trying two or three places came
back with one. With the help ot those around the
uuconselous man was put in and wheeled down to
the station house. A man came up after the clubbingwas over and sang out, 'What's tho matter?
Why, I heard the thud down on tho other corner.' "

THE OKVIOKU'S STATEMENT.
Officer Mohr was asked last evening at tho Madisonstreet station house, "Where did you meet the

man who was brought here last night with a fracturedskull?"
"I saw him twenty minutes beforo ho fell ou the

sidewalk, and then ho was staggering along the aidewalk."
"Did you offer to arrest him?"
"1 asked him who ho was and where he lived, and

told him to go home."
"What answer did ho give yon?"
"lie told me it was none o( my damned business."
"Where was he standing then?"
"He was leaning up against a sipnpost, swaying

back aud forth, aud wouldn't move on."
"Is it true that while he was thus standing you

struck him with your club on both sides of the
head?"
"Nothing of tho kind. I struck him with my

glove, and he fell ou the sidewalk."
"Only with your glove?"
"Nothing iiiore. You see, the man was drunk, and

when he fell the back of his head came in oontact
with tho edge of the curbstone, and it was that finishedhim."
"A man who declares he was present says you hit

MAD AS A MARCH HARE.

POLICEMAN KERN'S SINGULAR DOINGS W'UILE ON
POST EXPLAINED THE SADDEST PHASE OF

THE PEDESTRIAN LUNACY.
Captain Mount, of the Nineteenth precinct, becameconvinced during tbe past weak that PolicemanThomas F. Kerns was insane. He had noticed

something eccentric in the officer's actions previously,but it was only recently, when Kerns struck
down and severely injured youug Jacob Holp whllo
harnessing a horse at No. 853 Second aveuuo, that he
cams to inquire seriously into his subordinate's sanity.Ho was not left in doubt about It long. Tho
mau'i associates in tho force had had reason

to believe him stark mad for many ft dav,
but his mania took such ft shape that
they were led to believe it only an abnormal developmentof the popular pedestrian crazc. The walkingmatche* had turned the heads of a good niauy
people and whon Kerns calmly aunounced apocryphalrecords at plying the heel and toe they believed
ho was only indulging a kind of mendacity which
was generally prevalent at the time. Often were tho
tired patrolmeu awakened by ghostly footfalls in
their dormitory, and they arose only to And Kerns
tearing ut> and down at gait that made
them giddy to witness, and when at last
word cauio that residents on Second avenue
were kept in a state of constant excitement
by his sudden spurts past their doorways he was
removed from that locality and put on post in a
more sequestered neighborhood on Madlsou avenue.
The change wrought no permanent good. Visions
of burglars in full retreat began to startle the denizensas they saw Kerns flitting by during the day,
and at night tho wayfarer was often frightened
out of his life by the apparition of the ilying
pstrolman Hashing along his post like a
meteor. At last a sergeant caine upon him
when ho was going at tull speed, and reported the
phenomenon at tho statiou house. Tho Captain
called him to account, and he was not ut all backwardin explaining his position. He was to enter a
six days' walking match, he said, aud proposed
walking 1,300 miles during its continuance, making
twenty miles each hour lie appeared on the track.
Captain Mount sent for Police Surgeon Clem mens,
who examiuud Kerns and decided ho was not lit to
go uu post. He was relieved from duty then, and
nothing was heard of him till yesterday afternoon,
when his successor on .-wcond nvcnile saw him dying
over tlin n rollml Dntwecti lirtlctli and Klfty-«*iu ti t Ii
streets, to the astonishment .nnl admiration of all
dwullur* on tUo route.

Ouco iu the Tombs the Captain coaxed him to (give
over his shield and key», and Dr. Hardy on ex.
aininlng him pronounced hliu fairly demented.
From a corridor which he had heen traversing at a
rattling gait lie was removed to a cell, but its narrowconfines did not a whit abate his pedestrKin ardor.aud he was pacing about it for hours after his
confinement.

his recent and unprovoked assault on Jacob Holp lio
was tried on a charge or drunkenness, aud thu Commissionersrosorved their decision.

THE CARE OF THE INSANE.

ERRORS OF LAYMEN IN DISCUSSING THE MANAGEMENTOK ASYLUMS.CONTRIBUTIONS OF

AMERICAN SPECIALISTS TO THE KNOWLEDGE

OF NERVOUS DISEASES.
New Yoiik, Deo. 19, 187'J.

