wolkest of a1l tle candidates; that to somiuste
bim would imperil the party; that it would causo
great defections and losses in States which are now
republican by only small majorities, sud that
those who thus belleve will be found ready to cast
their votes for that candidate of the othors named
who shall show the greatest strength in the Conven-
tion, They sdd sighificantly that the gallerios will
not bo allowed to usurp the functions of the Con-

different purts of the country, representing an al-
leged state of gcurr‘l agreement among republican
leaders in favor of the renomination of Geceral
Grunt tor a third term, are vidiculed by well in-
formed people here ns evident fabirications of the
Grant people, who find themselvess so much weaker
than they hoped that they attewpt to imupose on the
eredulity of the country by fulse news.

Your correspondent spenks from positive knowl-
edgo in making the statements whick tollow :—

Pirst—Becrctary Shermun Lus always been opposed
fo o third term, and is now as strongly opposed to it
a8 ever. He does not and will no! support the
movement to make General Grant the republi-
ean  Presidentinl candidate, He holds that it
would bos mistake in General Grant to allow his
name to be brought forward; nnd he believes
that Grant would be a weuk candidate for the
party, and that his nomicstion would make
defeat lhighly probable, if not certain, Mr.
Bherman is a Presidentisl candidate himself; his
friends believe hin to possess great strength; and
he will not in any case give up his candidacy or give
hisstrencth aud influence to Goneral Grant. Any
pretence that Seerotary Sherman or his friends have
surrendercd or mean to, or will surrender to the
Grant mo t {8 8 falsehood, put forward by
those who are pushing the Grant movement in order
to delude the publlc into a beller that they are strong
where in fact they are weak,

MI. BLAINE'S POSITION.

Second—Tho recently developed weakness of the
Grent movement in the Northwest has alarmed the
Grant men, and they ses that with an open appeal to
pirty support they will make no show, Hence vari-

ous misrcpresentations Hke that . concerning Seore-
tary Shermau's adbesion. A similar report has been
quistly pushed in political circles for some weeks
that MfP. Blatne had also given Llis adhesion
to the Grant movement. This was put forth with
much circumstance, it being pretended that Mr.
Bisine had authorized ox-Attorney General Pierre-
pont to write to General Grant thet if ho (Grant)
desired the nomination he (Blaine) would not oppose
bim now or in the Convention, but on the contrary
would assure him of the support of himself and
friends. Your correspondeont is able to say posie
tively that this report also s entirely untroe. Mr,
Bisine is himself o Presidontial candidate and has
no iotention of withdrawing; his friends, among
whom are many of the shrewdest and most active
politiciane of the republican purty, find that Mr,
Blaino is very strong in the West and North-
west, and mneither he mnor they lave the
least intention of making thelr submission
to the Grant movement, They have mnot for-
gotten that Mr. Blaine nand the Blaine wing
of the party were decidedly cut by General Grant
and the people now pushing the Grant movemont,
in the last two yeusrs of the last administration, and
they are not anxious to help Gmat toa third term,
which would leave them out in the ecld,
PRESIDENT HAYES' ATTITUDE.

Third—The report that Preasldent Hayes favors or
prefers thie renomination of General Grant, or in any
way aympathizes with the Grant movement, s
equally and entlrely false. Mr. Hayes takes no part
in Presidestial manipulstions; indeed, he holds
bimself very carefully aloof. Dut nothing i¥ more
eertain here than that he does not look with favor
on the renomination of General Grant and that he jg
placing no obatacles in the way of Sceretary Shoer-
mau's friends.  Some time ago it wus Industrionsly
whisperad about by the Grant people that Mr, Hayes
Lind sald ho preforred Grant to Blaine. Thm.ll not
u word of truth iu this tale,

THE NATIONAL COMMITTEE,

Fou'th<The pretence of the Grant men that the
choloe of Mr, Cameron to be chairman of the Na-
tional Comrmdttes was o success of tlheirs 18 also
false. The Grant men wished to make Mr: Thomas
C. Platt, of New York, chairman, as their first
choles, Mr, Platt was not nnxious to serve, but was
willing if {t was required of him; but he did not
devolop sufliciont strength in the committee to make
his somination pradent. Mr. Camoron had the
support of the Sherman mombers of the committee
three weelts before it met, If Mr, Blaine had bLoon
liere the Blalue mon would also have supported
him, for such was the intention, and it was only theo
unexpected developauent of the Grant movemoent's
weakness and Mr. DBlaine's strongth in the North-
west which, at the last momont, persusded tho
Blaiue people to set up General Averill as their ean,
didate for chairman, Therenpon the Grant men
turned in sud helped the Sherman men to elect Sen-
