It takes him
an entire monotonous act to show that August
Kulike is an honest man. The plot is so feeble
that it is scarcely worth recording. After Dr.
Schweitzer has made his honest Dienstmaun it takes
him another act to show in a most wearisome fashion
the servility of a curious class of shoddy Berlin societyto thin honest man, whom thoy fancy is a millionnaire.Through three long, tiresome acts DieustmanuKulike, of Untur den Linden, Uerliu,la trotted out with a fellow Dienstmann
aud the ladies of his family to aing classic ting-tangl
couplets and to utter wearisome commonplace wisdomand flat absurdities. It is unfortunate that the
management of the Germania Theatro, lookiug over
the rich treasures ot modern Ourniaa comedy and
farce, stumbled on such a very wretched piece. It
would be unjust to criticise the artists who had to
play in it.

STEINWAY HALL^.CHAMBER MUSIC.
The smaller hall of Steiuway's was comfortably

filled last evening by a semi-professional audience,
anxious to hear the programme of chamber music
prepared by Mr. Willielm Mueller. The string
quartet of the evening was composed of
Messrs. Carl llichter, first violin; Mr. M.
Van Gelder, second violin; Mr. Julius Iiiscli,
viola; Mr. Willielm Mueller, 'cello. Miss Lina Anton
was the pianist of the evening. The programme
was well selected, and consisted of Mozart's string
quartet XVIL, C major; Tartini's "Le Trillo du
Diable," and liobcrt Schumann's quintet in £ flat
(opus 44). Of the four movements in the Mozart
composition the andnnto cantabile and the
menuet allegro were specially meritorious, and,
while the entire selection was most ably
rendered, these movements were peculiarly well
treated. Mr. liichter's playing ot the sonata for piano
and violiu. "Le Trille du Diable," was very lino in
tone and phrasing, but he was not so well supported
as he might have been, the opening passages of the
second movement being rather badly and not at
all promptly taken by the pianist. Tl.o quintet
went very well indeed, and was a thorough successfor all the player*. The first movement
was given with real brilliancy, and the
flniab and mioil taste exhibited in the second
were most meritorious, its ilnale being bundled with
remarkable delicacy. The rapid passages which followwere taken well together and most consistently
and clearly phrased, producing charming effects.
The final movement was also very evenly done, and
Its varied expression most intelligently shown, the
quintet ot players carrying thecompositionon, moat
excellently to a well executed conclusion. Miss Antonwas very good in the pi mo score of this selection,showing groat improvement on her playing in
the Tartlni music.
Thu evening was an enjoyablo one, and while the

audience was not large it was of such a quality ai to
tnako its praise.which was treqnently demonstrated.most complimentary to Mr. Mueller and

> his fellow musicians.

THE 8ILVEK CIliCU-LATION.

GENERAL DISPOSITION TO DECEIVE ALL FRACTIONALCOINS NOT CLIPrED OB MUTILATED,
Though a ticket seller of the "L" railroad recentlydeclined to receive from a passenger a silver

dime because it was slightly worn by time and long
usage, the almost universal custom in thiacityls
to freely accept any American silver coins, except
trade dollars, which are not mutilated or dipped.
The treasurer of the *'L" road denied that ho had
issued any instructions to refuse ailver coins that
hud merely undergone abrasion iu the courso of
circulation, and tho coin elerk of the Hub-Treasury

light silver if the lightlies* wan the result of
natural voir. If he could not distinguish tho
nationality or denomination ho would not tako
it, but there in no law limiting the abrasion
of Bilvcr. In various batiks, business houses
and hotels where a Ueiuld reporter called
yesterday he received a uniformly negative answer to
the question, "Do you refuse uuy American silver
because of its being naturally worn ou one or both
sides?" Silver that is perforated with holes is refusedin many place*, but in the majority of instances.asin retail grocery and dry goods stores,
beer and liquor saloons and like places.even such
mutilated silver pas*c* current, the takers being
satisfied that they will find other people to recolve it.
Clipped silver pieces are gonerally rejected, but as
a rule these are not numerous. In banks of deposit
they are more particular about the character or tho
silver they roeeive, as it has to undergo
sharp scrutiny wlicn taken to the Hub-Treasury. It
might be thought that at tho l'ost Office tho silver
presented should bo without tlaw, but in this respectthere is much indulgence allowed. Tho assistautcashier of the l'ost Office, Mr. Lounsberry,
said:."Wo accept a good deal of silver from the
public that tlie Hub-Treasury declines to receivo
from us, but which wo get rid of in various ways,
as tu wages and payments. It is such silver as passes
current everywhere iu business, but the Treasury
will not accept from us even u half dollar woru like
this (showing a flfty-cent piece on which the design
and lettering were perfectly legible in front, but
blurred and smoothed away on tho back). They are
still more particular, of course, about gold coiu."
"Do you often have occasion to refuse silvor from

people coming here?"
"Not often. You see, flvo or six hundred people

come here iu a day, anil it would be odd if iniuu of
them did not have a multlatod silver coin, l'erhaps
two or three such cases occur every day. We reject
mutilated coin."
"Besides American what other coiu do you rocoive?"
"Canadian almost entirely. Little, if any, silver of

any other nationality is presented."
"liow much silver do you scud to the Bub-Trcasuryevery day?"
"Between $3,000 and $3.ouo."
"And yon can dispose of all tbo silver they reject?"
"Yes; we can find plenty of poople to tako it off

our hands."
