once. The Prince, it is added, mistrusts tho
Porte and suspeets that Mukhtar Pachia is not
{nstructed to satisfy Montencgro in the senso of
the Berlin Treaty., The asccounts from Con-
stantinople do not confirm this information.
Mukhtar Pacha, it is stated, will, if necessary,
compel the Albaninns by force to submit to the
truusfer of Playa and Gusinje to Montenegro.
The Governor Gemeral nnd the military com-
mander of the villayet of Kossovo are
reported to have arrived at Prisrend, the
latter having with him a proclawation to the
inhabitants of the distriets ceded, urging the
necensity of their immediate transfer to Monte-
negro. It is even stated that the Albanian no-
tabilities have sent a delegate to Muokhtar
Pucha promising to abandon all idea of resist-

WRECK OF THE BORUSSIA,
THE OWNERS STILL HAVE HOPES THAT HER

PARBRNOENS ARE BAPE—MISADVENTURES OF

THE THIRD OFFICER—FIVE MORE SURVIVOES

ARRIVE AT LIVEEPOOL.

The owners of the steamer Borussin allege
that they believe that the vessel is still afloat,
as ghe is bullt with water tight compartments,
and that she is still in the track of Americau
vessels ; they also allege that they are hopeful
coneerning the erew und passengers. The third
officer’s boat was the lnst to leave the ship,
Awong the other boots was o Inrge boat
containing twenty Spaniards, and the mate's
bout coutaining thirteen persons; those
when last seen—presumably by the third
oficer's boat—were doing well. The third
officer made an unsuccesaful sttempt to tow
another boat containing two men. The crew
of the steamer, when the boata left, were build
jug rofts. The wind was then blowing n
gale. Later odvices by telegraph from Liver-
pool represent that nothing really new conoern-
iug the disaster can be obtained. It is nsserted
ut the office of the ngents that the eaptain did
Lis duty manfally.

BTORY OF THE THIRD OFFICER.

In his statethent the third officer of the Bo-
russin says that after the large beat, contaiping
twenty Spaniards, and the mate's boat, contain-
ing thirteen persons, had left tho Borussia a
lifeboat, containing two of the stewards of the
steamer, got adrift. He was sent after this
bont by the cuptain and took charge of it, tak-
ing his own boat, in which'flve men were left,
in tow; but the boat was swamped and all
on board were drowned. The third offi-
cer endeavored to again reash the Bo-
russis, which was fast sibking, but was
unuble to mseke head against the wind.
He was ultimately compelled to abandon the
attempt and run before the wind. At the time
this ocenrred there were siill three boats with
the Borussin. The agents ot Liverpool of the
lost stenmer Borusain state that there were one
cabin and sixty-four steerage passengers from
Liverpool for New Orleans and eighty steerage
passengers from Corunna for Hovana, A
steamtug whieh has just arrived at Liverpool
reports that she spoke an inward bound bark
with filve more survivors of the steamer Borus-
sin disaster on board. The name of the bark
was not obtained by the tug. She was spoken
off the Bultee Islunds.

ADRIFT FOR FIVE DAYH.

Later in the day the bark Fuda arrived at
Liverpool.with five Spaniards who were saved
from the Borussia. Owing to their inability to
spenk English it is difficult to get from them a
conmrected narrative of the terrible hardships
they have undergome. Their boat, before it
lett the DBorussia, contained, besides the
Spaniards, the mate and three women ; but no
sooner was the boat lowered than it was partly
stove by knocking against the steamer. The
mate and the women sccordingly returned to the
wreck, but the Bpaniards partly stanched the
bole in the boat with some clothes, and thejr
rope breaking they were cast off from the
steamer. They had some provisions, but none
of them knew anything of seamanship. For
five days and aix nights they were tossed about,
suffering terribly, when they were obeerved by
the German bark Fulda, in latitude 33 deg. 15
min. north, lmgitnde 25 deg. 45 min. west.
They know nothing of the fate of the Borussin.
The latter waes conveying to Texus sixty-five
farmers and thelr familics from the counties of
Lancashire, Yorkshire and Durham, and a fow
from Scotland and Ireland.

AN OFFICIAL INQUIRY.

The Board of Trade has ordered an inquiry
into the loss of the Borussin. The,dute of be-
ginning the inguiry bas mnot yet been
fixed. The TVmes’ despatch from Liverpool
saysthe captain of the Fulda reports that on
the 7th inst. he picked up a boat, in which
were five Spaninrds, The rescued men alopt
uninterruptedly for sixty-eight hours. Upon
hoing questioned they stated that they had

joined the Borussia at Cornnna. They also

stated that the captain of the Borussia guve the
order to lower the boats. They report that they
stopped the hole in their bost with a pair of
oilskin trouscrs.

