OPERA SINGERS AT THE BROOKLYN
TABERNACLIE,

Her Majesty's opera troupe gave & rt laat
evening at the Brooklyn Tabernacle, of which Rev.
T. DeWitt Talmnage is pastor, The vast building was
well filled with an sudience who manifested their

It was evident from the outset that the
sudience were iu thorough sympathy with
the oceasion, aud prepared to receive in a
good natured way, whatever might bo presented, for
nobody knew whether the affair would be a success
or a fmlure.

MLLE. MARIMON'S MARIA.

Decxunxn 25. 1879,
To Tae Eprror or THE HERALD:—

There was one point in Mile, Marimon's charming
performance last night to which your musical eritic
might, I think, have fairly taken exception. Isup-
pose I have no business to pass criticisms on mat
tors masical, but I mode such & journey to hear “La
Figlia™” last night that I feel almost justified in so
doing (for this oceasion only)., Lot me describe my
heroic straggle. I lectured at Cortland Tuesday
evening; yestorday I got up at haslt-past thres A. M.
and from four to & quarter past tour might huve been
seen, if it had not been pitoh dark, sliding, stum-
bling snd occasionally falling over the sloppy surface
of trodden snow which covered tho road to the de-
pot.

[Mem.—After trying several varieties, I ineline to
think that, with one exception, the slipperiest kind
of walking s over snow which has been trodden
into ice and has then been “*washed, well washed in
a shower.” The exception is what the French eall
verglas. Let the rain be falling heavily at the time,
the traveller carrying luggage and an umbrella, the
time o perfectly dark night, the roadway unknown,
and I think his happiness is likely to be complete
though brief. Another scientific observation I
made—viz,, that s full or two, under such condi-
tions, chilis about as effectually na a fall into an jce-
cold river. You speak of me ms descending to
earth now and then. You would have been
of 1t had your editorial eye seen
ms yesterdasy morning. This, however, is a
digression]. The New York train was an hour and
a guarter late st Syracuse, but, ss it resched New
York at & guarter to eight, 1 managed, thanks to a
really business-like hackmun, to get to the Academy
of Music some five or six minutea oply after the
opers hal begun—leaving dinmer till “after the
operas was over.” It1 vent then, to criticise one
little point, it must be remembered that I had paid
the great & very practical compliment in
the first inetance, especially as I shull go West again
to Ilion, not very far [rom Cortland, to-morrow.
