Editor Boutelle, of the Bangor Whig and Courier,
To-day the streets of Augusta have been thronged
with an crowd of wen
anxious to leurn the true situastion of affairs. The
Maine Standard printed an extrs edition this sfter-
noon in which was published telegraphic reporta
irom"Bangor and other matters concerning the situ-
ation. The Standard says:—

*“Lho news from Bapgor i{s simply sstounding.
Notwithstanding the 1 y appeals to tise pas-
slons of men sll over the Btate, treasonable utter-
ances and threats ot angry, evil disposed peraons to
robel against the regular constituted authorities of
the State, few men were prepared for an mctual out-
break 4t this time, and they can hardly realize now that
treason actually exists in our good old State and has
actually deveveloped itself in overt mcts. But such
are the facts. Unexpected and unwelcome as these
are they must be mot and dealt with all the same.
We advise calm and deliberate consideration and
sction in the premises; but there must be no yield-
ing to mobs, no halting in piving s firm and deter-
mined support to the suth in supp ng in-
surrection. Public order must be preserved at all
hazards, snd all good citizens, without distinction
of party, should coma forward and lend their influ-
ence for the preservation of the dignity and pesce of
the State, The only division ‘now is to be betwoan
loyslists and rebels, Will you stand on the side-of
the government or the rebellion?"

THROWING BLAME ON BLAINE, '

Mauny influential republicans in this city deprecate
the Bangor riot of*yesterdsy, and say that they do
not prop to set th lves up as & mask behind
which Blaine and Hamlin may sneak. They assert
with {durabl L that Blaine has started
the rebellion by inaugurating, at the expenso of the
Eepublican State Committee, the serles of indigna.

What his dispositions are it will be impossible for
me to accurately determine to-night, but as he bears
sn excellent reputation s u soldier I have no doubt

Irode back
to the Exchange, where I arrived about t four
o'clook. Shortly after word was brought in the
teama bearing the arms had been ‘surrounded by an
immense orowd of men, the horses of the hoad team
haring been stopped by a republican named Boyd
on Bammond street, in front of the Whig
and Courier office, where Boutelle was making
an inflammatory speech, saying that thoso srms
should not go another stop furtber. When I arrived
upon the sceue I found a crowd of more than & thou-
sand mon, who had congregatod almost inan i nt,
and, it would seam, by rtod g t
and amid loud snd angry cries demanded the
of the stores upon the trucks to the srsenals, I was
met by & man, whom I afterward learned was Bou-
telle, who demanded of me by what suthority I was
moving those arms, Ireplied, ‘By the authority of
the Governor. I was then informed by soms
one that the Mayor wisked to wsec me and
that he wasin the centre of the crowd. I managed,
with some difioulty, to elbow my way to the
Mayor's slde. He informed e that it would be im-
possible for him to control the crowd of Infuristed
men if I persisted in moving the stores; thatin
such an event blood would: be spilled snd he could
not be rosponsible for the resuit. He sald 1 counld
do sa I plonsed nbout the maiter, bui said the
troublo would be wsevere. I had no mili-
tary wunder me. The pofice wWore power-
less 1o ald mea in any way, and to
avoid s confliel in the streets of Bangor, with the
possibility of the destruction of much valuable
property, L ondered the truckmen to turn about and
roturn the stores to the arsenal, the Mayor sending
asguad of police to guard them from a poesibls

attack.
POLICE PROTECTION NOT NEEDED,

+«Many angry threats were made against me by a
great many republicans, and the Mayor offered me
the protection of the police, but I did not have
roason to call for any usaistance. Iatonoce telegraphed
Governor Garcelon tlie fagt that the stores had
been stopped by a crowd upon the streets and
thot I had sent them back to the arsenal and that I
would be in Augusta on the Pullman train. My
friends in Bangor informed me that s sooret military
compsny had been formed g the repubi
and my staps had bean watched. In faot, ufter I left
the arnenal & hack containing Boutelle and somo
other republicans drove out there, for the purpose of
watchiug my movements, no doubt. Iam sstisfled
that the feelings engendered by the writings and
specchen of the stalwart ed in Maine joned
the whole trouble,” :

Major Fronch is given credit for the forethought
snd presence of mind which prompted him to order
the arms back to the arsenal, and thus avolded the
spilllng of blood and the deatruction of property.

leg near the hip. Other portions of the saw passsd
through portions of the woodwork in the shop, tear|
the partitions into splinters and removing pleces o
wood to & distaues of Afty foot. Bome of the work-
men omployed in the place had narrow enoapes from
being setionaly injured, it not killed ontright. Mre,
Bmith was conveyed st once 40 his home in o un-
conscions condition, In three hours he died, De
oonsud was fifty yea=s of age, and leaves behind him
s wite and six clildeen. The waw, the bursting of
which caused Mr, sSmith's death, was a thirty-two
ineh eiretlar, newly made of the best steel, and had
ounly been in use one week when the accident ve-
curred, About two years ago Smith nearly lost his
life by & similar sccldont, sud st that time considers
able dsmiage was done W the bullding.
