Arrested by Captain Murphy in a Pat- |

erson Boarding House.

A DETECTIVE REPORTER

He Remembers a Name, Sees a Strange
Face and Identifies the Fugitive.

————

Elward A, Scannell, the youngest brother of the
famous fighting family of Scannells sud the one
who sbot Henry Wilson on Wednesday last at about
two o'clock iu tho mworning, was arrestod last ovon-
ing Ly Captain Murphy in a respectable boarding
house in Bssex stroet, Paterson, N, 4., and brought
to this eity. MHe was locked uplt n the Twenty-
first precivet station bouse and will be taken lo
court this morning for examination.

It will be remembered that the alfray of Wednes-
day moruing oceurred inallynor saloon kept by
Cooke & MeCabe at No. 634 Third syenue. This
saloou was ralded on Sunday night last by Captain
Murphy, sud the barkeeper and & number of inmales
of the place arrestod, A little while after tho arrosts
were made, Edward Beannell visitod the Twonty-first
precinet station house incompany with Alderman
Hall, tor the purpose of interceding for the bar-
keeper, but was able to obtain no satisfaction. Being
obliged to lesve without having sccomplished any-

ihing, he went with his companion to
a restsurant on Third avenue, whore tho
two sat drinking coffoe  for some littlo

time, Captain Murphy followed them shortly
ater, not having scen them in the station house,
tor the purpose of seeing Scanuell, wbom he knew
ouly by reputation. Sceing the pair in the

restaurant he took o good look at the young man,

little thinking ot tho sime how useful the knowledge
would prove within the week, After the shooiing
be bered the incident, and was at once on the
look out for the face he Lad gazed st so carciully.
Beannell, howoever, coverel his tracks so carotully
pfter escaping from the salcon that it seemed up to
yusterday that he would probably gut off altogoether,
and very likely be would have but for a curious
pequence of eircuinstances,
YUNGER AND HIS FRIEND *"WILSON,"

A HEmaLb reporter was slightly sequaintod with a
man nsmwed Yunger, He had secn lim twice and
knew that he kept & saloon on Third avenue, Lis
partner's nawe being MeUabe, The name MeCabe
reminded the reporter of Yunger and suggestea
in that way a connection between Yunger and Scan-
nell. He found, however, on inguiring, that McCoabe
& Yungoer's saloon wus several blocks away from
Cooke & MeCabe's, and the thought passed sway for
the time. On Friday evening he met Yunger in
FPaterson in compuny with a young man whom Yun-
ger futroduced ws  Mr. Wuson, The reporter
E:‘opuu&d Lser. Mr. Yunger demurred, mucl

the reporter’s surprise, as  he kunow
something about Yunger's habits. “Mr. Wilson®
alwo demurred with what seutied UDNeScssary om-
phusis, but after some hesitation both agresd to take
gome beer and went to s neighboring suloon. Hero
“Mr. Wilson” expluined with great aistinctness,
without beiug questioned on the snbject, that he
lived in Perth Amboy, had only been in New
York a tew days, and that he was not well ac-
gusinted with Mr. Yunger, He also explaiped
without seeming to be in the least intoxicated
that be bad a triend who bhad greal influence in the
Distriet Attorney’s office in New York, nnd told
pther things which presented him in the light of an
pld resident of this city. This kind of talk seemod
mspicious to the reporter and recalled the impres-
von, then half forgotten, which he had formed of
Mr. Yunger's connection witly Scanuell. Without
saying suythung he kept teack of the couple after he
aad parted from them, and learned that Yanger took
bis companion to the bosrding house on Essex
atreet and thiat the latter engnged board there under
the name of John Wilson.

THE AREEST,

Buspecting that *John Wilson"” was really the
man who ghot Heury Wilson Il-:‘ftall:ardly com pared
notes with Captain Muarphy, sud the latter in con-
sequence took the bhalt-past wix P. M, train for Pater-
sou in company with o Now York deteelive, Arrive
ing at Paterson they visited tho offics of the Chiet of
Pulice and told him fhat they Lsd reason to
boliove that Seannell was in the city. The Chief lis-
tened to thelr statement carotfully sud orderod threo
of bis men to sssist iu the search. The party then
wunt to the b liouse in Kssex street and

reconnoitred. 1t was  foupd to be & white
frame builiing, larger than most of the others

quict street, with  three ways of
exit. Oue of the Paterson men  woul

to the frout door, closely followed by Captain Mur-
Kh:r. while the other doors were carofully wateled,

'bo boll was rung and Seannell himself camo to the
door, He expluined afterward that be was the only
person in that purt of the house, the otlier Inmates
ull being in tue busement, while b was aslesp in the
parlor, Supposing himself to be beyond the Limits of
the search t be knew was being made for him boe
Lisd not thie slightest hesitation about going to the
door, but was startled by the question that wet him

thore,

“ls Younger hore?” said the detective.

“No,"” said Seannell, instantly on Lis guard,

His caution, howover, wus uscless, for astopping
puat the Puterson policemnan Cuptain Murphy sutae,
“] waut you.” The boy—bhe is no more than n boy
1 avpesrance—staggored back, overcome with as-
tonishment. He could say nothing auua offured no
resistance and made no effort to eseape, Rewem-
bering the flestness of foot bis prisoper lisd die-
Ehye- ou the night of the shooting the Captam

mndeuffed him apd watched Lim closely from that
moment until be put him o scell,  The precaution,
howuever, secmed uscless, tor Sesunell, though he
kept up bis spirits and talked and joked about his

srience, wis evidenty uumasuued by the surprise
of Lis arrest, sud owce or twice when he thought
himself unnoticsd hastily brushed away the tears
that gathiered in his oyus.

