ENGLAND'S PERIL IN INDIA.

RiS3 and Progress of the
Wahabees.

AN IMPENDING RELIGIOUS WAR.

Lord Beaconsfield is the accredited British exponentof tUo "great Awian mystery," but ho apparentlynever grabped the full blgnilicauco of his own
favorite theme. In Li* eyes tho A.bian mystery" is
a problem deep enough and dark enough tor British
conjurors to juggle with, but it refers ehietly to the
rin-.tiiiina n!1 Inw i»wn Hebrew race, with wide fiances
at tho Lebanon, the Euphrates Valley, Cyprus aud
Aaia Minor. 15ut of that vaster Asian mystery in
whose depths lie concealed the true origins of the
great Sep >y revolt of 1867-8, and of that still
greater cataclysm which bcoius now to be
imminent in ltritish India, he seems to have
no correct intuitions, aud tho official world of
Downing street aud Simla shares with him his ignorahcoand his optimism. Yet the knowledge of a

whole series of tacts of gravest import for thifu*
turc of the "greatest of Mohammedan empires" is
not far to sock, and might have been procured byLordUeaconstleld with no greater difficulty than
the consultation of a few blue books and of numerousIndian officials now in London. Sir Lewis
I'oliy, who was present at a lato meeting
of the lloyal Geographical Society (December8) and participated in the discussions
upon Mr. Wiltled Scawcn Llunt's jou/ney to
Mail jor liayel) in Jcbel-Shouier, iniijlit have enlightenedthe 1'rcuiicr as to tiiu existence of a widespreadmovement among Arabian and Indian
Moslems for the restoration of tho pure faith of
Islam, and might have reproduced tho facts of his
adventurous journey to the Waliabite capitals of
Hiadli aud Deruyeh in 13U5, in company with his intelligentcompanions. Dr. Colvil and Lloutenant
Dawes. The original reports of this highly importantjourney have been burled in tho archives of
the Indian government iustead of being at once

given to the world, as they should have been
through the publications of tho ltoyal Geographical
Society. Dr. William W. Hunter, the great Indian
statistician, is in London, and no man could bo
better able to eulightou the imperial cabinet as to
the abysses of Mohammedan disaffection in India;
tint Lords licuconsllcld, Salisbury and Cranbrook
prefer to engage him to deliver optimistic lecturesou "What England has Done for India,"
dr tough disquisitions ou "Indian Finance," rather
than grapple anew with so serious a subject as tho
present attitude of the Moslems in India. Dr. GottliebW. Leituer, of tho Punjab University, is or was

lately in London, and no man has a more accurate

knowledge of the frontier races of tho i'uujab and of
the hill tribes of the "scientific frontier" than this
eminent arcnreologist and educator, the groatest of
living linguists, who first inado known to Europo
the languages of Dardistau and S wat and the treasures
of Or.TCo-lJuddhhit art. Dut we do not hear that
Dr. Leituer has been called upon for any
elucidations at the India Ulfioe. With similar
fatuity the one man who, still uioro than Polly
or Leituer, knows all about tho Wahabeos, and has
been lor years the "voice crying in the wilderness"
proclaiming tho reality and the strength of tho
great Mohammedan revival," has just been exiledto a safe distance from tho columns of the

opposition press. Wo refer to Mr. William Gifford
Palgrave, who, in lHCU-U), accomplished one of tho
greatest geographical triumphs ou record by his
journoy across the Arabian peuiusula in the disguise
of a Syrian Bedouin, and who lias iust been tr msferredfrom the post of Uousul General at Philip,
pspolis (Eastern Itoumelia) to a similar position in
biain.

ORKIIX Or THE WAKAUKKS.
The Wahabeos, who are tho Puritiins of Mohammedanism,took their origiu in tho middle of the

