RELIEF FOR IRELAND,

Michael Davitt, one of the political agitators
recently arrested in Dublin for seditions lun~
guage nt a public meeting and relensed
on bail, has been despatched to the West
of Ireland by the Irish Land League
a8 8 commissioner for the rvelief of popular dis-
tress. At a meeting of the committee for the
distribution of the Duchess of Marlborough's
reliel fund it was showa that the sum of £6,400
is already available for distribution,

TRADE IN THE BOUTH PACIFIC.

The North German Gazetle says proposals
will be made to the govermment to bring for-
ward a bill to replace the firm of J. C. Godde-
froy & Son, the Hwmburg merchants who
suspended busdiness some time since, by
buying their factorics and plantations in
Bamoa and other South Bea islands,
80 a8 to avert the loss of German commerce.
By this bill s new company wounld be formed,
the government giving a subsidy which would
secure to the stockholders five per ecent.
[Concerning this notable fiem the Herarb has
already published the following note:—“For
years they were known as the kings of the
SBouth Pacifie, and far away among the least
known islands their agents were to be
found quietly settled among the natives,
oud  engaged in  the collection of tor-
toise whell, cocon nut oil, and other
produce for the perlodical visit of the vessels
embloyed in this trade. They held their po-
sition as merchants in princely fushion, and at
the time of their prosperity scientifie men
of the highest eminence were em-
ployed by them to explore the features
of the difterent islands with which they
traded, and to get specimens for their famous
collection. Most valuable information concern-
ing eld native usages has been obtained in this
way, aud the Godefroy Museum at Hamburg is
richin all that relntes to the South Seas. Possibly
there was some hope that the German govern-
ment, in its anxiety to extend ils commerce,
would enable the Godefroys to tide over the
period of difliculty by taking up some of their
linbilitiea in the South Paecifie. But this has
not been the ease, and there can be no doubt
their fall will go far to damage the German
business in that region."]

HERALD WEATHER SERVICE.

The weather is becoming very threatening in
the southwestern portion of these islands, and,
to judge from the reports received at the Meteor-
ological Office in London from the various sta-
‘tions along the coasts, there I8 a lnrge storm
moving toward us from the Atlautie. A de-
spateh from Penzance states that a strong gale
veering from the southwest to west is blowing
and the burometer is fulling steadily., The sky
bas aesumed a very threatening appearance and
the sea i8 high. A fresh gile from the south
prevails at Holyhead, the barometer rogistering
30.01 inches. The storm is evidently the first
instalment of the uneettled wenther that the
Henarp Weather Burean predicted wonld pro-
vail over these islunds between tho 27th just.

RUSSIA IN CENTRAL ASIA.

MOVEMENTS CONTEMPLATED IN THE SPRING—
MERV AND POSSIDLY HERAT TO DE ATTACKED—

FLORENTINE COMMUNISTS.

CONDEMNING NINE INTERNATIONALISTS ¥FOR
CONSPIRACY AGAINST THE GOVERNMENT—
PARTISANS OF THE PARIE COMMUNE—THE
FRIEND OF VERA SASSULITCH —FEARS OF A
POPULAR DEMONSTRATION.

Frorence, Dee. 27, 1879,

A ease of considerable importance, both in
what it suggests and in what it reveals, was
concluded to-day in the Assize Court of the
Pinzza San Panernzio. The Italian government
has struck the first Dblow at the agi-
tators who, under the name of “Inter
national Associntion of Socinlistic Workingmen™
(Associnzione Internazionale dei Lavoratori
Socinlisti), arve attacking, to quote the act of pe-
eusation, “all laws of religion, of the tnmily, of
individual property and of the country, in favor
of atheism, annrchy and free love.” Nobody

doubts that the time had come for
sovere measures, The communists have
Intely  obtanined mueh favor throughout
Italy, The great agricultural distress thnt
provails has  given them their  oppor-
tunity. Famine is everywhers imminent.

In Rome, Florence and the largo cities people
are dying of atarvation. Work i almost iw-
possible to be found. The grist tax, lightened
but not abolished, weighs terribly on the poor.
The reliel works of the new government have
cowe alwost too late. The King. has little of
hin old popularity, The outrage committed on
his guards last Tuesday is typieal of the popu-
law discontent. Life and property were never
more insecure, atul the intornationalist agents
have never been more successful in winuing
partisans to their eause,
AVENGING THE PARIS COMMUNE.

Thirteen persons domiciled in Florence, led by

Franceseo Natta, o skilled mechanie, wers

the workmen of the entive world, who are get-
ting ready for the doy of tremendous sud inex-
oruble vengeance,”

FUNDS FOR ACTION.

The police took no immeliate action upon
this, Shortly afterward Prince Demidoff and
Marquis Panciatichi, two of the richest Floren-
tines, received a serics of threatening letters,
ditferent i hundwriting but identienl in tone;
BO000f. were demanded. 1€ they vefused
their palaces were 10 be burned and thejr lives
would be in danger. Prince Demidoff was bid-
den to bury the moeucy at n certain spob in
his park. Marquiz Panciatichi was to deposit
itin the Azeglio Garden. Both were to take
preeautions that the notes were not spoiled by
the rain.  The police, seceing o shnilavity of lan-
guage with that of the revelutiouary eireulars,
truced these letters to the internatiounsulists.
They diseovered u letter nddressed by Matteucei
to Anna Koulischoff, lumenting tue want of
menns to urn the society, and adding that it
wus detevmived to resort to extremitios. Mean-
while the nssocintion haud grown bolder. 1t ut-
tacked tho Ministers venomously, Crispi and
Nicoters, Cniroli and Zanonrdelli were assailed
in turn.  Cireul were i 1 exhorting the
penple to take arms und recover Trento and
Trieste by foree. Letters were sent to the King
that thousands of Nobilings were daily spring-
ing up uround him. Finally the police made o
deseent on the fraternity at o mecting held at
Marignolle, outside the eity limits of Florence,
and the thirteen were arrested on a charge of
conspiring aguainst the government. With them
was taken one Raffaello Lombardi, suspected of
cowplicity in the attempt to extort moucy.

AT THE ASSIZES.

The trial began on the Dth inst.  Great inter-
est was excited in the city. The authoritics
took every precaution ngainst a popular demon-
stration in the Priaoum’ favor. The King's
Carbineers and the Guardisus of Public Sufety
were ranged round the pi The pri 8
passed through a double file of soldiersto the
court room.  They stood in groups of three aud

four and secmed carelesa of their fate. The
two women attracted much attention. The
wife of Pezzi wos dressed in gay colors. Anna

Kouliscliofl is a pretty and trim young woman,
aged twenty-two. She read o newspaper during
the trial, and kept her face studiously con-
cealed. The men are all young. Nattn, the
cldest, is only thirty-three. Of the less im-
portant prisoners Martini is by profession o
feneing master, Chiti o porter, Gomez &
louse decorator, Vanmini a cabinet maker,
Nicelerd a blacksmith, Marzoli o Dbuteler,
and Talehi a printer. Judges Mussa, Piero-
maldi and Bomini were on the beneh, The
defence of most of the prisoners was that their
organization was a harmless amd peaceful one.
Two or three denicd having any conuneetion
with the society, They had a long and enreful
trial, and this morning the jury brouglht in n
verdiet of “*Guilty” agamst all but Marzoli,
Tuechi and the two women. The acquitial of
Aung Koulischofi bas eauscd no little surprise.

On completing this duty the Nipsic will re-
turn to Hsmpton Moonds, Sho will probably sadl
irom Norfolk on Monday or Tuesday.
