fo His Excellency Alonzo Uahcklon, Governor of
Maine:.
I acknowledge the receipt of of your Excellency's

letter ot the 25th lust., which reached me yesterday.
Your Excellency will, of course, perceive that it is

quite foreign to the purpose of my correspondence
to discuss tho justice or the injustice of the great
excitement which now menaces the peaco of the
State. Your Excellency agrees with me that the excitementexists, and also that it is highly desirable
to allay it by means and measures which ure alike
honorable to all parties. It is my purpose to con.One the discussion to those .points which are essential,ana on which we may roach an agreement,
and wo may therefore wisely avoid ttooso which
ure non-essential and on which wo might differ. To
Dome directly to that part of Your Excellency's communicationwhich relates to the points to be submittedto the judgment of the Court, I havo to suggestthe questions on the enclosed memorandum.
(Memorandum below.) Your Excellency will ob}serve that these questions, though numerous, are
simple, requiring but brief answers and not calling
for elaborate opinions. As Your Excellency acquiescesin tho propriety of settling all disputed points
In this orderly, just and constitutional manner,
I bug leavo to suggest, in answer to objections wliich
I havo seen elsewhere urged, that there is abundant
time for tho Court to consider the subjeot. The
Court can readily convene at the capital on Wednesdaynext, or by Tuesday If necoseary, and theuuestibnoau lie placed before them on either day. As it
has not been the habit ot the Court to have argumentson questions submitted by tho Governor,
thore would be little doubt that by Friday, Jauuary
2, Your Exeelleucy would receivo the answer of the
Court to all the questions. Even should the Court

, convene a day later than I havo supposed necessary
there would still be four full days left before tne
assembling of the Legislature.

THK OOVKitNOil'S LOOPHOLE.
When Your Excellency asks mo to Indicate the

points tl^at have not already been adjudicated 1 replythat such itn attempt would be valueless and,
indeed, foreign to the whole scope and purposo of
tli is peaceful modo of adjustment. Your
Excellency must be aware that there is
oftentimes much dispute among lawyers
as to what has been adjudicated by the
Court as thero is touching that which has been
enacted by the Legislature. Your Excellency will
readily admit that the Court is bost abls to determinewhat has already been adjudicated, and, with
tho strong tendency of tho judicial mind to adhere
to one or Its own maxims or standing by that which
has beeu decided, there is no danger that Your Excellency'sdecision will not havo tho full advantago
of nny opinions heretofore pronounced by that eminentjudicial tribunal.
. 1 canuot close without urging upon Your Excel*

v lency the propriety of going forward in the course
which in your communication you havo indicated
your willingness to pursue. It has never in the
history of our State happened to any one of Its
chief magistrate!) to have it in his power to do so
much for the peace and good order of society as
Your Excellency enjoys to-day.

Tlu' submission of these quostions to the Court
will instantly allay strife, preserve order and reMoreharmony. Can Your Excellency givo the peopleany assurance of what may happen should
this constitutioual mode of adjustment be rejected

a startling quibblb.
There was a good deal of consternation among the

few fusion leaders who romained in town over Sunday,oaused by the discovery of a clause in the constitutionwhich seemed to indicate that Governor Garcolon'sterm of offlco would expire on the first day
of January, and that therefore J. Manchester
Haynes, President of tho Senate and a republican,
would hold the reins during the most critical period
of the approaching struggle.that is, between the
1st and the 7th of January. The article which createdthe scare reads as follows:.
Article 5, Past 1, Section 2..The Governor shall

be elected by the qualified electors, and shall hold
his olilco one year from the first Wednesday of Januaryin each year.

MR. PILLSBCBX'S VIBWS.

There was mounting in hot haste, and couriers
were despatched in all directions to seek legal advice.Mr. Pillsbury was met by a Herald correspondent,and his opinion was asked as to the point
raised. As a reply he handed the interviewer a slip
containing an editorial to appoar in to-morrow's
Maim Standard, and in which he thus disposes of the
sabjeot:.
"As the first Wednesday of January in 1879 occurredon the first day of the month, they (the republicans)contend that his (Governor Garoelon's)

year is out the first day of January, 1880, and that
there is an interregnum from the first day to the
seventh, which J. Manchester Haynes must fill. If
tfieir theory was true there would be an interregnumin some years, and in other years wo should
havo two govurnors for a few days more or less.
For instance, a Governor is Inaugurated this year
on the 7th. Next year tho first Wednesday
falls on the Stb, and on that day another one is
chosen. It is explicitly stated in the constitution
that the term shall commence on tho first Wednesday.If the one chosen this year on the 7th holds to
the 7th next year we should have two constitutional
Governors for two days. Under tho constitution
nobody except tho Governor and Council* can udmlnisterthe oath of oflice to members of the Legislature.

