If any one entertained a doubt as to the sagacity
#r Mr. Le.ster Wallack in reproducing standard plays
(t would liave been dispelled ou wltnossiug the receptionaccorded last evening by au overflowing
bouse to Uoldawitli'b famous live-act comedy, "She
Stoops to Conquer." It was universally agreed
that a more handsomely rounded performance of the
kind has not bees given in Hew York for many yoars.
Looking at tho cast such a result might naturally
be expected, for it comprises not ouly some of the
most accomplished actors iu tho metropolis, but
those whose names wore identified with the
presentation of the play at Wallace's In
1H76 and 1877. Indeed, with tho exceptionof Mr. Maurice Barrymore, Mr. C. T.
Murphy, Miss Stella Boniface and two or threo
of the subordinates, all of them are preservedin tho programmes of that period. The
comedy is one that never fails to convey
pleasure to a refined audience. Its humor is
strong, its dialogue beautiful, and the plot and
situations effective. '%k> u all in all, it is ono of
the masterpieces iu the English language. It was
refused by Colinan and discarded by Garrick, yet,
after more than a century, its repetition is still eujoysdwith zest and its freshness appreciated as

greatly as if tho play was not embalmed in tho memoriesof five generations. So old a comedy does
sot need criticism. The acting last night with
one or two minor exceptions, was admirable. The
character of Charles Marlow affords au opportunity
to Mr. Wallack tor the display of the qualities in
which ho specially excels, and it is safe to say that
he never persouated tho contrast between the bashfullover and the boldness of tho society
gentleman with greater excellence. Every point was
made to tell. The llardcustle of Mr. John Gilbert
was likewise one of thoso nice bits of art that we
only recall in old pictures.un impersonation that
carried the mind back among associations that
Jia ve been chiefly made familiar by old
hooks. The same degree of excellence must
be accorded to Mr. Harry Beckett for his personationot tho jovi .l Tony Lumpkin, an embodiment of
rollicking humor that has not often been equalled
by him on the stage. The scenes between Mme.
Ponisi and himself, and between Mr. Wallack and Miss
fcda Dyas (Miss Hardcastle) were gems of acting, and
it times convulsed tho audience with merriment.
Mr. Shannon as Sir Charles Marlow had little to do
or say, but what he said showed the conscientious
study that is always characteristic of this actor. Tho
Diggory of Mr. E. M. Holland was likewise so notably
good that tie deserved the praise that was
bestowed. The scenery and appointments were in
keeping with the well known taste that prevails at
Wallark's, and the management has reason to congratulateit* It on the successful inauguration of the
proposed series of standard and popular plays.

Mr. Hartley Campbell's "Fairfax" was produced
kt tlio Park Theatre last evening, aud was received
with considerable favor by the large audience present.The production of the play was also the occanonof the rentrie of the regular com»dycompany of the house, tne members of
which were warmly welcomed on their appearance.
The prologue is laid In a miserable hut on the
banks of the Mississippi, and it servos to introduce
Mrs. Marrigold, the wife of a miserable, drunken
wretch and the mother of an infant who is sick with
ft fever. The woman has suffered all manner of
abuse frota her husband, which reaches its height
when he wrenches from her hand money given her
by l>r. Guy Gaylord, who happens to bo a passenger
on a steamboat which hauls up to the
neighboring landing, and who takosinterestin the case because ho sees an

apparently intelligent woman surrounded by
misery. In the struggle that ensues botweeu
Mrs. Marrigold and her husband tho latter is shot by
a revolver which he intends using on his wife. In
the play Mrs. Marrigold appears as Miss Gladys
iJean Clarke, governess to the little daughter of
Edwin Fairiax, a wealthy planter of Florida and a
widower. Beloved by Fairfax, respected and liked
by Mrs. Dorscy and her daughter Diana, relatives of
Fairtax aud members of his family, Gladys allow*
herself to return Fairfax's love, and her happinoss is
apparently assured, when slie is recognizod
by Dr. Gaylord, who appears as a guest of
Fairiax. The Doctor, actuated by his duty to his
friend, is doteruiined to prevent his marriage to tiio
woman he believes to be an adventuress, but after
Gladys has partially related her history, saying only#
that her husband is dead, the I>octor believes that
she is worthy of his friend's love. All again noes,
well, when in tne night a tramp, wno had boon
present at the death of Marrigold, enters the mansionand demands troui Gladys that she allow him to
rob Fairiax. Gladys defies him and raises an
alarm, but she is douounced by the tramp
as tiio murderess of her husband. Again
her life seems to be a wreck, but she
tells her full story to Fairfax, and he is ready to defendher with his name and his life. The Dostor
helps matters by putting the inquisitorial screws

greater barrier to lier happiness than Marrigold
dead.

er "new start lu life" a* a governess, her acceptanceof a position lu a widower's household,

her devotion to his child, her engagement
to her employer, her recognition l>y an old friend,
the appearauce of the witness to the supposed murderon a blackmailer, ail aro the main points (it a
thousand and one stories which have been written
ftud acted uo one knows how ol'ten. Mr. Campbell
Invests tho old timo tale, however, with

naturalness. The one main fault of the dialogue is
the recurrence of many unrefined and sometimes
cosine remarks put into tho mouths of the alleged
ladies and gentlemen of the story, a fault too giariug
to go unnoticed and which should bo corrected
pecdily.
