"MISTAKEN SYMPATHY."

WILLIAM HOWABD'B STOBT POUND TO BE T7STBDE.JUSTEETUBNED FBOM THE PENITEMTIABY.THECONDITION Of HIS FAMILY DECLAREDNOT TO BE BO BAD AS REPRESENTED.
MBS. HOWABD'S STOBT.
The good pooplo who had been touched by the

story of the afflicted Howard family and Hastened to
relieve them were sorely troubled yesterday by the
new developments in the case. When William
Howard was arrested he said, in reply to the usual
questions pat to persons in similar positions by the
presiding magistrate, that he had never before
been arrested, and yesterday it leaked out
that he had not told the truth and that
in reality he bad but just returned
from serving out a sentence of eighteen months in
the Penitentiary. Howard took his stepson to tlie
office of J. G. Patterson, the ootton broker, yesterday
morning, in compliance with a roquoht from Mr.
Patterson, who promised to rive the lad a situation.
As they entered the office the boy called his stepfather'sattention to a gentleman then in conversationwith tlie broker. "That's Mr. Sears," said the
boy. "He's one o' the bosses where mother used to
work in Bleecker street." Howard waited until the
interview between the two gentlemen was over, and
then ascertained that the facts of his previous life
bad become known and it was considered prudent
in the broker's office to have nothing to do with
"Billy," the boy.
Mr. Sears, of the firm of E. Potter & Co., of No.

f69 Bleecker street, said yesterday to a reporter of
the Hitbald:."It is a oase of mistaken sympathy
throughout, and I think ought to be attended to, as

it will undoubtedly prevent people from sending
relief in the future to really worthy people. Mrs.
Howard worked here and made good wages.$6 a

week. Yes, that's good wages for a woman. She
fell sick and is now certainly very ill, and I think it
is certain she will never recover, but they were not
starving nor anything like it. Tbe work girls up
stairs here made up a little purse of $10 for her and
sont it to her on Christmas Day. Her son

Billy* was employed here too. Well, the other boys
will tell you all about him. They say 'Billy* will
never want for anything to eat. He was the dirtiest
and most slovenly boy I ever saw. I don't believe
there is anything that woul£ keop that chap clean.
About a year ago the girls bought him a complete
rig, underclothes and all, and a few weeks after he
got them he was as bad as ever. Mrs. Howard, I
think, took her cold on the way back from visiting
her husband on the Island. She's very sick and deservingof sympathy. He returned from prison on
the 13th, ana i uon i minx mere woh any
necessity for him to return to the old business.A. good man, willing to work, can
always find employment, and there are, no
doubt, Rome very distressing cases of suffering in
this largo city, bat this 1* not one of them. Mr.
Potter gave the sick woman medicine, and the girls
helped both her and 'Bill' all they could, and I'm
sure If they needed more they had only to let us
know. 'Billy' left here mainly, I think, because
he did not like to work. He has since been going
around the city with a blind man. Howard wa« Kent
to prison for stealing money from his employer in
Centre street. He was janitor of the building in the
rear of No. 212 some two years ago and ono night
went into the office and carried off part of the
money. He was arretted, tnod, convicted and sent
to prison."

KB*. HOWARD'S STOBT.
"I'll tell you the whole truth; there's no use concealingit," said Mrs. Howard; "my poor husband

war sent to prison for eighteen months and has only
just come home. It was the first wrong thing he
ever did in his life, and 1 don't see what good Mr.
Sears expects to accomplish by hunting him down
for it now. He was employed by Mr. Van Zaudt
at the time, and that gentleman took the rent of the
rooms we were living in out of his wages, and he
found himself on a Saturday night with only $4 for
me. That worried him terribly and he went out.
He was taking a glass of beer in a saloon and telling
a man he met there about his troubles when tho
man asked him whether there was any inonoy in the
office. My husband said, 'Yes, there's lots.' 'Very
well, then,' said the man. 'why don't you go over
and take it and pay yourself?' Howard was a little
in liquor, and he wont to tho office and took $150.
He had the keys to the office in his pocket, and they
made him use them. The first I hoard of it was
when eomo ono came in and told me Howard was
over at the Frenchman's saloon, and he had a lot of
money, and the whole crowd in there was sponging
oft him. I went over sud brought him homo. I
took the money fron^ him, and he had $130. I said
to him, "Now, Howard, how mnch did you take?"
and he began to cry, and said he thought thero was
$100 there, aud he wondered how he would be
able to give It back to the gentleman. It
was then Saturday night, and Mr. Van Zandt
was out on Sunday with some friends
spending the dsy, snd Monday morning Howard
went to him and told him the office bad boen robbed.
He hadn't the nerve to tell him he did it and give
him back the money, aud Mr. Van Zandt sent out
for a detective. When the officer came Howard
asked his employer to come to one side and speak to
him. He did so, and thon Howard told him that he
had taken the money and that I had It. Mr. Van
Zandt said be couldn't tell the place had been broken
into and that be was robbed, and the officer said,
'Thla has been done by some one new to
the business.a man who did cot know
what he was about.' Well, they all came
here, and I gave up the money to the
owner. I pawned my shawls and drosses that I had
from my first husbaud, and sold the tickets to make
np the money that was deflcieut. The gentleman re#iimmri (a nr#>u«u>li ti. mv hmhkml fttirl 1 It flururanl naiH

up the money. When they were going back from
the house Howard said to the offlcor, 'Can't you
walk on a Utile ahead? I don't want any detective
near run.' The officer got offended at that and arrestedhim on the street six months later. Mr. Van
Zaudt advised us to change our home, and we did,
but the detective found us oat and locked him up.
He forced Mr. Van Zandt to prosecute him anally
and he was sent up for a year and a half.
Mow he has paid the penalty of what he has done
and returned the money, and I think they ought to
let him alone. I think Mr. Hears ought to be proseoutedfor persecuting us. That's a fine business for
a man to be ongaged in. Ill* wife la torewoman In
the workshop, and his sister fell sick. They gave
ujc $3 week to mind her, and It waa hard oarned
money; all the time on my feet, but yet I have no
doubt it did me good. My son got f 2 a week for
carving and backing chairs after he left Bears, and
he got the same for leading a blind man when he left
them. I had to let him do something to keep us
alive and aave the shelter over our hra<ls."

Thomas B. Cunning, a dentist, some time ago

That body
found the keeper derelict In his duty and discharged
him. Morton took hia dismissal greatly to heart
and accused Finn of peraecution. He said he had i

only done a favor for one of the prisoners whom ha
had known, and, aa alleged, aworo to "Ax" Warden
Finn at tho earliest opportunity. To drown bis
sorrow no araua noavuy ami wan arraigned in Ka*#*
Market Court for intoxication. The Juntiee dischargedhiiA upon his promise to behave himself. In ft
few iI»)h afterward tip was arraigned in the Tomb*
for going to the Warden's private apartment* lu I ho
building at midnight ami creating a great <ltntnr-
banco, Mfs. Finn being unite ill at the tliuo. Neither
the Warden nor bis wile would prune the charge
galmt nim in courland he wan discharged, with
reprimand. Yesterday he was again a prisoner iu
tho Maine court. At two o'clock ill the afternoon he
entered the Kranklin Mwt door of the Tombs and
s6ated himself in the railed off part of tint floor f
allotted to tho Warden. Finn was out at the tluio,
but soon entered and Morton struck at hiin.
