Genera! Joshua L. Chamberlain resides here. Ho
Is president of Bowdoin College; lin beon Governor
of the State; is uow major general of the enrolled
miiftia, and occupies a position iu social and politicalaffairs which entitles his opinion to the moat

respectful attention. He has always taken a

prominent part and displayed an active interest in
the politics of Xiis State since he camo to man'*
cnl.itt. He has been a sort of air brake on the
reckless leaders of the republican party and
has always cried "Halt!" when there was

danger of committing a serious blander.
The IImiau) correspondent called on him this aftercoonand solicited an interview. The change from
t driving storm of slcot and snow to his cosoy library
was indeed a pleasant one, and tho cordial reception
tendered the visitor greatly enhanced this comfortablefeeling. After a brief desultory conversation
your correspondent staled the object of his mission.
MI called on you," I said, "in your dual capacity as

an cx-Govurnor of the State and as the highest
officer in the militia servico to ask your opinion on

the serious issue presented to tho pooplo of &lalne,
and to ascertain what you regard as tho safest way
out of the trouble."
"As to the best way out of it," said General Chamberlain,smlllug, "my mind is very clear. The remedyis simple."
"And that is ?"
"Au appeal to the Supreme Conrt. Ex-Governor

Morrill has pointed out the fair and honorable solutionof the problem, in in.v judgment."
"How do you regard the action of the Governor

and Council?"
"Well, I am not fully advised as to the merits of

the case. I have only the published reports in the
papers, and, of course, they are moro or less colored
by the desire to promote party Interests. But there
is one thing which strikes me, as it must have
struck other people, aud that is that the returns
could be so counted under the provisions of the constitutionand the laws that the revult would overturnthe. popular verdlot. It might be easy to
satisfy my mind that this was a moro coincidence.
a fatality, if one can 10 exprees it.but it will bo
difficult to satisfy the ordinary voter. The day after
alnntlnn 4hi* timuu w»«»u uAttf that thn MnnhlL

sans hud secured a, decided majority of the Senators
And Representatives. When the ollicial canvass wad

finished that majority was found to have been
changed to a minority, and the conviction forccd
itself on the public inlnd that only republican towns
were thrown ont, and that by this means the expressedwill of the people hart been reversed."

DISAPPROVES OF THE 1'IUEBEKT AGITATION.
"Do you approvo of the Indignation meetings, aa

they are called, and the tone of the speeches deliveredthere?"'
"No, I cannot say I do. It was very proper to

have the people brought together for the purpose
of entering a protest againat what they honestly regardas a great wrong, lint to my mind, if they are
to be continued, their tone and character ought to
bo radically changed. Instoad of firing the popular
heart the leading men who address the people ought
rather to counsel moderation. They ought to labor
in every way to allay the publio excitement and
prevent any attempt at a violation of law and order.
There lias been no meeting held in Brunswick so

far, partly through my influence, and if there
ahauld be one, and I wore invited to
spodk I would use every meana in my power to
chock the flow of intemperate language which ia
doing » much at present to Btlr up the worst passionsof the great masses of the people. Then there
is another point which ought to bo constantly
urged in all our meetings. The strongest argumentsshould be used to induce men who hold oertitlcatcsund who know that they were not elected
to reject tho honor conferred on them by the Governorand Council and allow those who were elected
to net their scats. They ought to bo urged and en*

treated t < use their influence iu the respective
houses to ave the will of the people as expressed at
the polls lully carried out. Public sentiment should
be directed to thetn, that they would not merely att
down in their seats, but stand up and raise their
voices for popular rights."

"You have read the reports in the newspapers, I

"it would bo dlflti'tllt if not possibly unjust to
form an.opinion without being on the spot. Tho
eourae adopted may hive boeu tho only ouo left to
prevent bloodalicd, and a acriona riot. Thou, I
have heard that the man who had charge of tlio
Stato property ha«! no orders, nothing to show,and
that he did not recolpt for them at the araoual."

