Mars Impossible Starting Point

for Messages, Says SmithsonianScientist.

TOO COLD FOR LIFE THERE

Other Planets Nearer and Warmer,
Declares Dr. C. B.

Abbot.

WASHINGTON, D. C.. Thursday (by the
Associated Press)..If wireless messages
lire being received on the earth from some

other planet, as suggested by William
Marconi, Mars is not sending the signals,but most probably Venus, says Dr.
C. B. Abbot, director of the Smithsonian
Astrophy8iea! Observatory and asslsiant
secretary of the Smithsonian Institution.
Dr. Abbot make no claim that the mysteriouswireless signals do come from
another planet, but says if they do, Mars
is eliminated as a possibility beea/use
known conditions oft that planet probably
would not permit the existence of any form
of living creature.
"In the first place." says Dr. Abbot, "on

account of the greater distance, nearly
two and one-half times less radiation
from the sun reaches Mars than reaches
the earth. It is probably nearly one hundredper cent colder on the average on
that distant planet than on the earth.
Knowing what low temperatures occur on
the earth in tho course of the winter season.it readily will be realized what one
hundred decrees colder would mean. In
the second place, even if any form of life
could withstand that degree of cold, it is
definitely known by the investigations of
IJircctor Campbell, qf Lick Observatory,
that there is practically no water-vapor
in the atmosphere surrounding Mars,
which fact crosses out the possibility of
that planet supporting any vegetation
or other form of food for living creatures.
"The polar caps which are seen on Mars

may be either hour frost from the minute
traces of water vapor in the Martian
atmosphere or, which is riuitc as probable,
frozen carbonic acid gas. Tho Bo-callcd
'canals' of Maj-s arc non-existent, except

indefinite markings, according to suchI lescopic observers as Barnard, Hale and
£ hers, who have observed with great tcleVtcopes under well nigh perfect conditions.I "But, it is objected, thero may be other

strange forms of beings which need no
"

water or vegetation or heat. This is also
reduced to impossibility by the fact that
all living things are made up largely of
different compounds of carbon. \Vhilf
the spectrum shows that there is carbon
on all heavenly bodies, the chemical combinationsof this clement, such as are re(lulredfor life, mostly require temperatures
above freezing- to prevent rigidity. So the
extremely low temperatures on Mars,
probably never higher than zero, would
not allow the carbon compounds to exist
Vi ft condition suitable for originating life.
"The planet Venus, on the other hand,

shows every condition necessary foi
maintaining life. It is nearly the same
size as the earth and Is even nearer the
sun than the earth is. This would apparentlymake the climate considerabl}
otter on Venus except for the fact that
»e atmosphere surrounding Venus is connuallycloudy. This universal cloudless,by reflecting the radiation from the
un, reduces the temperature to about the
ame range as that experienced here on
he earth. This cloudiness also shows

sufficient amount of water vapor te
import vegetation and higher forms ol
Jfe.
"As regards the possibility of receiving

tirclcsa messages from another planet
Ii'enus nt its nearest approach to the earth

s U'> (100,000 miles away, whereas Mars is
at least 50.000,(100.
"From these considerations. It may be

concluded that IT any planet is trying to
signal our earth, it is Venus and not
Mars. It can lie definitely proved that
Mars ie insulted for maintaining any form
of life, while, with the conditions prevallVcnusthere Is every reason to believe
tug on Venus, there is every reason to beIvi that that planet may be populated by

Refuneit to Talk on Religion.

Warden Lawes had charge of all arrangementsfor the execution. Until tljt
last Hamby declined to accept spiritual
consolation from either the Rev. Dr. A. K.
Peterson or the Uev. Father William K.
Cashin, the chaplain, but he talked to
them on topics other than religion. He
told the attendants he did not desire a

clergyman to comfort him or accompany
him on the death march to the chair.
Father Cashin entered Hamby's cell at

ia few minutes past seven o'clock in the
evening and was in earnest conversation
with the prisoner for nearly half an hour.
The priest later said the condemned man

had become more sober and read the eveningnewspapers, seeming to be amused at
the accounts of his last day on earth.
Father Cashin said he did not believe
tiammy was entirely irroiiKiuun, uui assertedhe.was nearly so.

DeMpatrheN Three better*.
Hambly arose In the morning, after

sleeping ubout nine hours. Warden T-awes
called upon him and the other slayers

' before noon and found Hamby waiting
with three letters. Those he asked the
warden to mail after he was dead. One
of them was addressed to a girl of whom
Hamby had been fond. He pledged Warden
Lawes to secrecy about the letters and
their contents, and the warden declined
to state to whom they were addressed.
Hamby had been dressed in his death

suit of black and wore a black shirt,
"Can't I have a light colored shirt,
warden?" he pleaded. The warden said
he would grant the request and Instructed
the guards to get him a white shirt. He

