No matter
how good the singing, its finest effects
cannot be achieved in such an atmosphere.
The ch ir sang Falestrina's Magnificat,

the motet "Come, Holy Ghost," and the
mass Missa Brevis. Byrd's "Justorum Animae,"in L.atin, Gibbons' Magnificat in F.
Sweellnck's "Born Today" and the Irmos
song for Christmas of Gretchaminow.
Earlier ii^the season the visiting Vatican

choir gave us an ineffaceable impression
of how exquisite Palestrina's music might
be. Although Dr. Farrow's choir showed
excellent training, its performance did not
achieve the high distinction that that of
Signor Casimiri's men did. The balance
of tone was good. The tone itself was

sweet, perhaps too sweet, somewhat saccharine.Its volume was ample. There
was not sufficient contrast in dynamic
treatment, nor was there sufficient vitality.Vigor is just as much an essential in
church singing as in any other form of the
art. There is no reason why the tenors
should have ignored it. One does not want
feminine qualities in a man's chair.
