Washington's "Entangling All-
iances."

Professor Holako O. TJsur.R asks,
In a magazine article, "Precisely what
had Washington lu mind when he
incoriioruted In his Farewell Address
the famous dictum about 'entangling
alliances'" nnd answers his own
iltivstlon after this fashion:

"It should be clear that Wasiiinuton
himself explicitly Implied In the Fare-
well Addreits that the Krowth of the
country would probably Invalidate his
counsel regarding entangling Alliances
within twenty years. Would ha not be
tha last to hold that ths American peo-

ple are y to feel themselves bound
to follow under present conditions a
counsel regarding alliances expllclty
bated upon ths fundamental problems
of a small, weak, disorganized, debt
ridden country In which firm constitu-
tional government, the publto credit and
nationality had yet to be established
byond the possibility of change?"

Professor Usher hns advocated al-

liance with Great Britain. The Fare-
well Address, representing tho old
fuskloued Americanism of Mr. George
Wasiiinuton nnd the pecullur Ideas
of Mr. Alexander Hamilton and Mr.
James Madison, must be reasoned
nuny, nnd this Is the reasoning, In
brief synopsis: Washington did not
mean to warn against all alliances
with European Powers; the warning
Is discriminatory, not comprehensive.
Washington was not outlining n per-

manent isillcy for the nation, but de-

fending his own acts In office. Thus
'the proponents of alliance.

The web of conditional clauses,
"Ifs," "amis," "huts" and "until thens"
which Professor Usher weaves about
tho lucid, cogent, unequivocal words
of Wasiiinuton Is such us would
have shocked the well ordered mind
of the first President of the United
States of America. To such turbid
commentary on a clear text the text
Itself Is the best rebuttal. Could
a company of words keep steadier
"eyes front" and march stralghter
than this one:

"The great rule of conduct for us.
In regard to foreign nations, Is, In ex-

tending our commercial relations, to
have with them as little political con-

nection as possible. Europe has
a set ot primary Interests which to us
have none or a very remote relation."

That relation has not changed In
any such wny as would make. George
Washington y alter or delete
any passage In the Address In which
he "explicitly Implied" that 'it Is to
our advantage thut 8,000 miles of salt
water lie between us nnd Kurope.

Progress of the British-Frenc- h of-
fensive.

The thin! day of the Allies' offen-
sive, according to strategists, would
be the most critical of the great move-
ment; the ground cleared by the pre-
liminary cunnonndlng would have
been crossed, and the exhausted
troops called upon to fnco a counter
offensive of their foes. It hns passed,
leaving the British anil French not
only In jhisscssIoii of ground dearly
won but gradually strengthening
their trench positions nnd gaining
vnntngo points on the German lines
of defence.

tween the British nnd the French,
ami has gone far to prove thu

The British are appar-
ently aiming for the Important stra-
tegic point of Bupaume, Hie key lo
communication between Arms and
Pcronne, nnd have strengthened
their line by the capture of several
Importunt illtiges, notably I.a Bols-sell- e.

The French, under General
Foch, whom the wnr has developed
Into one of the most brilliant strate-
gists ot tho Allies' armies, have
stormed some of the most difficult
and strongly fortified ground lu the
Sommc region ami have made decided
gains In the direction of Peroune.

lu a movement of such vital Im-

portance unusual Interest attaches
to the means employed toward Its sue
cess. There Is lu the reports less In.
dlcatlou of the um.' of ioisonous gases,
but more reliance than In some pre-
vious ImiKirtant movements uhu air
craft. A new trench mortar Is re
ported to hnc been used for the
Urst time with deadly effect upon the
Germnn lines. The chief reliance of
tho defensive Is apparently the mil-

chine guus, which In many cases were
rescued from the trenches buttered
by the Allies. But the best proof of
the severity of the lighting, the des

of the defenders nnd the
bravery of the charging soldiers. Is
the fact thnt most of the wounded
brought back of the Allies' lines were
Injured not by shell nnd bullet but
by the thrust of the bayonet.

Further evidence of the concerted
ttctlnn, of the armies of the Entente
Powers Is that tho offensive continues
on other fronts in Kurope. The Bus-slnn- s

are still vigorously pushing
their advantage In Gallcla, Buko-vvlu- a

and along the line northward
to Blgn, while the Italians hto mak-
ing gains along the Austrian front
There Is nothing, however, to Indi-
cate that so far thu Germans have
lessened their activity in the region
of Verdun, or thnt on any other front
there have been withdrawals of
troops to aid In the defence against
the British-Frenc- h drive. This may
menu thnt the Germans consider
the ground sufficiently well defended
or that the other positions on their
front cnuuot be weakened, ami that
they are no longer able, as lu the past,
to transport great bodies of troops
from one isdnt to another of thetr
widely extended line.

This movement Is the greatest test
of tho Germnn military strength to
which It has been put In the war.

educated to buy only tho best nnd re-

fuse tho commonplace. And that can
only be dnno at lurgo expense, and by
means of a capitalization that prohibits
the old free and easy Journalism.

Ten years from to-d- will see even
fewer pnpers than exist and
that lu spite of tho growth In popula-
tion. Power papers, consolidation nnd
n constant rnlslng of tho standards will
be tho rulo that will discourage Invest-
ment In that rormer delightful occupa-
tion of "starting a newspaper."
