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Common Sense.

The Infantile Paralysis Epidemie.

Never in the modern history of this
eclty has an epidemic of a fatal dis-
ense spread with the rapidity mani-
fested by the prevalence of Infantile
paralysis, which, if it does not prove
fatal, deforms und handieaps the
child or adult for life. The publie is
gratified by the energy and skill dis-
played by the Department of Health
in searching out the cases and quar-
antining them to prevent the spread
of tiMs terrifying malady. The ap-
parent impotence of medical men to
cope with the epidemic with curative
measures on account of absolute 1g-
narance of its cuuse and mode ef de-
velopment carries us back to the Mid-
dle Ages, when people were similarly
helpless In the fuce of danger,

The question naturally arises in the
minds of the lay people: “Just what
s being done in the direction of ascer-
talning the real causes by experi-
mentation en animals, a practice
which has nchieved such great tri-
umphs in tuberculosis, typhold fever,
typhus fever, diphtheria and other
infectious diseases”" It would appear
that mow is the time to cultivate
perums, to inoculate animals, to study
with all modern means the possibill-
ties of preventlon and cure. What
§s the Department of Health dolng
in this direction, Is n question that
forces itself upon the minds of the
fay public.

It 18 to Le hoped that our belllant
bacteriologists ure already busylng
themselves with these problems to
throw light upon a subject that ap-
pears to puzzle the doctors.

The infectionsness of the disease
would seem to he proved by the ra-
pldity of i1 diffuston,  The diffculty
of detectiug it In lis early stage
pusts o doubt upon the wisdom of

permitting lurge unmbers of ehildren
o tlee from it, us is reported, and
hus diffuse it more rupldly among
the neople.
o

Open nir coneenteation
children in tents would pro.
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tect the community and at the same'
time offer the most favorable oppor- |
tunity for recovery if the disease has
failed to be recognized before the|
change of locality. |

To allow these children to enter
crowded houses would seem eriminal,
certaluly far more cruel than expos-
{ng them to the possible discomforts of |
tent life. During the civil war It was |
discovered that cases of Infectlous
diseases like measles, in the manuge-
ment of which the idea prevalled
that exposure to the air, especlally
in cold weather, Is fatal, recovered
more frequently than similar cases
treated In tents or under less com-
fortable shelter. Modern science has
explained the reason to be that fresh
air currents stimulate the circulation,
refresh the nervous system and thus
steel the sufferer against the inroads
of disease. Upon this theory the suc-
cessful management of tuberculosis
is based, and the recent Introduction
of open air management of pneu-
monia in children and adults.

If the transfer of large numbers
of children becomes necessary, par-
ents need feel no anxlety on account
of their exposure under tents,

Childhood’s Right to Leara to Work.

That eminent student and thinker
Wrnizam Cox Reorrnp bestowed this
gem of thonght on the edueators nws
rembled In Madlson Square Garden
this week :

“Childhood and jabor are opposing
things that ghould have naught in com-
mon, and it {s almost sacrilege to place
even in thought the burden of labor on
the hack of a child.”

The commercial exploitation of ehild
labor 18 properly regarded by enlight-
ened men as against publie poliey,
and the States in which the party of
Mr. Reorierp's adherence has not been
continuously in power have taken the
lead in restricting it. But that “child-
hood and labor are opposing things.'"
and that “It 1s almost sacrilege to
place even in thought the burden of
labor on the back of a child” are
statements not only ridiculous but en-
tirely false. It Is not a hardship to
train a child to labor, to Impose on
boys and girls Autles In the honsehold,
on the farm, or In thelr parents' busi-
nesses. On the contrary, the training
thus acquired is of the highest value
throughout life, as many citizens
whose childhoods were not given en
tirely to play can testify.

It 18 labor to keep the wood hox
filled, to Arive the cows from pasture
to barn, to feed the chickens, to collect
the eggs, to run errands, to make the
beds; and hundreds of thousands of
children are performing such tasks to-
day, to their own benefit and the ma-
terial assistance of thelr famlilies. A
great army of achool echildren is at
work this vacation, and not even a
‘Redfield belleves that their employ-
ment is “sacrilege.”

The forcing of children to work
under unhealthful conditions at tasks
beyond their strength, under cirenm-
stances impairing their bodily and
mental vigor: these are abominable
thinga, and shonld not he tolerated,
But to eal! childhood and 1abor “op-
posing things" ia to abuse words so
recklessly that even the Recretary of
Commerce should hesitate to do it.

Presidential Preference In Jersey.

New Jersey has a “Senatorial situ-
atlon” on Its hands. Ex-Governor
Stoxes, Congressman Scurry and
Judge Jou~x W. WescorT are the most
prominent aspirants for the place
which the Hon. James E. Martine
now occuples.

Ought SToxESs to wait for the elec-
tion of a successor to HvaHExs, In
1018, and let ex-Governor FRANKLIN
MumrHEY be the next Martine? But
Hauntow Kpan has an eye on 1918,
So Stoxes hesitates. He Is most dan-
gerous when most he seems to hesi-
tate. On the Democratic side, Con-
gressman Bcriry will and he won't,
but we guess he will. Having stoutly
denied that any of his utterances may
be justly construed as a disclaimer
of intention to go Into the primaries,
it is supposable that he can be more
than almost persuaded. MarTINE de-
clares he will seek renomination.

The one thing the candidates, con-
fessed or coyly Inviting {invitation,
have in common is a record of sac-
rifice. Mr. Stoxea sacrificed him-
self In the last Gubernatorial election
that made Fimpes Governor, and
Judge Wescorr did the same thing in
the famous primary that sent Hvanes
to Washington. He, no doubt, per-
celved too late that in yielding to
preprimary persuasions and permit-
ting bis name to be withdrawn he
had not flattered the voters for whose
emancipation from Boss Rule the pri-
mary was devised.

