can plans subsequent to August, 1014,

proceeded under their own power con-

voyed by allied worships to Glbrnltnr
and the Dardanelles. As this voyage

was n military exploit the "facts con-

cerning It are not matters of public
knowledge, but the report Is worth re-

calling now. when the German Deutsch-lan- d

has completed her trip and rests
aafely in American witters.

Unlike the U-3- which arrived at
Carthnpenn, Spnln. on Juno 22, bear-in- s:

the Knlser, the Deutschluud claims the
status of a merchantman. She Is uot
a warship; her crew Is not drawn from
the German navy: she Is unarmed,
and she has brought here passengers,
malls and a general cargo. .The fact
that she Is not a naval vessel will save
bar from Internment. She may ro--

main In port as long as her commander.
wishes and depart nt her convenience,

after fulfilling the obligations Imposed

on merchant cssels by our shipping
and customs laws.

It Is to be expected that the repre-

sentatives of the Allies will asnll her
status and endeavor to hove her
classified ns n warship, but her peace-

ful character Is not Impaired by the
circumstance that she Is capable of
submerging. Unless It be proved that
she nctually Is a wars-hi- she Is en-

titled to the same protection lu our
ports and territorial waters that Is
enjoyed by English, French, Italian,
Russian nnd Japanese shipping, the
nature of which Is forcibly Impressed

by the unusual precautions taken on
account of the dUcovery of a bomb In

the hold of tho Celtic on her lust east-

ward trip.
Tho U-.i- r, after her departure from

Garthagrma under convoy of a Spnnlsh
cruiser on June 24. regained her homo
port, her arrival being nnnounced from
Berlin on July 5. Tho announcement
included the statement that on her re-

turn trip she had sunk the armed
French steamship Herault and cap-

tured her guns. But the Deutscbland
as a merchantman can engage in no
sach adventure. Her lack of arms
would preclude tho possibility, but
there Is no logical reason why, if a
merchnutinan travelling on the sur-

face of the sea may mount guns for
defence, her diving sister should not
tave the same right.

It Is possible that delay and annoy-
ance may arise for the Deutscbland
from a source that will not imme-fiatel- y

suggest Itself to the
mind. The owners of the

patents covering various essential
parts of the mechanism of submarines
have been quoted as declaring thnt
their rights would be Infringed by any
under sen merchant ship arriving here
from a foreign port, and that they
would appeal to the courts for protec-
tion, libelling tho vessel, and thus
tying her up until a decision on their
claim had been reached.

In tho present condition of the mar-
ket in this country the value of 1,000
tons of dyestuffs, wnlch, It Is said, the
Deutscbland brings, cannot easily be
estimated. It Is enormous. American
textile manufacturers have been
gravely hampered since the outbreak
of the war by lack of colors, the
printing trades have suffered severely
and many other industries have felt
tho effects of the suspension In this
trade. The profits on one cargo of
dyes might easily pay the entire capi-

tal Investment In tho ship and the cost
of her upkeep.

Wo have purposely Ignored the pic-
turesque aspects of this pioneer trans
atlantic submarine merchant voyage,
and it seems unnecessary to comment
en the professional skill and devotion
of the men who mado It possible. No
such deed was necesMary to fix atten
tton on the wonderful development of
the submarine by German designers
and engineers or tho high degrco of
proficiency attained by German sail
ers In Its operation. Nor Is It to
be assumed that the Deutschlsnd Is
the only rcnroscntMhe of this class

of comtntm carrier to tM pot afloat,
and navlsatsd by Gorman teatuc. It I

is possible that substantial flotts of
hem may appear; and if such should

be tho earn It is not Improbable that
the United States will hear from Teu-

tonic Hps fewer condemnations of the
exercise of the neutral right to trade
with belligerent nations than It has In

the pat.
On the other hand, the notion that

by meant of such ships Germany could
be relieved of the conditions Imposed
upon her through the suppression of
her surface borne commerce is unten-
able. By the time a sufficient num-

ber of submerged carriers were in
service the enemy would have de-

vised means to Interfere effectively
with their cruises; the full results of
the blockade now enforced would
have been wrought Osnerally, It
may be said, the excursion Is Interest-
ing ; It confirms all the claims of the
advocates of submarines and it prac-
tically leaves things as they were.

in the city "reached by the arithmeti
cal method In use by the Bureau of
Census" Is given ns 6,602,841. But
the Census Bureau has announced Its
estimate of the population to be 0,- -

334,000, or 270,000 less than the local
mathematicians claim. '

Both estimates nro In excess of the
figures given by the State count of
1015, which showed 5,047.221, and of
the police tabulation made last fall,
which revealed a population of

The Health Department's
estlmnte for July 1, 1015, was 5,808,-53- 2.

These figures the department
revised, hitting on 5,507,082 ns a fair
allowance.

It Is on this estlmnte of popula-
tion that the death rate must be fig-

ured, and until the department nnd
the authorities with whose computa-

tions It must be compared come to
some agreement thnt rate will le re
garded with suspicion. At present It
is not and cannot be taken seriously.

Effect I'pon the United States of the
Small Foreign Wheat Crop.

