North of the Bomme nothing of im-
portance occurred.

Bouth of the Bomme we took the of-
fensive during the day east of Flau-
court on a front of about four Kkilo-
meters, from the river to the north of
Belloy-en-8anterre, On the whole
line attacked our troops carried enemy
poaitions to a depth of from one to
two kilometers. We carried by ae-
Pault the village of Hiaches and have
established our position on a line from
thig village to the environs of Barleaux.
In the course of these actions we took
800 prisoners.

On both banks of the Meusa theres
‘was spirited artillery action, notably
in the sectors of Fleury and Fumin
wood,

The operat!ons on the 8omme [front
from July 1 to 7 resulted in the cap-
ture by us of more than 9,000 pria-
onere. Among the important war ma-
terial that we took we have counted
up to to-day 76 cannon and several
hundred machine guns .

The afternoon communiqué follows:

)n both sides of the Somme the
night passed quietly. The total num-
ber of prisoners which we captured
yeaterday during the attack on Hardes
court is 6313, of whom ten are offi-
cers.

On the front north of Verdun the
enemy maintained a rather violent
bombardment of the sectors of Chat-
tancourt, Fleury and the Damloup
batter).

West of the forest of Apremont the
Germans undertook two surprise at-
tacks against our positions at ('roix
Bt, Jean. A detachment which wns
able to penetrate one of our trenches
war expelled iImmediately by our gren-
adiers. The other detachment wans
dispersed before it was able to reach
our lines,
