Baruch. "Just as the latter gave way
to an enlightened public sentiment due
to tha discovery that the fatal disease
la not dii to 'folk's' (babbage) and la

net communicable by contact with sup-

posed carriers, but to Inoculation by a
certain kind of mosquito, so will the
present unreasoning apprehension dis-

appear when the real cause of Infantile
paralysis I" dlecuvercd.

"And the public may now feel assured
Of thla happy consummation when they
are Informed that the services of olll-ca- n

of the same department of our
Government which discovered the cause
of yellow fever, at the expense of the
Uvea of two of Its physicians, have
been offered to CommlsslJner Kmerson
by Secretary McAdoo In the fight
against Infantile paralysis.

"Indeed, tt If upon the findings of the
United States l'ubllc Health Service al-

ready at our disposal that I have been
enabled to point out to the health au-
thorities a theory of thn disease that
may, I trust, lend to discovery of Its
origin and cure. For several months
1 have watched the KClrntlflc develop-
ment of the malign Influence of defec
tive or absent vltamlnes in certain foods,
as published In the weekly reports of
the United States Tubllc Health Ser-
vice, together with articles In the med-
ical journals on lierl-be- rl and pellagra.
I also have a clipping of an article In
THl SUN of March 17. 1916. which
called the attention of Ita readers to the
newly discovered food element called
vltamlne.

Experiments nn Pigeons.
"In this clipping I find the following

atatement: 'According to the February
report of the hygienic laboratory of the
United States Public Health Service, by
Dr. Atherton Sldell, the ordinary mixed
diet contains a supply of vltamlne ample
for the needs of the body. It there Is
a lack of vltamlne. however, or the lat-
ter Is destroyed. In the preparation of
the food, nutrition suffers sometimes to
a fatal degree. This condition is found
In diseases like bcrl-ber- l. pellagra, In-

fantile malnutrition, Ac. In man, and
manifests Itself by paralysis In fowls.
' " 'Pigeons fed oti polished rice are af-
fected by paralysis technically called
Dollneurltls, which begins with loss of
weight and ends fatally. Dr. Sldell found
"that pigeons fed on thl exclusive diet
did not get paralyzed (within the two
months of experiment nt least) If they
were given also some otherwise useless
yeast products from the brcweiy vntM
Which are usually wasted. He has ,ilo
hown that If this waste material lie

given to n pigeon already paralyzed. It
will recover within nn hour and to all
appearances It will be normal In twelve
hours.

"'Finding that the quantity required
for a man would be about six ounces,
thla scientist prepared a concentrated
olutlon which can be conveniently taken

In capsules of seventy-fiv- e grains a day.
Tha orenaratlon Is practically tastelers,
Odorless and absolutely harmless. The
Importance of this discovery In the prob
able prevention of various nutritional
diseases merits us Being orougni 10 pun
lie attention.'

"From this scientific atntement and an
article In the April 17 number of the
United States Public Health report, :

am disposed to formulate a theory of In
fantlle paralysis that I hope may be ion
firmed by the officers of that service now
earnestly aiding the city neaitn uepan
ment.

Mmllarltlea .Noted.

.' There Is a striking similarity In some
of the causes predisposing t" Infantile
naralvsls and berl-ber- l. Hotli occur
chiefly in overcrowded localities, In hot
weather, and more among males than
females. Roth ate accompanied by fever
and naralvsls. and both are extremely
fatal. Both have prevailed aH epidemics
and their fatality has caused terror ami
despair. ISerl-bc- rl was formerly re

arded as an Infectious illrense from un
discoverable, sources, but Is now known
to be due chiefly If not so'ely to absence
Of vltamlnes In the diet of the Japanese
and other, as In a reported epidemic
among Norwegian fishermen. May not

"We have a clue to the possibilities In
thla direction In the report of tlm United
attes Health Public Service for April

fact la clearly brought out that the nno
roller milled wheat Hour Is almost devoid
Of vltamlnes, and that owing to the use
of baking powders containing bicarbon-
ate of soda the vltamlnes in other foods

"It may be of Interest to ascertain If

Infantile paralysis has been moro prev-

alent since 1878, when the new milling
nrnoesses were Invented, I omitted to
mention as proof of similarity of cause
that the experiments made on pigeons
have been confirmed In chickens, which,
fed on whole corn, remain he.illhy, while
the aame fowls fed on highly milled

Mm meal arc affected with paralysis.

