An Indication of Just how hard It was
to make a low score y may be
gained from the relation of the fact
that althouch 112 nolfr t..rt.i in.
clud.ng nearly all the prominent pro- -

fesslonals In the country, only nineteen
scores under SO were made during the
day. Even In n field composed of ania- -
teurs such a thing would seem Improb- -
Sole, and In n field of professionals It
seems almost unbelievable. The roughest
sort of rough and the longest kind of
long grass punished every golfer who
strayed from the fairway and
then there were the famous Harden -- ltv. ..traps, wntcn toon their full toll of
watted strokes.
