for further United States service; but
those in favor of doing mso set to work
at once to re-recruit a new regiment
for a three year term and abtalned per-
mission at Albany to have it designated
asn the Hixty-ninth New York Volun-
teers. Thum two Bixty-ninth Regiments
existed until the end of the war for the
Union.

The present Rixty-ninth was in only
one battle, that of Bull Run, Va. July
21, 1841, though probably & few officers
and men, less than b per cent., did join
the new reximent.
