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Dr. von Jagow on the Deutschiand's
Future.
The submarine Deutschland |Is

about to sall as a merchantman, re-
garded as such by the Unlted States
Government =0 far as that Govern-
ment is concerned with a foreign mer
chantman's sea fortunes,

A Berlin eorrespondent of our
nglghbor the American reported yes-
terday the subjoined utterance on the
subject by Dr. voN Jacow, the Ger-
man Minister of Foreign Affairs:

“It is quite posetbia that British ves-
sels are really preparing to do what it
18 suggested they may do--assemble at
the mouth of the Chesapesaks and at-
tempt on Fizght to sink the Deutschland
and her crew.  1Ip spite of any Intima-
tion coming thia way, 1 cannot belleve
that the 1U'nited States Government
would in the event of such a cowandly,
dastardly deed fail to voice the ener-
getic protest of civilization and human-
fty. We claim nothing for this new type
of merchantmian save that she is en-
titled to be hailed, visited and the crew
placed !n safety before sha {8 destroyed
—4the precise rights which have been
ineisted upon for every other merchant
ship by your Government.

“If, after she iy hailed, she attempts
to ercape, mhe does a0 at her own risk
and may properiy be attacked and sunk.
But to allow the attack without wamn-
ing upon an unarmed, fragile boat. with
the lives of tha crew at the mercy of a
single shot, that 1 something of which
we prefer to belleve the United States
is not capable.”

It I now considerably more than
a year since the 'nited States Gov-
ernment gave voice to the energetic
protest of clvilization and humanity
agalnst the cowardly, dnastardly at-
tack on the Lusliania, a merchant-
man which was sunk on sight by a
kingle shot, without warnlng, without
halling, withont visitation, without
the slizhtest attempt to place elther
crew or passengers in safety before
the «hlp was destroyed; and eleven
hundred and fifty human llves were
destroyed with the ship.

Considerably more thao & yeur has
elapeed since the perpetration of that
great crime against the law of nn-
tlons, tha law of humanity and the
law of civilization; and there has
heen, #o far as the publle knows, no
denunciation of the erime, no ac-
knowledgment of ita dastardly, cow-
ardly character, no offer of such
dtonement ns {# possible for the death
of the Yhousand and more innocent
non-combatants, through Herr Dr.
vox JaGow's Ministry of Forelgn Af-
fairs or through any other German
officlal channel.

Ons crime does not justify another,
but under the clrcumstances the in-
dignant language attributed to the
German Minister of Foreign Affairs
in anticipation of an event that has
not happened certainly might be re-
garded as insincere and must be de-
scribed as cynieal,

Of Baking and Battle.

What the civillan interested in the
war has yearned for most 1s pictures
capable of heing flashad on the screen
of his own mind; and he has had none
tno many of them. The officer en-
trusted with the task of giving out
the publishable details of a great mili-
tary or naval clash usually Is think-
ing sbout the opinions of hia col.
leagues and he goes in for cold tech-
nigue. There have been exceptions,
of course, such as Gen. Faexcu's Eye
Witnesas. Rut both eets of officials fell
pretty flat when It came to showing us
what the JutlanAd battle looked 1ike.

“The leading srhips of the two fleets,”
wrote the seribe of the British Ad-
mimlty, "carried on a vigorons fight.”
That was not the plcturesque or the
unexpected,

*“During the night,” penned the Ger-
man Admiralty, “there were engage-
ments among cruisers and a number
of torpedo atiacka"

In spots thesa historlane dld bet.
ter, hut not much. For a finer visual-
fzation of the greatest naval battle of
the war we prefer Braxx the Baker
of H. M. 8, Blank, who wrote a plece
about the fray in a letter to his old
teacher In Bucke, He wan not sent
to asn to fight or tn write, but ta hake,

« Mis dough was rlsing In his bake

on (he upper dock. The dough,
like the naval situation, was in a
critical condition and the baker would
not leave it, any more than the doy
would leave the burning deck. The
commander of the ship was a wise
fellow, who inew that bread was next
to battle in the designs of Lhat day
and he let the baker stay.

‘T'his Is the way 1t looked to the
haker srhile the dough was rising :

“The whole visible horizon, which was
not more than four miles, was one long
blaze of flame; the hulls of the enemy's
ships were not visible to the naked eve,
but could be seen dimly through the
haze with the telescops, and the only
means we had of knowing the enemy
war there was by mpurts of flame Crom
tha enemy’'s guns.’”

The baker went hack to the bake-
house, whence his staff had retired to
lower and safer quarters. He put the
loaves in the oven, but the fire party
made him extinguish his fire. Trust-
ing to luck, he left the bread In the
stove aud went below and read his
Mamcus Avseriva. When he went
back to the upper deck the bread was
baked “without any fire and turned
out fairly creditably. I was anxious
to suve it, knowing full well we might
be giad of it if anything bappened.”

Something bappened every minute
after that, though not to the bread.
The gramophone played, darkness set
in and the German {torpedoes al-
tacked. ‘The baker thought well of the
Germans’ courage:

“Hut one must pay ftribute to the
enemy ; they are brave men and fought
splendidly. Several instances were ob-
perved during the battle where their
vesse] was awash and they blased away
with one gun. It is a pity their battle
fleet did net show some of this spirit.
“The gun flashes, searchiights, star shells
(which the bnemy use), and the explo-
sions made a grand but terrible spec-
tacle, for we realised hundreds of brave
men were going to their doom."”

Thereafter the baker set another
batch of dough and went to sleep, for
n spell, on the lockers.

