Of the Dally Vht nntclr at the llrltlsh
front In Fiance telegraphs:

"Wc were shelling Hih wood, from
Which our men had to retlte for n time
owing to the tnem.v's heuvy barrage of
high explosive shells. The hostile bat-

teries were retaliating upon the wood-

lands, whlrh were gained and held dur-
ing the rnet three days.

"This woodland IHhtlnB ha been a
bad as anything In this war most
frtahtful and hloodv. flciul bodies lie
beneath the trees, nnd In the shell holed I

nr wounded men nho have crawled In
to die. Home nf our men struck three
German dugouts, exceptionally deep and
Rood, mid obviously built for ofllcers.
They were forty fiet deep, with panelled
rooms, and hail plawm In them.

Xlnc of, the most t xtrnordln.iry ex-

periences of this woodland fighting Is
thnt of nn 1'ngllih buy now lylnir In a
field hospital, lie went with the first
rush of men Into the MimeU Wood, but
vrnn left behind In a dui;out when they
retired before a violent counter attack.

"Some (cini.it) soldiers parsing this
hoi, where the boy lay crouched, flung
down a bomb on the off chance that an
Kngllsh soldier might be there. It burst
on the lower steps and wounded the
lonely bov In a dark corner. He lay
t'here a day and listened to the crash of
ehellH through the trees overhead, Kng- -
llah shell tire, not daring to come out.

"He lay there another day and the
gunfire began all over again and listed
until tho Hermans came back.

He lay In darkness one more day, not
expecting to live, but still eager to
live and see the light again. If only
the English would come nnd rescue him

"He prayed for them to come, and then
they came, capturing tho wood com-
pletely, and Anally one of them, seeing
the entrance to the dugout and thinking
that German" mlghi be hiding there,
threw a bomb d.iwn, and the hoy was
wounded for the fourth time. This
time his crWs were heard, and the mo-
notonous repetition of this 111 luck ended
nnd the victim of It lies In a white b.'d
with wonderful shining eyes."

thirty trench hnwltzets, sixty-seve- n

machine guns and many thousands nf
rounds of ammunition of oil dc"crln-Hon- s.

The above Is exclusive of manyguns not yet brought In and numbersdestroyed b our nrtlllerv bombard-
ment and abandoned by the enemy.

The ofllclal statement Issued by the
War Ofllce this afternoon follows:

Further Important sucresses have
men g.lned by us. Northwest of
Hazentln-le.Iet- lt wood we stormed
and captured Herman recon.l lino posi-
tions on ,i front of 1,300 yards. Thehuge number of Herman dead 111 tlila
sector bears evidence of the vcty
heavy casualties which the enemy has
suffered since our advance began.

Hast of Uingueval we fltlll further

On our left flank, In Ovlllers-L- a

for almost an hour of the V hoat Deutsch-

land's wondrous transatlantic trip, will

meet the Interviewer again nnd give him

his name. He said so himself before he

put out his hand In parting and disap-

peared across the gangway leading
aboard the little undersea blockade run-
ner, to whojte crew he belongs.

On this the first visit of the history
making stranger interviews and names
are taboo, for reaaons best known to the
"old man."

terday, he said, the Pcutachland's tntl
had no time to give a thought to any-
thing but duty.

know he was talking to a reporter.

Many Trial Trip.
"I've been with this green little devil

from the moment she got her nose wet
for the first time," he said. "I've been
with her on every trial trip and we've
had many of them.

Battleships Pennsylvania nnd
Nevada Now Equipped With

3 Inch Weapons.

0 HAVE BEEN TESTED

Can Shoot in the Air at Any
Angle Range 27,000

Feet.

Washington. JuIt 17. Rattleshlne of
the Atlantic fleet are to be equipped with
three Inch ft guns recently
completed at the gun factory of ths
Washington Navy Yard. The guns have
already been mounted on the battleships
Pennsylvania and Nevada. The design
of the new weapon was irwn up by the
uureau of ordnance or tna Navy Depart-
ment.

Forty of the guna are already manu
factured and tested. The Importance of
thla, according to the Navy Department,
lies in the fsct that the t'nlted States
navy Is now In poeltlon to provide anti-
aircraft guna by the thousands and at
short notice In case of war or emergency.
The guns can be mounted In skyscrapers
or church towers as effectively here ns
they have been used on high buildings
abroad.

27.000 feet.
