The Dardanelles for BuiiU.
Delegates of the Duma who hnve

returned from n trip to the 'allied
nntlons resrt thnt In the final ad-

justment after the war Ittisslu N to
hnve control of the lnrdnnelle. To
make this pledge realize the Itiisslnn
ambitions there are besides success In
arms other contingencies. What of
Constantinople, ihc Marinora and the
Bosporus? These are as necessary
to complete a waterway to the Ice
free seas as the Unrdnnelles.

The omission In niime these three
points would Indicate that Ktissht Is
not to Is' permitted to control them.
But the importance attached to the
concession of the Dardanelles would
signify that In case of allied success
Jttissla Is In have free passage from
the Iilack Sea to the Mediterranean.

Russia's course In the past few
years mid her present campaign In

Asia Minor would seem to Indicate
that her policy of the days of the
Crimena war has undergone some
changes anil Hint she Is seeking an
alternative outlet to the south. She
has opened a way to the Persian (lulf
by milking Persia practically her vas-

sal. From the Caucasus she ha car-

ried on a campaign that has fur Its
purpose the conquest of the ancient
Armenian lands.

To the capture of Trehlzontl and
I'.rerum she hn Jimt ridded Balnurr.
The objective of the campulgn la the
Mediterranean port of Alexandrettn,
with n harbor developed by German

skill nnd money nnd connected with
the main Ottoman line by a German
built rnlhvay. Such nn expansion of
ItuMlan Influence would mean, a bar
to German advance to the Persian
Gulf nnd a port on the Mediterranean
under Russlnn control.

This scheme hns appealed strongly
to the Russians i for If successful It
would redeem n Christ Inn land after
years of suffering under the Moham-
medan yoke, and It would remove the
vitally Important question of the pos-

session of Constantinople.
The British have professed to be-

lieve that the great value of Con-
stantinople as n key to the Knst
passed with the building of the Suex
Canal. However true this may he.
It l evident that the control of the
Red Sea const, the Persian Gulf and
part of Arabia Is vital to the security
of their Indian possessions. An. un-

derstanding between Great Rrltnln
and Russia, the two Kutente Powera
most concerned In the Knstern ques-
tion, might thus have made a divi-
sion that would give Russia the long
sought passage of the Bosporus-Dardanelle- s

waterway.
The understanding gives evidence of

more accord than might have been
expected between these two allies.
For at least fifty year they have
been rival In these Turkish waters,
untl their contentions hnve been re-

sponsible for much of the unsettled
condition In the Balkans anil much
of the suffering In Mncedonln. Should
the war end this rivalry It will aid
the future eace of Kurope.

A Task for Ingenious Demorrats.
From our neighbor the Waiiil we

leant thnt :

"The monopoly tariff hogs nre for
dominant Americanism snd the privilege
of robbing the consumer to Increase the
crop of millionaires."

The unconstitutionality of protec-
tive tariffs came to a painful end nt
St. trills.

So a new phrase
must lie devised, by which the pro-
tectionist Democratic party may be

but will rejoice the rest of us.

"Standartlly.lng the mind Is a futile
ns staiidardlr.lng electricity." sny the
Justice. "All criteria of mental Inca-
pacity are artificial and the deduc-
tions therefrom must necessarily lack
verity and be to a great extent found-
ed iisin conjecture."

The mere-.- t outline of the Rlnet
tests will srv to show how cor-
rectly the court has churaetcrlxed
them. They consist of tlfty-l- v single
tests devised In UKVS and hardly al-

tered since. Kor each age of the
child from three to twelve there Is
a group of these tests. A certain
number of questions correctly an-

swered, n certain number of things
correctly done, nnd the child Is said
to have "passed" that particular test.
If he passes a sufficient number of
tests he Is held to have exhibited the
amount of Intelligence proper to :i
child lu his third year, llfth year or
twelfth j cur. as the cne mny be.

