WILSON DEFINES

FAITH PHILOSOPHY

Service and Unselfishness of
Politics" Delineated to

700 Postmasters.

Washington. July 10. The philosophy
of his political faith, which he termed
"Service and 1'nselllshness," was de
lineated hy President Wilson In
an address to about "0" postmasters,

DOUBLE SLAYING

PROVES A MYSTERY

Dozen Men Enter Jnmrs Strppt
Flnt, Kill Two nnd Drop

From Sight.

RAFF MPRDER OA NO CLFE

Ten Hats Left With Vietims
May Lend to Identity

of Killers.

Coming singly, or by twos and threes,
dor.en men mtl quietly yesterday after- -

ti6on In nn unoccupied flat on the ground
floor of the six story tenement build-In- g.

S4 James street, In the heart of the
Italian quarteir, Their coming was not
unnoticed, but their going thence save
In the case of two of them occurred as
If by magic. If the testimony of neigh-
bors Is to be believed, not one person
saw ar.y one of them quit tho house.
The two were found dead, riddled with
bullet and slashed with knives.

They were Joseph D Marco, 40 years
old. a wealthy restaurant owner of 1S3
West Forty-nint- h street, and Charles
Lombardl, 2 years old, an elevator run-
ner of 10 Catharine slip. The police
say the gathering, so far from being
the card game or drinking bout It was
taken to be In the neighborhood, was
the secret meeting of the Inner circle of
a band of horse poisoners and gunmen
the same gang that figured In the Harriet
Itaff murder and the gruesome doings
In the "murder stable" In 107th street.

Ten hats belonging to those who fled
so strangely were found in the house,
and these are expected lo lead to the
arrest of the murderers.

The police late last night held as
material witnesses Allle Torcl, proprietor
of a cafe In 34 Oak stteet, who formerly
was a partner with Ic Marco In an
enterprise operated In the house where
the shooting occurred, and Robert Pa-ga-

of S8 Hoosevelt street, who ad-
mitted he acted as doorman of tho
place. Hoth denied knowledge of the
double shooting.

Woman Hears Shooting.
Mrs. Angelina Jonlta was taking In

her washing In the rear of her home, 43
Oliver street, soon after the door hail
rloed on the last of the men. She was
directly behind the James street house.
Fifty or sixty revolver shots, beginning
with a single teport hardly audible above,
the noise of the crowded street, swelling
to a fusillade and then ending abruptly,
put an end to her humdrum labor.

Dropping her clean clothes unmind-
fully to the ground she ran to the street
and there encountered Patrolmen Hroner
ami .tiamn oi ine was sirrei siamm. l
She told them her story and they ran to '
the front of the James street house. Not
more than two minutes had elapsed, ac-
cording to their story, but there was
nothing to make the scene different In
any particular from a hundred such to
lw encountered In that quarter.

Titentr Mallet Holes Pound.
The policemen hurried to the tene-

ment and rushed Into the unoccupied flat.
It was empty save for the liodles and
the hats. D Marco lay half raised
from a chair, his head and shoulders
lying across a table. Iimbardl was
huddled nt his feet. Twenty bullet holes
were found In the walls and celling.

Although dllUent search was made
of the building, none except Its accus-
tomed occupants was found. Iii'iuiry
was made throughout the neighborhood.
but whether from rear or nocause tney
knew nothing all of the Interrogated
persons denied having seen any one
come from the building.

Some were found who admitted seeing
the men go In, but these Insisted they
were all strangers In that part of the
city.

ONLY A U. S. MONITOR

I.oeal Navigators Search Sev-

eral Honrs in Fop for
the Hreiiioii.

A German Interested In the exploits
of undersea merchantmen called up Thk
St'N last night and asked If It had any
Information of the arrival at Oyster
Hay of the submarine Hremen.

All the nautical talent from Sandy
Hook to Montauk was summoned by
wireless and telephone and otherwise to
find the Hremen. Herman Metz, who
has brought tons of German dyestuffs to
America and Is supposed to know some
thing about undersea Importations, could
not be reached and was supposed to b
drifting somewhere In the Sound looking
for the Hremen.

Word came from Oyster Hay that a
submarine had appeared off there, may
be bearing dyestuffs and possibly greet
ings from the Kaiser to the Supreme
Skipper of Oyster Hay. I.0C11I boatmen
ventured out to find the Teutonic
stranger.
