When
Jderkle failed to touch second In 1008 It
lost the (Hants a penn.int nnd almost
wrecked tho career of a great ball
player. Hut Mcrkle's play was an ex-

ception; It really was not a legitimate
"bone." I'layers had been doing what
Fred did In 1908 for years and Rot away
with It. Merkle was caught In a tough
place and wan guilty. However, ho was
partly to blame, as mil, a nttsburg
player, was called out on a similar play
only a few weeks previous nnd the case
had been given much space In the pa-

pers.
But most "bones" nre of the laugh-abl- e

kind. There reldom Is a fanning
be In which a discussion of such plays
Is not tho most enjoyable part of the
bee. Men like Itubc Schauer, Cy Pteh.
Ping Ilodlc, John Anderson, ltube Wad-de- ll

have their proper place In baseball.
Unconsciously such players nre the light
comedy men of the sport. What would
life be like In the New York pi ess stand
without a Hube Schauer?

Variety Is llir Nplcr of Life.
No manager will purposely hire a

1ne nnd If a youngster shows ten-

dencies to cuminlt such plays he usually
does not survive a training trip. Hut we
must have our "bonehends," and, like
the Chinese, they manage to get
through here nnd there. We simply
must have our "boneheads," the boys
wAth the 10 cent heads nnd the $10,000
arm. Variety Is the spice of life. It
wouM not do for all players to have
tlO.trO heads nnd in cent arms.

Perhaps one of the lending reasons
why Connie Mack's gnat team of a few
years back was no money maker wns
because he employed no "bones." Con-Mlo- 's

boys) always did the right thing at
the right time, nnd they Just won games.
Connie's Chump' "f 102 and li'05 were

1914. Why Uars'tf because the lead-
ing asset of the former club, the late
Rube Wuddell, was pretty much of a
"bono."

The most famous species of "bones,"
no doubt, are the John Andersons. To
be entitled to a place Jn the John Ander-
son Order you must steal second with
the bases full. A lessor degree Is

awarded If you steal third with a man
occupying that bag.

John Anderson could hit and field and
run. but he wns rather thick In the
skull. John founded his order on the
Hilltop while playing with the Drowns
against the Yanks back In 1?1. With a
Hrownle on every sack, and John on
first, Anderson rushed down to second,
only to make the discovery that a fel-
low Drown already was there,

Johu Anderson's Order.
The lodge has been taking on a lot of

Rd Appleton, the young Brooklyn

pitcher, made a sad "hone" play laM
season, or Mnnager Miller HugglnN of
Ht. Louis worked a scurvy trick. The
kid pllcher was going pretty well, hut
with men on second and third Hugglns,
who wns coaching, asked Appleton to let
him Bee tho bull. Tho green rookie com-
piled with "Hug's" request, and when
he threw the bull Hugglns stepped aside
and the two Ht. Louis men adored, win-
ning the game for him. 1 believe Presi-
dent Tener since then has legislated
against fuch tactics.

Kven Johnny Evers pulled his "bone."
It was In the tenth Inning of the 1914
world's series, when with the bases full
Ilaker hit an Infield single at Johnny,
snoring He hang. Johnny was so gore at
hlraaeU for not fielding Bakar'g rap that

he held the ball tightly In his hand nt
eoind while nddle Murphy stole home

ftom third without even drawing a
throw Hvers, however, vindicated him-
self by helping to drive In the tlelng run
in It.. ton's half of the tenth and the
Uraves won out In the twelfth.

Some Hotton papers tried to alibi
Troy John with acme excuse or other
the next day, but not Johnny. He

frankly he had been a sluggish
thinker. "I stood there like a fool hold
Ing that ball," said John Inter, "It
was as bad a bone as any I ever heard
of."

Stallions' Ilamorosjn Tales.
Many humorous stories are toll about

George Stalling and his "boneheads."
The brat one was when George was
managing the Yanks, when they played'
on the old Hilltop grounds.

When In the big ring Nick Altrock
was considered a "bone," but a good
miser and hall fellow well met,

Nick Altrock was the last fellow he
ever bothered about,

.Nl k had a supply of wit that still
comes In handy for him In his position
as coacher of the Washington team.

One day after Nick waa sent to Min-
neapolis a foul ball off his club hit a
girl In the grand stand, breaking her
collar bone

I'mplre Hayes didn't know what waa
going on when the rowd swarmed
around the girl.

Altrock shot back :

"You called one right and she
fainted !"

Horace Foarrl Honored!
Hnraioo Fogel Is given a place among

the boneheads by no leii an authority
than Christy Mathewson.

Fogel, It will be remembered, Is the
man who, while managing the New York
Giants, tried to make a first baseman
out of Mathewson. Kogel asserted that
he did not think Christy would ever
make a pitcher.

Yet the wry fame play would hive
been turned by any other ball plnyer In
the snmi- - instance.

Merkle saw the big Giant score
the wlnnlnf run, then started for the
clubhouse.

Kvers got the ball from Hnfmnn and
touched second, claiming that Merkle
should have run to the second sack be.
fore leaving the field. Tho roaitentliiu
was upheld. The game had to be jilaje.l
over again on account of this technical-
ity. On the playoff the Giants lost and
with the game they lost the pennant.

The cry of "Honehead!" was hurled at
him again.

casions, the same us ball players.
Al Hrldwell, the former mild mannered

shortstop of tho Giants nnd Cubs, was
"twined" from games exactly three times
In soven years. Umpire Klem olllclated
In every one of tho events.

It happened that Klein and Hrldwell
graduated from the name minor league-- on

umpire, the other as player. Ia

this league Klem gained his nickname of
'Cntllf-h,-

It is said that Klem believes that Brld-we- ll

biought thin name up to the majors
when he came. Ho whenever Hrldwell
wjs around and started anything of a
nulet character. Klem was reminded of
the cattish Incident nnd promptly and In
the most approved biviehead war tired
Albert.
