Connelly was
otic of the men assigned to the duty of
keepln-.-j the segregated men and women
apart. Ths trouble followed hie zealous
execution of orders.

Judge Joseph F. Mulqueen of General

ho made It plain that th witnesses are
not charged with crime, but are held
solely to Insur their press no when their
testimony Is desired.

This Is the letter th Judg recsrred :
'Terrible condition exist In our place

of abode. There Is vermin In th cells.
There are no opportunities to bathe and
ths food Is bad. If we want anything
extra, such as hot water, we have to
Vay for It. If w refuse to pay, wc are
called 'rats' and 'stool pigeons." At night
wc ore locked lu cells ns If wc were
regular prisoners."

Judge Mulqueen called In District At-

torney Hwunn and Burdetts O. Iewls.
Commissioner of Correction. Both ngreed
that the present system Is far from ad-
mirable.

Swann raid he hsd protested to the
Governor against the law, which became
operative June 1 last, abolishing the old
House of Detention. The District At-
torney said he hod Installed many wit-
nesses lu hotels to avoid sending them
to the city prisons, the county paying
the bills.

Both Swann and Lewis urged th con-
version of the two top floor of ths
story building at the southeast corner of
Leonard mid Lafayette streets Into a
place of detention. The building I ownil
by the city and the change could be
made, It waa asserted, at a cost of
about $1,000.
