Steel.

The statement by the United States
Steel Corporation exceeds by many
millions the high expectations previ-
ously entertained concerning this
quarter's earnings. It strengthens a
general market just now subject to
many advwgrse influences. It registers
in astounding figures a new maxi-
mum mark in the prosperity of the
basie industry of this country. An
extra dividend of one per cent. goes
now to the multitudinous holders of
the common stock,

The record I8 unexampled, but its
pignificance will be wrongly estimated
unleas it is duly regarded as an incl-
dent of the great war. As the activ-
ity of steel is the Index of the activ-
ities of countless other American in-
terests, so the relation of steel to tem-
porary conditions in the world ontslde
denotes the dependence of the present
prosperity of those other Iinterests
upon conditions beyond our domestic
power to mar or make.

The steel showing, therefore, in a
warning to shortsighted or sluggish
legislators at the Amerlean Capltol,
instead of an assurance of the sue-
cess of thelr experimenting, and wise
citizens will so consider It; for our
prosperity must he made permanent
and not ephemeral,

Two Years Ago To-day.

Berbia’'s reply to Austria's ultima-
tum was recelved In Vienna two years
ago to-day. It was as Austria had
expected and it furnished her a pre-
text for the declaration of hostilities
that quickly followed. The first ag-
gressive mlilitary movements of the
war were made ; Austrian troops were
lined up on the Serblan frontler, the
advance to Helgrade was begun,

On the same day Sir Epwarp Grey
called A meeting of representatives of
the Powers in London for the pur-
pose of averting complications, Peo-
ple even then belleved that a general
European war could be averted. The
Austrian soldlers apparently thought
they were undertaking an expedition
to punish Serbia for her part In the
killing of the Hapshurg heir at 8nra-
Jevo n month bhefore. They seemed
to think that with that task done they
could return to their homes. But on
this day, July 26, 1014, Germany Is-
sued her famous warning. Austria
must be permitted without Interfer-
ence to chastise Rerbin. It seemed
directed against Russin and It extin-
gulshed any hope that might have
heen held out by Rir Epwanp Grey's
proposed conference,

Within the two years Austria has
punished Serbin, Bhe has practically
wiped the nation out of existence, she
has driven its people from t
and forced Itsa army |
border.  Rerbia offered
all of Austria's demands exmfnl one,
which was that representatives of
Austrin-Hungary should tnke part In
Judicial proceedings In Serblan terrl-
tory against persons accessory to the
Barajevo crime. To permit this, Ser-
bia replied, would be “a violation of

the constitution and the laws of crim- ! greatest fallure in the history of the

inal procedure.” Austria won all of
her points, the nine that Serbia con-
ceded to avert war and the one that
it was Impossible for her to grant.

In accomplishing this Austria has
gone to great pains to convince the
world that she has found Indisput-
inble evidence of the Serbian Govern-
ment's gulit. She sent out elaborate
reports of the trial of the conspira-
|tors at Sarnjevo and announced at
: frequent intervals the discovery of In-
criminating documents unearthed at
Belgrade or Nish. She has, too, in-
volved Europe and much of the East-
ern continent In this most disastrous
Wwar.

Her conquest of Serbia could not
be more complete. But to-day Italy
is battering at her western frontler
and Russia is pouring an army of
thousands across her Galician bor-
ders and through the Carpathian
passes. Wil her great victory result
to her credit in the final adjustment?
Wil the winning by war of one de-
mand pay the terrible price it coat?
