BRANCHES IN RUSSIA

National City's Vice-Preside-

Back With Ileports of
Trade Opportunities.

FOREIGN CAPITAL NEEDED

American Dollar Ts at a Pre-

mium of 40 Per Cent, in
Czar'8 Domain.

Within the next few months It is ex-

pected that tha National City Bank,
which haa been extremely active In
opening; up branches in Central and
South American countries, will hnve at
least two branches In Hussl.-i- , making; It
the first national bank of this country
to enter the European field. Hamtiet

of the National
City Bank, who returned from an ex-

tended trip throughout that country on
Sunday after making a thorough Inves-

tigation of ita business and financial con-

ditions, made the announcement yester-
day.

It li planned that a branch of the City
Bank will be In operation In Petrozrad
by September, as men are already on the
ground working out the details, and H
la believed that the opening of a Moscow
branch will soon follow the beginning of
operations In I'etrograd. Mr. Mcltoberts
eald that he was nlsn dlscusnlng with
local bankers the matter of ftirlhcr loans
and credits to Hursla, but that no
amounts were belnif talked of up to d.ttc.

Mr. Mcltoberts, who la extremely op(l-mlat- ic

regarding the future of Hut.slu.
said retarding conditions in that em-
pire:

'The Internal financial condition nf
Huasla la apparently too round to per-
mit of discussion. Hhe la an Immensely
rich country, her resourced are largely
undeveloped, and ihe haa between

arid 176,000,000 people with civ-
ilisation. The only question that ha.i
arisen about Hussian credit grew out of
her embarrassment In obtaining funds
abroad, and that came from the fact that
aha had no adequate port" of export,
they being closed by the war. Ilussla
had difficulty In providing exchange to
pay for war material and equipment
that wait absolutely necessary during
the progress of the war.

Got Goods Prom Germaay.
"ftiwaU has never developed her own

resources, although In the boundaries nf
that empire can be found everything that
the Russian people require. She. Is a

puontry. Heretofore Ger-
many has furnished her manufactured
materials. Russia haa become keenly
alive to that situation, and a movement
la already under way there for the de-
velopment of their own resources by
themselves. Russia Is in the same po-

sition that the United States occupied
about forty years ago, except that they
have the people with which to upbuild
the country, whereas we had to obtain
them through immigration.

"The development of Russia's resources
will require a large amount of foreign
capital, and she is looking to America
to furnish some of It, although with lit-

tle hope. From my observations I be-

lieve that Russia contains a tremendous
opportunity for the investment of Amer-
ican capital. Her attitude la also very
receptive.

"The opportunity offered Americans In
thla field ta all the more attractive In
view of the fact tha the American dollar
la at a premium of 40 per cent. In Rus-
sia, so that Americans may Invest In
Russia's steel, railroad and other funda-
mental Industries at a time when the
Russian ruble is selling at a discount of
40 per cent.

"With regard lo the duration of the
war there Is a feeling of certnui victory,
although conservatives believe the con-
flict will last probably a year from this
fall."

Helped b Abolition of Vodka.
Mr. McRoberts added that the aboli-

tion af vodka in Russia had been a great
blessing to the pen mint class and had
achieved astounding results. He added
that the belief Is general that vodka will
never come Into use again in Russia, Not
only do the upper classes realize it, but
the peasants themselves are fully awnre
that much of their ioverty came from
vodka.

The fact that these latter are In much
more comfortable clrcumfftatict-- an ton-lern- s

savings, employment and property
In spite of the war Is believed by Mr.
McRoberts to be sufficient to Induco them
to shun It even though the Russian Gov-
ernment should return to Its manufac-
ture after the war Is over.