To tuk EdITOU Of THE herauj:.
la your issue of yesteruuy appears an account of a

meeting held last evouiug for tlio ostensible purpose
of changing the Lunacy laws of this State, und questioningthe administration of various State aud city
asylums.
This meeting was addressed by two or threa gentlemenwell known to the community as vigilant

their butter judgment did uot assort itself. Oil the
contrary, their efforts were pledged to tlio support
of an Ill-advised and unwarranted attack upon the
competency of several universally respected public
officials, such attack being iuspired by certain hotheadedand jealous men, and I regret to say of the
profession to which I have the honor to belong.

I do not desire to appear at this time in the light
either of an apologist or champion, for there appear
to be no charges worthy of notice to explain away,
and I feel quite sure that l>rs. Gray, Macdonuld and
other superintendents are perfectly capable ot taking
care of themsolves. There were, however, certain
statements made at the meeting at Cooper Institute
which were so obviously founded upon superficial
observations, and undoubtedly arose from the talbe
reasoning certain laymen are apt to indulge in when
they attempt to experiment to their own satisfaction
with medical or other sciences, of which they know
little or nothing, that I feel constrained to direct ut-
tention to many discrepancies in statistical and
other information advanced by some of the speakers
whose motives were well-meaning, but injudicious.
The Itev. Dr. Storrs, for instance, presented statisticsin regard to the curability of insanity, and stated

that the percentage of cures was uot as great as it
was years aj;o, wrongly insinuating that this falling
off was duo to improper and imperfect asylum treatment.Any onnfatuiiiar with the subject aud study
of mental diseases (aud I reter to physicians) will
realise that the importation of new elements of society,(oreigu vice, as well an great and alarming
changes iu American life and morals (intemperance
included), nervous diseases of an ineurablo type, of
which little was knowu jifteeu or twenty years ago,
arc becoming exceedingly rife and on the increase.It must a so be remembered that the
advances in neurological science of late years are
such a* to enable superintendents of asylums to
distiuui. *ti and deny admission to cases of eurable
functional nervous diseases, hysteria aud acute
affections presenting mental symptoms, thus makingthe percoutagc of cures appear to be greator.
Other persons than those interested in this movementwho would visit any of our asylums would
iind that a large proportion of cases were those presentingsymptoms of organic nervous disease or
chrouic insanity, which iu but few instances are
curable conditions. Equally untair is the coraparisoudrawn between curablo general diseases and disordersof the brain, tor any person of but limited
education will realize tho serious character of all
affections of the uervous system.
The statements of the modical spoaker upon the

occasion are so uutair aud unjust to the superintendentshe attacks that their denial is hardly necessary.It Js only proper to refuto them, however, in
tnto by a general denial, aud any inquiring person
msy satiny himself as to their iusincere character by
a visit to any of the asylums, where there has never
been shown the least secrecy or concealment. I have

dud that there is no "herding ' together oI acute ami
chronic coses such sh has been spoken of; that there
are hospital wards; that all the chronic male pntionuwho may bo safely trusted are daily occupied
in outdoor manual work, such as has bceu advo-
cated by the best alienists in this country and
in Europe.
As to tho charge of professional incompetency

upon tho part of superintendents, there is no proof
that such exists other than tho unsupported statementsof disappointed aspirants for office mid dischargedofficials and nurses. The medical journals
of (Jruat lirituin and the Coutlueut tully attest as to
the valuable sclentittc work of rnauy of the Americansuperintendents; and as to the suggestions In
regard to debarring physicians who have been assistantsfor years in asylums from the privilego of
promotion to the post ot superintendent, it strikes
the writer that persons who have derived extensive
practical experience are naturally better qualified for
the office than a medical man from outside who
possesses at host but theoretical acquirements. The
latter person is the speaker's ideal of the proper
man for the place.
As one of the orators stated at the meeting, agitationof this kind is productive of the worst results

so tar as the feellugs of the public at large are concerned,and the sensational articles that have recentlyappeared in the papers have already had their
evil effects, tor 1 am told by a very distinguished
physician, and doubtless others could give tiic same
experience, that one of his patient* has been made
insane by these published sensatioual articles. In
conclusion it might be stated tnat the etlorts of
these. I trust, sincere reformers may be better employedin keepiug poople out of the asylums. Dr.
'l'uke, in one of his attractive essays upon insanity,
shows us not only that the statistics in regard to tho
Increase of insanity are erroneous, but that a fair
comparison by llgures, of the auiouut, extent, curabilityand mortality of modern insanity and that of
Ulty >ears ago is impossible; that data Indicating an
increase have much to do with its presenttreatment and tho longevity of the iu-
sane, lie also proves, as do others, that certain
causes of insauity iu Ureat Britain, » Inch also liuve
touch to do with its continuance, exist to a tenfold
extent iu this country; and it is not surprising that
tho proportion of cures is, perhsps, less than elsewhere.What we really need are more extensive accommodations,which are already, however, being
provided, aud salaried assistants who will ilnd it an
object to remain at asylums in w hich they may bo
interested, speaking generally it may bo said al.-o
that wo need intelligent discussion of tho best
methods of treatment of the insauo aud a heartier
sympathy with those who are professionally charged
with their care. The task of such members of tho
medical profession is no easy one. ami their responsibilitiesare uot light, lint they will uot be helped
to diM'harwe those responsibilities by sweeping
cri icism, which implies, if it has uot the courage
direct y to charge, widespread inefficiency aud
neglect, aud which retard the efforts of men who
have devoted a lifetime lo the cause of the lusauo
with obloquy or suspicion.