Colonel Nerman telegraphs from
Jugdulluk to<lay as follows:—' ‘Heavy firing
has beon heard in the direotion of Cabul for the
pust forty-cight hours. General Gough is elose
to Latabaad, and it is expected that he will
reach Cabul to<day.”

They donbted
if their words wero rightly reported; but when
the messenget in chiel said that n greater ehief
than Major Clarke wos coming up to Fort
Wecber and that they onght to come and see
him they excluimed that they were not fools
te bo (taught by Clarke orjany one clse
the way that two of their people had been and
that if the white people wanted to fight they
wero ready. They had not got the eattle the

white people ssked for. “The English,” they
&aid, “promised 2,000 heai of eattle to the Bocrs.
Then Major Clurke came snd promised that
Sccoomui should live iu pesce and socurity, for
which he thanked the Mujor; but when Major
Clarke asked for the eattle promised to the
Boers Becoewnd told kim bhe had not got them,
aud that he had only promised them to escape
from the Boers ‘*Then,’ said Clarke, ‘you
hud better pay the fine before you éan expect to
live in peace.! 8o we found the English were
taking us in & trap and that thoy were no better
than the Boers, We never will be subjeet to the
Euglish, who compel the people to build forts
and to work for them. All the English are
liars. Boomer than submit to such o race we
will fight for our lives.” Bo said Maekumpizi,
Bebase and Kyoluke, chiefs of renown, and ene
added that the Euglish had no friends ameng
suy native tribe, bus that men submitted from
fenr, but brave men would not. The Zulus had
not bBeen besten, and there were Zulus
in their land who said so. Where wete
Zulu prisoners! Where were Zulu eattle!
The messenger told them Cetywayo was s pris-
oner and that they would suffer the fate of the
Zulus if they resiated. They replied, *““The
English are great in war and diplomacy, but
they are the greatest liars in the world.” They
would, however, make a truce for a year, but
they would never submit. They added that
they had not usked for peace, and that it was
for the English to come to them, and not for
them to go to the English, The mass meeting
of the people which Sccocoeni attended defl-
nitely decided on war.]

GORDON IN EGYPT.

DISPLEASURE OF THE MINISTERS WITH THEIR
AMBABBADOR TO ABYSSINIA— OVERHAULING
HIS ACCOUNTS IN THRE SOUDAN—COHARGES OF
INSINCERITY,

A despatch toethe Stondard from Cairo
says:—''At o council of the Egyptian Minis-
ters, at which the European Controllers were
present, the Khedive submitted a despateh from
Gordon Pacha stating that taxes amounting to
£250,000 remained to be collected in the Sou-
dan. The Ministers expressed great surprise,
and the Khedive demanded an explanation
from Gordon Pacha. In another despateh Gor-
don Pacha desives that Egypt should cede to
Italy & port in the Red Bea in order to produce
complications between Abyssinia and Iltaly.
The Miunisters nnnnimously rejeoted the pro-
potal. Other despatchies were submitted to the
Counell from Gordon Pucha, showing his incon-
sistency. Gordon Pacha left Massowah on the
21st ingt. for Cairo.”

THE EXVOY IN ABYSSINIA.

[The results of Colonel Gordon's mission to
King Jobn have mow been published. On ar-
riving at Ahba he was received by sn Abyssin-
inn Court official, who gave severnl entertain-
ments in his honor and detained him a whole
week. At Adua be was received by the King
with great pomp and ceremony, and a villa was
placed at his disposal, where he lodged ot the
King's expense. Four days after his arrival he
roceived notico that the King had left for the
provinee of Amhars, where an insarrection
hid broken out, und would be absent three
weeks. That time clapsed, snd the King
did not return, so the Egyptian envoy had no
other alternative but to follow him to Amharn.
After his arrival at Debrs Tabor, Gordon Pachn
had two sudiences with the King, which led to
no result whatever, as the latter argued that
without the high dignitaries of the Kingdom he
could take no important resolution. A fort-
night afterward the King returned with Gordon
Pacha to Adun. A grand couneil was then
aseembled, but after severnl sittings they de-
clared that the question of peace or war cons
cerned the King alone, as he knew best what
was good for hiis people. Therenpon the King put
forwntd the following conditions of peace:—
1. Restitution to Abyssinin of the const terri-
tory that had been ceded. 2. Deparfire from
those districts of the Mussulman colonists,
3. Restitution of the taxes collected there dur-
fog the Egyptian oecupation, amounting to
60,000,000f. 4. Restitution of the Bogos ter-
ritory. 5. An extensive rectification of fron-
tier in the direction of the Nile. 6. Recogni-
tion of King John us Emperor of Abyssinia.