Captain Murphy, while he was clated at the eap-
ture of so important & prisoner, was anxious to know
how Seannoll hsl continued to keop out of his way
for threo days. e knew that after running out of
the saloon the boy had run up Third aveuue closely
pursued by policewon for half & dosen vlocks; he
kuew that a girl who had been with Seanncil in the
suloon bud drawn the first ‘lulirumlu ofl the chasp
by shouting “I'sn ehot!™ when she was not;
he know thet during the chiso Sesnvell bad
dodged nie pursuers, but boe Ud not know whers
Beaunell had spent the two days bo was tu New York,
though he suspected be had boen hidden in MeCabe's
liouse, Neither did he lsarn LY his  quostions
whiether this wis true, exeeptiug inferentiaily, whon
Scannoll sdmitted that nis cost bad boou went to
MetUabe's. lle did not know where it was sent from,
b said, but bo got 1t there. Ho was cautious about
answering questions, evidently understandug protiy
correctly what statemouts wore likely to be dam-
aging to him and what were not.

BOANNELL'S EPUKY OF THR AFFRAY,

After soine urging he told the story of fhe affray
of Weduesday night, claiming that thoe newspsper
accounts had beeu unfair, though the story be told

leked ut him and struck bis clin slightly, Theu,
ho claims, bo drow his pistol and fired,

Capiain Mur-
phy eorroborated that, saying that wheu the plstol
wan found the cylindor was missing, and Lad not yet
boen found.

After ho pot to Paterson, he said, he sapposod
himsolf perfeetly sate, and ho told, with cousider-
abie glow, bow he Lad spent two hours yesterday
atternoon walking around the prineipal strects of
tho eity, looking st it pointa of aiteaction sl
stopping in o tobaceonist’s wlore to buy o puekago of
cigaroties, He had y 1 poli I times,
le said, but poue of them notiecd him uny more
than some policemen in New York whom he had
passed on the strect while e was suppused to be in
hiding here. Ho went home once during this time,
Le saud, and ehanged his elothing. At the boardin,
Liouss where Lo had stopped, iL was learned that he b
given the iwpression of bhelng a very religious young
wan, as Lo had inguired very particulscly sbout the
ehmreh and the prieat aod the bours of eaply mass,
He hnd pecn taken in porfect good taith as o boarder
on Mr. Yunger's introdustion. Mr. Yunger had told
tho people of the house thst *Mr. Wilson' would
probably stay o week or two.

Although Seanncll was never, sofar as known, ar-
rested bolore, the police give hlm o bad character.
Thoy say le has foraloug time been a boon coin-
panion of low characters, Wilsou, the wonnded
maun, though he still lins in thoe hospital asnd
complains of a terrible pain in  his head,
will prnbl.hl{ recover, nccording to the oplulous
of the attending physicians. He said yestorday “hat
hie did not want to male any complaint ngninst
Seannell, but when this was told to the latter last
night he shook his bead doubtfully, “You can't de-
pond on what anybody saye in o matter like that,"
sufd he, “He may think he don’t want to make a
complnint now, and he may change his wind about
1: afterward.”

The American international ehampionship walk-
ing motch at Madison Square Garden ended shortly

Lefore eleven o'clock lust night, with Iurt as

the winner of the belt. The record of
the  winner and thossa of tha second
and third men in the mateh are larger

than &t any other contest in this country; but, not-

witl ding the prediet of many, Weston's
fest in  England bhus  wot  been  ecl psed,
The ambition of Hart's friends that ho

should complete 5530 1niles befors leaving the
track was not gratified. He was used up when be com-
pleted his 540 miles, and desired Lo retire to his tent
at twenty minutes after ten, and though his tratners
requested him to make .Ilnnthm' mile ho refused to
dogo. So weak and worn wus he that it was with
some effort that he ecould go around another lap
with the Dbelt around his woist and sm
Amorican flag in his hbhand, Thers was much
cheering and clapping of hands at this proceeding,
and his traivers madoe afinal efflort, when ho eame
around sguin, to induce him to make the 541
mice. The aondience cutmed in with the
traipers, but iHart ended the controversy by
walking to his quarters, It did not truunspire why
his friends wero £o anxions to have him go the lust
wientioned number of miles, and atter Hart did lenve
the track many suggestions were given as o solu-
tion,
A LARGE ATTENDANOE,

Throughout the day there was o large attendance,
and in tho evoning it increasod, The proximity of
three meu—Hart, Faber and Krobne—mude it doubt-
ful a8 to who would carry off the belt
snd the majority of the gato moner; so all
three kept to the walk. The other wilkers,
however, throw a little interost into the last day’s
coutest, PFitzgerald wishod to cateh up with Hughes,
spd about seven o'clock made a spurt for his
Plece., ‘I'ne latter was moving around a pie-
ture of misery, when Fitegerald met him in
the wiciulty of kis tent and begun to run.
Ho kept this up for two Lours, with slight inter-
missioms of walking, and shortly befure he left
the track he had overtakes . llughes, In
faot, for the three hourk previous to the
cloging of the race, the interest was centred