eighteenth century trom ouo Abd-oi-VVahab, an
Arabian fanatic or prophet, who preached tho restorationof the primitive doctrines of Islam, lie
succeeded in converting to his viows saoud, tho
petty Sultan of Nodjed, in Central Arabia, and bolorehis iltath, in 1787, they had become dominant
throughout the greater part ot the peninsula.Abd-el-Waliab denied the inspiration of
tho korau and prohibited the practice of worship
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respects, however, ho wan a "l'rihiitlvo Mouaiumedu"v( tho straitest soct. lie inculcated a return
to (ha precepts of total abstinence from wine,
(ip111 in au>l tobacco, a strict observance of lasting
and prayer, of jimttco and the moral precept* of the
Koran, the renewal of the sacred war against tho
liilidol and the establishment of a central Arabian
Kmpire ax an otlsut to tlio relaxation of doctrine by
tlio psuedo-Caliphs of Statulioul. 15y Ilia aid Saoud
domiuatcd all the surrounding Sheikhs and founded
an empire of which the capital was lierayeh.
Saoud's son, Abd-ul-Aziz, wan still in urn penetrated
with the uplrit of the great reformer, and it wua
in hiti reign that the Meet wax llrst heard of
outside ot Arabia. Directing hiseiicrgies principally
to thu overthrow of the corrupt oilleial traditions
ho marched liia armies against tho sacred cities of
l»lam, took Mecca in lnuil. and his son, Saoud 11.,
took Medina in lbu-t, slaying great numbers of
idolatrous pilgrims. These cities were purged of tho
relic* of paganism which had grown up around tho
aauctuaries, the Persian and Turkish pilgrims were
driven away ami the pure Wahabiteceremonies es'.ablishcdhi the capitals of Islam. The sultan of Stainboul,being impotent to punish tho outrage, committedthe enterprise to his lieutenant, the Macedoniauadventurer, Mehouiet Ali, who was then
carving out a throne tor himself in Kgypt. llo had
enough to do Just thou nearer home, and it was not
until 1811 that Mehemet All undertook tho sacred
mission. The cacred cities, Mecca and Medina,
being near thu coast of thu lied Sea, were easily re*
conquered In 1811. but auoihur period of seven
years elapsed before Mehemet was ruady to
besrd tlio W'ahabito lion iu his den
In IM18 Ibrahim l'a» ha. son of MRhnmet All, penetratedInto Nedjod, took and destroyed JJerayeh, tho
VVah.ibitu capital and sent Sultan Abdullah prisoner
to Constantinople, where he was beheaded. It was
raster, however, to destroy than to preserve, and
Ibrahim's attention was soon engrossed with
mailers iu Syria. Thu Kgyptiau Governors wore
repeatedly driven from Dorayoh, and no long timu
lapsed before tlio Wahabitu Kmpire wasreestablishedby tho descendants of Saoud. The

Egyptian* never repeated lliolr oouquest, mid shortly
iter 1K4V, when Mehemet Ali died, they retired

altogether from tho held. Meanwhile the Wahuldto
apostles had overspread tlio lia.it, iiad gained hundredsof thonsauds of proselytes in Mc*opotamIa,
1'crs;* and India and had liuconiu one of the great
factors in every ,uisiible fore, ast ot the future of
Islam. Uy lf>r><i tho re-established W'ahabito Kmpire
of Nedjed extended over 31C to wbs ami counted nearly
a million and a half of subjects.avast number for
»o sparsely peopled a region as Central Arabia.
Kiadh, the new capital, had taken thu place of
ltarayeh as tho sntictuargr of the Wahabite world.

Tho English
iu India are less than hulf a million, as

compared with above two huudrod millions
ot uativos. The Mohammedans lire the most
active and enterprising of the foes of British
rule, but they do not stand alone. Once let the
standard of revolt be unfurled aud the accumulated
grievances of a century of misrule will marshal
nearly all the native races against their hated masters.Tho loyalty even of the Uikhs and troorklia
Sepoys iu Afghanistan and the Punjab might uot bo
proof against the rising torrent ot religious fanaticism.It behooves Cireat Britain to tako her measuresbetimes if she would avert the greatest catastropheof the ctutury.one which may causo tho
former Sepoy revolt to bo remembered as a comparativelyinsiguitloant forerunner of the fall of the
British Empire iu tho East.

DliOWNED IN PiiOSPECT PAltK LAKE.

A BOY VENTURES ON THE THIN ICE AND BBEAKS

THROUGH.
The first fatal accident of the season on Prospect

Park Lake, Brooklyn, occurred yesterday forenoon.
Tho victim was John McGraw, a youth of about
sixteen years. The particulars as far as can be ascertainedupon inquiry among tho Park police, and
from other sources, indicate that no blame
Is to be attached to any one but the
deceased for the unfortunato occurrence.
It appears that about ten o'clock in tho
morning, while Sergeant Edwards was walking a circuitof the various patrol posts, he observod a cap
lying on tho surface of tho thin ice at a distance of
about toil yards rrom tlio bank, on a line with the
"well house." which is In the southerly section of
the Park. Tbo cap was near the edgo of a largo bolo
which had apparently been but receutly mado
In the * lee. On examining tho ground In the
vicinity lie found footprints which led down to the
water's edge. Tbo surface of the ice was scratched
as though by footsteps out to the spot where tho
cup was. Sergeant Edward immediately proceeded
to procure the assistance of somo of his men. As
the ice was not to be trusted to bear a man's weight,
a boat was procured and hooks or grappling irons
were used to search for the bodv, as the sergeant
was satisfied some one had been drowned. Altera
few moments' search the body of John McUraw was
grappled. It was speedily raised and taken to
tho shore. The corpse was laid out in tho
"well house," when) it remained for a considerable
time unidentified. Shortly before noon tho father
of the uuiortunate youth, who has been employed
for several years at Prospoct Park in the laborers'
gang, called at tho place and identified the remains.
The park police notified Coroner Minims, who mado
arrangements for holding an inn nest. The deceased,
who residod with his parents in Windsor
Terrace, West Flatbush, left bis homo shortly
rtcr nine o'clock in the morning without