EMBARRASSING CONCLUSIONS.
"AddIt this theory and trace back and we shall find

that some legislatures were, illegal for the want of
being qualified, and that would leave us without any
legal government at all. Tbe political year begins
aud ends on the first "Wednesday of January. The
Legislature convenes on that day and tbe Governor's
term of otfioo begins at the tamo time. Article 10,
section 2 of the constitution, as originally framed,
fixed tbe period for which the Governor and the other
officers named should servo from the last Wednesday
in May, A. D. 18'JO, to continue until the first
Wcduokday of Jauuary, A. D. 1H2*J. Tho amendment
to the constitution, under resolves of August 21,
1HS0, provided that tho Governor and other Stats
officers electod for the political year commencing on
the second Wednesday of Ma.v, 1H51, should hold
their offices till the first Wednesday of January,
1SS3.
"It is too late to set up any new construction o' the

moaning of the constitution as to tho time when
the political year begins and ends. Governor Garcolouwill hold his office till noon on the 7th of January,It ho lives, and don't you forget it."

sensations at gahdixkh.

The excitement at Gardinor to-day has been at
fever heat. The scenes oa the streets resembled
those which wero so familiar in war times. Groups
of men were gathered on the corners eagerly discussingthe two local sensations of the day. The
first was tho discovery of a large sized
schism in two prominent churches of tbe
town. The Bev. Austin L. Park, pastor of the
Congregational Church, nnd a brother of Trenor W.
Park, of Rutland, Vt., signed the call for tho republicanindignation meeting held here a few days ago.
This lnccnsed a large number of his flock, who
showed their displeasure in various ways. About
twenty-five per oent of tho worshippers In his
church are democrats, and thoy wero making preparationsto go over in a body to the Episcopal Church,
presided over by tho Rev. Mr. Bradley, a young man
who has recently come from Trinity Church, Boston,
whore he had boon an assistant of the Rev. Phillips
Brooks; bnt when the meeting oamo off it was

found that Brother Bradley was one of tbe speakers
at the indignation demonstration, and so thoy are

now without any spiritual place in which to lay
their heads.

Tho Hbrald correspondent, on learning the difficulty,drove down from AukusU, a distance of nine

miles, and called on a leading member of tho EpiscopalChurch. Ho said it wss truo that a serious
ai'vision had taken place, which threatened the exlstonceof the socioty. 1 afked him what proportion
of tho congregation were democrats, and ho replied
that thay wore about forty per oent of the whole.
Besides democrats aud Kreenbackers there wore staid
republicans who wore radically opposed to the pastormixing himself up in politics, and they were absentfrom their pows to-day.

BLATANT PULPITS.
With one exception the pulpit was comparativelysilent here to-day on the question now so

hotly and feverishly discussed throughout the
Stato. That exoeption was due to the Rev. H. W.
Tilden, pastor of tbe First Baptist Church. His
church was well filled this oveiling, owing to an

announcement previously made that he would delivera discourse on what Is popularly called there
the "Grpat Steal." After an earnest political
prayer Mr. Tilden said that never before in the
sixty years of Maino's history as a State, except on
one occasion, had the public mind been so much excited."The excitement permeates all classes of societyand all walks of life. The oauso of this
is that the Governor and Council have arbitrarily
and contrary to the provisions of the constitution
and the laws refused certificates to between thirty
and fortv dulv elected Senators sod Representatives.
and Uavo given them to as many men who were not
elected. Large meetings have been held in virions
parts of the State to oxpress the popalar indignation
against the outrage.

THK SITUATION KXTBKME.
"Ministers of mil denominations have departed from

their nsual line of action and have added their voiow
to that of the peoplo. They have done so wlthowt
partisanship or bias, and only to establish their claims
to loyalty and to demonstrate their love for popular
governmont. Tnls fact shows that the oeoasion is
an extrcmo one. None but the morally reckless can

afford to pass by this state of affairs with a sneer.