All good citizens and all militiamen will answer hi*
call when made for the suppression of mob violence,
and even, 1 think, for the seating of the Legislature
which will convene by virtue of questionable certificates."

"I would answer that the volunteer militia of the

State as now constituted is not a proper command
for a major general. It is officered now quite sufficiently."

Everything has been quiet here to-day in official
circles. Governor Garcclon came up from Lewiston
at noon, and only stopped a few hoars. He then
went to llelfaat, whore he made a speech. Daring
his stay in town he had a conference with Mayor
Nash, who asked him to leave the care of tho State
property to the municipal authorities, guaranteeing
l>orteot order and quiet during tha organization ot
tno Legislature.

AKOTHSB MEETING AT BOCKLAND TO STKENGTH£NTHE HANDS OF THE GOVKUNOB AND

COUNCIL.

One of the largest meetings ever held in Rockland
took place at Farwell Hall this evening. the nail beingcompletely packed aa<l hundreds unable to obtainadmission. Jeremiah Totman. until recently a

leading republican, presided, and In his remark*
bade a long farewell to hi* party aa that of treason
and oppression. Congressman March was the drat
speaker, and warmly eulogized tho Governor
and Council Cor defending the constitution and
carrying oat its provisions according to its Interpretationby the Supreme Court. That no certificate
was given to any one as Representative from Bocklandwu the fault at none but the numbskull* who
dominate the city, who were too stupid to follow the
plaiu provisions of the law. They said E. V. Pillsburyhad sent blanks with only three lines, but tho
three signed. How lone fllnCo republicans followed
the lines of Mr. l'illhbury ? And if they did so,
instead of following the law, who was to blume if the
city was unrepresented for a time? He donounced
the republican* for frauds, intimidation and bribery
by them at the September election, and congratulated
the people that tho stupidity of the Aldermen had
mude it possible for tho .Legislature to sweep away
the web of fraud which had been woven about tho
freedom of the ballot. There would be a full
and fair investigation and perfect justice
would be done. The disregard of law on the
part of republicans and its strict observance by the
Governor only made this possible. He had not been
a political friend of Governor Garcelon. He was
elected by a republican Senate and the greenbackors
hatiapprovod him, but his course for tho past two
mouths was worthy of nil praiso aud entitled mm to
gratitudo of every friend of ail honest ballot and of
law and order. Ho paid liis respects to the howlers
for blood and especially the clergymon who on Friday
evening had joined it, characterising them as libels
on the Christian religion. Ue hoped the State
Authorities would, repress disorder fomented by republicanvandals with stern hand. Commenting
on the liangor riot, he said tho Governor would not
have done his whole duty till ho had apprehended
Boutelle and recovered the State property. Mr.
Murch was followed by J. H. Martin, of Camden,
the democratic candidate against him lust
year. Ue fully indorsed the Governor, and related
at length the frauds practised in former years with
the returns by republicans and particularly by
Daniel F. Davis. Speeches were also made by RepresentativePerry, \>f Camden; Senator Thompson,
of Friendship; Samuel Wntts, aud J. E. Moore, of
Xhomaston. Congratulatory telegrams were received
from A. P. Gould, Halsey Monroe, fifty citizens of
Union and otherb. Resolutions were adopted. Immenseenthusiasm prevailed throughout.

TBE GOVKRNOB ADDRESSES A MEETING AT BELFAST.HEBEPEATS THE STORY OF THE

OFFICIAL GANVA88 OF VOTES.

Hayford Hall was packed to Its utmost capacity
this evening, in response to a call for a "law and
order" meetipg to sustain the Gorernor and Council.The meeting was oalled to order by William F.
Colburn, and the following officers were chosen:.
Chairman, William H. Rust; Vloe Presidents.C. B.
Hazeltlne, W. H. Burrill, George R. Sloeper, of Belfast;Crosby Fowler, of Unity; William Berry, of
Burnham; D. K. Drake, of Jackson; E. C. Freeman,
of Llncolnville; W. 8. Pendleton, of Islesboro'; F. A.
Dickey, of Northport; Joseph Park, of Searsport;
John Heagan, of Stockton; Thomas Stover, of Morrill;James Bloknell, of Belmont. Secretary.Luclen
H. Murch. Committee on Resolutions.W. H.
McLeilan, George E. Wallace, Joseph Williamson, R.
W. Ellis and F. H. Durham. Mr. Rust on taking the
chair addressed the meeting in a brief speoch and
read abstracts from various speeches made at recent
republican meetings, and claimed they wore revolutionaryin character. Ho was very severe upon the
republicans and accused them or carrying me recant
election by wholesale bribery.