'jalso asked for a stiff, white collar, but
this request was not granted.
When the death house barber shaved off

the top of his head to enable the keepers
to fasten down the death mask. Hamby
Joked about the haircut. "I thought tlicy
were geing to give mo a German pompadour,"he exclaimed. "If they ever had
I'd have turned over on the slab."
Hamby had a plentiful breakfast and

ale heartily. For dinner ho selected steak.
mushrooms, strawberries and coffee.
Frank Flannigan. another hold-up man
under sentence of death, asked rs rinlssmn
of the warden to buy Hamby a treat and
It was granted. Flunnlgan ordered a box
of cigars, a box of fancy bonbons and
five dollars' worth of Ice cream, which
Hamby had distributed among his twentyninedeath house companions after taking
his own portion.
For supper llamby ordered lobster

salad. "I need not worry about indigestionnow," ho explained. Warden Lawes
told him that Nellie Bly, of whom he had
'made a confidant, had come to Governor
Smith in Albany to auk a reprieve for
hlin. Hamby made no comment. Later
guards told llamby that the Governor had
refused a respite. Again the prisoner
was non-committal.
Hamby asked the warden to have his

oulja board, with which he had playea
ao often In his cell, given to Miss Biy. He
did not know she had received a pass to
see his execution.
Warden Lawes told Hamby that people

were curious to know what questions he
nad propounded to the ouija board. Hambysaid he had asked It, for instance,

this:"What Is my real name? It's so long
since I have used It I have forgotten It myself."

"I've forgotten, too," Hamby quoted the
ouija board as answering.
Then Hamby said to the board:.
"Ho ycu like music?" Answer"Yes."

The phonograph was then reeling off a
tune on a squeaky record.

From Seattle. Hamby went to the Tacomahome of George F. Davis, a frien<i

of many years' standing. He invested in
an automobile and entertained D^vla and
his wife in princely style, with theatre
visits, cabarets and automobile trips into
the Rockies. Early in March occurred the
everit that proved fatal for Hamby. He!
was a Socialist and during a party at the
Davis home a hot discussion arose on So-
cialism and Bolshevism. Hamby said
Davis called him a vile name, whereupon
Hamby quietly went to his room, got his
revolver, returned and killed Davis.

Gave Himself I p. ,

Jfamby left in the automobile and got'
lost In the mountains. His next move
was typical of the daring psychology of
this strange criminal. He deliberately!
drove to a general store owned by a one-1
time Klondike gambler and told him that!
he had killed his best friend and that
he was able to kill himself. Kedeau, the
storekeeper, succeeded In disarming him
and summoned the sheriff, who placed
Hamby under arrest. He was tried and
convicted or the murder or Davis ana was
sent to the Tacoma County Jail to await
sentence.
Word reached Brooklyn authorities that'

Humby had been caught. District Attor
ney Harry E. Lewis Immediately sent
Assistant District Attorney Albert C.
Conway with Albert Freeman, an employeof the bank, and McCullough, the
chauffeur, who had driven Hamby and'
Wing away from the bank. They Sdenti!fled Hamby as the East Brooklyn Bank
robber. He waived extradition and arrivedin Brooklyn in June, where be made
a complete confession to District AttorneyLewis. He told Lewis he had com-
mittod hold-ups in every country on the
face of the globe. Including Egypt, China
and South America, and that he had real-:
ized approximately fstX'.noO in seven or

eight years of crime. He said he never
tackled a Job unless there was "five fig-
ures in it."
Hamby was placed on trial June IS and'

was convicted three days later. He offered
110 defence and declared repeatedly that ho
wanted to "get It over with as quickly' at'
possible." He was cool and collect< d theoj
and he remained so to the moment of hlsl
death. His only request was that hlsj
name he changed in the indictment to Jay1
B. Allen Instead of Gordon Kawcett Ham-1
by. lie declared Allen was his right name
unit became so averse to the Hamby surnamethat lie refused In Sing Sing to slgro
it on an order which would have released!
funds belonging to liiin. Judge Kawcett
refused to change the name unless Hamby
offered proof that Allen was his real!
name.

able to learn Hamby was born In 1 Kt»3. In,
Alberta. Canada, and that when he was

eight years old his mother and father
(separated. He went to live with an aunt.j
but went forth 011 "on his own hook" whe>.|
fourteen. He told the District Attorney
he hud been educated in an Eastern col-'
lege, whether in Canada or this country]
he would not say.

DENIES JAPANESE OBTAIN
MEXICAN OIL CONCESSIONS

MEXICO CITY. Thursday..Reports that

he State of Sonora and at present Secrearyof Industry. Commerce and Labor.
Seftor Calles declared not a single Japlnesehad applied to his department for
petroleum concessions, hut added that if
uich a request should be received it would
se given the same treatment as that ac:ordedapplications from other foreigners.
There is no Bolshevism in Sonora, the

secretary asserted. Labor in that State is

well organized and has been aided by the
Kovernmert, which has passed labor laws
and secured improved working conditions
and higher wages. Strikes have not occurredin the jecent past in Sonora. he
said. Reports that he was anti-American
were denied bv Sefior Calles.
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