Naval Officer WrrrrENN renounced
his last Gubernatorial candidacy In
favor of FreLoEr at Mr. Wirsox's re-
quest. Also, it was in response to
appeals emanating from that high
quarter that Jouw WesLey Wescorr
permitted himself, instead of Huones,
to be eliminated from the situation
out of which Wooprow Wrrson feared
the Hon. James ByiTH would be re-
turned to the Senate of these United
States. Mr. BamitH had committed
the unpardonable sin of aiding and
abetting the Wilsonlan ambition.

These earller interventions by the
gentleman who now presides over the
destinies of Humanity, in which he
fintteringly includes New Jersey, were
in part pre-Presidentinl preferences.
Now it is hinted that Mr. WiLson's
full fledged Presidential preference is
for Judge Wescorr, Our interest in
the fortunes of the eloquent Camden
lawyer Is subordinate to our concern
for falr play when we suggest to
New Jersey's Attorney-General that
he shonld not count too heavily, In

hia 8ehatorlal campnigning, upon full

The Russo=-Japanese Treaty.

That Russia and Japan have signed
a treaty having for its purpose a defi-
nite agreement regarding thelr re-
spective ambitions In the Orlent is
not improbable. Negotiations have
heen pending between these two na-
tions for almost a year. The condi-
tions in China, In which the Interest
of both centres, have through Chl.
nese revolutions, misgovernment and
lack of natlonal funda become criti-
cally uncertain. With Europe im-
mersed In war the present is a most
opportune time for adjustment ac-
cording to their own sishes,

The present war brought these foes
of only a few years ago into A mood
for a better understanding than they
had ever before reached. Japan has
been supplying the Czar's army and
navy with munitions of war. S8he
snw without apparently a word of
remonstrance or disapproval Russia
extend her rallways upon Chinese ter-
ritory. and the diplomnats of hoth na-
tions have bheen playing nt a united
game of watchful waiting regarding
that great unwieldy republie,

Between Japan and Russia there
has existed for some time an under-
standing of apparently the most
friendly nature. This was secured
throngh the Agreement of 1007, the
Conventlon of 1910 and subsequent
recognitiona, These stipulations aimed
to regulate commercial and political
roelationships, to secure the principle
of equal opportunity and to maintain
the Integrity of China. In what re-
spect they were Insufficient or required
modification Is the question that will
prove important to other natlons in-
terested In the Orlent, especlally in
China.

Any agreement affecting the integ-
rity of China or commercial rights
in the country itself or the Chinese
lttoral 1s a matter of concern to the
United States. This natlon has al-
ways favored the “open door" policy
in the Orient and has opposed the
violatlon of Chinese territory. Our
position was clearly defined In the
understanding with Japan In 1008,
and any treaty vitiating the terms of
that agreement will meet with strong
opposition In this country.

——

What Sinn Fein Did.

Had there been no Rinn Fein re-
volt In Ireland the scheme of self-
riule proposed by Lioynm Grorce and
necepted by the British Cablnet unani-
mously would not have seen the light.
The plan adopted at the beginning of
the war, under which the operation
of the home rule law was suspended
until the reestablishment of pence,
would have been adhered to, and Ire-
Iand would not have received the con-
cessions emhodied in the temporary
armngement now put forward. It is
fair, therefore, to say that the rebels,
short lived though thelr rebellion
was, accomplished something, however
far they fell short of their principal
object, the founding of an Irish re-
publie, free and independent.

Ry what has been given to Treland,
by the fact that the carefully consld-
ere! programme of the Government
with respeet of her future has bheen
abandoned, the impression produced
on Fnglishmen by the Dublin uprising
may be measured. If it astonished
the English it opened their eyes; and
the subsequent record discloses them
convinced of the necessity of adopt-
ing measures to meet, at least in part,
the demands of the dissatisfied popu-
lation.

What the Government offere will
not satisfy all Irishmen. That is ob
vious. But it is equally apparent that
it 18 more than would have been given
had there been no Sinn Fein.

A New Field of Military Usefulness
for Colonel Bryan.

The effect of Colonel Wrrrtax Jen-
~inos Brrax's oratory upon Com-
pany M of the Forty-seventh Regi-
ment in camp at Peekskill caused
the arrest of the entire company on
Wednesday.

After the sllver tongued Chautau-
quan had told the militiamen that he
hoped they would neither kill nor be
killed, they arose as one man, defled
their officers and insisted that they
must either fight or eat. They were
placed Iin the guard house, several
thousand miles away from all Mex!-
cans, and put on a diet of shorteake
and lemonade.

The Legislature falled to provide for
|the payment of accident compensation to
Ntate employees and neglected to author-
fze the Stata departmenta and commis-
rlons to secure such payments in the
future. The Attorney-General's opinion
Is that departments and commissions
leannot act on the subject; that respon-
®ibllity rests on the State, Just how
iaccident compensation Is to be secured
for State employees, whether through
action by the legislative, executive or
administrative section of the State Gov-
ernment, is a puzszsle; at present non-
compliance with the requirements of the
law Is A matter of embarrasament.

Whether a HState department or com-
mission can elect to be subject to the
provisions of the law is doubtful; prob-
ably all departments and commissions
are to be dependent on the action of the
Legislature at the next session. Amen-
datory leglslation at the recent mession
opened the way for such election, and
the State Industrial Commission has
urged the heads of departments and
commissions to act on the matter, but
the Attorney-General's ruling has halted
action.