One of the most Important consid
erations in estimating the value of our
wheat crop has been the prospective
yield of foreign countries. The war
has prevented n more than superficial
survey of the European fields, but the
reports have Indicated n fairly suc-

cessful crop. Tho latest ndvlccs re-

ceived sinco the harvest has begun,
howovcr, show that the yield will fall
short of previous calculations

The promises of large crops in Aus
and Germany, held out

earlier ln the season, sre not being
made good by the harvest now in
progress. The acreage nas not rauen
below that of last year, but with the
work being done mainly by the
women and by men beyond or under
military ago the tilling has not been
of the intensive character that has
distinguished Germany's husbandry.
In Turkey the fields of Anatolia and
the great plains of Thrace have, too,
suffered from lack of laborers.

The conquered lands of Belgium,
Serbia and Poland, which are now
held by the Central Powers, have
been so dovastuted by war that yield
falls ubout 0,000,000 bushels below
the production of normal times. The
women of Bulgaria have struggled as
bard aa they did in the Balkan war
to keep the yield up to the standard,
but the weather conditions have been
so unfavorable that they have not
succeeded. Huraanla, which has been
a fruitful source of supply for Aus-

tria nnd Germany, has been able to
keep ber entire farming population
at work and will thus bring her pro-

duction up to that of the 1015 crop.
The amount that she can furnish the
Central Powers will, however, scarce
ly make up their deficit.

The wheat crop of Great Britain
will be up to the standard of last
year. A part of the wheat producing
region of northern France is In the
war rone, but the reports show a
slightly Increased acreage In other por-

tion of the country snd It Is believed
that the crop will not fall much short

of that of 1016. Ths yield of. tho wheat
lands between Rom and Naples and
of the plains of northern Italy will be
about the same as the year before the
war. The rich lands of the Russian
Black Sea coast will be up to the
standard of production, but the re-
ports from other wheat sections of
ltttssln are less favorable.

Both the United States and Russia
produced last year bumper crops. In
both countries there remains a Isrge
excess from this production, iw
stoppage of traffic from the Black Sea
ports and the closing of the Darda
nelles have kept a great bulk of this
overproduction in Russia and have
given a plentiful supply for her
armies. Great Britain kept up her
supply by requiring every home- -

bound British ship to carry breadstuff
as part of its cargo. Franca in addi-

tion to the supply from this country
has received shipments from Russia,
while Italy has bought not only In
this country but also from South
America and Australia.

Europe has so far succeeded In pre-

venting any wild speculation in bread-stuff- s,

and the Intention evidently Is
to prevent It during the remainder of
the war. The excess in this country
from the 1015 crop will scarcely
equal the estimated decrease of more
than 100,000,000 bushels in the 1010
crop. While Uncle Sam will no doubt
be compelled to supply Europe with
wheat there is reason to believe that
he will still hav such s sufficiency
remaining that the scales will con-

tinue to favor the home consumer.

The New Order la Cauaell.
By the latest Order In Council af-

fecting neutral trade at sea the
Allies give notice of their abandon-
ment of the Declaration of London
and all rulings made thereunder, and
declare tbolr Intention to exercise
their rights ns belligerents In accord-
ance with the law of nations. Our
protests against the treatment Ameri-
can cltlxens, property and ships have
received at sea have been based on
our contention thnt the acts of the
Allies were In violation of interna-
tional law, nnd the final settlement
of our claims has not yet been made.
When the case of England Is put for
ward, the object nnd effects of the
present proclamation will be clearer.

From what Is now known of the
order Its probable consequences to
neutral commerce do not seem likely
to prove more burdensome than the
conditions that have hitherto ex
Isted. It reaffirms contentions the
United States has refused to admit,
which are now under discussion be-

tween this Government and thnt of
Great Britain; nnd this may be In
terpreted as foreshadowing n refusal
to concede our demands. This car-

ries with It the threat of further
discussion, for the position of the
United States, based on International
law, cannot be abandoned.

To thb Editor or Tits Bun Sir; Tho
only trouble in Mexloo ha boon
lawlessnoat and the inability or Indis-
position of tho Carranja Government to
quell the anarchists.

It Is evident that if we, having brought
order In Mexico, withdraw, out-
rages would again be committed by the
same lawless element of the otherwise
progressiva population of Mexico; an
element which cannot be eradicated and
can only elowly be Improved (for who can
chants human nature?) and wilt
spring Into activity as soon aa restraint
Is removed. No, if permanent order Is
to be obtained we must retain
control over Mexico the Mexican
Government must do the business. Now
we do not want to control Mexico, and
the Carranza Administration haa
Itself not one to restore order; the only
alternative la the Inauguration of new
government for that country.

Soma persons may have doubts
whether strong government Is suffi
cient to prevrnt anarchy in a country
like our neighbor republic. Let con-ald- er

what our country would be, In what
state our 100,000,000 of people would
live, were our laws not efficiently car-
ried out and enforced by our civil offi
cers, would not the state of this

bad aa or worse than that of
little Mexico?

Now this desired efficient government
must necessarily backed by the ma-
jority the population: in other words,
it must be chosen by the Mexican peo
ple, but not by tho usual method of
farcical election.