I.reaoii From Data,
These briefly slated scientific facts

lead me to believe that close scrutiny of
the food of the children afflicted may
lead to the discovery of a dietetic rauso
of Infantile paralysis. Voeghtlln correct-
ly concludes his fine article that 'In
atudylng the etiology (causes) of any
disease which is assumed tn he of die-

tary origin, It Is essential to pay care-
ful attention to what might appear on
superficial examination as trivial de-

tails.'
"I am confident that his able col-

leagues of thn United .States Health
flervlcn now cooperating with our Health
Department will heed suggestion. The
lesson from these accurately ascertained
data Is that an abundant use of orange
Juices, tggs, milk and fresh meat may
prove more valuable preventives of In-

fantile paralysis than shotgun quaran-
tine.

IN PARALYSIS FIGHT

to attempt to complete the work some-
what earlier each day than at present.

"There la no more Important feature of
the work of the Department of Street
Cleaning at the present time than that of
street flushing. Thla li a very useful way
of using water, provided It be not wasted,
Every possible effort li made to super-
vise the Individual street cleaners, so that
they shall not use the hose longer than
necessary on any one spot, though It la
unfortunately often difficult to control
their Individual operations. In due course
It Is hoped to rectify this condition.

"Meanwhile It should be remembered
that not over 1 per cent, of the total
r.mount of water consumed dally Is used
for street cleaning, while elsewhere
among private consumers there Is a pre-
ventable waste of from 10 per cent, to 15
per cent, of such total.

"The Department of Water Supply has
been coopcratng with the Department
of Street Cleaning In this matter through-
out the present administration. I have
directed Its further cooperation In the
present situation In order that still more
water may be available to the Street
Cleaning Department, to the end that the
streets, Including sidewalks, particularly
In congested districts, shall be thoroughly
washed down each day.

Will Clean livery Street.
'The Street Cleaning Department will

Increase Its night work In Manhattan so
that every street will be cleaned every
night. In Brooklyn, where the epidemic
has been most severe, the number of hose
gangs employed In night fluihlng will be
Increased from fifteen to forty In the af
fected areas. Night work will be In
creased by 50 per cent.

"To ilo this the Street Cleaning De
partment must reduce Its forces em-
ployed In the daytime, and unless prop-
erty owners will cooperate by Avoiding
the present general and widespread vio-
lation of ordinances In the matter of
littering the streets with refuse, there
will undoubtedly be nn Increase In the
unsightly nppeararice of the streets dur-
ing the daytime. Here I exvect partlcu.
larly the cooperation of the Police De
partment through the rigorous enforce
ment of the ordinances.

'In short. It will be the effort of the
city government during the continuance
of the epidemic of Infantile paralysis to
focus all Its forces on a general city
cleanup as a means of reducing the
possibility of the spread of the disease,
The resources of the Health Department,
the Street Cleaning Department, the Po
lice Department, the Department of Wa
ter Supply and the Tenement House De
pnrtmcnt will all be employed to this
end.

'There Is no occasion for alarm or
Vanlc. The careful observance of the
simple directions given by tnc lienitn
Denartment as to persona) and household
cleanliness will go far to prevent further
sDread of or exposure to Infection.

'I wish to urge cltlr.ens to permit tne
removal of their sick children to hospi
tals selected by the Department of
Health. The death rate In this epidemic
has been appreciably lower In hospitals
to which patients are taken for the sake
of isolation than In patients' homes
where adequate care cannot be pro
lded."

Poller In filvr Aid.
More than 4.000,000 gallons of water

will bo used dally for flushing the streets,
The usu.il amount taken for this purpose
has been about Z.f.OO.OOO. but Commls
sloner Fetherston has more than doubled
the force, so henceforth during the warm
weather the streets will receive a good
washing once a day.