If the British Admiralty decides to
use a good publicity man, we recom-
mend the unnamed baker of the anon-
ymous ship. 1e made us see that
red haze off Jutiand just as It must
have looked.
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John Raymond, Unreconstructed

Joun Raysmoxp fought for the Con-
federacy, and when the end of the
waur came he refused to be recon-
structed. He quit the United Siates
for Mexico, nod there he is to-day,
still a rebel ; almost destitute, 70, and
beyond that measure of protection
the United States gives its citizens,
Consul Boxsry, whose post Is at San
Luls Potosi, offered money to Ray-
Moxp to take him north, but Ray-
soxp would not accept it. The State
Department 1s studring his case; a1
plomacy will perhaps find A way to
relieve the old fellow.

Thus in the news of the day ap-
pears a representative of a class of
Americans once numerous, and of
whom there must be more than a few
survivors. They were the men of the
(‘onfederacy who could not reconclle
themselves to the political and social
changes resulting from the war, and
who left the Unlted States rather
than live under the flag they had
fought against. Strong characters
most of them must have heen; they
were gond haters, Thelr paths took
them to all parts of the earth; re-
turning travellers of another day oc-
caslonally brought from beyond the
sens tales of their stubborn refusal
to accept the decree of fate, and
their continued devotion to the Stars
and Bars. There are storles of old
flugs treasured, old uniforms carefully
preserved. Rome In thelr new homes
rose to influence and wealth; others
remained in obscurity, and some fell
on evil days. A great writer could
make a great tale of thelr strange
experiences.

Perhaps Joux Ravyumoxp may econ-
sent to clear his mind and heart of
his bitterness, now that he needs asy-
lum and the eountry has a Southern
man for President. We hope he will,

Voa Bethmann-Hollweg.

The success of the Anglo-French
drive on the western front s, no
doubt, responsible for the increased
actlvity of the enemies of the Im-
perial German Chancellor, Vox BeTr-
ManN-HorLwea, The strongly mili-
taristic Prussian Junkers have from
the beginning of the war found much
to condemn in the Chancellor's policy,
and in the reverses at the front they
profess to find m justification of thelr
opposition.

One of the things for which the
Junkera refuse to forgive him is the
conelllatory disposition he showed re-
garding the submarine warfare and
his effort to avold a rupture with the
United States. HIs expression of
gratification that the ecrisls with
America was ended was followed by
severa]l attacks by former supporters
of Vox Tirritz's policy. He was re-
proached with incapacity and weak-
nesa and with falling to take advan-
tage of the one means Germany pos-
sessed of dealing successfully with
the Allles' hlockade.

Another important point that hus
grown out of the opposition to the
Chanecellor s the attitude of the Gov-
ernment upon the question of peace,
It has been held that the Chancellor's
discussions have weakened the posi-
tion of Germany. HIs utterances In
the Relchstag upon this matter have
heen especially guarded. The state-
ments that he was willing te make
concessions not In accord “with the
sanse of the German peopla” have
grown largely from reported Inter-

instances, he has not taken the trou-

ble either to afirm or to refute.

That his position as the hend of

the Government has throughout been
difficult there is no denying.
manding a change in the face of re-
verses at the front Germany follows
the example of other belligerent nn-
tions In the war. Vox Btrow, nc
cording to reports, Is strongly favored
ns his successor, He has thus far in

the war been entrusted with exaneting

diplomatic misslons and has appar-
ently performed them to the approval
of the Government.
undertake at the present time to rec.
oncile the demands of the powerful
military party of the empire and the

strong aocialistic peace tendency he

would have the most dificult task in
his official career. There ts, however,
no reason to belleve that should he

become Chancellor he would seck 1o

nlter the present status of the sub-
marine warfare xo far as this coun-
try is affected. The Von Tirpitz pol-
icy meems no longer to have followers
strong enough to revive it.

That Vox BeruMmans-Horrwra Is
making a strong fight for the present
Government is evident from the truce
in the negotiations with the opposi-
tlon until he has had an audience
with the Emperor. He {8 determined
to avold belng made the scapegoat of
the present turn in German affairs.

Darwin Acknowledged Himsell Fore-

stalled by a Scottish Writer.

T¢ THE Enitorn oF Tue SuN—8ir: In
the review of James Marchanta new
book “Alfred Russel Wallace; latters

Darwin,
writing te Wallace in 1860, sald:

Mera I8 a curlous thing: A Mr. Pat
Matthews, & Scotchman, pub'iahad In 1830
a work on “Naval Timber and Arhoricui-
tore,” and In the sppendiz to this he gives
most clenrly but very briefly in half &
dnzen paragraphs our view of natural me-
ection. It 18 a most completa case of
anticipation He pubiished extracts In
the Glardeners® Chronicle. 1 got the beok and
have since published a letter acknowledging
that | am fairly forestalled,

It may be seen from the foregoeing
that this remarkable Scottish saclentist
and discoverer was i man of independent
und original views on philosophical suh-
Jects, und it is sald by those who knew
hitn (ha died about forty years ARo)
he was well posted in natural science
and mechanics as well a8 belng an ex-
pert In wrboricuiture and fruit growing.

A writer It a recent lksue of the Brif-
ish Werkiy who had been personeliy
nequainted with him tells of an amtonish-
ing warning he published which after-
ward unfortunately proved true. Matth-
ews maintained strongly that the first
Tav Bridge, on the east coast of Scot-
Jand, from its construction and position
could not withstand a hurricans from the
southwest.