The tests are wlnnlngly described
ns "simple tasks" unit nre said to
have been selected with u view to
eliminating the benefits of special
coaching or the advantage of school
training. A three-ycnr-o- In cnllcd
iiwiu to repent correctly such things as
"five, six, four": "nine. two. seven":
"we saw n barking dog"; nnd to give
his fnniliy mime. A d

may be asked to tell the day of the
month, to return twenty-on- e cents
change from a quarter, to name the
days of the week In order within ten
seconds. Any peculiarity In answer-
ing or doing Is carefully noted and
sage deduct Inns drawn therefrom.

It will be perceived that the ques-
tion of what a child of a certain age
ought to know Is simply decided arbi-
trarily, but the highhandedness Is us
nothing to the rule for determining
menial defectiveness. Mere method-Ixatlo- u

triumphs hi the decision to re-

gard a child three years behind "nor-
ma!" r.i mentally lacking.

Ill other words, a twelve-year-ol- d

who cannot do better than puss the
Bluet tests for a child of nine Is Mip-rosc-d

to have beeir defective from
birth, to he itermaiiently nimble to
compete successfully with his fellows
lu play, "tudy or work, to be doomed
never to be able to gain a livelihood
lnileieiideiilly. And all because he
chancer lo be behind n clever French-mail'- s

notions of' what he ought to
know !

Safety Hnt lo Baseball.
It Is strange, If not reprehensible,

that the attention of societies anil
Individuals who make all things safe
hits not been directed to tile dangers
of the hnsebnll parks. We do not re-

fer to the imtIoiIIc paralsillc curve of
the i:";r.io(th from , the enraged
fan, to h, the umpire. That is a
matter for the police. What we have
lu mind Is the cement wall In front
of the Brand stand, Kvery catcher
worthy of the name runs Into It nt
least once In each Inning trylnw to
catch a foul. First and third base- -

men rash at It, necessarily blind to
Its perils, for the eyes must be kept
on the ball.

Recently two of the greatest assets
of baseball, the Hon. J. Franklin
Baker of the Yankees and the Hon.
Jam km Ancnr.R of the Cubs, have been
mnde temporarily unfit for their call-
ing by blimps against such concrete
walls. It Is all wrong, because It Is
unnecessary. Our brave boxers, so
eager for combat that they some-

times will spar thirty-nin- e minutes
(gross) for )f,t,(KKi. are protected In
the I. It. hy padded posts and soft

iie. Why should the baseball stars
not enjoy similar Immune devices?

Matches.
We affirm thnt never since the In-

vention of luclfers hne the mutches
furnished to n free nnd Independent
people been so until, useless and dan-
gerous as those that are In circulation
under the misleading title of "safety"
at the present moment. We do not
refer to the waxed pitsr abomlnn-tlon- s

designed to burn the Interior of
the user's hand : these are no worse
tliu'n they always have been, because
deterioration l;t their-qualit- y anil In-

crease In the peril consequent on their
use are Impossible. We have In mind
the common wisnlen sticks, brown
tipped, which are alleged lo strike
only on the box and which as now
cumiNiiinded won't strike anywhere.

Their sticks are cut across the grain
or else so crushed in preparation thnt
they lime no strength. The composi-

tion which hulilt promises will Ignite
them Is of a granite consistency and
tears the prepared paper from the
side of the box. The Inflammable
material grows constantly less potent :

the foiled striker scratches again and
again with no result until lu despera-
tion he exerts his strength, acquires
a light and bus the pleasure of seeing
the broken torch burn a hole In his
coat or trousers or set (Ire to the
papers on his desk.

We expect to be told that the war
has absorbed all mutch head materials
ami that the manufacturers cannot
get the stuff they need to make n

satisfactory mixture. But the war
has not necessitated the Introduction
of crossgrnlu sticks, knotholes, or ma-

chinery that brenks the wood half
way through before the ultimate con-

sumer Is permitted to endanger his
life with the completed article. Nor
is the war for the In-

genious device of affixing the chemi-

cal compound to the stick lu a man-

ner that nllous it to tlrop off before
the match Is taken from the box. or
when It Is applied to the striking
surface.