ORDINATION DAY.

IN 1 EBiSTINU CEllEllONlES IN THE PROVINCIAL
SEMINARY AT TRUlf.TWENTY-ONE NEW

PKIK^TH, TWO DEACONB AND TWENTY Sl'BDEACONB.
The Ember dave brought to Troy, N. Y., tho usual

influx of guests to witness the ceremonies of ordinationat the Provincial Seminary, where, yesterday,
tweuty-one of the students received the highest
honors of the priesthood, two wore ordained
deacons and twenty were init io sob-deacons, two

wore promoted to minor orders and four received
tonsure after having made a preparatory retreat
under tho direction of tho ltev. itobert Fulton, K.
J., president of Boston College. The altar* were

decorated in the usual manner, with lights and
flowers, and at the appointed hour the long line of
candidates entered the chapel, each ouo vested
in or carrying tho robes corresponding to tho
dignity which ho was about to receive
and carrying lighted candio In his right
hand. Forming in rank on cither side of the
ch..pcl the candidates awaited the entrance of the

Right liev. F. McNelrny, D. D., Bishop of Albany,
who celebrated the mass and conferred the degrees.
After the usual preliminary prayer the Bishop robed
himself in the pontifical vestments, and, after the
"Kyric," began tliu investiture of the candidates for
the minor orders, clerics, porters, readers, exorcists
and acolytes. Up to the sub-deaconship the orders
are not binding to tliu absolute service of the
Church, but when th< candidate tukes one step torwardas a sub-deacon he has "put his hand to the,
plough" and there is no looking back. Here all the
candidates for the three higher orders.priesthood,
deacon and sub-de.icoiiship.prostrate themselves betorethe altar, while the Bishop intones the Litany of
the Saints, the clergy who are present as assistants
making the responses. No instrumental accompanimentdetracts from the solemnity of this grand
chant ot the Litany, where hundreds of well trained
voices rise and tall in the supplicating cadence of
the "Miserere nobis" and tho "Ora pro nobis," until
the Bishop invokes tho triune blessing, when the
sweetly melaucholy strains of tho "Aguua Del" completethis suppliant chant. Tho Bishop thou in-
vouos tne spirit to descend upon tnese servants or
God, and as each iu succession knei la before him
lie bestows tlie roues of otticu.amice, maniple unci
tunic.and allows thorn to touch the book of the
Epistles.
The deacons then kneel before the altar while the

Bishop places his right hand upon the head of each
one, invoking the liuly Ghost to confirm them, so
that they may abound iu the pruotioo of every virtue.He next invests each <ue with the stole and dalmaticand causes them to touch the book of the
Gospels.

EXHOIITATION AND ADMONITION.
The Bishop then exhorts the candidates for the

holy Order of priesthood and admonishes them that
it is with groat tear they should ascend to so great a

dignity. Concluding the admonition the Bishop
silently places both of his hands upou the head of
each candidate as he kneels before him, after which
all of the clergy present do the sume and then stand
facing the altar, with the right hand extended toward
the candidates, while the Bishop, with his right
hand also extondod. invokes the multiplicity of
heavenly gifts upon those who kneel beforethe altar. The Bishop then adjusts
the stole across the breast ot each candidate and
puts the chausuble over liis head, allowing the
back part to remain rolled up. After intoning the
"Veni Croator," which is continued by the choir,
the Bishop anoints the hands ot cacli candidate and
allows tliein to touch the paten and the cup of tho
chalice, after which tliey recite the remaiudor of tho
mass iu unison with the liishop. Pronouncing the
words of consecration distinctly at the same time as
the Bishoi> they exercise tor the first time tho power
of the priest and recite the "Confitor." The liishop
again placing his hauds upon the head of each one,
confers the power ot absolution, unfolds the chausable,and tuking the hands of each uew priest betweenIlls owu, receives his promise of obedience to
tho authority vested in the Cardiual-Arclibishop of
tho diocese. At tho conclusion ot the mass the
lilsliop intoned the "To Deiim," which was taken up
and sung by tho assembled clergy and those who
had received holy orders.