informing his mother whero ho was going.
Ho ontored the Park unobserved, and, as
far as is known, was not seen by anybody on tho ice.
Mr. James Y. Culyer, cliiut engineer of Prospect Park,
is authority for the statcmeut that the boy was
not skating, but had merely walked on the Ice at an
unfrequented part of the Park and so brolie through.
Ah the film is not sufficiently strong to admit of any
skating, tbo Pnrk Commissioners have instructed
the police not to permit any one to go on the ice.
There are four policemen on duty in the vicinity of
the lake, which covers au area of lifty seres, who it
Is olairrioddo all that lies within their powcrtocarry
out their instructions. At this season, when boys
with skatiug proclivities aro enjoying the Christmasholidays, and assemble in large numbers about
the lake with tho expectation of indulging in skating,
the polico say they have much trouble in driving
them away. It ii impossible, however, they say,
with their atnall'force to exercise a very close supervisionof every point of tho large sheet of water,
Tho depth of tho water at tho point whero young
MeOraw's body was discovered is about six foet.
The deceased was employed until recently as a "tow
boy" by tho Smith Street and Coney Island Uailroad
Company.

DItOWNED WHILE SKATING.
Two brotliors, named Goorgo and llaight Brurnniond,living near W'oodmansie, N. J., were drownod

while skating Friday, Oeorge. aged thirteen, first
broke through the ico and ilalght, aged seventeen,
heard Inn cries and wan hastening to his aid when
he also full through an airhole.

in her kitchen at uight. Whllo thus engaged
shortly before the accident she fell asleep
and tho paper dropped from her hand.

ALMOST A TANIC IN A 'TIIEATIiE.

A panic with its attendant terrible consequences
was narrowly averted at the llolliday Stroot Theatre
matinee this afturuoon, and tor a few minutes the
most inteuse alarm and apprehension %vaa felt.
Kate Claxton was playinu LouIbo in the "Two
Orphans," and, as is generally the case, the audience
was easily alarmed, recalling, aa playgoers usually
do in witnessing her performance in the rOle. the
numerous panics that have arisen from lire alarms.
Tlio houso was filled with a fashionable audicnco,the majority being ladles, and was

densely packed. Not only was every scat aud
box occupied on the first aud second
floors, but the aisles and entrances wore crowded.
The play went smoothly to the last act. A few minutesbefore tho time for the curtain to rise somo one
near the entrance called the attention of Mr. Myers,
tho doorkeeper, to tho tact thatainanwas intoxi-
c.iuu ami ucuug in u somewnut disorderly manner
lioar tho liuad of one of tho aisles. Mr. Myers approachedhim quietly and requested lilrn to leave the
building. The man resisted, whereupon Mr. Myers
drew him toward tho lobby. Upon reaching the
vestibule the man turned quickly and struck
Myers a violent blow in the face, drawing
blood from hi* nose. Irritated beyond endurunce,
as be unys, by tho assault, Myers, who is a man of
powerful physique, clutched the man and a sharp
struggle ensued just at the entrance. All the doors
lt-adiuu into tho auditorium were open to ailord ventilationtor tiie large bouse, and tho noise of the
struggling «im was heard insido and quickly caused
an alarm. H<uup otie called out, iu tiie hope, probably,ol allaying the momentarily increasing
excitement, "It is only a fight;" bat the
word "fight" was thought by some to be
"9tr<>." The amlteneo arose almost en puunt,
ami for tb« space of two or three minutes the situatioutits of the cravust character. Captain Lanuan,
wbii vw standing near the entranco, quickly seized
so l NsmM tiie cDiubat.uits, Myers being in the
set of rorciug tho man out of the lobby toward the
ovtor entrain e, at J theu spraug quickly up tbe staircaseli adiUj/ to tbe dress circle, which was being
bk<k»>d up by persons uniting their exit. Tho
( aptaiu was »L>ly seoonded in his efforts to
alluy the alMiu that had solzed upon the
audience by several otbor officers and detectives
stid the threlrirai employes, The exits down from
the lower floor into the outer lobby were very
properly kept closed, and everything that could be
doue by those persons who preserved their presenco
ot mind was done iustantly. Captain Launau forced
tho crowd on the staircase back, assuring them there
was no danger, aim only two or three screaming
women reached the lower landing. Ono, in her
euger haste, hurled herself on tho tiled floor In
semi-conscious state, followed uy another, screamingfor her child. In the lower part of
the house tho scene was thrilling. Fear was
depicted on nearly overy face, and many manifested
a disposition to escape, but woro reassured bjr the
voices of several persons who pressed back the
struggling mass of humanity that was surging in
the aisles and assured thein that their fears were
groundless. Just at this critical moment Mr.
Stevenson stepped on the stago in semi-undress, as
ho wns just dressing for the part of l'iorre, foliowod
by Kate Claxton. Mr. Htevenson. who had ascertainedthe cause of the trouble, begged tbe audience
to bo seated, assuring them thcro waa .no clangor.This statement, couplod with tho reassuringexpressions of other gentlemen, had
tho desired effect, aud the excitement gradually
abated. Several ladies who had fainted were
revived with applications of cold water, and
very few porsons left the theatre. The curtainsoon rose on last act, disclosing Miss
Claxton quietly sleeping on tho rude pallet and Mr.
Stevenson, iu the part qf Pierre, standing coolly by.
Neither appeared disooncerted in the slightest deuroe.Tho house applauded warmly, aud the play
continued without further interruption to the
close.