The situation Is grave and should be treated
with the most serious and thoughtful attention
by all oltixans. I hold it to be tha solemn duty of
eve& Christian man to be concerned about the publiewelfare. It is his duty to be on tue alert at all
times whan his country is concerned. Should ho be
remiss In this and leave the direction of public
affairs to designing politicians he ought to be
ashamed.

'*1 pity the Christian who would not be ready at
all times to stand up for his country and do his
utmost to preserve his own freedom and that of his
fellows. It Is unusual to discuss politics In the
pulpit, and I have always believed that such
matters ordinarily ought to be kept out of
the sanctuary; but there are certain phases
of politics that must come properly within
the scope of the minister as the guardian and
promoter of the public morals. On the question of
slavery our pulpits were outspoken, and rightly,
too, for it was a blot on the reoord <?f our country aa

a Christian land."
After further justifying himself for the position be

had taken In the public discussion of the Governor's
action, he said that he alono was responsible for his
conduct in this regard; that the Church had nothing
to do with it. and that he was not urged to speak
from the pulpit on the subject. He then reviewed
the counting of the votes and read extracts from the
constitution and the State statutes as applying
thereto, supplementing his criticism by a statement
to tne effect that he had carefully studied the legal
aspects of thecase underthe direction of an able counsellor.

FLAtiAANT VIOLATION OF OATHS.

He charged the Governor and Council with openly
and flagrantly violating their oaths of offlou, and
said that they had themselves defined an interpretationof tho constitution' which was contrary to a

long line of decisions given by tho Supreme Court.
"Assuming," ho said, "that they had legal authorityto back them up, is there to be no attention paid
to the moral aspects of the case? Are men who
have been la trusted with the direction of the publio
affairs to sacriilco honor, honesty and morality to
tlie mere consideration ot party advantage? What
would a man Hay If he were to approach the ballot
box on election day and llnd a body of mon

cpenly preventing him from casting bis vote?
Would ho not be indiguant? Would he not protest
in the strongest uud most forcible way ugsinst the
outrage? Ami If tUla were dono to 100 uion, would
thoy not moot togotber Mid dcnouuce tlie perpetrators?And yet Governor (tarcelon has done this lu
effect. Ho hu, to bo sure, allowed toe mcu to deposittheir balloU; but hn haa nullified their effect,
lie has done what would wake him a dictator.

XAINK'S IDEAL DKMTllOYKD.

"I haro boon sorely Braved," aaid Mr. Tllden,
"over thla wanton attack oil the liberties of tho people.I have refuaod to believe U poaalble until the
reault waa declared. Hut the worat haa been done.
I blusli for my nattvo State of Maine. I have
loved her for her political purity aad her
high moral tone; but thoro ia a stain
on her fair record. I think of her
tall pine tree* with aadneaa. The men who have
committed this outrage on her libertiea do not even

aot up a moral dofeuce. Thuro have been rumors

and reporta of bribery having been practised in the
late election. The Governor and Council do not
mention a single case aa a Justification; but even

bribery pales before their ceudnot. The mail who
buyathevoteof another aimply injures one man. but
the incn who reverse the popular will commit a

crime against the State, againat public and private
morality and virtue. I do not hold any party responsiblefor this startling lapse from virtue anil
rectitude. Tho eight men who have reversed
the popular will stund alone in the infamy.

DA1> ULOUD IN TUB rUDUO VK1NS.
"There Is bid blood lu tho publio veins," continuedtho spoaker. "It has broken out in several

plaoes. 1 have often had occasion to criticise the republicanparty for its shortcomings as well aa the
democratic; neither la froe irom blemiah; both
have falleu from tho high pinnacle of political
morality. Our campaigns have ceased to be strugglesfor principle*; they are merely battles for party
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supremacy, and campaign material is sought in the
very vilest anil lowest method*.

Every lover of the
right should tako a bold stand against the wrong.
The women should use their influence in
their own way with their husbands, brothers
and friends. They should labor incessantly to
aid in creating a public sentiment so powerful that
no man and no body of men in this Mtate could resistit. The grecpbackors and democrats who were
not elected, bat to whom certificates of election
have been issued, should riso up, as some of them
have done already, and decline to accept the favor
bestowed ou ineiu by unlawful proceedings, isy
this they will secure to themselves tho uuivursal
respect, confidence aud gratitude of all loyal men.