NOTIIKB Sl'EXCH BY THK OOVfcBMOB.
Oovomor Garcelon won then Introduced and was

received with loud applause. He began by saying
that he had not coine to the meeting to make an

apology for anything he had done or left undone.
He spoke of the recent election and of rumors currentsoon after it took place In regard to the countingof the Totea. He said that prominent republicanshad then said that the law of 1877 was clearly
unconstitutional, and named William P. Frye as one
of the number. He gave a full explanation of the
constitutional requirements in regard to the
duty of town officers and of the Governorand Council aa to the eloction
returns. He said that when the returns were laid
before the Legislature they would in eveVy instance
be found correctly tabulated. He claimed that the
returns were canvassed strictly in accordance with
the constitution and laws and without regard to one
party or the other. Ho spoke of the republican
committee who visited him at the beginning of
the canvass, and said that he then told
the committee that be himself had never
yet seen a single one of the returns.
For the past few weeks the most abominable lies
had been daily sent forth in regard to the counting
of the votes. The returns from some of the large
cities wore fatally defective, and the Governor and
Council had nothing to do in regard to them bat to
strictly follow the retirements of the constitutionand the lavs. The Legislature will
undoubtedly do justice by the cities not represented,as the two branches are Judges of
the election of their own members. The Governor
spoke particularly of tbo Portland rctnrns and
claimod that they agree strictly with the record, and
therefore could not oe amended, even under the law
of 1877. The Danforth district was next spoken of,
and the Governor made a statement in regard to the
returns from that town. He said the record had been
altered long after the election, at the request
of George A.. Curran, of Calais, who said he
had the letter of the Town Clerk of Danforthin his pocket stating that he had
changod his record under orders from the republicanBoard of Ueloctinen. The Governor said all the
returns would bo presented to the Legislature on the
7th of January unless the State House was seleed by
a mob and the returns destroyed previous to that
time. He challenged any man to put his finger on
a single thing he had dono which was not etrictlc in
accordance with the constitution, the laws and precedents.At the close of his speech the Governor was
loudly applauded and three cheers were given for
hiin.
William H. McLellan, Attorney General, next addressedthe meeting. He commenced by referring

to tbo clorgymen who had spoken at the iudiguatioa
meeting on Saturday evening, and said they had
made many fatso statements. He denied, emphatically,the statement that has been made that he had
advised tho Governor not to submit the questions in
dispute to tho Snpremu Court, aa requested
by Lot Jn. Morrill. Ho said it ill-becomesrepublicans to make such a great
ado aboct the recent count of tho votes in this Huue
when they all upheld the counting out of Titden In
1870. At the same time, he said, lie did not attempt to
justify anything wrong on tliut account, but no man
could nauio a single"wrong that had been duns In
regard to thfe recent canvass of tho votes in till*
State.

A. O. Jfw«t tlien spoke briefly. Ho Attacked the
law of 1877 routing to tho correction of returns and
said it win against the clear provisions of the
constitution and should not be obeyed. He
advised tho people Dot to support or attend
any church at which politics wore preached. Tho
republicans had attempted to carry the election in
this .State by bribery, but happily had been checkmatedby the (Joveruu* and Council. A despatch
from Augusta was read which was signed by C'. F.
l'illsbury and 3U0 others; also a letter from J.
1». Lamson. Senator from this <v>unty. Resolutions
were then read and adopted. '1 hoy condemn bribery
at elections, and say that uo claimant ought rightfullyto be Inducted into an office obtained through
such means, and pledge support to the Governor
and Council in all constitutional and legal aets.
Speeches were made by It. \V. Kills and Captaiu

Charles linker, and the meeting closed with three
cheers lor Oovornor Uarcelon.

brought before him, and then his act is not Judicial
but simply ministerial.