The great trouble at present Is to keep
people on the Kant Side from throwing
garbage anil refuse into me sireeis. torn
mlssloner Fetherston m a trip inrougn
the East Side found Instances of that
yesterday and he has appealed to acting
Fotlce Commissioner Godley to assign de-

tectives to keep watch on those streets,
ready to serve summonses on any per-

sons who may be caught doing thl.
The work of the Home Defence league

In patrolling bents with policemen In

search of refuse, garbage and various
violations of the sanitary code was con-

tinued yesterday under the direction of
Acting Police Commissioner Oodley. A

number of summonses were served on
persons on tho East Sldu who were
found to be violating the provisions of
tho code.

The Tenement House Department will
begin y a thorough search of every
tenement house to make sure no refuse li
lying In the halls, the cellars or on flic

The Commissioner of Charities
also will give assistance.

Statistics compiled by tho Health De-
partment yesterday did not show any
new cases outside the Infected areas
already mentioned. That also was re-

garded as n hopeful sign. Of the 88 new
cases. !B were In Brooklyn, compared
with "4 on Saturday ; eight In Manhat-
tan, eight In Queens, three In Richmond
nnd three In The Bronx. Of the deathB
II were In Brooklyn, three In Manhattan
nnd there was one each In Querns
and Hlchmond. There was another death
In Hlchmond believed to have been from
Infantile pnralysls and nn autopsy has
been ordered. Th total cases now num-

ber OSO and the deaths nrc 224.
The number of cases In hospitals In-

creased rapidly yesterday owing to the
efforts or health otllclala to jet parents
to cruisent to hand their babies over
to the care of the city. There nro now
33d cases 111 the Kingston Avenue Hos-
pital. Brooklyn; 2JG In tho Wlllarl Par-
ker, and sixteen In the Riverside Hos-
pital, A score have been taken to the
Swinburne Hospital.

More Norses Qlilnliied.
Discussing the smaller number of

deaths In the hospitals as compared to
the number In homes. Dr. Kmerson said:
"The smaller number of deaths In the
hospitals undoubtedly shows that better
rare can be given to the babies In the
hospitals than anywhere else. We have
obtained more nurses nnd more doctors,
nnd have provided greater facilities than
ever for giving tho beet of care to the
babies."

Dr. Kmerson said he made a visit tn
every ward In three hospitals yesterday,
Inspecting tho physical condition of the
babies, the nursing conditions nnd tho
medical treatment. He explained that
every scientific means avallablo for diag-
nostic work lias beon obtained by all
the hospitals; also that special electrical
equipment designed for that purpose nnd
nten for use on the children when they
begin to recover from the disease has
been obtnlned,

Tho Health Commissioner explained
also that at his direction steps have
been taken 'o get room In other hospi
tals and he Is hopeful that all the cases
will come under the care of the city.
He Insisted, however, that they were
pot giving the babies any new serum.
That point came up In regard to a rt

that Dr. Hlmon Flexner had dis-
covered an Infantile parab-sl- s serum.

"When this spldemlc afatfted'fa Mid,

"I went to Dr. Plainer and asked htm
If he had any serum that would be of
help to us. He said he had not. Dr.
Flexner has, however, discovered a
serum that will cure the disease In
monkeys, but It Is of no avail In human
beings,"

There wltl be h conference of Dr.
Kmerson' eltlien committee this after-
noon at 2:30 tn discuss the' situation.
At .1 o'clock the American Hed Cross
committee will meet and If the city
authorities' wish any aid from the lted

I Cross It will be quickly furnished. II
Is likely there will be a request for

. nurses.

Will Join Forces,
Dr. Emerson also said there will be

a meeting In Brooklyn of the various
charitable organisations to
Join forces In the work of helping the
children who recover from the disease.

"We have received any number of
offers and suggestions from Individuals
and from organization," said Dr. Emer-
son, "ami wo have decided that the
best thing Is to get nil these societies
together and acres on a definite plan
of work. We have received offers of
money. For Instance, Mrs. Guggenheim
called up and said she wanted to send
us $000 to 'buy braces for the children.
Ailhougn the parents or the ill children
as a rule are not In need. It la quite
essential that we take steps to care for
the babies after they get better.

As a fact. I consider this epidemic
comparatively trifling In Ita extent.
Much has been ssld about the nfter ef-
fects of this disease. I know very bril
liant men who suffered from the disease
In childhood. A man deprived of his
arms or legs hi likely to develop his mind
to a much greater extent than under
ordinary conditions. I have two friends
who suffered In that manner and who
have proved to be brilliant and efficient
men."