"Let tho opinion of the.Supreme Court be asked immediatelyon tho constitutionality of the laws and

I
would be in favor of appealing to the ballot box
again if we had any assurance that our rights would
be respected and oar privileges secured. But we

have not, aud the people, belleviug that tneir libertieshave been threatened, are bound to seek redress
In the way that may bo expected to be most effective.
They cry out, "Give me liberty or give me

death 1' That is tho sentiment on which this
nation was fouuded and on which it now rests. We
ought not to talk of mob violence, but of lawful
procedure. We ought not to talk intemperately, and
wo ought not to speak more than the truth. We
need to be judicious in all our words and acts, and
we mast not be partisans. But let us bear in mind
that as citizens of Maine our liberties have been
grossly assailed.

NO HECXDINQ.

"Perhaps the Governor and Council expeet us to recede.They would be glad to see oar mouths closed,
but we have wrongs, and we will not cease till they
are righted. Neither jeers nor taunts will turn me
aside. I follow where duty calls and will keep on

that line. I have learned this lesson under tho stern
discipline of war, and it hss not yet left me. All
patriotic men will regard their duty in the same
light. It is a long step from peace to war. It Is a

weary and a dismal one, and I hope Governor Garcolonand bis Council will render it unnecessary by restoringto the people their liberties."
After again apologizing for his long discussion of

political questions the speaker closed his discourse.
It Is understood that some of the leading politicians
of the city assisted in the preparation or the sermon,
and the declaration of war la therefore regarded as

One of th® strongeat* Indications of the depth of
feeling prevailing In the State ia the touo of the
Protestant clergy and their immediate followers.

The Rev. S. P. Pay presided, and Professor John
S. Bewail, of the Theological Seminary; the liev.
Messrs. Bolton. Haselwood and others took part in
the exercises. "Amorica" and one or two hymns of
similar sentiment were sung. The universal assumptionwas that a great crime had been commited.and that Divine Providence must be called
upon to Interfere "for ua and through us," which
means the republican party. Of courso if some
hundreds of republicans ohoose to get together
and pray for thair party, that is their privilege. But
an interesting question arises here. The majority
of the members of the evangelical churches are republicans.It la their right to meet and pray for (ho
suocess of their cause; but a majority of tho Roman
Catholics sro democrats. Supposo prayers had been
offered to-day In the Catholic churcbos lor the successof the "eooat out," what an outpouring of indignationthere would have been, not only through
the Stato but the country I This union prayer meetingwas as fully a partisan gathering as over sssemblodin Maine, no matter how ptiro tho intentions of
lla projectors may have beeu.

UAltCUOM AMD IIKIIOO.
But the great religions sensation of the day was

reserved for the evouiug. The popular preacher of
the city, and iu fact of Eastern Maine, is tho llov.
Dr. George W. Field, of ths Third Congregational
Church, lie was yearn ago a Boston pastor, but has
lived tor some time iu this vicinity. Ilr. Field announcedthis morning that he should help out a
sort of Chrixttnas concert, arringed by tlio choir,
with au address on the political situation. Tho afternoonmeeting helped to increave the interest und tho
third uarlah church was crowded to-night. Dr.
Piold began his remarks by referring to the
slsughter of the children ordered by lierod. This
was tho act of tho wisest and boat government then
existing. It was a government of tho better
clasi* and ita oflli eis were considered the anointed
of the Lord. So uow, aecular government has the
highest sanction, but Its foundation lies iu our right

Upon the riuht of electiug our own officer* rests
the gnverbmeut which Ood has ordained tor as.

Thojr
have substituted seven or night nu n for the

Dr. Ffold then wont ou to say that th6 Council's

act of usurpation waa tho most atrocious aud unprovokedpolitical crltno of tho day. Mr. (larrelou was

man, but he will yet be constrained to leave the
question at issue to tho Hui>renio<Court. That would

Xliare are several hundred
brave* near Los Finos, and- the whiten, all told, do
not number over twenty-flve. The roads tre blocked
with snow, and only passable for light "buckboards."

The Indians have the whites completely trapped.