A TALK WITH EX-GOVERNOR CURTIN.

EYEBTTHIWO BUT AMERICAN POLITICS.AM
ANECDOTE OF BZS MINISTRY IN BU3SIA.

There was a gathering of notables at the New York
Hotel last evening. Gentlemen prominent in the
politics of fully eight States were scattered about
the corridors or sitting In the smoking rooms.

Prominent among them was ex-Governor Curtin, of
Pennsylvania, who bad arrived the night before.

delightful coquottishness when the subject of politicswas introduoed. It wae really a matter of painfulsurprise to learn that the Governor knew so little
of the politics of bis native land, and the pleasant
little smile he would give when switching the conversationfrom tho political situation to the snows
ot Bussia or th& sands ot Africa was strangely suggestivoof his extended experienoo as a diplomat.
"But, Governor," the reporter persisted, "what

do you think ot tho Grssit 'boom?' "

"Well, I really do not know what to think. Ton
seo I live a good way back in the country and we do
not alwaya know as much as yon oity people."

"Yes, of course; but then Pennsylvania was very
enthusiastic over his return."
"That Is so. His reception In Philadelphia was

really magnificent. I arrived there on the day of
the parade. It was a splendid affair."
"Do you think he will be the next Presidentf
The Governor smiled and drew a long breath as he

replied:."I do not know, of oouxse, whether he
will be nominated by the republican party, or U
he wanta to be."

AMERICAN GEOGRAPHICAL SOCIETY
THE SUBJECT OF THE INTEBOCEAXIC RAILBOADS
DISCUSSED.THE ADVANTAGES OF THE VARIOUSJtOUTES SF.T FOBTK.
A meeting of tho American Geographical Society

was held at tholr rooms, No. 11 Wast Twenty-uiutli
Itreet, last evening,. for a final discussion of the
IntiToceanlc railroad question, which has engaged
the atUution of the society for some years put. Tho
president, Ohlef Justice Daly, occupied the chair. I

Among thoso present were Genoral Georgo W. Oullum.United States Army; General Egbert L. Viela.
Colonel 'WoodrutT, United States Army: Major 8. t.
Shelbourno and N. L. Balloy. Mr. H. H. Hall,
a civil engineet, who has spent some time
in Central America, set forth in detail tho plan for
constructing tho Tehuantopoc Interocean Railroad.
Tho eastern terminus of the road will bo at tho
mouth of the Goatzacoalcos Itl ver, about one hundred
aud ten miles southeasterly irom Vera Cruz. Tho
lino will run thonco southweatw.irdly across tho
plain* to the mountain range, thonce across tho
rango through Chivela Pass, and thence across
tho plains to tho inland lake called the
Upper Lagoon, on tho Pnciflo coast. Tho length of
the main line will be between one hundred and forty
and one hundred and fifty miles. The rood will
traVerso an exceedingly healthful and productive
country, with easy grades and for tho most part requiringcomparatively inexpensive preparation for
the superstructure. The mountain section presents
no unusual or serious obstacles, and oan also b«
prepared without extraordinary coat. Harbors, safe,
commodious and easy of access by tho largest clan
of vessels, will be oonstruetod at tho mouth of th«
Qoatsacoalaos by deepening the present channel
over tho bar for a distance of GOO feet. At each
terminus will bo oonstruoted all desirable facilities ,