Dr. Emerson said criticism had been
expressed In Brooklyn over the appoint
ment or Dr. Alonton Illauvelt as assist
ant sanitary superintendent In charge of
Hroowyn. "It has been said that Dr.
Illauvelt does not know Brooklyn. That
Is not true. He Is one of the most ex
perienced men In epidemics we have In
the department. He was sanitary su
perintendent at the lime Dr. tloldwater
became Health Commissioner. He served
ns assistant superintendent In Brook,
lyn before and he knows Brooklyn trior
oushly."

Twenty doctors made a tour of the
hospitals yesterday In company with
Dr. Kmerwon. Among them were doc.
tors from Boston and Newark, who came
here to study the manner In which New
York Is taking care of the afflicted chil
dren.

In many of the churches yesterday
pi earners and rrltwU read to the congrc.
gallons u letter which had been written
for that purpose by Dr. Emerson. The
letter explained In detail the precau
tions that should be taken.

C. D. Selhy, Commissioner of Health
at Toledo, Ohio, wired to Dr. M. M. Car
rick at the Hotel McAlptn yesterday
authorlty to examine any children who
may plan to leave this city for Toledo.

Mrs. Henry Vlllord, president of the
New lork Diet Kitchen Association, an
nounced plans for more extensive work
among babies In the poorer sections of
the city.

Further piecautlons against the tils
ue were taken by municipal authorities

111 New Jersey, tu Jersey City an order
w.ie Issued against the taking Into that
city of any foodstuffs from Brooklyn.
The Westfleld authorities decided to
watch all trains for the arrival of chil-
dren from New York. The llackensack
officials asked parents not to take their
children to New Tork or Brooklyn dur
lng tho epidemic.

STATE TO SEND NURSE.

Will lid In Suppressing? Kpldenilc
nn l.onsr Island,

Al.nANV. July 9. The State IXpart
ment of Health will send
one of Its supervising nurses to Long
Island to aid In the work of suppress-
ing the Infantile paralysis epidemic.
Another nurse already Is at work In
Hudson, where the most serious te

outbreak has occurred.
Three new cases have been reported

to the department since yesterday's
total was compiled, two auspicious cases
and one death from a case already re-

ported, Tho new rases are from Liv-
ingston, Columbia county, and Olen
Cove, which reported two new cases.
The death was reported from Hoslyn.
Suspicious cases are under surveillance
at Claverack. near Hudson, and One-nnl- a,

but will not be listed definitely as
Infantile paralysis until the character of
the disease is determined definitely.

Dr. F. n. Meader, director of the divi-
sion of communicable diseases of the
State Health Department, said the State
authorities feel sure there will be no
general epidemic. The depart-
ment is not contemplating putting any
quarantine on summer resorts against
New York children, ss has been sug-
gested. There Is no need for this now,
Dr. Mender said, because of the assur-
ance of Dr. Kmerson of New York that
no children are leaving the city for such
places from Infected premises.

Jersey be thoroughly cleaned and freed
from Insects.

Assistant Surgeon-Uener- nl Hucker re- -

turned y from N' w York, where he
had been In consultation with the health
authorities, and conferred with Surgeon- -

Oenerat Blue. Following tne conference
Surgeon-Gener- Blue Issued an order
convening the general board of the
United States I'ubllc Health Service at
11 o'clock morning. Assistant
Surgeon-Gener- Hucker Is chairman of
this board, and he will recommend the
formulation of regulations providing for
the cleaning of cars.

Beports received by the service Indi-

cate that the New England and other
States bordering on New York are tak-
ing drastic steps to guard ngalnst the
disease. They are subjecting arrivals
from New York to careful examination,
Demand has been made In some piar-ter- s

for an order declaring a Federal
quarantine against New York, but It

tan be said that this order will not be
Issued.

To Consider Other trs.
Other steps In addition to the car

cleaning regulation will be considered
by tho general board The
aim of the service will be to odopt some
plan by which to help In detecting sus-

pected carriers of the disease. Those
who have been exposed to ll, say in
New York, will be reported to health of
ficers at the places to which they aio
going,

"The one definite problem before us
no In telatlon to the t revetitlon of the
spread of the disease outside nf New
York Is that of the carriers," s.ihl Dr.