Those in the bowl are General^Hatch, Lieutenant
Valois, W. l'\ Saunders, of Virginia; tne Denver Tribunecorrespondent? fifteen soldiers and the agency
employes. General Adams Is in Denver. It is believedthat the troops of cavalry undor Colonel Mac*
kenzie, stationed at Fort Garland, have been ordered
to make a forced march to Los Pinos at once, but
they cannot get there befoi e the Indians make aa

attack, unless Ouray succeeds in keeping them quiet
a little longer. Ouray, Animas City, Silvcrton and
other settlements are greatly exposed. The White
lllver Utes have consumed all the ktores taken from
the Whito Biver Agoncy and are eager to make an

attack on the Los Pinos Agency. If General Hatch
has left without the Indian murderers it is consideredthat war will open at once. Tbo Indians will
strike the Urst blow, as they liavo everything tliuii
own way at present, owing to the removal of tbi
troops to distant points at the demand of Ouray.

ARIZONA INDIAN TROUBLES ENDED.
Saw Francisco, Dec. 28, 1879.

A Tucson despatch states that advices from Camp
Bucker are to the effect that Geronomo, an Apaehe
chief, with eighty-three of his band of Indians, has
just tturrendered to the military authorities at Camp
Bucker, and will be sent to tho Han Carlos Indian
Beservation at once. This is tho band which has been
depredating for some mouths past along the border,
and did mnch of the work credited to Victoria'*
band. This virtually wipes out all tho renogad#
Indians In Arizona and on the border.

MURDERERS LYNCHED.
THE DEATH OF A FARMER AVENGED BY HIS

FRIENDS AND NEIGHBORS.DETAILS OF THH

CRIME, ARREST AND PUNISHMENT.
Denver, Col., Dec. 28, 1879.

Two men, known as Sam Woodruff and Joe Semi-
nole.tho latter a half breed Indian.who murdered
B. B. ll»yward, a farmer of Jefferson coonty, on

September 10, were taken from tho Jail, at Golden,
and lynched at one o'clock this morning by 150
marked men.

the SfUODZn.

Tho murder for which the men were lynchcd was
a cold-blooded and cowardly one. Sotninole aud
Woodruff stopped at Hayward's house, near Golden,
and employed him to take them to a cattle caiup in
the mountaius. He started out with the men, and
was never seen alivo again by his family. Search
was made for him and his team for several days, und
three weeks later his body was found under a

culvert a short distance from Denver. A clew
was obtained as to the direction in which
the men had gone, and it wad closoly followed,
it wad discovered that on the nigbt or th«
murder the men had driven into Denver and put up
thotcam. intending to sell it next day. On the followingmorning tlie sale of the team was made for
$ 1»5, §40 of the money being paid in cash aud the
rest in a check. The men then liired u team which
they took a short distance, when they cut loose tha
horsea aud proceeded on the animals' backs.

AUUKKT AXI> COWFEMUOX.
Doputy Sheriff X. Jefferson Carr got a clew as to the

direction in which one of tho men (Seminole) had
gono, and he was followod to the Piute Agency, in
Uakota, where hr was arrested. On being arrested
he mado a confession, giving a description of
Woodruff, who seems to have been tho principalin the murder. Ho says they were
riding sloug with Hay ward, Seminole bein,;
in the front seat with Uayward, uud Woodruff
on the back seat, when the latter got into an argumentwith the murdered man and struck hiui a
severe blow, which almost knocked him out 01 tho
wagon; but before ho fell Woodruff Beized him by
the throat snd choked him to death. Woodruff
then told Seminole to take the reins, aud throwing
the body on the bottom <jf the wagon they drove on
nntil they came to the culvert, where the body waa
found. Xhe body waa then thrown out of tha
wagon aud Woodruff placed it under tho culvert.
When tho body waa discovered tho neck waa broken.
Deputy .Sheriff Uawley, acting upon the confession

of Samiuola una a description of Woodruff, went to
Dig Orove, Iowa, thirty miles east of Council Dluffs,
where Woodruff haa a brother living. Us found
Woodruff there and arrested him at tho muzzle of a

shotgun and brought him back to Denver. S<-minola
was arrested ou October 10 and Woodruff on NovumKsaaa'Wl U/ httti haa imindnPAra Wtirw hrnni'lit hi>PA

Mrs. liayward aud her two daughters came down
from Golden and identified thou m the men who
hiwl gone away with HayWard.

After the lutiuest yesterday the officers had great
difficulty in protecting Vaughan from lynching. So
threatening were tho menaces against his liie that
one officer declined to ride In tho hack with the
prisoner, and offorts wore made to keep Sheriff Potteraud Constable Savage from so doing. They persisted,however, aud ainid a display of revolvers ami
the ropo procured for his nujudlcial Hanging,
Vaughau was driven off aud lodged in Ja 1."