for receiving and discharging cargoes direct to and
from tho ships alongside tho wharves, whereby
an immense business which is now forced
around Cape Horn will bo drawn to the
route. The Atlantic terminus will be 006 miles south
from Galveston, 725 miles wost-soutUwost from
Havana, 800 miles southwest from New Orleans.
1,905 miles from Now York and 2,076 miles from San
Francisco. Tho ronte from New York to San
Fraucisoo will be about fifteen hundred miles
shorter than by the Panama line, and when
the contemplated canal across tho Peninsulaof Florida Is constructed, this advantagewill be largely increased. Tho route will
materially shorten all lines of communication betweenthe principal ports of the Atlautio and Paelflo
oceans. Australian wool by this route can be
delivered in England In fifty or fifty-five days,
and California wheat can be so delivered in
fitly daya, wfiile obviating the damago of twice
croaaing the equator. The estimated coat
of the route is $5,350,730. The sneaker
caused to be road letters from eminent engineers, in
which they set forth the entire feasibility of the
Tehuantepec route. He aaid that six civil enginoers
and about three hundred men were already at work
upon the railroad, whioh, when oompleted, would
prove of great advantage to the United States, especiallyin our trade with India.

OXnKB BOUTXS.
Mr. John E. Body, president of the Central AmericanTransit Company, which. Bo said, succeeded the

original grantees of the right given by the Nicaraguanltepnblic to construct what is known aa the
proposed interoceanic canal through that country,
poke at some length on the advantages of that routes
He was not favorably disposed toward tnunela, aa he
sold their.feasibility could only be shown after their
completion. No one, he contended, knew that
the Andes mountains were solid at their base, but,
on the contrary, it was believed by many that their
base was composed of trap rook, which if tunnelled
would not be able to support itself. All routes exceptthe Nicaraguan ronte, he said, have these tuh«
nels for a feature. He asserted that to out a tunnel
on the lovel of the ocean through the trap rook ot
the Andes that would admit,of ships passing
through it wonld cost more than the national debt.
Mr. Frederick M. Kelley spoke in favor of the Sea

"STliATEGOS."

"Strstegos." or the American game of war, wm the
title of a lecture delivered yesterday afternoon In
the hall of the Military Servlco Institution on Governor'sIsland by Lieutenant O. A. L. Totten, of tho
Fourth artillery. A large number of military officerswere present, among whom were (taneral^ Sancock,Fry, Davis and Bodenbough. There were alao
several visitors from Forts Hamilton and Wadsworth.The lecturer commenced by stating that
HtrategOs was an adaptation of the old and well
known German game "Krlegsspiel," or Its English
version, "Aldershot," both of which have now
become so famous among foreign soldiers.
The outfit of strategos, as of every war game, consists
chiefly of ple-.-es of typo metal representing bodies
of troops. Uosides these metal blocks there are a
number of pieces made of pasteboard slatod on on*
side, whereon can be marked the lnsiguia of the
character sustained by the piece. The reveres side
of tho slatod pieces has some topographical feature
delineated upon it, such as a village, marsh, hill or
river, and those pieces are so numerous that any desiredcombination of topographical features may be
represented. Htrategos consists of two gamea.one
tlie "advanced game" and tho other the battle game.
The former is principally designed for the higher
grades of military men; but tlie lutter is simple
enough to be wlthiu tho capacity of any one

moderately familiar with tho olomonts of the science
of war.
Lieutenant Totten intends lecturing on the same

subject at West Point, and ia sanguine that the new
game will speedily become a favorite In military
circle* throughout tho land.

and Mra. Verrinder had no Intiiuitatiou of the proctedingafor a divorce until sho caused her huabairn's"Trent before Juiitico Chambers for abandon
tnent. In hi* defence Verrinder produced hia da*
croe of divorce. Mra. Verrinder aeoured counael,
who presented an application to have tha dooreereopened to allow her to preaeut bar defence.Tlio application wan referred to th«
Vlco Chancellor, before whom testimony waa takon.
The evidence ao clearly pointed to a conspiracy on
the part of tun Verrinder* to ruin the woinau'a reputationtliat tho Vice Chancellor roferrod to it in no
measured term* and recommended that the decree
grantod to James Verrtuiler be set aaido. The complainantappealed the caae and the decision setting
aside the ducree has Just boen rendered. Verrindor
la living with hia second wife in this city. He la in
